“If the parents say random drug
testing is not effective, or it’'s nat
the route that they think can be
most effective, we may indeed
take it out (of the new code of
cenduct),” he said,

Bartlett, mother of junior football
player Alex Bartlett, a receiver on
the varsity team,

The fallewing is the proposed change in athietic code of con-
duct concerning randem drug testing:

To' encourage lawful degisions and provide a meaninpful and
legitimale deterrent for our student-athletes, the Novi Gommunity
School District will randomly drug test student-athletes each week
frgm the start of fall practices in August until the end of the schoal
year, Both “in-season” and “out-of-season” student-athletes may
be tested. Refusal o take 2 test will be considerad a positive test
and will constitute a violation of the Ahlstics Code of Canduct.
Those student-athlates who test positive will be required to submit
to regular testing, (at no cost to the school district) for at least one
calendar year from the date of their positive test and must appeal
to the Atnletics Director to cease the reguiar testing.

Ellis believes that any kind of
code of conduct should be an
extracurricutar code of conduct,
whether rundom drug lesting is
invulved or nol. He said that if o

student is going Lo represent his
or her school and/ or community
in an extracurricular activity, they
ought o adhers 10 the same stan-
dards.

“We have so many kids who
are involved in multiple activi-
ties," Ellis expliined. "Some are
aibletes who are in plays, some
kids are en the marching band
and on1 a sports leam, 1 not just
different  kids with differcnt
expectations: it's the sume kids
with  different  expectutions.
That's something that [ think we
need to addrass.”

Novi has a
‘downtown,’
says Capello

Kim Capello, Novi resident,
attorzey, and city council mem-
ber, said Tuesday that Novi did
ot miss the boat when it comes to
creating a downtown area.

Capello, a member of the Main
Street Novi steering committee,
said that rather than a traditional
downtown, Novi’s downtown
encompasses several districts.

He said this approach has been
taken in other communities across
the U.5., and that the Grand River
Avenue/Novi Road area will
become even more of a focal point
in Novi in the future,

Capello wasn't around for the
development of Tawn Center, the
first section in the four quadranis
coneept. But, he said, 4 ring road
is still being discussed that would
link the four sections of property
along Grand River Avenue east
und west of Novi Read,

“Are we ever going Lo have a
unique, quaint downtown area?
Na. Are we going 10 have four
quadrants that simulate a down-
town and can be a regional draw
1o people? Yes,” Capello said,

Ha said San Francisco is a great
example of 2 downtown with var-
ious clements.

“It's all  downtown  San
Francisce, but every district is dif-
ferent and satisfics a different
need,” he said, “1can see our Main
Street area, for example, a5 a dis-
tiet where people can bike and
walk around”

Capello believes the city of
Nowvi is creating a workable down-
town ared,

“it’s not fair to focus on one
stceel that we called Muin Street
and say that because that’s nol
completed thal we don’t have @
downtown,” he said. “We didn't
blow it when it comes to creating
adowntown. We're still continual-
ly moving forward.”

Cupello said when the new
developer shares his thoughts on
the rest of vacant land by Main
Street, the city already has a com-
mittee in place to meet with the
developer to see if Novi's ordi-
nances need tweaking.

“What we have on the hooks
right now may nat be what their
plans are. They may have to ask
for certain concessions, which
we'll do by crdinance amend-
ment,” he said,

Perhaps the very hurdest thing
for anyone holding public office is

1o be bold or te be cautious,

All 1old, accord-
ing to Rising,
sortie 72,000 state
busi (includ-

recalled, and the .
Republicans 1ook Phil Power
control and have
dominated the senate ever since.
Personally, 1 thouglu Blanchard
did the responsible and right thing.
And maybe the crushing reality of
the situation left him with no real
choice. But the conventional politi-
cal wisdom flowinp from the event
is that being beld — when it comes
1o raising taxcs — is always 4 mis-
take,
Now, we are facing a new and
timely test of this propasition, in
(e form of the revisions (o the
Single Business Tax proposed last
week by State Treasurer Jay Rising
and Gov. Jennifer Granholm.
Ceninly, samething has had to
be done about the antiquated 40-
year-old SBT. At heart, it’s a tax cn
payroll; for a siate leading the
nation in job loss, this seems u per-
verse way to structure cur main
business fzx. In national surveys
comparing state tax clinates,
Michigan has always stood oul like
2 sore thumb because of the oner-
ous way the SBT operates.
Moreover, administering and com-
poting the tax is & royal pain; some
businesses spend more in figuring
out how much tax they owe than

ing many small

firms, which tend

10 be the main
sources of job growth} will see a

- tax reduction. Another 67,000 busi-

nesses will see no tax change; and
22,000 {including, notably, insur-
ance companies) will get higher tax
bills. Overall, the changes in the
SBT are supposed to be “revenue
neutral,” which means they ure
designed 1 not allect the total
amount of money coming to the .
slale. .

