After a flurry of several can-
dicacy announcements and the

Tlie GOP plan would remove 

health-care expenses i'roni the cal­
culation in 2006. 

"It is time for a change in our 
tax code to help our employers 
provide the kind of high-paying 
jobs we need in Michigan," Ward 
said. 

Mary Dettloffi a spokeswoman 
for Democratic Gov. Jennifer 

Granholm, said the plan doesn't 
have much chance of being signed 
by ihe governor as .siand-alone 
legislation. That's because it 
would cost the state an estimated 
$33 million, and it does noi offset 
those costs to be "revenue-neu­
tral." 

"Wc are will ing to look at alter­
natives, but only if they're rev­
enue-neutral," said Dettloff, "and 
we would rather see a more com­
prehensive approach." 

She pointed out that Granholm 
has pui forward a restructuring o f 
the business tax that would pro­
vide relief for three out of four 
companies that pay the tax. 

Dettloff also chided G O P law­
makers for complaiIiing about 
budget cuts proposed by 

Granholm and then putting out a 
plan that would reduce the state's 
revenue. 

"They can't have their cake and 
eat it too," she said. "In fact, they 
should cut cake out o f their diets 
completely." 

Ward said the best way to get 
the economy moving is to end the 
taxing of employers' expenses for 
healthcare. 

Dennis Whitney, director of die 
Livingston County Small 
Business and Technology 
Development Center, said that any 
relief for small businesses would 
be hailed among the firms he deals 
with, 

'They would love to give bene­
fits," he said, but the owners often 
can't afford it.

Novi School's assistant superintend­
ent of business and finance, Ihe slate 
reduced iLs funding for driver's edu­
cation to local school districts a cou­
ple of years ago. As a result, the 
board decided to conunue with Novi 
High's program, but to have i l be 
self-sufficient. The revenue cutback 
was so dramatic lhat the fee calcu­
lated out lo be $279 per student. For 
llie pasl Iwo years, die disuict has 
been charging that price and met all 
expenses. 

"If we charge $335 to 100 partic­
ipants, we can break even and we 
would have a self-sufficient pro­
gram iigain," Koster said. "Thai's 
what the boiffd is trying lo decide 
righl now - whether to continue to 
offer i l or nol." 

Koster said he was going to speak 
wilh Novi High School Principal 
John I-awTcnee lo see if a detemii-
naiion can be made as to how niiuiy 
students would take driver's educa­
tion dirough the district i f i l contin­
ued to provide it. 

"The board wants some further 
infomiaiion before making a deci­
sion," Koster said. "(Lawrence) is 
going to determine some sort of 
need among students. I will report 
back to the board after we gather 
lhat infomiaiion." 

Mosl driver's educadon schools 
ofi'er two segments to their inshuc-
lioii, and Novi is no different. In tlial 
regard, Novi's projected price of

one license, or pennit. Segment two 
is taken 90 days after segment one is 
completed.

Phyllis Berk, program coordina­
lor for A & A Driving School in 
Livonia, said dial the cut in slale aid 
funding would most likely affect her 
business. "Kids would need lo go 
somewhere if schools don't offer 
driver's education," she said.

The current driver's education 
stRicture took effect in 1997, The 
earliest a student can take driver's 
education is at age 14 years and 
eight months. A student cannot 
get a learner's permit (level one 
license) until age 14 years and 
nine months. At that point, lie or 
she cannot go to the next level 
until they hit age 16. When they 
become independent at 16, they 
cannot drive between midnight 
and 5 a.m. unless accompanied 
by a parent or if they are going to 
or from a job, in which case they 
would have to be able to provide 
proof if pulled over by a police 
officer.

A & A Driving School's rales are 
$305 for segment one and $40 I'or 
segment two. Based on tliat, Berk 
believes Novi's projected price of 
$335, if in fact die' district continues 
to offer the prognim, is a compeli-
uve one. 

"It depends on what people are 
looking for when they're shopping 
for a program," she said. "Is il a cer­
tain lime of the year? Is it a dale? 
Parents will look at the school's pro­
gram for convenience, and some 
will look al it for cost." 

The Sears Authorized Driving 
School in Novi offers segment one 
al $299 per sludent and segment two 
al $30 per sludent. School 
Administrator Brad Huspek has a 
different view on the issue. 

"It probably won't have much of 
an effect on us," he said. 'Typically, 
people who lake i l at Ihe school do 
so for a specific reason, like it meets 
right after scliool in the same build­
ing. I don't know lhal a couple extra 
dollars would make that much dif­
ference to anyone." 

Huspek believes that die total 
eliminafion of the program by Novi, 
however, would certainly have an 
impact on his business. 

"There are several olher driver 
education providere in the area. If 
Novi High had 200 students per year 
and Ihere are foul- or five other 
providers, each of us would proba­
bly gain about 40 or 50 students."

B Protocols 
may became 
national; 
officials review 
draft

In 27 years with the Novi 
Fire Dcparlincnt, Chief Arthur 
Lenaghan has seen lives saved 
by emergency medical techni­
cians or E M T s . 

It's the second of four levels 
of E M S in Michigan — one lhat 
may be subject to national stan­
dards by September. 

"We require everybody to be 
an E M T , " Lenaghan said of 
N o v i ' s 83 firefighters. " I f 
somebody needs some help, the 
people Ihey gel there, ihey 
know what they're doing." 

In Ihc in i l i a l draft of the 
National E M S Scope of 
Practice model, E M T s wil l still 
stabilize spines and control 
bleeding. 

But some changes are pro­
posed, and state and local agen­
cies are weighing in. 

S e t t i n g the s t a n d a r d 

U n l i k e other health care 
providers, E M S license criteria 
is determined by slates. 

A standard, legal definition 
of what E M S personnel can do 
would s l i l l allow states an 
option lo join in fully or condi­
tionally. 

Dan Manz, principal investi­
gator of the project, said 14 
groups started the current draft 
a year ago with the goal o f 
reforming the approach to 
emergency training and educa­
tion. 

"Once you establish lhal uni­
verse, lhal core content, then 
you slice it into levels," Manz 
said. "This is one step of a 
many, many slep process. We 
are getting a large amouni of 
rtJput."

There would still be four lev­
els, but the current draft shifts 
various ski l l requirements. 

Notably, the third-level E M T 
specialist level would be e l imi­
nated, and a lop-level advanced 
practice paramedic added. 

Medical first responders 
would change in name to emer­
gency medical responders bul 
s l i l l address with airway, 
breathing and circulat ion. 
Paramedic and E M T levels 
would stay as they are. 

"Maybe the content's going 
to be a little but different," 
Manz said, "but the same mech­
anisms that are paying for E M S 
training today arc probably 
going lo be paying for ( i l ) 
loniorrow." 

Some question n ix ing the 
E M T specialist, which covers 
skills like intrtivenous or air­
way lube insertion. 

"The standard of practice 
document would eliminate that 
level, and i l ' s not adding those 
skil ls to the E M T level," said 
Thomas Knapp, executive 
director o f the Society of 
M i c h i g a n E M S Instructor 
Coordinalor. 

For instance, he said, nitro­
glycerine, which treats heart 
attacks, is administered by 
paramedics. In the draft, the 
sk i l l is bumped to E M T s , bul 
IV insertion isn't. 

Other ski l ls that might need 
cxlra training include splinting, 
epiPens and automated defibril­
lators.

"1 think we're doing a pretty 
good job," Lenaghan said. 
"Major i ty of our runs aren't 
medical." 

