Aller the tragedy last weekend
in Atlania, when Brian Nichals, a
33-year-old suspeet being retried
[or rupe becume a nrder suspeet
-— alfegedly overpowcring o
sheriff™s depety, killing a stawe
judge, courl reporter, sherifl's
deputy and luer a federal agent
— courlroom security has heen
under o mugnifying gliss.

Nichols  was  apprehended
March 12 when 26-yeur-old
Ashley Smith, # woman he held
hestage, hefriended him and con-
vinced hint o allow her 1o leave
to go see hier S-year-old daughter.
She called 911, with Nichols sur-
rendering to authoritics at 11:24
wm.

Cities across the nation are
now asking, “How do couris han-
dle” security, and do additonal
sleps need 1o be waken?”

Judge Robert Bondy of Novis

52-1 District Court, said the
courl has two deputies in Lhe
front of the building whe run a
metal detectar. Everyone who
comes imo the building is
sereened, :

“They can't bring in uny shatp
vhjects such as pocket knives,
They go through everyong's
hrig{cases, their purses and they
have to empty their pockets. The
general  public, ‘the lawyers,
everybody goes through this
unless you have a security clear-
anee 1o come in through an
employee door,” Bondy said.

Security for all of Oaklznd
County's courts is provided by
the Oakland County Sherifl's
Gffice.

Bondy said he would like 1o
think of the shootings in Atlanta
as an isolated cvent.

The 52-1 District Court tries -

misdemeanors  and  handles
felonies for the limited purpose
of establishing probable cause.
Cases are then sent o Oakland
County Circuit Court in Pontiac.
“On the other haud, it docs
nake you cognizant that there’s
always the potemtial Tor danger
— for senchody to commit an
irrational act,” Bondy said.

He nated that prisoners may
appear in court handeuifed or
shackled for u hearing, but the

This is wlzy in a Jury 1rial, defen-
dants dor’t wear their prison
jumpsuoit, That may affect the
jurors”  thinking he said.
Instead, depulics are usually

positioned behing the defendaat
during the ertal.

Bondy suid deputies  who
escort prisoners from the court's
holding jail lo the courlrooms are
armed, but the prisoners arc usu-
ally handeuffed. This was not the
situation in the Atlanta case,
since Nichels was on (rial,

Novi City Council member
Toni Nagy, a court reporter by
irade, has cxperienced security
with prisoners up close and per-
sonal.

“I've actumlly gonc to the
prison in Juckson to take a depo-
sition for a prisener suing for
unfit conditions. They had quite o
lot of security,” she said.

“[ do think they need more
security in courlrooms, however,
| think that when you have a per-
son who's commitied a viclent
crime they should be subdued,”
she said,

Thaw will make gravel roads worse

The Road Commissien for
Oakland County {RCOC) warns
motorists who use gravel roads that
these roachways could again deterio-
rate significantly in @he coning
weeks, depending upon how quick-
ly the spring thaw oceurs.

“In the worst-case Scenario, we
could end up closing the worst
gravel roads if they become inipas-
sible, and others could be very diffi-
cult 10 drive)” exptained RCOC
Highway Muinteonce Director
Tom Meszler. He added the worst-
case scenario would be lriggered by
avery guick wurm up, which would
cause the snow 10 melt before the
ground thaws.

S the (emperatuees rise very
quickly, the snow will melt and
waler will have no plice Lo go,
because H takes the ground longer
10 thaw, The water will not be able

1o soak into the ground,” the direc-
tor said. “That means the surfaces
of many gravel roads are Tikely (©
trnto mud. If there is three or maore
inches of mud on top of frozen
ground, prading the road witl do
absoluely no good.”

I that happens. the only option
left to RCOC will be o spread addi-
tional gravel or recycled asphall
product (RAP) on the muddy road
surfaces. However, because doing
s¢ is very labor intensive, lime con-
suming and castly, i can only he
dong in the worst siteations.

This grim potentiat comes on the
heels of the worst season [or gravel
roads in decades in Qakland
County, in which RCOC has faced
the mest difficult challenges it has
sech in years as it has awempled to
maintain its 800 miles of pravel
roads. The unpaved roads werc bat-

tered by record January snow falls
followed immediaely by an unsea-
sonuble thaw and heavy rains, fol-
lowed by more heavy snow and
sub-freezing weather, leading inlo
more [teeze/thaw and heavy rins
in February.

