The new Novi Parks Foundation
is already receiving community sup-
port, with a golf toumament in the
works as one of he organization’s
first find-raisers this summer.

Community keadcrs came cut 1o
celebrate the birth of the new foun-
Jation March 18 at a special recep-
tion ot the Novi Civie Cenler.

The foundation, which will fund
schelarship programs, recrealion
enhancements, accessibility

improvements and park improve-

ments, was formed because the city

does not have enough funding for its
s sysIeiL.

Dave Staudt, secrelary/measurer
and a founding member of the foun-
dation, announced that he was mak-
ing a $250 donation in honor of his
mother.

With Jess meney available from
state shared revenue fecently to fund
park projects, foundation members
hope they can help improve Novi's

parks.

“There's 2 need at this point, and
we had an opportunity te £l it
Staudl said, “The funds just aren’t
\here lo do everything we want o do
with our parks department.“We had
the suppost of the community and
city council 1o create the foundation,
and it seemed like the right thing to
do at the right time.”

Bul the city
hasn't received the funds just yet.

So, what's the formal process?

The depariment is locking for-
ward to such a large sum of
money, that has reportedly grown
since the 2004 arrests. A lot of
“red tape” Is involved, however,
before the zciual checks are pro-
duced.

ing ta MNovi
Chicf of
Police Doug
Shaclfer.

The MNovi Police Decpaniment
has filed a form from the
Department of Justice. The form
was (hen filed, in this case, with
the Drug Enforcement
Administration. DEA staff mem-
bors then review the form in
Washington, D.C.

All forfeitures over $1 million
go hack to (he Department of
Justice for a second review, The
funds are then dispensed to the
agencies involved.

“Anybody who's involved is
entitled to a share, but il's not nec-
essary an equal share,” Shaeffer
said The DEA receives 20 per-
cent of the scized funds.

However, the Novi Police
Department, as the initial ioves-
ligative department in the case,
will reoeive the most money, with
the Northville Police Department
receiving a lesser amount.

Northville police were brought
in when Novi police learmed that
additional bags of cash were
stored in a rental home aear the
intersection of Eight Mile and
Novi Road in Northville.

Shoeffer can't discuss any
details of the mvestigation, cther
than te say Lhat it’s ongoing.

Dantgers lurk — from pedophiles
te con artists who can reach chil-

‘f dren through the Tntermet,

“Unforlunately,  the  sime
advances in computer and telecom-
nunication technotogy tat aflow
our children 1o rach oul to new
sources of knowledge and cultural
experiences are wlso leaving them
valnerable to explottation and hann
by computersex offenders.” siid
Louis J. Freeh, fommer FBI director.

Some of these individials gradu-
ully seduce their targets through the
use of attenting, allection, kindness
and even gifts, They are often will-
ing 1o devote vonsiderable smaints
of time, money and enorgy in this
process. They listen to and
empathize with the problemns of
children. They will be aware of
their latest music, hobbies and
interests. These individuals atemp
io gradually lower children’s inhihi-
tions by slowly inwoducing sexual
context and ¢ontent into their con-
versations, aceording to the FBI.

The fiest toal parents ¢an use is lo
open a dialogue with their chifdren,
Let them know that there are hose
on the Internet who do not have
their best interests at. heart, Rhea
said.

It parcnts face msistance, they
can explain that it's not because
they don’t trust their children but
because they don't wust people on
the Inwernet, Rhea suid.

Using an Inemnct Service
Pravider that offers parental con-
wols, Parents can also purchase
hlocking software.

Il a child becomes defensive

when the parents walk into the
room, (his should be o sign that
something’s awry, Rhea added,

Palice recommend that parcnts
not let chiklren use a compuier in
their bedroor but have itin a more
visible place.

Parents also necd 10 wam their
children 1o never give out their
name, address, phone muntbers,
passwords, school names, parcats
names of any persondl information
over the Iniemel, Rhea said,

Lt Tom Lindberg also suggests
having parents check their chil-
dren’s screen mames. Make sure
\here's nothing in their sereen name
that would idervify their gender,
name or age.

Although Novi police have nol
had any reports of students being
solicited, the Michigan Allomey
Genernl’s Office s arested
pedophiles who have been solicit-
ing to come o Novi to meet young
children via the Intemet.

Police ulso aclvise children (o not
wneet with someone they've only
ha contact with an the Tucenet.

“Andd don't send photos of your-
sclf 1o someane you don’t know,”
Rhea advises.

Senate
approves
Amber
Alert
abuse bill

The state Senatc on March
15 unanimously approved leg-
islation sponsored by stare
Senaters Nancy Cassis and
Mike Goschka to penalize peo-
ple who falsely repost an
Amber Alert,

The need or the legislation
arose from several cases where
the Amber Alert system was
abused, including a case in
Tulsa, Okla., where a wornan
tolel pelice her child had been
abducled when her car was
stolen from a grocery siore
parking lat. She later recanted
the siory, telling police that she

winted a hipher priority placed
on finding her stolen vehicle,
Anotier case in Edmond,
Okla., involved a girl who was
out with her hoyfriend and
convinced ber brother to file a
false report so that her parents
would not know the truth as o
why their danghter was not at
home.

