Even with reductions in funds 
from stiite government and the 
economy still in recession, the 
economic outlook looks pretty 
rosy for the city of Novi , accord­
ing to City Manager Rick 
Helwig. 

"Novi is in an enviable finan­

cial position today," said Helwig, 
who presented the city's pro­
posed 2005-2006 budget to city 
council on March 31. 

Ciiy council met for round one 
of its budget policy work sessions 
a i 9 a.m. Apr i l 9 in council cham­
bers. Additional sessions are slat­
ed for 9 a.m. A p r i l 16 and 30. A l l 
sessions are aired live on Channel 
13. 

In his wrilten message to coun­
c i l , Helwig, who plans to leave 
his position in February 2006, 
said both economic and urban 
growth cycles are affecting the 
city of Novi's financial planning 
and service delivery. 

"Novi is in an enviable 
fInanciaI position today."

Helwig , who has managed 
cities during economic recessions 
from 1982-1984 and in 1992, 
believes Michigan is still in a 
recession. 

He suggests increasing rainy 
day funds by 1 percent, from 14 
percent to 15 percent, of the gen­

eral fund for economic down­
turns, emergencies and special 
opportunities for the city. HelWig 
also said Uie city should align 
budget resources with invest-

The Novi Public Library wi l l 
have to wait three more weeks to 
find out if the Novi Comiiiunity 
School District wants to make a 
land swap. 

The library board presented a 
proposal to the school board on 
Apri l 7, which included a land 
trade of its property at Ten M i l e 
and Taft roads, for a section of 
property which is owned by the 
school district at Eleven and Beck 
roads. 

The school board said it needed 
some more inforrnaiion before 

making a deci­
sion and wi l l 
address the 
issue at its 
Thursday, 
May 5, public 
meeting at 
Orchard Hil ls 
Elementary 
School. 

E . L i p p e The libriIry 
board feels its 

current facility, located right next 
to Novi High School, is too small 
lor ihe growing community. 

Also, officials say, it is becom­
ing increasingly dangerous to 
access the library parking lot at 
certain times of ihe day: in ihe 
morning when school siarts, and 
in the afiemoqn, when It lets oiIt. 

Terry Margohs, library board 
president, said that ihe library has 
a few options if the school board 
rejected the proposal. It would 
either have io move off site io a 
temporary facility and then reno­
vate and build, which would be 
the fastest way, or add io the facil­
ity while still operating the library 
and move to the new part, reno­
vate the old part, then move back. 

"One of ihe downsides of reno­
vation is the kind of moving thai 
you have to do and the health and 
safety of both ihe siaff and patrons 
while you're doing i i , " Margolis 
said. 'The other down side io ihai 
is, you would end up puiiing a lo i 
of money inio boih and i i iakes 
longer io move." 

The school board is questioning 
ihe cost of nine acres of ihe Beck 
and Eleven Mile property com­
pared io its original appraisal; 
what would be ihe impaci of hav­
ing a library consirucied ihere; 
and what would it do io.jthe 
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Cracked driveways, lingering 
diesel fumes and lack of sleeping 
faciliiies. 

These are just some of ihe prob­
lems at some of Novi ' s fire sia-
iions. 

City leaders w i l l be iaking a 
close look ai approving some 
major improvements to Novi's 
older fire stations during budget 
talks ihis monih. which began 
Apr i l 9. 

Several members o f ci iy coun­
ci l say three of the four stations 
need major updates. 

"We have a need for some cap­
ital improvements for the fire sta­
tions iliai haven't been done for 
quite a' while," said Council 

Member Lynne Paul last week. 
The fourth and newest station 

on 10 Mi le Road just east of 
Wixom Road is a state-of-the-art 
facility. 

"Station No . 4 should be the 
model," said Jeff Johnson, assis­
tant fire chief. 

City administration has pro­
posed improvements to the sta­
tions in the next budget, with 
some council members suggest­
ing even more updates. 

Ciiy Manager Richard Helwig 
Included vehicle exhausi systems 
for ihe ihree older fire siaiions in 
ihe 2005-2006 budgei. Paul said 

. ihe siaiions have no exhausi when 
diesel fire trucks idle inside the 
garages. She and other council 
members believe ihis is a healih 
and safeiy issue for the firefight­
ers who breathe ihese fumes, 
which also stain the inside of the 
buildings and firefighters' gear. 

"These trucks have been mn-
IIing in those garages for 20 years. 
The walls are covered wiih soot 
and diesel grease," said FIre Chief 

Art Lenaghan. The cosi io install 
the exhaust systems for all three 
siaiions would be about $70,000. 

Resurfacing the driveway at 
Fire Station No . 1 on Grand River 
Avenue ai Markei Sireei is anoth­
er priority, ai a cosi o f about 
$65,000, according io Paul. 

"It's falling apart, and we have 
big, heavy irucks canying fluid," 
she said. The sidewalk in front of 
Siaiion No. 1 also needs work. 

Counci l Member Laura 
Lorenzo wants io shift $68,000 in 
funds from Parks, Recreaiion mid 
Foresiry to the fire department in 
the next budget. She added that^ 
with the adopfion of a naming 
rights policy in the ciiy, ihe parks 
department should receive addi­
tional funding. 

Chief of Police Doug Shaefifer 
suggested that the city hire iwo 
new police officers this year and 
two next year. l,orenzo, however, 
would like to see one additional 
police officer and one Fire 
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menis in basic services and capital 
improvements. 

Retaining iind attracting talent­
ed city employees, providing thcni 
with proper resources, not hiring 
new staff but not scheduling any 
layoffs are other key budgei mes­
sages from the city manager's 
office. 

Additionally, the retirement of 
the chief operating officer in June 
and the elimination of the position 
saves the city $149,781. 

Helwig emphasized that the city 
would like to maintain its current 
millage rate of 10.5416 - - the 
sixth lowest rale in Oakland 
County. A mill is $1 per $1,000 oC 
the taxable value of property. For 
example, if a home's state equal­
ized value is $200,000, the taxable 
value would be $100,000. So, city 
taxes alone on a $200,000 hoinc 
would be $1,054.16.