But the obvious question now is
whether the changes being pro-
posed are Tar reaching {“bold™)
enowgh to really make a substantial
difference 10 our cconomy. Some
busincss types have proposed doing
away with the SBT altogether and
replaging it with o tax on business
profit.

Personully, [ have argued for
climinating the SBT and replacing
it by broadening (he sales lax o
inclizde scrvices, but at a reduced
rate. On the other hand, the SBT
represents a big companent of stute
revenue (now around $2.2 billicn
annually), and it is a relatively sta-
ble tax in a state with a very
volatile economy.

The Granhelm Adminisimtion

has typicatlly followed the path of
moderate caution as it has made its
choices along the bold-cauticus
continuzm. So the recent SBT pro-
posals are consistent with its overall
philosephy. And fram this perspec-
tive, they certainly represent a good
firsl step.

In such matters, however, it's
useful to consider what the econe-
miists call the “apportunity cosl”
The oppontunity cost of choesing lo
buy fized interest bends, for exam-
ple, s that while such a choice may
limnit the likelihood of major loss, it
also forgoes the possibility of big
gains that could come if the mongy
were invested in the stock market.

It choosing to make cautious
changes in the SBT, the Granholimn
Administration has foregene an
oppastunity 10 address the busic
problem in Michigan’s financial
picture — the chronic struciural
deficil in We state budget. Deciding
1o junk the SBT and spread the
sales tax (o services is probubly the
casiest way to eliminate repetitive
1 billion holes in the budget, but
it's arisky move. A revenue-neural
tweak at the tax will likely, over
time, result in some employment
gains, but it almost certainly will
not result in any fundamental
improvement in the siae’s financial
situation.

Choosing one route over another
is all o matter of basic instinct
between risk and reward, between
boldness and caution. As the old
saying goes, “'you pays your moncy
and you lakes your choice.”

Bul [ still rernember that when
incoming Gov. John Engler was
inaugurated, former Gov. (reorge
Romney leaned over and gave him
only o words of ndvice: “Be
bold!” That was advice he teok,
and whatever your palitics, o man
can say that Jehn Engler didn™t
make a dilference,

the stae's largest and most famous
city is in an appalling mess.

But what they disagree violently
on is who is to blame. They argue
over who can fix it, how te fix il or
even whether the city can be saved

Latall.

Fer many, the state of Detroit
was symbolized perfectly by what
happened last weekend when
Mayor Kwame Kilpatrick, a very
large 34-year-old man wilh &
large diamond in his left car,
appeared before
the cameras 16

. confirm what he
had been denying
for days. Yes, the
luxury Linceln
Navigator the city

 -had leased for
$24,995 a year
had been meant
for his wife and
children.

However, he
claimed he decid-
ed it was too
extmvagant and
had intended to
send it back. He
had never lied
about it, he said, even though he
had spent several dnys lying aboul
it, as had other city officials, When
one TV reporter followed the
mayor to Washington to ask about
it, 2 security guard acted like a
thug and smashexl his face into the
wall, live on television.

Washington police then said they
would no lenger protect the mayor
on his visits because of his inces-
sant non-stop nightelub hopping
insto the wee hours, something the
mayor denied, saying he never
went “clubbing” at all.

Adl that would have been embar-
rassing had it happened to the
mayor of Palm Beach during an
economic boom. But Detroit is in
dreadful shape, with unemploy-
ment Tising past 14 percent and a
budget deficit spiraling out of con-
trol. Earlier this month, the mayor
had announced that nearly a thou-

sand jobs were being eliminated,
and the already inadequate bus
service was being cut back.

Now, those who need to-a bus to
get to work in the wee hours are
aut of luck. That's no miror incon-
venience in the once-mighty Motor
City, where, ironically, something
like a third of the residents have no
access 1o cars.

And that's just the tip of the rusl-
ing ruin.

Fifly years ago, Deteit was 0
bustling industrial metropolis with
Lwo million people, Now, il has
barely 910,000,
and is shrinking
fast.

The public
schools are in even
more appalling
shape -—the
mayor himsell’
reluses to put his
kids in them —
and they are likely
10 gel worse Row
that further reform
cfforts have been
rejected by the
voters.

Legally, the
city has to bal-
ance its budget.
But with this year's deficit running
anywhere from $230 million: to
$380 million, even the draconian
cuts fie announced may not be
encugh. Legistators and others are
heginning to whisper the dreaded
word receivership. Some think the
state could end up having to take
over the city within the nex( few
years, and send in a special master
to run it, Righland Park, a desper-
alely impoverished enclave city
surrounded by Detrait, lost cantrol
of its own affairs years ago.