Even since he began in 
L ivon ia during ihe 1970s, train­
ing times for E M T s have nearly 
doubled, now at 160-180 hours. 

"Anytime you can improve 
the service or improve the 
s k i l l s . . . I think that's good," 
Lenaghan said. 

H o w s o o n ? 

After feedback, there's st i l l a 
ways to go, M a n z said. 

"We're building an engine a 
piece at a time," Manz said, 
"Our goal is to get the pistons 
done by September of 2005. 
Thai 's when we're supposed to 
have this scope document.

Oakland County Circuit Court-
Family Division is updating its 
Domestic Relations Mediation 
Program in responseto changes in 
the Michigan Court Rules. 

Michigan Courts have utilized 
domestic mediation to help 
divorcing parties come to mutual­
ly acceptable solutions for many 
years. Couples who use media­
tion, and reach their own deci­
sions about property, custody and 
odier matters' pertaining to their 
divorce, tend to be less likely to 
retum to court. This saves money, 
and time, and reduces the emo­
tional harm to those divorcing as 
well as to ancillary parties, such 
as children. 

Courts will review the couple's 
individual records for Personal 
Protection Orders, as well as 
criminal domestic violence and 
child abuse and neglect cases. 
Oakland Circuit has further 
responded by incorporating a 
domestic violence screening pro­
cedure into the divorce review 
process, to assess divorcing par­
ties for their vulnerability to 
domestic violence. A n awareness 
of domestic violence history 

and/or potential will allow judges 
io be more selective in making 
mediation recommendations. 

Effective immediately, when a 
divorce with minor children (DM) 
is filed at the clerk's ofTIce, die fil­
ing party will be given two pack­
ets of information, one for the 
plaintiff to keep and one for them 
to serve on the defendant. Packets 
include: 

• a brochure wiUi general infor­
mation about the mediation 
process. 

• a form called a Domestic 
Violence Screening for Mediation 
form which is to be filed witii tiie 
Clerk's Ollice by tile parties. 

• a questionnaire, which con­
tains questions about the couple's 
domestic violence history. This 
form will be conndentially filed at 
Fricntf of the Court (FOC), fol­
lowing an Early Intervention 
Conference. 

• a list of court-approved medi­
ators.

REMAINING INDEPENDENT 
N o v i T o w n s h i p r e m a i n s 

t i n y i s l a n d i n g r o w i n g c i t y

It's surprising in diis age of 
urban sprawl, but since die 1830s, 
when Novi Township was first 
eslablished, a portion of it has 
remained independeni from die ciiy 
of Novi. 

The township, which includes 
most of die homes in the 
Brookland Farms subdivision, is 
comprised of 75 acres between 
Nine Mile and Ten Mile roads jusl 
west of Novi Road. 

Township leaders meet once a 
mondi al a different board mem­
ber's home. Coffee ;uid cookies or 
odier desserts are .served. 

When mosl of Novi Township 
became a villiige, and the village 
became a city, diis small neighbor­
hood chose to not incoiporate into 
die city of Novi. 

Kadiy Mulch, Novi Historical 
S(x;iely presidenl, sjiid lhal Novi 
Township was actually sei oul by 
government surveyors in Ihe. 1830s. 

'The currenl Novi Township is 
all dial remains of what was once a 
36-square-mile township," Mulch 
noted. 

Novi moved from being a town­
ship to a village in 1958 and was 
incorporated inlo a city in 1969, bul 
residents in diis small area 
remained a separate entity. 

Township residents pay taxes to 
Northville and Oakland County 
schools. Fire protection is conuact-
ed dirough die city of Novi, and 
police protection is provided by die 
Michigan Stale Police. 

If diere's an immediate need for 
police, however, and die state 
police post doesn't have a car near­
by, officers can be called from die 
Novi Police Department. 
: "The Novi police will take a ran 

in diene if diere's a major case," 
said former Novi chief of police 
LeeBeGole. 

"The only serious crime I 
remember there was when one of 
die wealdiy residents in die town­
ship owned a nightclub Some peo­
ple followed him home one night, 
hit him over die head and look his 
iponey and liis car," BeGole ^

Instead, diey meet in each 
odier's Iiving rooms, widi die 
clerk typing on his laptop in die 
kitchen. 

Tlie less dian 200 residents in 
Ihe township have decided to rale 
dieir own roosts, so to speak, by 
maInlaming dieir own government. 

There are no lines to vote; you 
can vote widi a crayon; and in die 
last election, they had a 95 per­
cent voter luInout. 

"We had 10 people who didn't 
show, and we think two of diose 
had died," said trustee and 29-
year-resident Tom Wemholm. 

The town.ship has a supervisor, 
clerk, treasurer, two tiiIsiees, and 
a Board of Review for property 
tax Issues. 

The township officers take dieir 
jobs senously and have to provide 
die residents with important infor­
mation from die Environmental 
Protection Agency and Oakland 
County. 

They started die last meeting 
on Jan. 19 in an official manner 
—Ieciting die Pledge of 
Allegiance by a small American 
flag stuck in a box of tissue on 
the coffee table at township clerk 
Derwood Haines' house on 
Cottisforel Road-

New township supervisor, John 
Juntimen, a 26-year Iesident of 
the township, was just elected to 
his first four-year term last 

November. 
Trustee Raymond Schovers and 

his wife, Diane, have lived in die 
township for 26 years. 

"Someone from Oakland 
County sils on our Board of 
Review," Juntunen said, "but ever 
since Proposal A (passed) it's a 
dead horse." The voter-approved 
Projxisal A placed a cap on annu­
al increases in property Uixes. 

Residents pay taxes to Oakland 
County and die Northville School 
Disuict and have Northville mail­
ing addresses. 

The officers try lo meet die sec­
ond Tuesday of every mondi. 
"There arc so few of us. and we 
all live here, so if somediing 
comes up. dien we communicate 
via e-mail or over die phone. 
We're tenibly flexible," Junwnen 
said. 

So, what are die hot issues in. 
die township first quarter 2005? 

"We got die snow plowed. That 
was huge," Schovers said. 

The township has to conmict 
for such city services iis snow and 
tiash removal, as well as fire pro­
tection. "Once we do dial, we're 
pretty well set for die year," 
Juntimen said. 

Schovers said according to dIe 
Michigan Ways aiid Bounds 
Commission, who has jurisdiction 
over such matters, if a community 
diatisnot incorporated into a 
city can collect more dian 100 
signamres, residents can vote dieir 
own desti'ny. The township last 
obtained enough signatures to 
remain a township in 1979, 
according to Schovers. 

"We definitely have a sense of 
connection," said tieasurer Ginger 
Juncker.

Even a plumber can fall victim to 
ice damming — frozen water lhat 
piles up under roof eaves. 

It happened recently at Ihe 
Northville home of l^ng Plumbing 
Company owner Jim Ijjng. 

"There was some minor water 
damage," Long said. "1 had sonic 
electrical tracer i;ipe installed with a 
manual switch. It melts the ice and 
helps it to be removed from tlie 
roof." 

To remedy a common cold-
weatlier problem, leam about tlie 
causes and put local experts' advice 
into action. 

Winter b l o c k a g e s 

David Gordon, owner of Novi's 
Leaf Guard Midwest, explained 
how damming occurs. 

"Most homes and most gutters, 
you get condensation on the roof," 
Gordon said. "You'll gel heat loss in 
tlie attic. 

"(Water) goes down to llie gutter 
or tiie eaves, which is Ihe coldest 
p.u1, and it will freeze." 