The best-case scenario far the

coming weeks would be if e Ler-
peratures slowly rose, allowing the
ground 10 gradually thaw and
abserb the waler as e snow gradu-

ally meits.

“Whalever happens, we are pre-
pared 10 do everything we can to ey
1o make the gravel roads as passable
said.
“Unlortunately, though, with a
quick thaw, there are very few
things we con do until the water is
able 1o druin. Onee that happens,
we will grade the ronds as quickly

a5 we can,”  Meszler

Openness in govermment is about you. It's aboul your ability to
et the information you need when you run HHo trouble with the
aovernmenl, hive a concern aboul some agency. can’t get the
Furcaucracy to ke your probiem seriously, or it you just plain
want o know what your lawmakers are duing.

This i Sunshine Week, and media organizations and povern-
ment watehdags across the country are conducting public educh-
tion efforts 1o esplain the importance of openness in povernment.

In Michigan, news outlets are commemoral-
ing the 1976 adoption of the stute Open
Meetings Act and Freedom of Information Act

Views may be mixed ubout how well the laws
have worked, but the fundumental concept is
included in the text of the FOLA itself, which stales that as a mal-
ter of pubicy in Michigm, “the people shall be informed so that
they may fully participale in the democratic process.”

NMosl peaple seem to agree thal opeaness in government is
important. A recent Ipsos-Public Alfairs survey Tound that 7
pervent of people were concerned about government secrecy.
Fifty-two percent felt more access o public records is needed.

Notall governments seem willing to follow the faw, In i test
conducted by Cakland University students in 2000-2001, only 64
percent of Michigan manicipulitics would retease expense vouch-
ers for their employees and only 59 percent of pelice depari-
ments Tuliled a reguest for an aecident reporl.

One rea! chailenge o openness I e current threat from ter-

Yox. the evems of Sept, 1L, 2001, showed how vulnerable the
country is. We all want to be sure that our citizens are safe. The

But, in what has been deseribed by one FBI AL as o “Teipn of fer-
ror” 33yeur-old Brian Nichals. a former UPS computer teehniciin an
b wny W court to A retried s charges ineluding rape and false
imprisenment invalving his ex-gielfriend, icd pelice on one of the
most interse manliunis in history,

The next 26 hours will most likely go down s one of the most

iZarte Criminal cises ever,

I all started when Nichols™ handeulTs were removed in the coun-
howse's holding area. so that he could change inte his civilizn clothes,

Tle then allegedly attacked and sertously injured u female sherilT™s
deputy. taking @ key to a lockbox where her gun was stored, and shat
a stade judge. court reperter, shenfl's deputy and federal agent, pistol-
whipped a reporter and held 26-year-old Ashley Smith hostage before
surrendering March 12,

Althouph it's easy 1o play Monday moming guarterback, the eritical
moment in the tragic series of events was when (e sherifl's deputy,
Cynthia Ann Hall, a 5-fect-tall, 51-year-old grandmother, removed
those handeulTs,

The question is why wis 2 ather simall woman
left alone to hundle a G-feel-1-inch, 210-pound for-
mer college foothall player. especially when on
Mirch 9, Nichols was found with what police refer
10 us “shanks,” or nrakeshift mewal weapons, in his
shoea? That's just not usmg good judgment. Wiy
didn't she wsk Tor assistance” Why wasa’t another
deputy reguired 10 provide her some backup?

She was obviously no mach for Nichols in a
struggle tnat lasied about three minutes and was
caught on a security video not yet released,
according to CNN.

Judge Robert Bondy, 532-1 Disirict Court in Novi,
explained this week that because we five in a free
society, defendants are nol hundeuffed. shackled or
even forced to wear corrections department clothing when on rial.

The theory is that wearing an issued jumpsuit or being restrained
conld prejudice a jury. In other words, if you look dike a criminal,
jurers nuay assume you are & eriminal.

In the meantime, violent people arc ushered down haltways by
unarrned deputies.

Bondy noied that he kaows of no incidents that have weenrred at 52-
| District Court. But one way Lo increase securily is to have o deputy
present in the courtroom al all times. This is not the case at Nevi's
district court, however, And, such 3 suggestion would immediately
beenme a budget issue. as court security services in Oakland County
are contracted through the Ozkland County Sherifl’s Office.

The Jatc Judge Rowland Bamnes. allcgedly shot to death in his own
courtroom, cven told attormeys in e Nichals case on Masch 10 that
he was requesting “beefed up” seeurity,

Evidenily, enough security wasn’t provided, or poor Cynihia Arn
Hall, who suffered a bruised brain and facial fractures, wouldn't have
been left alone ta escort Nichals, and four people might still be alive.