“When we [irsL created
Amber Alert, we did not envi-

. sion that people would under-
mine this important system
intended 1o prolect children by
filing false Amber Alerts,” said
Cassis (R-Novi). “It's like
yelling “fire” in a crowded lhe-
aler when no smoke exjsts.”

M Board of
education has
many concerns
over idea

It was brought up in front of the
sehool board of education just once,
months ago. At the lime, the issue
was labled indefinitely, and it hasa™
been tatked about publicly sinee.

The concept of allewing non-res-
idential employees of the Novi
Cummiunity Scheo! District to allow
their children to atiend Novi
Schools may seem like 1 good idea
ut first, but hidden under the surface
are wide runge of issues.

One stems from the district’s offi-
ctal title, which curies the word
‘temmunily’ in it. According 1o
John Sweit, school bourd president,
the board <idn't want o cither lose
that word, or just have it become
meaningless by atlowing non-Novi
community students o atend its
schools. Anather issuc is tht these
students could conceivably take
spols away from residential students
in the classcoom, in afterschool
clubs und on sports teams, That is

why no decision was ever made,
“If we approved this and ther

- was a giant influx of siudents com-

ing in, it might affect the communi-
ty school district, and it might dis-
place somc of our Movi students”
Streir said, “How much would those
swdents be allowed to participate in,

and would we be losing the idea of

community?”

Streit still hasn't made up his

mind on the maner, He explained
that each student who would come
into the distriet would bring in rev-
enue from the districts they came
from in the form of a foundation
grant. It wouldn't be tocal taxes, tut
Mwouid be taxes nonetheless.

Novi could recsive no more
money from the state than il would
normably receive if those students
were residents. However, if the stu-
dents come from a school district
that is receiving less money, then all
Novi could receive is that lesser
Fialaltin N

“if it came back and I had w©
make a decision on it right away, |
would like to consider ull the
options, like how many people we
would hive laking advantage of it
Streit said. “1t is a revenue-general-
ing option, so 1 think I'd want 0
review what eur guing would be
over what the negatives might be
before I make a final decision,”

In the opinion of George

Kortlandt, ancther school board
mentber, the district would have to
be in presty dire stmits to gven con-
sider allowing this to happen.

He said that the incoming stu-
dents wouldn't be paying the same
1axes that Novi residents are paying,
lke property or millage taxes, They
also wouldn™t be funding the dis-
wjer's focilies or recreaton pro-
gras.

"By bringing any of those chil-
dren in, you're assuring at best fhat
you break even on the foundation
grant, with the possibiliy of not
bringing in as much,” Korlandt
said.

Bruce Bagdady, the board's vice
president, had a similar feeling
toward the iden. He said that, gener-
ally, he is not in favor of pecple
atiending Novi schools who don’t
pay taxes here.

One cominen theme that all three
men shared was u sense of being
surprised 1o be talking about this
issue again. Nong of them have
heard any recent lak about it com-
ing back 10 the board and there has
heen no word en when, or even if,
the concept will come back.

Kelly's goul is 0 do overseus
intemational work as well as con-
sulting after she retires in about five
yers.

“1 was very forwnate because
while I was presenting in Den Haag,
the person who hired me was in the
audience at the time,” Kelly said, “1
flew directly from Den Haag o
Turkey and they hired me on the
spot.”

Through a lranstator, Kelly
helped write that schoel's curricu-
lum, She was asked to stay and was
offered a 1wo-year contract, but ™
wanted to go home.”

A 1 7-vear veteran of Farrnington
Public Schools, Kelly has shared her
passion for teaching with her second
grade sludents at Highmeadow
Common Campus Elementary
Schioal. She has been waching sec-
ond grde for six of those years,
Kelly said she knew she wanied fo
teach ever since doing volunteer
work while in high school,

“[ love the second grade because

at that age they 're booming and they
want to learn sa rmuch,” Kelly said.
“% ook at where kids are at and what
they gt do, ruther han what they
can "t dg- 115 a suble difference, hut
it makes a big difference.”

‘Two third grade students at the
school, who went through Kelly's
class last school year, both say she is
their favorite teacher. They both
enfoy how Kelly changes the look of
her classroom to match what it is
students are Jearning. For instance,
if the topic 13 Camelot, the class-
room looks like castes. If it is
Dinctopia, there are dinosaurs.

“She does a lot of experiments
with us,” third grade student Carly
Tashman said. “She really makes it
seem like you're in the place that
you're learning about by muking the
cluss look like where you want ©
be”

Third grader Alanna Chapell
expanded on that p bit. “Miss Kelly
wanls us to keam boui the world
and how it changes” she sald. “She
really makes 1 lot of things realistic
and fun”

Co-workers and students aniomi-
nated Kelly, who has been active in
diverse district activitics including
the School Yard Hubitat-Nutional
program, for this recognition. They
cited her outstanding inpact on ali
and her insovalive teaching meth-
ods that transport children into the
worlds in which they are studying.