The next budget policy work 
session wiii be aired live at 9 
a.m. April 16 on cable Channel

channel. The final budget ses­
sion will also be at 9 a.m. on 
April 30 in council chambers.

Budget discussions wil l also 
focused on the Capital 
Improvements Progr,am, .service 
improvements and capital outlay 
requests.

Having heard this proposal 
from the l ibrary board, the 
school board now has other 
questions to answer. What is 
the school district contemplat­
ing for thai land? Does this 
affect future options for the 
land? And, what conceivable 
value does Ihe land at Ten M i l e 
and Taft roads have for school 
district purposes if a trade is 
made? 

"Whenever you try to do 
something that involves 
exchanging property, it's 
always complicated," said 
Brcnda Evans, library director.

"I don't think that we're giv­
ing people a place to get in 
safely and that isn't very good 
customer service on our part," 
she said. "We're supposed to 
be here for people when they 
feel like coming and when it's 
convenient for them. 

" i think it's our job to make 
access to the library as conven­
ient and safe as possible, If we 
didn't look al this opportunity 
with the school district, we 
would be remiss." 

Dr. Emmett Lippe, N o v i 
Schools superintendent, 
thought the library's proposal 
was a good one. 

"I think they did a nice job 
presenting their proposal, but 
whether the school board 
wants to participate in it is 
another matter," he said. "The 
board was trying to get the 
questions out there so that next 
time Ihey discuss this issue, 
they would have that informa­
tion on hand."

Now in her last term on council, 
this will be Uiura Lorenzo's eighth 
review of tlie city's budget. 

She said the first thing she did 
when she received the proposed 
2005-06 budgei was to see how it 
compared to the recent fiscal analy­
sis prepared by the City's finance 
deparhnent and consultant Plante & 
Moran. 

"We were off from tlie general 
fund revenue part of the fiscal analy­
sis by $730,439. So, we have less 
than what was projected," she said. 

For this fiscal year, 2004-05, the 
finance department estimates tliat 
the city will have spent more money 
ihan was taken in as revenue. 

However, funds for the new fire 
department pumper Uuck approved 
for purchase at the April 4 council 
meeiing, will come out of ihis year's 
budget, which adds $437,982 to die 
nexi fiscal year's budget. 

But, the city still has $860,524 in 
expendihIres over revenue. 

"Thai's a concern," Lorenzo said. 
"We have ihe money, because we 

have a higher fund balance than we 
had andcipaled. But, we are dipping 
into the increased fund balance to 
balance ihe budget for 2005-2()06."; 

.she said. 
A s a veteran on council, she 

believes given tlie city's financiiil 
resirainis, in what she calls this 
decade of financiid unceilainly, city 
Iciders need to be better disciplined 
in how iliey spend. 

"Maybe we really shouldn't be 
going over our revenues, unless ii's 
some kitid of emergency," she said. 
"I think we need a more defined pol­
icy." 

If the city staff finds it hits funds 
in excess of ihe 14 perceni reserved 
in ihe rainy day fund, instead of just 
using i i for discretionary spending, 
Lorenzo would like to either spend 
the money to make up for upcoming 
legislative limitations on the city's 
millage rate or on an expanded 
annual neighborhood roiid program. 

Lorenzo explained that once the 
Headlee Amendment millage limi­
tations kick in, the fiscal analysis 
showed thai ihe first year die city 
would anticipate a .25 decrease in 
ihe annual millage, which equates lo 
about $750,000. 

This year, the city can pay for its 
expenditures over revenue because 
it has an excess in the fund balance. 

Lorenzo is proposing to use any 
excess money to fund decreases in 
the annual millage. 

"So, the taxpayers would actually 

see a decrease in their millage rate," 
Lorenzo said. 

Lorenzo said council could rai.se 
the millage rate now, but after the 
city hits the Headlee limitations, city 
leaders will no longer have ihe abil­
ity to raise die millage rale widiout 
going to tlie voters. 

'This is probably one of tlie last 
years die council could raise die 
millage rate wiUioui going io ihe 
taxpayers. 1 don'i sec Uiis council 
doing Qiai," she said. 

Bui in Ihc future, the millage rate 
will start to decretise, she .said. 

"We may have to go back to the 
taxpayers to maintain die current 
millage rate," she said. 

The road bond funding passed by 
voters in 2000 ends this year. So, 
additional funding will be needed 
Ibr road work in ihe city. 

"We're not going to have that 
$1.5 million that we've been using 
each year," Lorenzo said. 

She also wants to discuss whedier 
City Manager Rick Helwig's .salary 
should be a line item for the entire 
fiscal year since he says he is leav­
ing in February 2006. 

Finally, Lorenzo would like to see 
funding for conferences and semi­
nars for city stafl" to rem<nin the 
same.

protection officer hired usinj; 
Ihe $149,000 .saved from the 
upcoming retirement of Chief 
Operating Officer Craig Khiver 
ai the end of June. A police offi­
cer co.st.s .ibout $ i ()6,()00 a year, 
and an FPO costs aboul 
$55,000 a yc.ar, Lorenzo said. 

Lenaghan has aiso .suggested 
changing Johnson's titie lo 
deputy fire chief and increasing 
his salary. 

"He makes about $10,000 
less lhan the deputy police 
chief," Lenaghan said. 

Lenaghan said he would like 
consultants lo learn what it 
would take to upgrade Novi's 
three fire .stations. Eventually, 
the chief warns a conference 
room, dormitory, locker rooms 
and lavatories for both mule and 
female lire fighters at the three 
older stations. (There arc now 
.six women firefighters in the 
departinenl.) 

"These buildings were never 
built for a 50-year operation. 
The day they opened, ihey were 
obsolete," Lenaghan said. 

Fire department officials also 
want a device for more o f llieir 
fire trucks that auioinatically 
changes a traffic signal from 
red lo green. Olher departmenl 
needs include a new heating 
and cooling system, roof for 
Station No. I and se;iling drive­
ways al Stations No. 2 and 3. 