Even moie startling, many —
pertiaps millicns — of
Michiganders don't care, That
includes many whe live in
Hillsdale or Traverse City, but also
well-off suburbanites who live a
short hop from the city’s famous
border, Eight Mile Road.

Many say the city brought its
problems cn itsedf (by which they

usually mean, the blacks destroyed
it afser the whites moved out) and
actually believe that whal happens
in Detroit is totally irrelevant to
them and thelr lives.

For many, Detroit’s problenzs are
easy 0 ignore, Fewer people live
in the city than at any tite since
‘World War 1. Detroit is now home
1o only 9 percent of the state’s pop-
ulation. Most of those wha live
there are black; most who don™ are
white. The state and the ¢ity exist
in almost separatc worlds. .

But those who say the city does-
n't matter, or whe think they can
get by ignoring it are dead wrong,
said Freman Hendrix, who is
attempting Lo unseat Mayor
Kilpatrick in this fall's election.
“How can the rest of the state feel
secure if their major city isn't func-
ticning?” said Hendrix, a financial
expert and a former deputy mayor

_under the business-oriented Dennis

Archer.

Ttis hard 10 sev anyone can think
Michigan can continug to be ¢co-
nomically competitive if its main
city, its spons and entertainment
capilal, Jooks like semething oot of
the third world, with desperate
poverty and services and gated
communities only for the rich.

Sooner or later, Michigan —
and Detroilers themselves — will
have 1o face some lough decisions
about what kind of state, city and
sociely they want 1o be, Urban
experts like David Rusk think the
solution for Detroit is obvicus;
some form of metropelitan gov-
emment with the surrounding sub-
urbs it gave birth to.

So far, neither the city nor the
suburbs have been willing lo con-
sider that, preferring o bash each
other instead. 1l wouid be nice if a
statesman with & vision emerged
sometime soon. There may ot be
that much time left.

Dr. Michael Roth didn't stast
his Eal To Live program 1o make
money. He started it to help peo-
ple lose weight.

Nowadays, it seems tat any-
one can develop a Web site. My
i3-year-old daughter, your next
door neighbos, and even the com-
pletely non-technalogy literate
service man knows how 10 creale
a Webs site. And then there are
online corpanies Lhal offer Web
sites in 10 minutes]

Web site cosl alse varies from
free Lo several thousand dellars,
So how do you know who is real-
ly gualified aml how much
money you really should be
spending on Web sites?

Let's start by looking ot the -
comnzerce industry. ¥or the pur-
poses of simplification, lhe e-
commerce industry is being
divided here into five distinet cat-
egories.

Basement Developers

Web site developers whe offer
low-cost development services
are vsually students or technical
people who create Web sites as a
side business. Rarely do these
developers have much knowledge
of the operations or challenges
facing businesses teday. They
liave very litle knowledge
regarding e-business and what it
takes for companies to be prof-
itable on the Internet.

‘They may offer their services
at an economical price but the
lechnelogy that they deliver is in
most cases quite weak. They
mostly ereate “HTML” Web sites
that do not use the latest develop-
ments in database technology.
They may use a simple HTML
editing pregram such as
Microsoft FrontPage. The sites
they preduce will look like mil-
lions of cthers on the Intemet 1s
they are using standard
FreniPage graphic templates.

Web sites created by busernent
aperntors are some of the lowest
traffic sites on the Intemet, What
that means is that althowgh your
company has a Web site, lew
people will stumble upon your
websile due (o the luck of inter-
nel marketing done by your
developer.

Bascrient developers are alse
unable to produce advanced
multi-media applications (adio,
video, shock wave, flash, ete))
because they do not have access
10 the necessary hardware, soft-
ware or e expericnce required
in these areas.

As the Internct conlinues to
evolve, these developers are lim-
ited in their ability to adapt io
new technologics, as the learning
curves refating 1o each new lech-
nology (e-Commerce, shock
wave, database integratien etc.)
can be quite steep. 1t is impossi-
ble for such a smali operatien: to
have expertise in all new tech-
nologies.

In addition, most of these
types of Web sites are very
inflexible and difficult to main-
tain. Every time you need o
make a change to say price or
product, you may need to rely on
the developer to update the Web
site,

These Web sites generally take
months to develop and some-
times even then continue (o show
several pages still under con-
struction. That js because these
developers are doing this on the
side while working clsewhere or
going to school.

Finally, most of the basement
develepers do not have the
knowledge or resources neces-
sary to develop e-business train-
ing materials for their clients.
They are also unqualified to pro-
vide their clients with any form