As water melts under llie dam, it 
must go somewhere. 

"It'll find a way in," Gordon said. 
"Il could be your siding is put on 
poor, your window trimming is 
down poorly." 

Thai's when tlie inside of the 
house is at risk, Novi Building 
Inspector Chris Weber explained. 

"It actually seep.s inside the house 
and runs down ihe interior wall," 

causing duiiagc to drywall, Weber 
said. 

Aged homes in llic city are al 
sligliijy higher risk. 

"In some of the older subs that are 
between 15 and 30 years old, you'll 
find it a little bit more," Weber said. 
"In my opinion, they don'l have big 
enough overliangs. A lot of the older 

'homes were built with flalier roofs. 
Tliey really held the snow up there 
more. 

"We don't see a lot of ice 
damming lately liccause it'.s mostly 
new subs." 

Gordon said aging homes also 
don't always have proper insulation. 
However, with new homes, lot posi­
tion can make a difference. 

Gordon recalled a man in the area 
who has a new house with a large 
roof line. 

'The gables lhat are coming out 
of his house are hidden from tlie sun 
in tlie wintertime," Gordon said. 
"They're getting very little sunlight 
pcneU~dtion on his roof line." 

Ice is less ilien likely to melt out­
side, and water can leak inside. 

Stop the damming 

Weber said the key to preventing 
ice damming is proper insulation 
and ventilation. 

Start with a fibeiglass or foaiIi 
insulation in Ihe altiC, he suggested. 

'They don't have adequate insu­
lation," .said Weber. It's more pre­
dominant in the older subs. The 
minimum's R-30." 

That rating refers lo insulation 
baiting that could range from nine-
12 inches thick. Gordon said R-49 is 
even belter; some old homes only 
haveR-13. 

"You want lo keep lhat attic just 
as cold as the outside so llie snow 
doesn't melt," added Weber.

For those with low roofs and healthy bodies, there's another 
option to clear snow from roofs: rakes. 

Specially tailored to scoop snow off housetops before it freezes 
or gets too heavy, these contraptions can be effective if used cau­
tiously. 

"They're an aluminum pole with an aluminum blade on them," 
said Tom Vann, owner, Brookside Hardware, just outside Novi. "Two 
poles fit into each other. You've got 17 feet plus your arm length." 

Extensions can give another eight-foot boost. 
At about $40, rakes remove snow from the leading edge of the 

roof, where damming occurs. 
Vann said the rakes sell quickly, weather pending. "I have used 

one on my house," he added. 
Just be cautious and aware of electrical wires and antenna sys­

tems atop roofs. Those with heart conditions or other health prob­
lems also might reconsider. 

Novi Building Inspector Chris Weber recommends being aware. 
"If you're a homeowner that has a really low-pitched roof and it's 

not too dangerous to get it," it might be an option, he said.

Another aid is having an ade­
quately-pitched roof steeped from 
6-12to 10-12, Weber .said.

"That 
type of roof lasts forever and it's 
really impenetrable, It's kind o f 
expensive."

Seven years ago, 62-year-old 
Sandy Terry could no longer 
phy.sically help her senior friends • 
as a caregiver. 

So, she lurned lo llie Area 
Agency on Aging 1-B's Senior 
Community Service Employmeni 
Program, which covers Oakland 
County. 

Now, Terry serves Meals on 
Wheels al her Walled Lake Villas 
Aparimeni home. 

"We serve lunches here for ihe 
people," Terry said. "I jusi enjoy 
being with ihem and making iheni 
happy. I've mel all Ihe people 
hpre."

Bom from Tiile V of the \%5 
federal Older Americans Act, the 
program accepts seniors 55 years 
and older living ai 125 percent of 
poverty level. 

• "They get the opportunity io gel 
back into Ihe workforce by... 
communiiy service close lo their 
home," area coordinator Tanya 
Kurtz said. "It's a real confidence 
booster to be able to al least gel 
going." 

Set up with a nearby non-profil 
agency, seniors work 18-and-a-
half-hour weeks at .$5.15 an hour, 
also learning skills like resume-
writing. 

"The host agency has to pro­
vide supervision and training," 

Kurtz said. "The idea Js either 
you're getting that person ready to 
be hired by your own agency or 
you're giving them some transfer-
iible skills." 

Once complete, the goal is for 
seniors to successfully find full-
time employment. 

Twelve of ihe state's 16 agen­
cies currently use federal grants io 
fund die program. This year's 1-B 
allolment is $500,000. 

".Seventy-five percent of our 
grants must... be spent on wages 
and fringes for participants," 
Kurtz said. • 

Cl ianging t imes 

But recent changes have ham­
pered filling 50 of the program's 
80 positions. 

Effective last May, the U .S . 
Department of Labor upped low 
income requirements. 

"Wc have to count unemploy­
ment now, more of their Social 
Security income now than we 
used to," Kurtz said. "For the 
most part, those regulations have 
made it more difficult for people 
lo enroll." 

Julia Thomas, program manag­
er with the Michigan Office of 
Services to the Aging, said that 
hulls areas like Novi with higher 
income levels. 

"That area of the state tends to 
be more affiuent," she said. "I 
think it'sjust more difficult to find 
people that are at or below 125 of 
the national level of poverty. 

"That I'm aware of historically 
they have met their placement 
goals. There'.s a constant turnover 
and recruilment takes time." 

Another possible hindrance is 
slimmed hours allowed in train­
ing. Now, 24-36 months is the 
federal ideal. Previously, some 
stayed for many years, Kurtz said. 

"There's definitely a thrust 
towards people recognizing ihat 
this IS not an entitlement,"

"We're looking for people who 
really are sitting at home and try­
ing to figure out what to do 
because their bills are going up 
and 1 their Social Security is not 
keeping pace," Kurtz said. "I 
always say this is Uie best kept 
secret in the area.

Approval of a 200-bed hospital 
in Novi won't do any favors for 
Livingston County medical facili­
ties, according to Trinity Health. 

Novi-based Trinity Health — 
the parent company of Saint 
Joseph Mercy Health Sysiem, 
which owns Saint Joseph Mercy 
I..ivingston Hospital in Howell — 
tielieves die new facility will hurt 
hospitals throughout southeast 
Michigan, and i l is appealing the 
mling allowing the Novi facility to 
move forward. 

"It's our posilion lhal i l wil l 
have a negative effect on all hospi­
tals in Oakland and Wayne coun-
tjes as well as surrounding facili­
ties such as Livingston," said 
lievin DiCola , spokesman for 
Trinity Health. "It's reasonable to 
expect to see a loss of volume as 
rpsidenls in places like Brighton, 
who would normally go lo 
Howell, go lo Novi instead." 
• Trinity Health filed a lawsuit lo 

slop Ihe certificate-of-need 
process for the Novi facility, bul 
the court ruling fell in favor of Ihe 
Sl. John Health System, the parent 
company of Providence Hospital 
iind Medical Centers at 
Providence Piu-k, which is bring­
ing the new facility to western 
Oakland County. 

DiCola said a ruling on Ihc 

appeal is expected in March. 
The new hospital I'ucilily on 

Grand River Avenue in Novi 
includes six privale in-palicnl 
beds and wil l evenlually expand 
lo a lolal of 200 private in-paticnl 
rooms. 