The dilemma, it scems, is how can we provide a fair tr#l to those
charged yet stil] proteet coart employees. attomeys and other innecent

cople?

This high-profik casc will hopefully make courthouse staffs across
the nation take a long and hard leok at their policies and procedures
during these farelu] moments betwecn the time a suspect is moved
from a holding ares and into the courtroem.

Let's hope additional secuzity initiatives, such as at least reguiring
two depulies in such transports and enes who are of similar stature
and strength of the accused, will be adapted in the future.

Such measures conld help save the lives of the dedicated public ser-
vants who administer our crieninal justice systesn as well as unin-
volved bystanders.

the editorial page. You read
whichever newspaper fit your par-
ticular political bias and you con-
sidered assertlons from the other
side pothing more than slander und
lies.

al] this was the notion that there is
“something profoundly important
for (air minded pecple — scholars,
even journalists — to try as best
they can to determine what is true

and what is oot as an esseitial part -
of their professional ‘code. Some of
this thinking goes back to the wrn
of the century, when Theodor
Mornnsen, the great German his-
torian of ancient Greece and Rome,
argued history should be “Wie es
cipenllich gewesen,” that things
should be — and cofald be —
described “etaetly as they were”

As it turned out, economic reali-
ty undermined the propagandistic
bent to American journalism.

Newspuper publishers realized the
more people that read their paper,
the more they could champe for
advertising.

If their circulation was limited,
sy, enly to the Republicans in
town, they conldn’t maximize cir-
culation — and miximize profits,
Thus the origin of the idea that
pupers should try to be accurafe
and balunced, at least in their news
coverage, while consigning propa-
ganda onte the editortal page as
“opmion.”

This remains the professional
stundard for honest newspapers
and professional reporters, oie that
this newspaper Lries (o chserve
every week,

But the world of information is
no longer defined by what's printed
in the newspaper. There's radio,
TV and cable, More importantly,
there iy the caseade of swf — fact,
opinion, blog, whatever — deliv-
ered theough the medium of the
Web. There are no “gatekeepers”
on the Web, editors who make it
their professional business Lo main-
tain standards of accuracy and fair-
ness. Instead, everybody with a
computer can be a publisher or a
reporter. That’s 0 good thipg, to the
extent that it democratizes the
information flaw.

But it’s 2 bad thing if it pollutes
a journalism that we have come (0
depend on as une thal strives for
accuracy and fairness. We need to
know as much of the truth as we
can find out about the status of
Social Security, for example, not
just bath parties’ propaganda,

This nation, and all our commu-
nities, wilf be in far worse shape il
we wind up back in the bad old
days when people read only what
conformed 10 their biases. That's
how it was back ir. the 1830s, and
thut systern polarized (he nation so
much it ended in the bloodiest wur

Ameficans have ever fought, our
own civil war. We would do well to
avoid another one of those.

For mare than a hall cenwry,
Helen Thomas broke through cvery
glusy ceiling the establishment put
in her way, Young women weren't
supposed to Lake off to Washington
for careers in_journalism. She did
anyway.

Certainly no woman could
expeet 1o cover the White House.
Helen, who geew up in Degnil, the
daughter of working-class
Lebanese parents, said thank yot
very much, and did it anyway, She
heearne White House burcau chief
for UPL wlien United Press
Internationad was still u big deal.

She beat down
W many “men
anly™ barriers (o
count, and the
beaeity was that
this was never her
main goal, She
wanted simply o
be the best reporter
she could be, and
she was. Helen
cavered every
President rom
Jotn F. Kennedy to
William J. Clinton.
and bath tmitated
and won the
espect of all of
them.

“Today. she still covers the White
House in a different way: she wriles
two syndicated columns & week.
She stuck with UPI thepugh thin
and thinner until the Muonics
bought it in 2000, and she drew the
ling at working for the Mocnies.

Last week she came to Wayne
Staie University, her alma mater, 1o
speak 1o a scholarship dinner in her
honor. She told a rapt audience of
budding jounalists, many of ther
minerilies and wormen, just how
imporiant heir profession is.
“Democracy dies behind closed
doors,”" she said.

Though il may be true, as the
Bible says, that “where thete s no
vision the people perish,” Helen is
quick 10 tell you that where there
are no watchdogs, the people gel
screwed over, If liberals and conser-
vatives can agree on amything these
days, it ought 1o be that any govem-
ment that docs its business in secre!
is a government to be fearcd.