“She's ¢ wonderful person and
loves children,” said Beverly Miller,
priticipat of Highmeadow Cormmen
Campus Elementary School. “IUs
her personality and style that's
ugique, She creates a unigue envi-
ronment within her classroom that
transforms the classieom into some-
thing that is just s wondeeiu] leam-
ing experience for kids, [U's such an
adventure to be in her classroom
that kids will rememher the rest of
their lives.”

Miller said that Kelly puts o great
deal of time and energy into what
she does and she integrites the cur-
riculum in such a way that stimu-
Jates students to think beyond the
curriculum,

Kebly alibutes much of her cred-
it fo her significant eiher, Roger
Palmer, a Novi resident who stores
all of her school malerals in his
horne.

Afler two years they
seld it o peeple who had no idea
how much work a goff course real-
ly was, Today, the golf course has
long since vanished, and develop-
ers will undoubtedly soon swallow
up the land.

He dismantled it. Sunedny, he will
reassemble it — or use it (o build
that vacation hovse he has always
Leen thinking of.

Novi graduate A.J. Rowe with 8 machine gun on duty In frag.

Rowe forced to grow up
in midst of war in Iraq

Novi gradvate and former
alkletic star A.J). Rowe barely
had time to knock the dust of
his fatignes From his first tour in
Traq when he was told his batal-
licn, the 2nd Bataliion, First
Marines, was headed back.

This time, they wete going 1o
Fallujah,

"At that point it was going
through my mind that [ wasn’t
ceming home,” said Rowe, who
graduated in 2000 and signed
up for the United States Marine
Corps in Aprit of 2001. “1 fig-
ured I'd go out there and do
what [ can do and hopefully
make it home.” )

The lance corporal quickly
found out things were as dire as
he had heard them 1o be. The
Army’s 82nd Airbome Division
was pulling out of Fallujah, The
Marines were going in as
replacements to take over the
city.

The fighting, said Rowe, was
intense. He was caught in fire-
fights, defending himself and
the members of his company.
Not all of them were destined (0
come home.

“Qut of our batailicn, we had
27 dead when we came back,”
Rowe said. “Ovr company lest
three people, § had a couple
buddies that were shot in the
hedd and survived. It was
insane at times.”

He said training kicked in
when needed, allowing him to
act on instinct to survive, He
ducked and covered when
bombs exploded. He fought

back ageinst those seeking 10 -

kill him and’ bullets whizzed

Not ;11 of it was like the drills
though. Fising a rifle in training
wasn'l the same as a live baltle.
Raising his weapon against
someone that was his enemy is
something that still sits vividly
in his mind, :

Forty-four percent of small
employers who responded to an
NFLB poll on coping with regula-
tion termed the problem cither
“very serious” or “‘somewhat seri-
ous.” More than one-fourth said the
extra paperwork deemned necessary
was the primary hassle; 22 percent
gave the top vole to difficaity
understunding what was needed to
comply. Nearly half — 49 peroeni —
considered the federal govemment
the main culprit of their regulatory
WOes,

For many years, srmall-business
owners just ook it for granicd that
1o one in Washingion, D.C. was
listening to their concerns about the
regumory burden. Each year, some
150 new proposed rules flultered
down from the nation's capital. And
each year, small firms collectively
coughed up more fian $100 million
10 comply with new rules,

Bul last year, OMB launched an
effort 10 do something about the
regulatory burder on the manufac-

 turing sector. In February, the office
ammounced it would seek public
nominations of rules and guidance
docurments that could be reformed
to case some of these regulations.

By December, the office collect-
ed and sent 1o major federal depat-
menls such as Treasury,
Agriculture, Environmenial
Protection, Labor, and Health and
Human Services nearly 200 regula-
tions that were identified as candi-
dates for reform by mere than 40
industry and fion-profit organiza-
tions. The Small Business
Administration Office of Advocacy
compiled a listof 27 rules consid-
ercd small-business priorities. Of
the rules submitted, some 76 were
given the green light for considera-
tow and action by the Bush
Administration, which will give the
federal agencies their marching
orders to modemize the regulations
within specific imetables.

John D. Grahars, who hieads the
Office of Information and
Repulatory Affairs within OMB,
said these nominations wonld get
prictity action “to ease the exces-
sive burden for the manufacturing

indygtry while maintaining health,
sy and envirbfimental protec-
tions for the. public.”

* What's more, the agency has
‘released a draft report to Congress
ron the costs and benefits of federal
irules enaéted over the past decade.
4Whilc this may not be crase for
jimmediare celebration, the report
{€oild be an eye-opener for legisla-
1ors who fail 1o consider the nega-
tive impact on smali-business
growth and job creation that iil-con-
ceived regulations cause.

At the very Jeast, OMB's action
appears 1o be a clear indication that
somebody in Washington, D.C. is
listening to the concems of
American small businesses.