Lenaghan met iccently with 
Helwig on the requests. 

"1 think we made a pretty 
strong case, and the city man­
ager said 'yes.' He's asked 
Klaver, myself and tlie assistant 
chief 10 start moving on this 
now," Lenaghan said.

Just because you have a debt lo 
pay 10 society doesn't mean you 
can foot the bi l l . 

Bul Oakland County now has a 
unique program in place lo help 
those who can't pay. 

Called R E C O V E R (Restitution 
Equals Compensation of Victims' 
Economic Rights), ihe program 
uses a three-pronged approach 
with the courts, government and 
businesses helping crime victims. 

The partnership includes the 
52-1 District Court, 52-.3 District 
Court, 51 SI District Court, 50th 
District Court, 46lh District 
Court, Oakland County 
Community Concclions and area 
businesses. 

The partnership was modeled 
after the PAY U P program created 
by Judge Robert M . Evans of 
Florida's Ninth Circuit Court. 

Each defendant convicted of a 
crime covered by the Crime 
Victim's Compensation Ac t now 
has 60 days to reimburse the vic­
tim. Payment can be made direct­
ly 10 the victim or to a R E C O V E R 
account. 

A new nonprofit corporation is 
being created to oversee the 
account and to ensure that money 
is given lo the injured party. Part 
of the money collected wil l be 
used to defray program costs and 
to enhance court services. The 
judge presiding over the case will 
ensure that payment is sent io ihe 
victim. 

A defendant may also request a 
payment plan. The judge decides 
i f die defendant qualifies for such

Crews are assigned to sites 
managed by partieipaiing busi­
ness. There, under die supervision 
of court staff or Oakland County 
Community Correclions workers, 
defendants perf'omi manual labor 
at $10 an hour. 

"Back when we originally 
launched the R E C O V E R pro­
gram, it was going lo just be a 
government program. Now, we 
have private corporations 
involved," said Judge Brian 
MacKenzie, 52-1 District Court in 
Novi .

Clay Pearson, assistant city manager, said at a preconstruction 
meeting on March 23, MOOT staff and representatives from the 
contractor agreed that the earlier time frame would be used. MDOT 
officials were looking at starting the construction later In the sum­
mer, over the July 4th weekend. 

The means the ramp will be closed for 25 days or less, depend­
ing on how the project goes.

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The Road ComInission for 
Oakland County ( R C O C ) w i l l 
lift weight reslrictions for com­
mercial trucks on its non-all-
wealher roads at 6 a.m., 
Monday, A p r i l 11. Imposed 
March 7, (he restrictions w i l l 
have been in place for 35 days. 

Each spring, in accordance 
with state law, R C O C reduces 
the weight limits on these roads 
as temperatures begin to rise 
and the ground begins to ihaw. 
As the road subsurface thaws, 
ihe non-all-weather roads' abi l­
ity to carry weight is reduced, 
meaning that a weight that 
wouldn't affect a road under 
normal conditions, might now 
damage the road. These restric­
tions help to ensure that roads 
last as long as possible, with as 
few potholes as possible. 

The resUictions do not affect 
passenger vehicles. 
Approximately 2,000 of 
RCOC' s 2,700 miles of n^ads 
are non-all-weather. 

Weight restrictions are 
enforced by weighmasters 
employed by the Road 
Commission, the state, local 
communities or the Sheriff's 
Department. Violations of the 
weight resUictions can result in 
a citation.

Resident provides 
Tsunami relief

Ksiiama Jayasuriya lioarded 
an airplane bound for Sri Lanka 
Jan. 27 carrying a roll of $100 
bills and ioling a hopeful bui 
heavy heart. 

The Northville Township resi­
dent traveled 24 hours to return 
to her former country where a 
tsunami devastated the country 
last December. 

Jayasuriya. who moved to 
Northville six months ago from 
New Jeisey, felt compelled to 

"We do have a good life here 
(in the United States)," 
Jayasuriya said. "1 wanted lo 
help." 

In January, Jayasuriya spent 
much of her time in northern Sn 
Lanka, traveling to coastline 
lowns and hoping to help 
orphaned children. She discov­
ered inany had been adopted by 
relatives. 

Instead, Jayasuriya directed 
her efforts toward helping self-
employed Sri Lankans whose 
livelihoods had been washed 
mto the Indian Ocean. 

Cash helped bridge the divide. 

"A fisherman can buy a boat, a 
carpenter can buy tools," 
Jayasuriya said. "The exchange 
rate makes it easier to help " 

A pharmacist in New Jersey, 
Jayasuriya said she was able to 
make her three-week trip al the 
end of January while waiting for 
her license to transfer to 
Michigiin. 

Jayasuriya found an 8-year-
old giri suffering from Down 
syndrome who needed help. 

"I will help her as long as I 
can," she said. 

Jayasuriya knows handing out 
$100 bills won't save everyone. 
Still, she wi,shes it could. 

"You do what you can," she 
said. "I can't help the whole 
nation." 

Jayasuria's husband, Keerthi, 
is also from Sri Lanka. Though 
he wasn't able to accompany his 
wife on her January trip, he 
plans to go in May. 

"He's going to build a 
school," she said.

Now, I havisn't been a journal­
ist too long, but I do have pa.st 
experience in covering school 
districts.

O t h e r O p i n i o n s 
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H e n d r i x i s m e d i c i n e f o r D e t r o i t 

For folks who don't live there, 
Detroit and its manifold prob­
lems often seem another world, 
tortured by layers of misman­
agement, racism, poverty and 
political corruption. 

"1 just wish i l would go away" 
is a comment 1 must have heard 
100 times — and we've all heard 
even worse. 

B u l like it or not, Detroit does 
matter to us all — and like i i or 
not, it is nol going away. It is 
and wil l remain 
Michigan's 
largest ciiy, with 
a long and distin­
guished history 
going back io 
1701. Less than a 
century ago, it 
led ihe birth of 
the manufactur­
ing revolution 
that brought 
unprecedented 
prosperity to 
Michigan and its 
workers. 