The area of conleiilion belwecn 
Sl. John Health and Trinity Health 
was a bed-relocation provision in 
Public Act 619. Among olher 
things, Ihe measure, passed by Ihe 
slate Legislature in December 
2002, allowed Sl . John Health to 
move beds out of ils Delroil hos-
pilals and inlo new facilities 
planned for Oakland Counly 

Supporters of die law say lhal i l 
provides paiieni choice in health 
care and close service. Supporters 
also argue that by transferring 
unused beds from Delroil hospi­
tals 10 a localion where demand is 
grealcr, ihe increased revenue 
from Ihe use o f those beds can be 
relumed back lo urban hospilals 
for financial support. 

Opponents of Public Acl 619 
— such as Trinity Health, which 
has hospitals in Howell , A n n 
Arbor, Saline, Livonia and 
Poniiac — say lhal the law allows 
Sl. John Health lo skirl around Ihe 
ccrtificale-of-necd requirements 
lhal a need be demonslralcd for a 
bcd-lraiisfer. Demand, the oppo­
nents .say, just doesn'l exist in 
Oakland Counly for additional 
hospilals, and Ihey worry con-

slruclion costs wi l l drive up med-
ica! costs. 

"In a nutshell, ihe numbers we 
have run on die impact of the con­
struction (of new hospilals) is lhal 
i l wil l drain $60 million from Ihe 
bollom line of ho.spitals already in 
western Wayne and Oakland 
counties," Stephen Shivinsky, 
vice presidenl of corporate com­
munications and public relations 
for Trinity Health, said in June 
2003. 

"The net result could be die 
diminished access of care, the 
closing of services and the closing 
of programs," he added. 

Elliot Joseph, presidenl and 
C E O of S l . John Healih, said Ihe 
need for die Novi I'aeilily is real. 

"The populaiion in diis area has 
been rapidly growing for many 
years, and Ihere is a defmile need 
for inpalienl services," Joseph said. 
"These six inpalienl beds allow us 
lo care for surgical patients quick­
er and more effectively." 

Major conslruclion of the $224 
million hospiial facility in Nov i 
wil l begin in the summer. Plans 
include an expanded emergency 
department and stale-of-the art 
imaging technology, inpalienl and 
oulpalienl pedialric services, a 
dedicated pediatric unit and pedi­
alric short-stay unit, a neuro-
.science inslilule, a musculoskele-
lal cenler and a consolidated 
women's services area.

Whal's nonnal? The quesdon 
seems simple enough, unless you 
consider wjial it means lo someone 
who grew up in a family widi 
addiclion. 

Those of us who've had dierapy 
or balded addiclions will often 
identify ourselves as A C O A , adult 
children of alcoholics. The addic­
tion --be il alcohol, dmgs, sex, or 
gambling - isn't as important as die 
environment i l creates in die fami­
ly-

In healdiy families, feelings are 
not only allowed, diey are p r m i l -
ted. Members of die family feel 
safe enough to say whal they're 
dlinking and feeling. Healdiy emo-
uonal expression of feelings is 
encouraged. 

Healthy families also allow for 
die development of each person: 
what he or she likes aiid wants to 
do. They promote a sense of self-
worlh in eiich himily member 
through praise and learning of 
skills. 

In a family widi addicdon, it's 
jusl Ihe opposite. Renowned 
audior, lecturer and U-ainer Claudia 

Black describes diis environment 
widi diree unspoken mles: don't 
talk, don't u\isl and don't feel. 
Addiction is a disease, and one of 
ils consequences is diat die world 
revolves around die addict. As diis 
disease progresses, family life 
becomes more unprcdictoble and 
chaodc. 

The spouse of an addict cannot 
mily know inUmacy widi his or her 
partner, because the addict's pri­
mary reladonship is widi a dmg of 
choice, not a person. Emodonal 
expression, especially for children, 
becomes stifled due lo die effects 
of addiction. 

Young children do not have die 
emodonal maturity to separate 
cause-and-effecl behavior. They 
believe dial dieir addicted parent's 
behavior - caused by die disease 
of addicdon - is their fault. A n 
addict may verbally abuse her child 
while under die influence, but die 
child diinks dial when Mommy is 
angry, it's because of her As diis 
cycle repeats, die child tmly 
believes siie is bad, and her idendly 
is founded on guilt and shame. 

In order to survive in an addicted 
family, a child will adjust to die 
environment. In an allempt to pro­
vide balance in die family sysiem. 

die child may learn lo be a hero. 
She or he may funcuon as a care-
laker to compensate for what an 
adull isn't doing. The child may 
act out the chaos dial die family is 
experiencing ihrough behavior 
problems or dieir own addicdon. 
These roles often follow children 
into aduldiood ba'ause diey get 
reinforced over dme. 

Growing up in an addicted faini-
ly is difficult at best, terrifying at 
worst. Adults often ansn't aware of 
die legacy of iheir families undl 
diey become adults and find diem-
selves in unhealdiy reladonships 
dial seem so familiar. 

Addicdon unly is a family dis­
ease. No one is untouched by some 
form of loss and abandonment, but 
diose wounds can be healed. Adull 
cliildren are not doomed to repeat 
die pain of iheir past once diey 
leam to talk, lo Uusl and to feel.

The gtiod news is llie stale of 
Michigan has realized that il 
must do something lo aid educa­
tional funding by increasing it lo 
districts, and has m;idc a proposal 
to prove it. The b;id news is, ihc 
same proposal says that half of 
lluil increase would lie oll'sel by 
Ihc state's mandated rclircnicnl 
systcni. 

The proposal in tjucslinn, ni:idc 
hy Gov. Jennifer Granholin, 
would give aid lo schools by 
increasing each dis-
trict's per pupil 
allowance by SI75. For 
Novi . th;il would mean 
an ;ipproxiin;ilc incrca.se 
of .SI .OS million into the 
hudget. 

The same prtiposal, 
liowe\cr, would increase 
Ihc mandated relirenicnt 
system by 1.47 percent. 
That means instctid of 
paying 14.S7 cents to 
Ihc state for every dollar 
that the district pays to 
an cniployec. it would 
have lo pay I6..34 cents per dol­
lar. That ;ilone is an increase of 
appro.ximatcly S5«),(X)0. 

In essence. Ihc proposal looks 
good for scluiols on Ihc surface, 
bul in reality, it's not lhat greal.

It won't 
take much for die Novi 
Community School District to 
fall in lhat same category.

Consolidated election laws signed by the 
Governor over a year ago transferred authori­
ty to conduct school elections to the County 
Clerks beginning January 1, 2005. As a for­
mer slate Representative, I know the intent 
of the law was lo make elections consistent 
and convenient for voters with Ihc goal of 
increasing participation. Elections will now 
only be allowed on four dates per year, on 
specific days in February, May, Augusl and 
November, except in unusual cases which 
must meet certain criteria. 

Recent criticism of the Oakland Counly 
Clerk's office from Oakland County ISD and 
a few locid school officials is factually 
flawed. Our office never received a copy of 
an allcrnalive proposal from any of those 
school districts in regard to the Election 
Consolidation Act. This new law is very 
complex and the process is challenging. 
After becoming county clerk hisl monlh and 
a.ssuming Ihe responsibility of conducting all 
.school elections, my office has posted, held 
and laken public comment al 44 separate 
meetings. The cily and township clerks, as 
well as school districts were invited to all 
meetings. The final agreements were signed 
and sent to the Stale by January 31, as 
required by law. 

The new plan encourages voter participa­
tion, provides consistency, and eliminates 
government duplicafion. Elections will now 
be held on consistent dates in consistent 
placcs'and'jn'a'consistennnanner from'year-" 
lo-year and from lown-to-town ihroughoul 
Oakland County. 