Next
week has been proclaimed “sun-
shine week™ by n coalition of news
organizations, 1 week jn which we
both eelcbrate openniess in govemn-
ment and push for more of the
same.

The idea is that the people’s busi-
ness ought to be dene in the bright
sunshine of the pubiic arena, not
hehind closed doors. The opposile
policy, the idea that our feaders
know better than we do and thal we
can't be trusted with the facts, was

dircetly responsi-
ble for Vietnam.
The closed-door
approach also has
been responsible
for a million lesser
horrors on every

councils. Things
are better than they
used 10 be, Every
siate now has some
form of open
meeting law,
n berﬂ‘ Ihough&snme have
. more teeth than
others.

Thanks ta the Freedom of
Tnformation Act, or FOLA, the vast
majority of public documens are
open 1o public inspection, and fed-
cral agencies even have (o help
people locate specific documents
they may be looking for.

Vet this still isn't good enough.
As Helen Thomas warned, govem-
ments like to promise openncss —
and cut off access as soon as ou-
ble appears.

“Stales have not done a very
good job of adopiing policies that
ensure access,” said Bill
Chamberdin, who studies sunshire
lzws at the University of Florida.
He is echoed by Fred Cate, a pro-
fessor of law at Indiana University,
who added something most jour-
nalists know:

“Stages have alimest pever col-
plied faithfully with their open
records laws.” Cate said. *“You have
a high degree of ignorance ahout
the [aw, and a high degree of will-

ingness to disobey the law.”

That's another reason thal jour-
nalists, those pesky creatures with
their pointed guestions, are 50 nec-
essary to a free society. Thoimas
Jeffersan once said that “etemal
vigilance is the price of freedom.”

Journalists are the cnes whom
serve as the border patrol, And the
bad news is that governments at all
levels have used the threat of emror-
ism as an excuse 1o pinch off the
public's tight to know. Seme slates
are better than others: according to
a new University of Florida study
on open government, Michigan is
one of the most apen whei it
comes to information.

But while the study is’t com-
plete, Ohio now ranks as one of the
six worst states for openness in the
nation, “} is clear that state officials
are froquently not being responsive
to requests for public records,”
Chamberlin noted.

What's needed is 1o be a nag.
Perhaps a gentie squeaky wheel,
perhaps an anfoying one, buta
noisy one, Helen Thomas, a colum-
nist now, but still o reporter, is still
a burr under the saddle of this
administration. This President
seerms less willing to aceepl ques-
lioning than others she’s covered.

That's all right; she isn’t aboul 10
pull her punches; she isn't even 85
yet. Last weck Ann Coulter, 2 par-
ticularly vicious columnist in the
Joe MeCarthy mode, called Helen
“an old Arab” and implied she was
a security risk.

That created a stir. Actually, I
heard about that first from Helen,
and [ think Ann Coulter would be
horified; 1 think Helen thought it

" was sort of funny. She is in the

business of asking questions, not
name-calling. Besides, when you
are from Detroit, and have gone
[oe-to-toe with Richard Nixen, you
don't get overly worried about a
would-be intellectual bully whe
poses in a shit skirt.

The FCRA prohibits eonsumer
reporting agencies from including
the foliewing information in a
consumer report: Bankrupieics
after L0 years; civil suits, civil
judgments and records ol arrest,
from date of entry, after seven
years; paid (ax Hens afler seven
vears; accounts placed for collec-
tion after scven vears; and any
other negative information
(except criminal convictions)
alter seven years. In addition (o
these restriciions, many state
labor codes and state fair employ-
ment guidelines further limit the
content that can be included in a
background check,

In the event of an adyerse
agtion

Before an employer tums down
un individual for employment as
a result of what's included in a
consumer report, they must pro-
vide him or her with a “pre-
adverse aclion disclosure,”
according to the Privacy Rights
Clearingheuse. This includes a
copy of the background check
report gnd an explanation of the
individual's Tights under the
FCRA. After taking adverse
action, the employer must then
give the individual an “adverse
action notice,” This document
must contain the follewing infor-
mation:

+ The name, address and phone

. mumber of the consumer report-
ing agency that conducted the
background check;

« A statement by the consumer
reporting agency that it did not
make the adverse decision, and
cannot give specific reasons for
it

+ A nolice of the individual's
right tv dispute the accuracy of
the completeness of any informa-
13on the agency supplied.