Ye l its present 
condition — 
described by a 
columnist some years ago as 
"America's first ihird worid c i iy" 
— brings shame on our state and 
hurts our national image. Which 
is why llie August primary elec­
tion for Mayor of Detroit really 
matters. There wil l be three 
major candidates: The incum­
bent, Kwame Kilpairick; City 
Council member Sharon 
McPha i l ; and Freman Hendrix, 
who was deputy under former 
Mayor Dennis Archer. 

Kilpair ick, who at 31 was ihe 
city's youngest-ever mayor when 
he took office, has been acting 
... w e l l . . . his age. Or nol quite 
his age. Many observers consid­
er him immature and impulsive, 
not ready I'or the big time. 

There have been many gaffes 
over his three-plus years in 
office — key staffers improperly 
pulling rank, a fancy car leased

for his family, investigations 
suppressed and widespread 
rumors of night life funny busi­
ness. So many, in faci, ihat his 
re-election is no longer a sure 
thing. 

Dcvastatingly, a pol l released 
last week by E P I C / M R A found 
thai more than half o f Detroiiers 
think Kilpairick has accom­
plished nothing since being 
elecicd, and only one in five vot­
ers want to see him re-elected. 

His job approval 
rating is 62 per­
cent unfavorable, 
while 61 percent 
of respondents 
think ilie cily is 
"on ihe wrong 
irack." In a trial 
heat, Kilpairick 
fared poorly, run­
ning behind 
Hendrix and 
even with 
McPhai l . 

Sharon 
McPha i l is no 
stranger io the 
volers. She's run 
for many offices, 

including mayor, since 1993, 
and was finally elected to 
Detroit Ci ly Council in 2001. 
Unfortunately, this is a council 
lhal for years has ranked right 
up there as among the silliest 
and Icasl constructive legislative 
bodies in our state. A friend of 
mine, a long-time knowledge­
able observer of Detroit politics, 
describes McPhai l as "mercurial, 
brilliant, but erratic, with one set 
of standards for herself and 
another for everyone else. • 

"She tried io be Ecorse ciiy 
attorney and a Detroit council­
man at the same lime and fought 
lo keep both jobs, though every 
couri and the stale attorney gen­
eral told her she was nuis to 
think that wasn't a conflict of 
interest." 

Two years ago, she ivas 
roundly ridiculed for charging 

that Kilpair ick had somehow 
rigged her electric back mas-
sager on a chair in her council 
office to give her a nasty shock. 
(No evidence was ever discov­
ered lhal anyone had sabotaged 
her chair.) This year, she has 
clevcriy gotten Benny Napoleon, 
the popular former police chief, 
to appear io run wi ih her under 
ihe promise ihal she wi l l appoint 
him deputy mayor. 

Then there is Frenian Hendrix, 
who niei with a group of 
HomeTown Newspapers editofs 
a couple of weeks ago for a con­
versation aboul the city and ihe 
region's fuiurc. He is a tall, rela­
tively sl im man with a high fore­
head, salt-and-pepper moustache 
and large hands, which he folds 
together when nol gesturing. 
During our conversation (in 
which he, unlike so many polit i­
cians, spoke in complete sen­
tences) he sat on the edge of his 
chair, legs bent under him, giv­
ing the impression o f somebody 
ready io spring. 

Hendrix served for eight years 
as deputy mayor and cliicf of 
staff, running the city's day-to­
day operations and a workforce 
of 17,000. On his watch the city 
ran a balanced budget and cut 
taxes for the first time in years. 
He was also chairman of the 
reform city board of education. 

Later, he spent several years 
as chief o f operations for 
Strategic Staffing Solutions, a 
Deiroii-based information tech­
nology company. 1 knew 
Hendrix while he was in the 
Archer administration and came 
to think highly of his managerial 
skills, maturity and common-
sense vision Ibr the city. 

"The image of Detroit affects 
the entire region," Hendrix told 
the editors, "but Deiroit right 
now is a fragile place. A good 
mayor can make a big differ­
ence, bul Mayor Kilpalrick's 
learning curve has jus i been too 
steep." 

Hendrix was blunt aboul the 
city's financial situation. 
"Bankruptcy is imminent unless 
we gel our act together. Now 
that isn't entirely bad, because 
the specter of bankruptcy can 
drive collective bargaining with 
the municipal unions, who could 
find themselves fiiced with a 
choice between no union con­
tract (via a judge's ruling) or a 
50 percent cut in payroll. In any 
event, we need to reduce the 
number of departments from 44 
to 30, but we also need to gel 
another 8O0 or so police officers 
out on the streets." 

Vet can Hendrix win, especial­
ly given his relatively low.name 
ID and Kilpalrick's campaign 
war chest, now bulging with 
contributions froni firms doing 
business with ihe city? "Name 
ID helps," responded Hendrix, 
"bul only i f it's positive. It takes 
$2 million to win. M y goal is to 
have raised $1 million by June. 
And if you gei ihrough ihe pri­
mary, you can raise a ion. 
Dennis Archer raised $500,000 
the dav after he won his pri­
mary." 

Originally, 1 thought 
Hcndrix's eampsiign was a long 
shot. Bul I now think it just 
might succeed, if only because 
both Kilpairick or McPhai l have 
a dcmonsiraicd capacity to self-
destruct. 

Of course, it's a long way till 
the August primary, bul the 
recent poll was surprising and 
encouraging for Hendrix ... and 
for anybody who hopes for a 
better fuiurc for Deiroit.

Dianne Hahn's final words 
were simple: " I ' l l be all right." 

Then she died along Old US-
23 in Brighton, just norUi of ihe 
Spencer Road exit, outside the 
van she'd been driving north­
bound only moments before. 

A t about 1:45 a.m. Dec. 30, 
police said, a pickup tmck 
swerved around an upcoming 
curve. It slmck Hahn's van head-
on. 