One goal is to stop 'stealth' elections like 
die Oakland County ISO held on September 
25, 2001. This never-ending property lax 
increase of over $60 million annually passed 
wilh less than 4 percent of the voters' 
approval. 

The school elections will now be as consis­
tent and "voter friendly" .is all other elec­
tions, including informing seniors by mail of 
their right lo request an absentee ballot before 
every school election. Additionally, the prac­
tice of requiring die voters to go to different 
polling locations, for .school elections, wi l l be

slopped. The new plan does awiiy wiUi voter 
confusion and makes the polling locations 
and absentee ballots consistent. 

The new slate law scheduled school elec­
tions on the same date as the November fed­
eral and stale elections thus increasing voter 
participation and saving schools the cost of 
conducting elections. However, the vast 
niiijority of schools in Oakland County 
recently chose a May election dale. As a 
resuli these schools wil l be responsible for 
the total expense of their May elections. 

Recent public comments from some • 
school officials suggest they may be using 
education money lo prepare for a legal chal­
lenge against Ihis election reform. Their 
efforts are misguided and appear to be an 
aiiempt to continue to protect and control 
'stealth' elecuons, and our children lose. 

When the new legislation is fully imple­
mented the people's voice will be heard, our 
system of democracy improved and account­
ability to the people improved, thanks to 
state legislation and the commitment of our 
local clerks.

S t a t e of the S t a t e Address and 
E x e c u t i v e B u d g e t P roposa l 

The governor last week presented bodi her 
State of die State address and her budget pro­
posal for Fiscal Year 2005-06. The Fiscal 
Year 2005-06 Executive Budget 
Recommendation calls for $40.7 billion in 
adjusted gross appropriations, up from $39.3 
bil l ion in 2004-05. Among die governor's 
proposals are plans to raise the minimum 
wage from $5.15 to $7.15 per hour by 2007; 
delay payment o f the Michigan M E R I T 
Award until after completion of two years o f 
college, and increase die award from $2,500 
to $4,000; ask die Legislature lo approve a 
ballot proposal for Michigan voters to decide 
wheUier to borrow $2 billion in bonds for 
government investment in the private sector; 
and speed up die use of $800 million in bonds 

lo fast-forward state infrastructure improve­
ments. 

These plans build on the governor's previ­
ously released lax plan. At this time, die 
details of die tax plan are still unavailable, but 
when the bills are ready, they will be sent to 
the Senale Finance Committee, which I chair. 

A l l of Ihese proposals wi l l be given atten-
don in the days and weeks ahead. There w i l l 
be public hearings and as more detail 
becomes available, I wil l pass that informa­
tion along to you. I wil l work diligendy on 
your behalf to ensure that your government 
provides ihe services you value mosl, and Uiat 
we implement fair policies lo stimulate eco­
nomic growth, create/retain jobs, encourage 
investment and make Michigan compedtive 
with the rest of the nation.

Last week was a busy one for 
diose in die politics business in 
Michigan. Gov. Jennifer Granholm 
delivered her Slate of die State 
speech last Tuesday and two days 
later, submitted her budget propos­
als. 

And bodi efforts received mostly 
negative reactions from die 
Republicans who control both 
houses of die legislature. Taken 
togedier, these events set the stage 
for die political debate that will go 
on from now until die November, 
2006 election. 

The governor's 
speeches were sig­
nificant. Whatever 
you Uiink about tlie 
details of her pro­
posals. Gov 
Granholm, for die 
first time since 
being elected in 
2002, has set out a 
coherent long-term 
agenda for die 

• state. The first two 
years of her admin­
istration were pre­
occupied widi 
mostly piecemeal 
attempts to get 
around die chronic 
(and so far entirely unresolved) 
structural slate budget deficit of 
more dian $ l billion per year. 

This time around, the governor 
proposed significant changes to the 
clumsy and badly out-of-date 
Single Business Tax. Her refonns 
are intended to help manufacturers, 
small businesses and high tech 
slart-up companies. 
' She wants to lake a $2 billion 
bonding measure to the voters; if 
passed, she believes it will create 
72,000 jobs. She also ofl'ered up an 
accelerated $800 million public 
works program that's supposed lo 
build roads, bridges and produce 
anodier 36,000 jobs. She offered 
the schools increased per-pupil 
funding iind successful college jun­
iors a $4,000 merit scholarship. 

The main diemes dial come 
dirough loud and clear are jobs — 
jobs righl now and jobs in die 
future. For a governor presiding 
over a state witii a 7.4 percent 
unemployment rate (die highest in 
the nation) and a Republican oppo­
sition beginning lo sense blood in 
die waler, talking jobs right now is 
a simple exercise in political sur-
vivi(l; Aiid for a state facing a fun-
dHnenlalierosion of ils-hislorio.. -h 
higli-wage, low-skill manufacturing 

base, nothing could be more needed 
dian .steps to produce a highly 
skilled, educated and competitive 
workforce. 

Bul selling diis package won't be 
easy, especially in l o s i n g , where 
narrow partisanship has become the 
name of die game. Frankly, 1 
dioughi the spectacle of the GOP 
lawmakers sitting dourly on their 
hands during die Slale of die State 
speech wiis bodi gratuitously ludc 
and disappointingly partisan. 
Granholm will need to be nimble 
over the next inondis in painting llie 

legislature as 
ob.sUaictionisl and 
do-nodiing, and 
she'll need to 
assemble a big-
time coalition lo 
sell her program to 
die public. 

Which is why 
last week's mess 
over her budget 
proposals for fund­
ing higher educii-
tion was so emhtf-
rassing and unnec-
e.s.sary. 

Without getting 
into "insider base­
ball" detail, the . 

governor's budget called for a $30 
million cut in diis year's ba.se fund­
ing for Michigan's 15 public uni­
versities, supposedly offset by a 
pledge of $100 million in capital 
ouday and maintenance if diey 
keep tuition increases below 5 per­
cent. 

Going ballistic is a mild way lo 
describe tlie reaction from college 
presidents ;u-ound die .state. Those 1 
talked widi used terms like "betray­
al," "astonished" and "plain and 
simple welshing on a deal" — 
together widi some odier comments 
not wholly suitable for inclusion in 
a family newspaper. 

How come? At die end of last 
year's budget negotiations, die col­
lege presidents cut a deal widi die 
governor: You hold your tuition 
increii.scs below die rale of infiation 
and I'll guarantee your base fund­
ing won't gel cut diis year or next. 
If you read die text of last year's 
Executive Order, you'll see i l right 
diere in black and white. So from 
die perspective of die universities, 
Granholm's budget plan was an 
outright betrayal o f last year's deal 
coupled widi a funding cut two-
diirds of die way dirough die 
pchoohyear...VA,kicfcjndiBitc«lfc,i'f 
one pr&sident called it. •'• ( 

I reached Mike Bolus, head of 
die presidents' council, on his way 
to M S U President Lou Anna 
Simon's inauguration. He was so 
mad he wouldn't dust himself to an 
on-die-record interview. His written 
slalenient made diese points: "A 
$30 million cut diis late in die 
school year is the same as a $ 120 
million cut at die beginning of die 
fisc.ll year.... During die last diree 
years, Micliigiui's legislature and 
governor have steadily cut state 
allocations lo higher education. 
More dian $250 million has been 
cul during dial lime . . . per sludent 
state spending has dropped I'rom 
$6,840 in 2000 lo $5,720 today." 

One president I know well told 
mc that the governor's hudget had 
succeeded in doing something pre­
viously considered impossible: 
Uniting all the university presidents 
in die state. 