Hahn died. The friend she was 
transporting was critically 
injured; to this day, she can't 
walk on her own. 

Prosecutors believe the man 
driving the truck was drunk. 

Four months laier, Livingsion 
County Prosecutor David Morse 
said die suspect remains free, 
pending arraignment later diis 
month. He said ihe male suspect 
w i l l be charged with dmnk driv­
ing , cau,sing a death, a felony 
carrying a maximum 15-year 
prison sentence. 

"That doesn't sound like a 
maximum lo me, i f you take 
someone's life," Don Hahn said, 
Dianne's brodier 

Morse agreed. 
"Personally, 1 

think we are kind 
of light on die 
penalty," he said. 
" A t least when it 
comes to drunk 
driving causing 
death."-

Maybe ihat 
should change. 
Dianne Hahn is 
dead. Her surviv­
ing friend can no 
longer walk on 
her own and 
Hahn's two sons, 
step-broUiers by law but brodiers 
by devotion, can no longer lum 
to their mother for counsel. 

The boys have been separated 
since the accident. Kyler, 9, lives 
with his father. Brandon, 17, now 
lives in Novi and attends Novi 
H i g h School. 

, Don , 30, and his wife, Robin, 
28, had only one response fol­
lowing the accident: Brandon 
w i l l live with us. 

The couple already have three 
kids o f their own. The oldest is 5. 
Next year they'll send Brandon 
to college.

Meanwhile, Dianne's mother, 
Pal Hahn, rummages ihrough a 
car transformed into a box of 
spill-over files. Everywhere she 
turns there is a legal form, a let­
ter of condolence, yet another 
reminder. 

The pain is choking her. 
Pal Hahn is waidng for a 

modier's worst nightmare lo end. 
She's waidng for her daughter io 
finally come home, the 35-year-
old single mother of two sons 
who spent daylight hours work­
ing and nighttime hours as a full-
time student earning her way 
onto the national dean's list. 

It's nol going to happen. That's 
nol the way this story ends. Her 
daughter is dead. 

She rubbed her eyes widi the 
base of her-hand, a mother bear 
pawing at a chronically mascara-
smudged life, clogged by tears 
welled up in some tough-to-reach 
comer. She rubbed Brandon's 
back. And smiled. 

Brandon said he's had a recur­
ring dream. His mother is talking 
to him about school; asking how 

Uiings are going. 
Then he realizes 
she is asking 
about Novi High 
School. In his 
head he knows 
it's a dream, but 
in bis heart it's a 
summer day He 
doesn't want to 
wake up. Her 
face is bright. She 
is alive. 

" M y mom was 
one o f die cool 
ones," Brandon 
said, an all-A stu­
dent. "Hopefully, 

diis is die worst experience I ' l l 
ever have to go through."

Dianne Hahn dropped Brandon 
off at her brodier's house in Novi 
four mondis ago so she could go 
out widi friends, soraediing her 
chaotic schedule had not allowed 
for mondis. 

She said a quick hello; 20 min­
utes later, she left. She left 
behind a suit for Kyler. 

Later that week he put it on. 
A n d wore it to his modier's 

funeral. 
"We'rejusi trying lo hold it 

logedier," Pat said. 
Family emotions are splin­

tered: anger, sadness, resentment, 
pain, frustration. Pat said it's like 
taking a feather pillow to the 
rooftop and opening it up on a 
windy day. 

Dianne Hahn's legacy is a sim­
ple message, maybe two: Don't 
drink and drive; call a cab. A n d 
tell loved ones how you feel 
while you still have the chance. 

They are messages we should 
all take to heart. 

"It's opened up all our eyes to 
see how important it is to spend 
time with family," Don said. 

Pat Hahn spent Monday night 
Uying to get Dianne's tax return 
filed on rime. Her daughter had 
no life insurance, no assets. She 
had two sons and one dream: 
work hard and be happy. 

No gravestone marks her pass­
ing. There's no money. A 
FaImington Hills business is 
holding a fund-raiser Friday and 
wil l donate proceeds to the fami­
ly. The Hahns are enormously 
grateful.

But die spring breeze scrapes 
across Pat Hahn's heart.

Its been almost two school years 
since the Novi Communiiy School 
District esiablished a full day 
kindergarten program al each of ils 
K-4 elementary schools, but i l looks 
as diough the issue is a hot lopic 
among parents once again. 

Four parents addressed the boiird 
of education during a "comments 
from ihe audience" portion of Uic 
board meeiing on April 7, express­
ing ilieir disappoinUIient wiUi tlie 
way the random lottery program 
works forthose interested in pulling 
dieir children in full day kinder­
garten. 

Currently, a random lottery 
selects 2.') studenls at each school 
except Deerfleld to be put into full-
day kindergarten. Deerfleld 
ElemcnUiry, on die other hiuid, is 
die only one in the disuicl wiQi four 
full-day kindergarten programs 
already. 

"They're turning away roughly 
70 percent of die sludenls who want 
full-lime kindergarten," Sahera 
Housey said, a mother of two. 
"What's ironic is, everyone readily 
admits dial full-dme kindeigarlen is 
die way lo go because kids are bel­
ter off educationally. But we only 
have one full day class in each 
school dial offers kindergarten at 25 
students each. M y daughter will go 
to PaIkview, where 25 kids will go 
to a full-day kindergarten and 
everyone else gets a half day." 

Housey went on to say that 
money is nol an issue to her because 
she would be wiUing to pay for her 
daughter's second half of kinder­
garten each day. Another opdon 
would be to send her dfiughter to a 
day care kindeigarten program for 
half die day and to Parkview die 
odier half, but Housey doesn't like 

^diatddea. .-.tioiji.iu.jivi 
"I doIj'l|*ant her in two different 

schools for each half day," she said. 
"I want the continiiity of one school 
and I'm willing to pay for it. Not 
only pay for my daughter, but I'm 
willing to help offset die cost." 

Bob Anderson's daughter was 
selected in die random lottery for 
full-day kindergarten. But he also 
feels strongly diat many are being 
treated unfairly. 