Tlicn Gov. GraIiholm herself 
called me lo say she was "iimazed 
and disux;.s.sed" at die ainipus that 
had been stirred up. "We thought 
that offering $100 million in capital 
outlay .and niainlenancc was a real 
sign of support for our universities," 
she said. "We're going lo get 
togetlier eiu-|y next week to try lo 
work oul our differences." 

Good idea. Gov. Granholm has 
rightly made die core of her policy 
for Michigan doubling die number 
of college graduates over ihe next 
decade tuid increasing cnoniiously 
the transfer of new technology from 
university research labs lo high-tech 
companies. To do diis, she needs 
help luid cooperation from our slate 
universities, just as dicy need her 
aid in dying to reverse die long, 
dismal and d.ingerous slide in state 
support. 

Let's hope diey succeed. Tin ears 
in Lansing and dark suspicion in 
die halls of academe are hardly tlie 
stuff on which Michigan's econom­
ic future is going to be constructed. 
Benjamin Franklin never got to 
Michigan, but he still may have 
said it best. To paraphrase a bit, if 
we don'l all htmg togedier, die 
stale's future will , most assuredly, 
be left hanging out todiy.

And she added a few odier propos­
als, including a new $4,000 merit 
scholarship for successfiII college 
juniors. 

Republicans, as expected, 
denounced her plans as, in die 
words of Senate Majority Leader 
Ken Sikkema, "debt today and debt 
tomonpow." Democrats, who don't 
condol eidier house of die legisla­
ture, were somewhere between cau­
tiously supportive and wildly endiu-
siastic diat dieir governor al hist 
was behaving like bodi a governor 
and a Democrat 

Whatever one dunks of her idea,s, 
die governor has, for die first time 
since her election in 2002, put forth 
an agenda. Though much has been 
made of her slahis as Michigan's 
first woman governor, die dirty lit­
tle secret she is widely regarded as 
die weakest chief executive 
Michigan has had since die 1940s. 

Ihough widely expected to win 
by a landslide, she barely prevailed 
over a weak opponent dial year, 
and has behaved widi considerable 

timidity ever since. Lasl year a 
Republican leader lold me widi a 
tight little smile dial his party didn't 
really mind very much having 
Jennifer Granholm as governor 

Sure, she might nominate a few 
judges diey didn't like, bul as diey 
saw il , she had no agenda, and 
since die GOP had large majorities 
in bodi houses of die legislature, 
diey felt diey could gel what they 
wanted diraugh, perhaps with a l i l -
tie bit of trimming al the margins. 

But in fact, what has happened 
since she took the oaih more dian 

two years ago 
largely has been 
political drift, in 
which die lawmak­
ers' chief preoccu­
pation has been to 
r y and fine.sse a 
state budget that 
seems to be perpet­
ually out of bal­
ance by $1 billion 
a year. 

l\veniy-two 
years ago, a new 
governor named 
Jim Blanchard 
look office facing a 
fiscal crisis dial 

was as bad or worse, and spent his 
political capital temporarily raising 
die state income tax. That solved 
die crisis, and die tax was lowered 
again as promised, bul Democrats 
lost die slate senate as a result. 

Eight years later. Republican 
John Engler took over, and begin 
slashing, burning and cutting pro­
grams dial had been seen as sacro­
sanct. There was much screaming, 
but he prevailed and was reelected 
twice by landslides. 

Bul Jennifer Granholm has pro­
posed nodiing of die .sort, and bodi 
parties have shrunk from tackling 
die core issue. Instead, it's been all 
about die deadi of a diou.sand cuts. 
Those who understand higher edu­
cation are openly wonied dial die 
whinling-down process will soon 
seriously damage die university 
system, and widi it Michigan's 
ftiture ability to compete. 

While bodi parties will privately 
admit die state's budget system is 
massively and structurally flawed, 
nobody has had die courage to 

tackle reforming it. Nor will anyone 
say die words dial everyone 
believes bul regards as politically 
fatal: You get what you pay I'or. 

Right now Michigan isn't getting 
anywhere. The state is drifting 
downwards economically; lied widi 
Alaska for die nation's worst unem­
ployment rate. 

Bul will die governor's propos­
als, which sound like a combination 
of Silicon Valley and Franklin 
Roosevelt, work? Do diey have a 
chance of being enacted by die 
Republican legislature? Bil l 
Ballenger, publisher of Inside 
Michigan Politics and a respected 
political handicapper, says it is 
dicey. 

"She told the Republicans not lo 
just pass die 'good stuff' — the 
parts they liked — and send it to 
her, but l diink that's exactiy what 
dicy will do, and dare her to'veto 
i l , " said die pundit, himself a for­
mer state senator 

History suggests that die odds of 
getting die voters to approve a new 
spending scheme in a special off-
off-year election is not good. 

Yet diere is a risk for die GOP, 
loo. While die governor's populari­
ty has faded a bit, surveys show 
even less regard for die 
Republicans. Republicans lost seats 
in die legislature last November, 
and die slate again rejected 
President Bush. Polls show Ms. 
Granholm easily defeating any 
GOP challenger 

If die Michigan Legislature 
refuses to enact any of her agenda, 
die governor will certainly run next 
year against die "do-nodiing 
Republicans" who, she will say, 
played politics while Michigan's 
economy burned. 

Meanwhile, somediing needs to 
be done lo make a state dial was 
once a leader in technology and job 
creation competitive again. For 
Michigan's future, die next few 
niondis in Lansing arc likely to be 
critically important

The Novi Communily School 
District i.s gearing up lo replace 
three school busses from ils 
fleet with four new ones. 

The disirici has a replace­
ment .schedule where anticipat­
ed bus routes are reviewed and 
a delerniination is made each 
year as lo how many busses 
need replacemenl. Inspection 
revealed lhat due to condition 
and age, three busses should be 
replaced, wi lh an extra one lo 
boot. The cost of this acquisi­
tion is $254,596. 

"Every year that goes by, 
there are some busses lhal get 
so old, tlial we don't want lo 
drive ihcm anymore," Jim 
Koster said, assisiani superin-
tendenl of business iind finance. 
"This is just a replacement of 
those lhat are scheduled lo be 
replaced." 

Koster said (hat if ihe district 
doesn't adhere to the schedule, 
it could be hit wi lh a huge lot of 
busses which need lo be 
replaced at some point, which 
would cost the district a lot 
more inoney. 

"Procrastination doesn't let 
Ihe problciTi go away," Koster 
said. ."This just follows the 
schedule." 

Ko.sler explained lhal the dis­
trict must buy new busses now 
in order lo receive them in 
September. The district wil l .sell 
the old busses to anyone who 
wants io purchase ihem. 

This is.sue wi l l be brought 
back up at the nexl school board 
meeling on March 3.

On Ihe surface, ihc cily of Novi 
.seems to be your average, niiddle-
lo-upper-class community with 
nolhing io hide. 

But when you dig a little deeper 
into the fabric of what inai;es up 
the society, you will find a very 
close knit group of people who are 
ready and willing to help olliers in 
need - especially dieir own. 

Delve even further and you will 
run into something else: A game 
which is popular wilh many in ihe 
area, called bunco. Played wilh 
dice, many people, usually women, 
gather al least once a month ai 
someone's home lo play. 

Some play for a cash prize and 
.some just for fun, but the group of 
women that Bonnie Jones plays 
with, decided io take lheir love of 
the game and Combine i l wilh their 
love of helping others. 