'To turn away die majority of die 
people who would like lo have full 
Ume kindergarten, dial's what I 
have an issue widi," he said. "When 
it comes down to die luck of die 
draw imd we're all paying die same 
taxes, lo me dial's unfair." 

Anderson said he has many 
issues widi die way die nmdom lot­
tery is handled, but in particular is, 
what happens to families who move 
here and jusl miss die lottery? 

The way Dr. Emmclt Lippe sees 
it, Novi Schools superintendent, is 
diat diere are two major dilemmas 
diat go along widi diis issue. 

He explained dial first of all, 
according lo die stale department of 
educadon, a school disuict can not 
charge parents for die second half of 
a full-day kindergarten becau.se it is 
simply not permissible by law. 

Secondly, Novi schools have a 
limitaUon on some of dieir facilities 
in terms of additional kindeigarten 
classrooms right now. 

"The state budget condnues lo be 
a problem because money is very 
tight right now," Lippe said. "It's 
just not a time diat we can afford to 
expand die full-day kindergarten 
and even if we could, we would 
have to take a close look at die 
classrooms we have available to see 
if we can hold die classes in diem." 

Housey brought up die fact diat a 
millage was passed last year and 
money generated from il might be 
used to Itind full-day kindergarten. 

"When we had die pre.sentalions 
last year for die millage, we put on 
a chart what pIograrns would be in 
jeopardy if we didn't get that 
money," Lippe said. "That money 
went to pay for diose programs diat 
odierwise might have been lost We 
don't know how much longer diis 
tough financial situation will last, so 
die board is dying to be pmdent and 
not add any additional piograms." 

However, Housey and odier par­
ents have concerns. 

"There has to be a better way 
dian die lotteiy system to diis, espe­
cially widi 70 percent of die sw-
dents being turned away," Housey 
saIA'There has to be some way for 
diera lo find die money."

N o v i High School senior 
Adam Bednarck and junior Alice 
Qi placed among the lop 12 .stu­
dents in the Detroit Local Section 
of ihe United Siates National 
Chemistry Olympiad on March 
17. The two earned National 
Exam Nominee honors and qual­
ified for the National Chemistry 
Olympiad exam on April 14. The 
local exam was taken by 50,000 
students nationwide, with 1,000 
qualifying for the national exam. 

Senior Becky Reichel and 
sophomore Asra Shaik earned 
Aliemale Nominee Honors, as 
U S N C O rules permit only 10 .stu­
dents per school to compete in 
Ihe loCal exam and two students 
to compete in ihc national exam. 

Students in J im Hanson and 
Rand Helnikamp's Advanced 
Placement Chemistry Classes 
look a qualifying Chemistry 
Olympiad test to determine 
which 10 Novi students would 
participate in the Detroit Local 
Section exam. To prepare for the 
qualifier, students took practice 
Olympiad tests while also Contin­
uing lo cover the regular A P cur­
riculum. 

Bednarek, Q i , Reichel, and 
Shaik continue Novi High 
School's strong Olympiad iradi-

tion. Novi students have earned 
National Exam Nominee and/or 
Alternate Noiriinee honors for 16 
of Novi's 19 years of participa­
tion. This year marks ihe ninth 
siraighi year that Novi has quali­
fied two students for ihe national 
exam. 

"We've been pretty successful, 
and (the success) is a iribuie to 
strong students with high aca-
dcinic caliber," Hanson said. 
"(The siudenis) are in ihe top 
twelve in ihe whole Detroit met­
ropolitan area, and we're com­
peting with all the Cranbrooks, 
the Country Days, the private 
schoois." 

Qi knew what to expect while 
taking tiie local exam, as this is 
her .second year, qualifying for 
the national exam. Although Qi 
Completed the A P Chemistry 
Course as a sophomore, she 
decided lo participate in ihe 
Olympiad again as a junior. Qi 
joined just six other Novi stu­
dents who have qualified for the 
national Olympiad exam two 
years in a row. 

"1 was a loi more nervous this 
year than last yeaf...l have to say 
I'm pleasantly surprised," Q i said 
about her experience. "1 started 
studying the Monday of the week 
before (the test), but it wasn't 
easy because 1 didn'l remember 
that much...(it) was a lot of 
studying, a lot of hard work." 

Bednarek took a different 
approach, preparing for the exam 
by studying practice tests for 
about two months. 

"Going into it, I knew it would 
be difficult...! had taken a lot of 
tests and I knew what to expect," 
Bednarek said. "It was a little 
easier than expected, but...I was 
quite surprised to find out;I made 
the finals." . >' 

The next step for Bednarek 
and Q i is the National Chemistry 
Olympiad exam, held at the 
University o f Michigan-
Dearborn. I i consists of three 
parts: A multiple-choice section 
similar to the local exam, an 
essay section, and a laboratory 
portion where the'students must 
create a procedure and conduct a 
given experiment. 

Tlie lop 20 students from the 
national exam are invited to the 
U S N C O Study Camp, held at the 
A i r Force Academy in Colorado 
Springs. After two weeks, four of 
these students are selected to rep­
resent the United States in an 
international chemistry competi­
tion. The Detroit Local Section 
has fared well, qualifying at least 
one siudcnt for the Study Camp 
every year for the past twenty 
years. Novi High School students 
have qualified for the Study 
Camp five times since 1986. 

"It's fun to be participating in 
i i , " Hanson said. 

Bednarek agreed. 
"Even though it was a several 

hour test, it was still pretty fun, 
pretty cool. It was very exciting," 
he said.

Each iind every diiy, siudents in 
Bridgei Zahradnilc'.s nr.st grade 
class ai' Paricvicw liicniefilary 
School know ihcy'rc going io be 
engaged in .somclhing fun. Whal 
ihcy may noi know bcciiusc of 
their young ages, however, is 
whalcver they do, it's going to be 
educational as well. 