Jones, a PTO volunteer al 
Parkview Elementary School, is 
one of 16 woiTien who meet on tiie 

second Tuesday evening of every 
month, between September and 
May, to play bunco. They allcmale 
who hosts the event and each con-
iributes $5 lo play. 

Rather than have lhal money go 
to the winner of Ihe game, or to the 
person hosting ihe piuty, the group 
decided to do something noble and 
contribute i l lo someone who needs 
it more than they do - someone 
who happens lo also live in Novi. 

At first, Ihe biggest problem Ihey 
faced was trying to find someone lo 
receive ihe money, They discussed 
making a monthly donation lo a 
non-profii organization, but quick­
ly changed their minds. They final­
ly came up wiih die idea of giving 
the money lo a family in the com­
munily who would need it, like a 
single moihcr, or a family wilh 
someone who lost a job. 

"We thought that $80 a month to 
a single mom or a family probably 
goes a lot farther than sending i i lo 
a non-profit organization," Jones 
said. 

Jones contacted Maria Fallonc, 
secretary to the principal, at 
Parkview Elementary School, for 
help in finding .someone who 
would bcncfil from die funds. 

"1 know lhal all die schools have 
lists of families who gel subsidies 
from the slate for food," Jones said. 
"This is a Parkview ncighboriiood 
and by helping somebody who 

goes to Parkview, we're really U7-
ing io keep it close to home. We 
contribuie to die same family every 
month for now and diey wanted to 
remain confidential." 

The group is going to continue 
conuibuiing as long as the family 
slays in die neighborhood. Instead 
of handing over cash, however, 
Jones purchases a Meijer gift cer­
tificate worth $80 each month and 
gives i l lo Fallone, who, in turn, 
gives it 10 the family. 

"That's so diey can go and buy 
groceries or birthday gifts or dia­
pers or clothing or whatever they 
need," Jones said. "They could 
even buy gas for dieir car with a 
Meijer gift cerrifieale. And by 
going lo Meijer, we're supporting a 
store in our Community 100." 

People in Jones' subdivision 
have been playing bunco long 
before she and her family moved in 
four years ago. Before dial, dicy 
lived in Rochester Hills, and Uiey 
had never heard of die game until 
they came io Novi. Jones says it's 
so big around here, dial she even 
knows al least five other people in 
the area who are in bunco groups 
separate from her own. 

"There are a lot of people play­
ing in Novi and Northville," Jones 
said. "Originally when I moved 
here, diere were only 12 women in 
our group, but there was such an 
interest, lhat we added four more

'The one who gets die most 
points is called the Buncet of die 

mondi," Jones said. "She gels a 
glass hophy lo display at die nexl 
game. For the loser, we have a pair 
of hot pink fuzzy dice dial you're 
supposed io display in die rear 
view mirror for a inonUi." 

In addition lo helping out a fam­
ily, the group also held a clodiing 
drive for women reentering die 

work force, who are in need of 
work and/or interview-appropriate 
clothing.

Corbit-Nussio h:is just released 

her third and fourth novels in a Love 
Inspired line publi.shed by Steeple 
Hill. She's already .sold the sequel to 
Yuletide chamier " A Family for 
Christmas" and is sull negotiating 
the sequel to "A New Life." 

"A New Life" is the tJiird in a 
series of books that take place in 
Milford. After Corbit-Nussio lived 
in Milford for four years, she decid­
ed it would be the perfect setting for 
a .series of books that revolved 
around (he people at a fictional 
church called Hickory Ridge 
Community Church, located on 
Hickory Ridge Road in Milford. 

"In a church tllere .ire many sto­
ries going ofi around you," Corbit-
Nussio said. "In each book 1 focus 
on one person. The heroine of ' A 

New Life' was actually not a welt-
liked character in the previous book. 
Hopefully when people get to know 
her a little better, they see another 
side. The characters have become 
very real to me — like old friends." 

Corbit-Nussio has switched fixim 
writing romance novels to a less 
spicy countetpait, which the pub­
lisher describes as heartwarming 
inspirational romance. Corbit-
Nussio made the switch as she 
wrote a novel, in part, based on 
interviews with a fnend in the end 
stages of a terminal illness. About 
the same time, Cofbit-Nussio's 
daughter became i l l with juvenile 
diabetes. She began writing the first

Ihe emotions of dealing with the i l l ­
ness. 

"In the book, tliere's a scene 
where Ihey are waiting to Iind out 
whether their child has leukemia."

1 kind 
of wrote it as a mom to heal my 
soul. 1 wroie a lot of myself into tlie 
heroine. She was having a shugglc 
for control witli God. ll i tcr I real­
ized how close it was to me." 

Once started, Coriiit-Nussio said 

•she won't slop writing inspirational 
romances because she sees positive 
changes in herself. 

"It brings me joy to tell the.se sto­
ries," she said. "1 think it has affect­
ed my faith. I've come to accept 
more in my life. I've stopped telling 
God what 1 wtmt and now let him 
lead me." 

She's also received letters saying 
that her books have provided 
encouragement and support when 
badly needed. One 16-year-old told 

Corbit-Nussio tilat the books actual­
ly helped her cope with the death of 
her mother, the author said. 

"Eveiyone needs hope," said 
Nussio.

Troubled legal waters settled, 
Oak Pointc Church moved one 
step closer lo Novi's Ishuid Liikc 
area on Feb. 9. 

Four changes to the church's 
preliminary site plan were 
approved 7-0 by city planning 
commissioners. 

Waived were factors related to a 
connecior road, walking patiis, a 
water main and traffic signal. 

"We realized some of the condi­
tions were no longer applicable," 
planner Tim SchmiU.said. 

Delayed by ne;irly tiiree years of 
litigation, the original plan, 
approved in 2001, pre-dated new 
neighborhoods off Ten Mile Road 
between Napier and Wixom roads. 

For one, a redesigned section of 
Toll Brothers' sun-ounding Island 
Lake subdivision no longer 
requires a connecior "stub" road. 

And, across the street, Singh'? 
upcoming Lcgiicy Pare will install 
a traffic light nearby, so the church 
no longer needs to. 

Commissioner Lowell Sprague 
was late to Uie meeting and did not 
vote; Richard Gaul resigned last 

month, 
An injunction on Uie 27 acres 

was lifted last spring after several 
Toll Brothers lawsuits against city 
and church were cleared. 

Since then, a final site plan has 
been underway. The commission is 
expected to recommend it once 
engineering and fire hydrants 
dcliiils are resolved. 

Pastor Bob Shirock said funds 
for the up-lo $16 mi l l ion first 
phase are nearly in order and 
ground is still slated to break 
around mid-March. 

The Irader of tiie quickly-grow­
ing non-denominational church 
said he wants nearby residents to 
feel welcome. 

"Our desire was to have walking 
patiis so tiie community could have 
easy access to us," Shirock said. '^U 
sure would be nice i f there were 
some bike paths tiiat led in.". . 

A challenge may be in connect­
ing, though, as formal footpatiis 
also were waived last week. 

He said despite a tall required 
"tree screen," church and future 
playing fields will be open to the 
community. 

" A l l along we've felt 150 per­
cent support from Uie community 
of Novi," Shirock added. 

Up to five other phases may fol­
low. Of a timeline, Schmitt said, 
"It's really based on congregation 
growth and fund-raising ability."

Is random drug testing of student-athletes worth­
while? 

It's a debate that will continue until the Novi School 
District's board of education approves or declines the 
suggested changes to the athletic code of conduct — 
and most likely beyond. 