Zahradnik, along with her first 
grade teaching partner of Kerry 
Kowalczyk, use the concepi of lit­
eracy io gel through to their stu­
dents. In fact, the two pui togeth­
er a literacy night for kindergarten 
through secorid grade students 
and Iheir pnreni.s b.ick on 
Sepiembcr 30 of last year. Il 
turned out io be such ;i success 
that the two run a literacy work­
shop every day in the classroom. 

"We take data quite a hit on just 
student growth and we have diita 
from when we didn't do this as 
compared io now," Zahradnik 
said. "The growth that we see is 
enormous. The kids have the 
opportunity to explore literacy 
instead of it being said lo them. 
They're Icaining, they're hands on 
with it and arc exposed to several 
different variations, so they have 
an opportunity to see things in a 
lot o f different situations and 
apply them." 

For the program, Zahradnik and 
Kowalczyk share kids so that they 
can maximize tcjicher to student 
ratio and meet the needs of siu­
dents much more frequently. 

Siudents work independently, 
exploring literacy through hands 
on activities, which gives the 
teachers an opportunity io work 
with small groups in guided read­
ing. That way, the two can hit the 
specific skills that those particular 
kids nedii while the rest of the stu­
dents are still engaged in literacy 
and arc not just sitting at iheir 
seats doing busy work. 

"That's a real iinporiani point to 
us, that ihc siudents are engaged 
whether they're sitting with us or 
nol," Zahradnik said. "They're 
also independent workers and 
learners because they are taking 
(iltarge of their own learning at that 
time and we're not walking 
around looking over their shoul­
ders telling them what to do." 

You have t o l i k e your job 

It takes quite a person to handle 
20 some first graders, but 

Zahradnik is just right for the j o b 
.She explained tlie progress that 

the students make is tremendous, 
even more so than other grades. 

"We get to see a very large iran-
silion because when ihey first 
come in, most of them arc non-
readers, non-vvrilcrs, non-shoe 
tiers and when they leave, they 
just make such an enormous tran­
sition that it's just so rewarding," 
she said. "I love watching Ihe 
growth that they make over the 
course of the year and then essen­
tially where ihcy end up. i enjoy 
the day-(o-day different scenarios 
Hull happen in a first grade class­
room that keep me laughing every 
single day. 1 laugh every single 
day ill my job." 

Kaylce Thompson is a student 
in Zahradnik's class. She said 
Zahradnik is her favorite teacher 
hcciuise, "She explains things that 
she wants io talk about to make us 
understand it and she makes i i So 
you want to learn more," she said. 

Growing up, Zahradnik alwiiys 
wiuited to be a marine biologist, 
until she discovered her other pas­
sion: Teaching. She wanted to 
ivork will) children and thought i l 
would be a good career that suited 
her, bul she wasn't .sure about that 
until she stepped foot into a first 
grade classroom as a student 
teacher for the fir.si time. She said 
thai marine biology wouldn't be 
I'lilfilling enough for her because 
she wanted a job where she could 
give something back to the com­
munity. 

"I remember knowing right 
then thai I wanted to be a teacher 
because I was having a very rough 
day prior to getting to the school 
and when I got there 1 had com­
pletely forgotten everything that 
was going on outside of the class­
room," she said. "You forget 
about all your problems while 
you're with ihe kids and I just 
knew that it was very fulfilling for 
me." 

That was Zahradnik's sopho­
more year in college and she has 
devoted herself to teaching ever 
since. When she finally became a 
teacher, however, something hap­
pened In her cla.ssrooni ihai she 
will never forgei. 

She explained lhal eiirlier in the 
school year, her kids did a play, 
where the word aphids came up, 
which are insects that live on 
leaves. Later on ihat spring, while 
the class was studying plants, a 
little giri in ihe cliiss spoke up 
when she discovered an aphid on 
a leaf 

"That just made such an 
impression because of the con­
nection she was .'ibic to liiake," 
Zahradnik said. "I wi l l always 

remember that moment because I 
was a first year teacher and I was 
kind of unsure of myself. I kept 
asking myself i f the kids were 
learning. That was something that 
showed what little sponges their 
brains .ire and how much ihey 
really do pick up. it was a defin­
ing moment for me." 

A c o l l e a g u e ' s thoughts 

Scoit H i l l , a fourth grade 
teacher at Parkview, senses 
Zahradnik's passion for the j o b 
He has worked wiih her in a vari­
ety of capacities and on various 
committees in the past. 

"She's a leader and her expecta­
tions are really high and the kids 
tend to meet those expectations," 
he said. "She creates a belief 
wiihin the kids ihat they wi l l suc­
ceed and she's a very forward-
thinking educator." 

While in high school, 
Zahradnik's favorite teacher 
taught advanced placement 
English. She had a big impact on 
her because she enjoys writing so 
much and that teacher showed her 
how to become a good writer. 

"I just really remember her 
class very well and the things I 
learned," Zahradnik said. " I 
always said diat i f I published a 
book, 1 would dedicate i l to her." 

Zahradnik believes that the 
hardest part of her job is when 
mandates are handed down by 
state and federal governments that 
she doesn't necessarily agree 
with, bul must follow in Ihe class­
room. She would like to see more 
teachers being asked their opin­
ions and expertise when it comes 
to making laws that impact chil­
dren because, "We are the ones 
who are here doing it every day," 
she said. 

When her siudents move on to 
the second grade, Zahradnik 
hopes ihey remember her as a 
teacher who challenged ihem and 
prepared them, but more so. who 
gave them that extra attention at 
whal they needed most. She finds 
out whal each child is interested 
in or is good al and tries to devel­
op whatever it is and build on 
their strengths. 

"I have had students come back 
a couple years down the road and 
tell me lhai they do remember 
that," she said. "It doesn't happep 
,ill the lime, but you take what yoii 
can get."

Four years ago when Sarah 
Weyburne moved to Northvi l le 
from the United Kingdom, it 
wasn't her country she was 
missing the most — it was her 
favorite sport. 

The netball enthusiast decid­
ed to do something about IL 
She, along with her. friend 
Dal ia Warner o f Shelby 
Township, decided to start their 
own team. 