Parents and school administration have voiced their 
opinion, but it's the athletes and the coaches who will 
be most directly involved if the changes go through. 

"Obviously, the triangle of parent, child and staff 
needs to work closely on these type issues." said Novi 
football coach Tab Kellepourey. "Without hesitation, 
we will be able to support any type of code of conduct 
that our board of education approves." 

Some coaches are quick to throw their support to the 
program while others are more cautious. Assistant 
football coach John Osborne, who was head coach for 
over 30 years, considered expense during a time of 
tight budgets across the state. 

"Is it worth the expense?" he asked. "I just don't see 
(drug abuse) as a problem with us. The question is how 
we do it? What's the expense? this is money we just 
don't have these days to put into it. 

"I just don't think this should be a priority right now, 
particularly with the financial situation we have now." 

Other coaches aren't concerned about expense when 
it comes to their athletes — or their own kids for that 
matter. Novi volleyball coach Julie Fisette said she 
doesn't understand why the program is coming up 
against resistance. 

" l am a mother of three and have been coaching vol­
leyball for, well, too long," she said. "I can tell you 
that if random drug testing is an issue, then too many 
kids are abusing. I would welcome any school, whether 
it be where my kids are going, or where I went, to 
institute such an honest policy." 

Novi girls and boys soccer coach Brian O'Leary said 
he, too, would accept a drug-testing policy if her kids 
were going through the Novi schools. 

"If my kids were playing sports here, I would be in 
support of it," he said. "It would give me, as a parent, 
one more measure to make sure my child is making 
good decisions.''

Both Fisette and cheerleading coach Emily Parker 
agreed the benefit of a drug-testing program leaned 
more toward proactive instead of reactive policies. 

"I'm in favor of using drug testing as a way to deter 
drug and alcohol use in our school," said Parker. 
"Many students do not recognize the negative impact 
that drug and alcohol use can have their lives. 
However, a large population of our students place a 
high value on the extracurricular activities that wc 
offer at the school. Students will be less likely to par­
ticipate in these illegal activities if it could impact 
whether or not they participate an extracurricular 
activity that is important to them." 

Parents aren't so sure every student should be tested. 
Art Hirshfield, father of senior pom pon team Iiiember 
Laura, said he thought student-athletes should exhibit 
signs before being tested. 

"As far as 'random' drug testing, I think that if the 
school is going to administer a drug test, they should 
have a reason for doing it," he said. "I don't think they 
should just have the right to test anybody at any time. 
If a student is not showing any indication of a 'prob­
lem,'then he or she shouldn't be tested." 

Parents voiced their opinions at a Jan. 27 meeting 
and their questions will be answered in an upcoming 
fofum Feb. 24. In a group of about 30 people, more

The proposed drug Icsling poli-
ey at Novi oficrs up one thing ihiil

Now if kids iirc pressured or 
caught in an awkwiird silualion.

chance of abusing a subsianee. If 
the policy goes through, Ihe 
answeris a siniple one: They can'l 
do il because i l might be Iheir 
name gelling drawn next week 
and Iheir urine being tested.

When all is said and done, ilie 
kids Ihat want lo do drugs and 
oilier suhslaiiccs arc going lo go 
oul and do them without ii care 
about the penallies if caught.

'Novi is fortuniUe, those kids wil l 
be caught and eliminated from 
Wildcats alhlclics. 

There is a Haw in the drug-test­
ing policy though — it docsn'l 
include all extracurricular activi­
ties. If kids want lo be a part of 
something the school provides for 
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them outside of their studies, then 
Ihey, loo, should hc siihjecl lo llic 
testing.

"1 feel that random drug icsling 
institutes a measure of continuity 
between parents, teachers, coach­
es and administrators," said 
Fisette. "It gives kids and parents 
a chance lo talk about Ihc topic 
and it gives kids the idea Ihat all 
adults arc on the same page when 
il comes to the abuse o f sub­
stances. No mixed messages 
could ever be portrayed. Strength 
in numbers." 

For the student who finds 
themselves in the tight position 
and pressured by "friends" and 
peers, it can work as an escape 

route. 
"Drug testing also gives stu­

dents a way to respond to peer 
pressure," said Parker. "Students 
can use the drug testing as an 
excuse for why they choose not 
10 use drugs or alcohol." 

Changes are on the horizon for 
Novi's athletic code of conduct 
and may, or may not, include ran­
dom drug testing. Before all is 
said and done, voices of support 
and opposition will be heard.

Internet Service Provider 

A n ISP provides dial-up 
access to a network of many 
customers. In the U . S . , there 
are more than one thousand 
ISP's. 

Being an ISP is an expensive 
proposition because ihe set-up 
costs and the ongoing opera­
tions cost a lot of money. The 
profit margins for these compa­
nies are low and therefore they 
have to come up with other 
areas to generate revenue. So, 
they begin providing Web site 
development services to their 
already existing clients. 

Most ISP employees arc 
highly technical in nature due 
to the requirements o f the ISP 
business. These technical peo­
ple usually have little or no 
knowledge of e-business. They 
cannot provide a true Internet 
business analysis because they 
don't really understand 'busi­
ness' issues. They arc also not 
up to date on new technologies 
and don' i really undersiatid 
Interiiei marketing or traffic 
generation strategies. 

Of course, they offer low 
cost Web site development but 
their solutions rarely provide 
client satisfaction. Their fees 
may be reasonable but their 
solutions are typically created 
using basic H T M L code. They 
also don't become too involved 
in back-end databases or more 
.sophisticated solutions that 
truly impact your bottom-line. 

They provide hosting servic­
es as part of their core business 

and therefore 
they have an 
advantage 
over their 
coiTipetition. 
They can 
aiiraci clients 
by providing 
free hosting 
with a 
monthly 
dial-up 

account. But this free hosting is 
typically for non-business use 
such as creating an online fam­
ily album or sharing a c o l l e c - ' -
tion, etc. For business applica­
tion hosting, most ISP's wil l 
charge monthly fees that are 
based on the 'hits' or the 
amount of tiafftc your site 
receives. That could be a disad­
vantage to you as a business 
owner i f you are lucky enough 
to have a 'popular' site that a 
lot of people frequent. 

Most ISP created Web sites 
have the worst graphic designs 
you can find on Ihe Web. That 
may lit in with Ihe right brain, 
left-brain theory lhat creativity 
and technical skills are hard to 
find in the same personality 
type. 

So, now you have a Web site 
that has a perceived low cost, 
has limited functionality and 
does not retain the interest of 
the arriving customer. That 
means that you are not driving 
traffic to your sile, and i f 
someone does come to your 
site, you don ' l really have a 
way to retain his or her inter­
est. Your site doesn't have 
'stickiness.' So did you re.illy 
get a good deal'? 

Next time, we w i l l look at 
the fourth category in the e-
commerce industry, " I B M , et 
a l l "

pied for die past two years. 
Crowley also has a background in 
adiletic tiaining and said diey want 
to get more involved in communi­
ty recreational addetics. 

NorthviUe , Physical 
Rehabilitation offers physical and 
occupational dierapy services to 
help restore function for people of 
all ages widi limitations from 
injury or iUness under die direction 
of Dennis Engerer, a licensed 
physical dierapist who has operat­
ed die local private practice since 
1985. 

"Being physically weak for any 
reason whedier die result of injury, 
illness, lifestyle or occupation puts 
a pei^on at risk for re-injuiy 
because Uiey are less able to toler­
ate die physical stress of work or 
play," Engerer said.