"We've been traveling over 
to Windsor to play for the 
Windsor team because it 's the 
nearest one there is," Weyburne 
said. "That's why we've decid­
ed to start a local team, so we 
can play a bit nearer to home." 

The game, which can best be 
described as women's basket­
ball without dr ibbl ing, is popu­

lar in Great Britain, Austral ia , 
New Zealand and South Af r i ca . 
It originated fo l lowing the 
invention o f basketball in the 
United Stales and features 
seven players per team on the 
court at one time. The court i s 
divided into three sections and 
only certain players can be i n 
the separate sections. 

The ball is passed from play­
er to playen Once a netballer 
gets the pass, they can only 
pivot on their planted foot or 
pass the bal l . They have three 
seconds to get rid of It or it i s 
turned over to the opposing 
team. 

"It's very common (In die 
United Kingdom) ," said 

. Weyburne. ' T h e y ' v e got 
leagues, tournaments and girls 
start playing it when they're 
pretty young." 

Starting inexperienced play- . 

ers fairly young is a tradition 
Weyburne said she'd l ike to 
keep. She's currently looking 
for players from 15 years old 
and up to join ihe team. She 
said there are women well into 
their 60s who play in Windsor. 

" O f course, you have to be at 
a certain level of fitness," said 
Weyburne. "Beginners are real­
ly welcome. Right now, we've 
got about 11 girls interested in 
playing." 

Netball is a non-contact sport 
and the hardest thing to leam 
about the game, said Weyburne, 
is the footwork. Beyond that 
she said she believes any gir l 
interested in athletics would 
enjoy the game. 

She's hoping to draw plenty 
of inexperienced players as 
well as those who used to play 
but don't have an outlet any­
more. 

"It should be a big draw to 
those who used to play when 
they were younger but have 
since come here where the 
game isn ' t played," Weyburne 
said. "This w i l l give them an 
opportunity to play netball 
again."

Consumers looking for a fasi 
way out of debt may soon have to 
Cross banicniptCy olT iheir lisi of 
opiions. Legislation that's curreniiy 
before ihc U.S. House will malce it 
more difficult io completely liqui-
dale personal debt under the 
Chapter 7 bankruptcy code. 

The BanknIpicy Abuse 
Preveniion and Consumer 
Protection Act of 2005, i f signed by 
President Bush, won't prevent most 
consumers from putting their 
finances back in order. Rather, the 
legislation is intended lo prevent 
those who use bankruptcy as a per­
sona] financial planning lool from 
repeatedly abusing ihe .sysicm. The 
legislation will force consumers 
who can repay sonic of their debt 
or who can exercise repayment plan 
and credit counseling options to file 
under Chapter l 3 , which reorgimiz-
es debt instead of eliminating it. 
Under Chapter 13 lilers arc respon­
sible for paying back at least some 
portion of their debt. 

In Michigan, iiccording lo the 
Detroit News, more than 63,700 
people sought protection from cred­
itor; in 2004. Nationally, more than 
1.5 million people filed for bank­
ruptcy betwa-n Oct. 1,2003 and 
Sept.'30, 2004, according to the 
Adminisu^tive Office of the U.S. 
Court.s. 

Biinkruptcy is a legitimate way 
for many who truly need an 
extraordinary means to address 
their indebtedness. However, 
becau.se bankmptcy comes with 
negative Consequences, consumers 
coniemplating filing should consid­
er all of their options before decid­
ing to file. In addition to losing per­
sonal property and paying legal 
fees, consumers also pay higher 
interest rates on loans, credit Cards 
and mortgages as a result of filing 
for bankmptcy 

Tlie National Endowment for 
Financial Educadon, a non-profit 
organizauon that provides financial 
cducaiion lo members of the public, 
recommends hiking into accouni 
the following alternatives before fil­
ing for bankniptCy 

Establish a payment plan with 
creditors. At the firet sign of trou­
ble call your creditors and discuss 
your situation. More often tlian not 
they'll work with eusiomcn; io 
esiablish a payment plan. Your 
creditors poienfially have a lot at 
stake in die deal— businesses lose 
more dian $40 billion annually to 
bankmptcies. If you can't agree on 
a payment plan that allows you lo 
repay your debt in a retisonable 
.imount of time, contact a credit 
counseling agency such as 
GreenPatlI Debt Solutions, They 
can work wiih creditors on your 
behalf. 

Sell your assets. Take a house­
hold inventory io determine what 
you might be able to sell. Antiques, 
collectibles and jewelry could pro­
vide you widi the necessary cash to 
pay ofT your debts. While the idea 
of selling your diings isn't pleasant, 
it Could save you the heartache of 
having to rebuild your credit fol­
lowing bankrupiCy. 

Refinance your home. I f you 
plan to stay in your home for die 
foreseeable future and you qualify 
for a good interest rate, you might 
consider refinancing your mort­
gage. By doing this you could 
lower your monthly payment or 
ca.sh out some of ihe equiiy in your 
home. Beware of closing fees and 
other costs associated with a refi­
nance. 

Borrow from or cash out your 
retln:ment fund. In most circum­
stances, you should not borrow 
from their 401(k), but i f you're seri­
ously considering filing, it might be 
a viable altemative. You'll need to 
do some research first to detcniline 
whether your plan allows bontiw-
ing, how much you're allowed to 
borrow and the impact it's going to 
have on your overall redrement 
plan. Weigh this informadon 
against the negative consequences 
of bankruptcy and then make your 
decision. 

Consider credlt counseling. 
Credit counseling agencies offer 
debt counseling, money manage­
ment education and debt manage­
ment for consumers in financial 
trouble. Before selecting an agency 
make sure It's accredited with the 
National Foundation for Credit 
Counseling (NFCU) or the 
Association of Independent 
Consumer Credit Counseling 
Agencies ( A I C C C A ) .

"They were a great crew -
great to work with. They were 
skilled, courteous, prompt and 

hardworking. If they say they'll 
be here at eight a.m., they'll be 
here," said Luke.
