With  Movi’s  population
increasing at o dramatic rate
cach year, the demographics of
the MNovi Community School
District is changing right along
s well.

And with that change, teach-
ers, and administrators alike
must adjust 1o growing needs of
students who  hail from all
around the world.

According to Nancy Davis,
assistant  superintendent  ef
instructional services, in 995,
white majority students made np
almost 92 percent of the dis-
trict's total population, The other
cight percent of students were
primarily Japanese born. 10
years later, however, the white
majerily is now dowa o 75 per-
eent.

“That means that in 10 years,
we have gone from one out of {0
students 1o one ow of four com-
ing 10 us as from a non-white
¢ethnic background.” Davis said.
“This has been marked as well,
by @ slowly increasing need for
suppart te assist our foreign-
born students with the basics of
the Engiish language and our
schow] culture as they enter our
schonis.”

The {itth eritical issue in the
sehaol distict’s Jong range plan
deals with “English fanguage
learners” Tt stales that the dis-
trict is lacking a clearly defined
and (ully implemented ELL pro-
gram, The issue’s goal stuteiment
is ter develop and implement one,
to insure that all ELL sludents
will be suecesstul.

As the district plans for the
next five years. it has become
clear that the focus on the aca-
denic suecess of these Toreign-
born students will have an
tmpact on the district’s ability 1©
maintain 4 bigh level of student
academic achievement as it
siives 10 meel the mandates of
the Michignn povemment's No
Child Left Behind mandate and
the  federal  government’s
Adequate Yearly Progress man-
daie.

According to Janc Hesse, the

district's director of K-12 cur-
ricuelum and assessment, there
are a few steps that have 1o bo
taken,

Onee a paticular  student
learns basic English words, he or
she can start tuking certain class-
cs, which would be slep twa.

“Parents and siudents usally
want 1o get inw classes so they
cun hear more language when

they first get here,” Hesse said.
“But the dowafatl to that is, they
would be starting to accumulate
grades and we want to be sure
that they'se not accruing poor
grades.”

Questions  that  must . be
answered as the disirict develops
its Enplish Languzge [ecarner
program are: “How do we gride
these children when they're just
heginning to leam English, and
do we have some kind of system
to modify their instruction, but
ulso how we measure (hem?”

“There is absclutely no point in
them receiving poor grades, just
because  (hey can't  speak
English," Hessc szid. “H you
think of any student whao is strug-
gling for any reason, the poinl is
that we want to be sure that the
student contisves to lezra and
continues 1o be motivated to
learn.”

Last year, Novi applied for
new [unds under 2 stale program,
“Title HI" which provides for
siudents with limited English
learning ubilities.

The district has used this

money to begin to address the
needs of its ELL students
through the incorporation of
materials and learning support in
its clementary schools and
through the process ol identifica-
tioti and intake through commu-
nity education. The district is
also developing additional plans
to focus resources on this urea,
purticularly at the K-4 fevel,
where learning to read is para-
mount to the ongoing success of
any sedent.

“Understunding the  differ-
ences among cultures, aed
embracing their contributions to
our educational environment
will enrich our scheols feriher,”
Davis said, “We live in u global
cilture now, and by focusing on
the ELL critical issue, we will
mere formally acknowledpe the
benefits that these students bring
10 our doers.”

According (©
nuidelines published by Habitat for
Humanity, families must be
deemed able to repay a 20-yeur
mongige that is finunced by a no-
interest loan, Adulis must partici-
pale in elasses to learn about budg-
cling and mortgages and spend 250
hours building houses.

The retail capital of Michigan is about to get a new
feather in its cup as Taubman Centers unveiled
expansion plans to begin next year for its Twelve
Oaks Mall.

A 165,000 square-fool Nordstrom store — only the
second one in the state; expansion of Marshall
Field’s by 60,000 square feet; and a 90,000 square-
foot expansion that will bring in 30 new retailers.

Stiil recovering (rom a recession?

The lowest unemployment in the country?

Job losses?

All true, but retail is slowing replacing the auto
industry as the bread-and-butter lor this region.

On the mall's southeast side, Nordstrom will serve
us the fifth anchor {along with JCPenncy, Sears,
Lord & Taylor and Marshali Field's) for Twelve
Ouaks.

With the other Nordstrom jocated in Tray at the
Somersel Mall, this might draw those customers in
West Bloomfield and Farmington Hills from the east
while pulling in shappers to the west in Livingston
County.

With Fountain Walk across the street and Novi
Town Center 1o the south, the 1-96 and Novi Road
inlersection is a shopper’s paradise. And with
improvements to the Grand River Avenue and Navi
Road intersection coupled with the 12 Mile Road
upgrades, traffic should not be a major problem.
This summer, the westbound exit ramp from [-96 (o
Novi Road will be revamped with the eastbound
ramp to_follow. A headaghe, yes, but much needed..

Built in 1977, the entire project will boost Twelve
Oak’s total square foolage from 1.2 million to 1.5
million and should be ready just in time for the
mall’s 30th anniversary.

Ten of McCotter’s colleagues, |
including Michigan’s Candice
Miller, are co-sponsoring the
tegislation.

“This bill ensures our valiart
veterans® service (o cur nation
conlinues when they come
home.” said McCouter. “By
facilitating their transition 1o
civilian life, we further their
good works on behalf of our
couniry and our commrunities.”

Right now, our ecenciny is
horrible and we're in the middle
of a war in Irag. The military is
struggling 1o recruit, but this is
a proposal that might help bring
in young men and wormen if
they know they bave a better
shot at employment once
they've served,

Sounds like a deal that dad
would be willing to fight for.
You should be, too.

Let the shippers
be responsible
for Great Lakes

When you look at images of carth taken from outer space, our
Michigan stands ont clearly, wrapped entirely in the gorgeous blue
of the Great Lakes. They define our state as nothing else, They
contain fully a quarter of all the fresh water in the world. And, 1
suspect, the resources their water offers holds much the long-term
economic [uture of our state.

But our enlire ecosystem is now being threatened by the intro-
duction of critters like the zebra mussel, the sea lamprey, the
spiny water flea and a pest fish called the Eurasian ruffe. To date,
there are 162 of these Aquatic Nuisance Species (ANS), with new
species being discovered every eight months, Most of them origi-
nate elsewhere and are carried to the Great Lakes in the ballast
water of ocean-geing freighters. Because they originate oulside
the Greal Lakes ecosysiem, when they arrive here they find few
nalluml predators, and so they spread like ... well ... zebra mus-
sels.

Every serious study has concluded that drastic action must be
taken to end these invasions to maintain the heaith of the Lakes
and to save the fishery and recreation industries. Sadly, govern-
mentai efforts to do so have run the
gareat from the Jaughably ineffective
to the scandalously foot-dragging.

The National Invasive Species Act,
for example, says ballast exchange
or freatment is required before ships
enter the Great Lakes. But if the ship
caplain declares there s no bullast
on board, there is no inspection and
the ship sails on. Worse, the feds
recently turned enforcement over to
the Coast Guard, whese first priority
is not, by any means, things environ-
mental.

% On the state level, Michigan's

f Netural Resources and

Phil Power Environrmental Protection Act gives
the Department of Environmental

Quality the autharity to control pollution of any sort in the Great

Lakes. But the DEQ says it ran’t enforce the act with respect o

ballast water because it deesn’t have the money and there is no

unified basin-wide approach to the regulations.

But there are two recert pieces of good news:

Last month, a federal judge in San Francisco ruled the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency must regulate discharges from
ships® ballast tanks. The lawsuit arose from environmental groups
in the area who are dismayed that the bay is being inundated by
exotic species from abroad. s

Encouragingly, however, atterneys general from all eight Great
Lakes states and both political parties also filed supportive friend-
of-the-coun briefs. Plainly, the ruling also affects shipping in the
Greet Lakes, ’

One might have hoped the EPA would promptly have begun fig-
uring out how to make sure baliast tanks are being treated lo make
sure po living organisms survive after discharge. But no such
luck: The EPA sayi it's studying its options, which means it is
likly to appeal the decision, o

UIgHAE HileWashingten!dithiers, it mokesimiuch more sense £ ey iuid
to move'tit hetion fo the stafes that actially know wherétie ™
Great Lakes are, A sensible and capable state senator, Patty
Rirkhplz. R-Saugatuck; has introduced legislation that would
auithorize the Michigan DEQ to enter into an agrezment with other
Great Lakes states and Canadian provinces to create the Grea
Lakes Aquatic Nuisance Coalition. This group ther would be
charged with climinating biolagical pollution in the Great Lakes.

“Aqualic nuisance species are a major threat (o the eccsystem of
the Greal Lakes and they need to be stepped before they wipe out
the native fish and wildlife,” Sen. Birkholz says.

That coalition then could encourage states throughout the
rogion to adopt uniform laws governing biological pollugion, With
a uniform standard in place, each state (or Canadian province)
could enforce treatment of overseas ballast water without having
to depend on the feds.

When 1 spoke with Birkholz last week, she was pumped up
about the possibilities. “We just had a joifit meeting of the rele-
vant House and Senate commitiess,” she reported, “Andy
Buchsbaun, state head of the National Wildlife Federation, pre~
sented compelling evidence of the ANS threat. Both Stcve
Chester, head of the state DEQ, and Ken DeBeaussart, head of the
Office of the Great Lakes, endorsed the legislation. It's great to
have both the legistature and the administration on the same
page”

Birkholz is also beating the regional bushes, talking with other
Great Lakes basin policy makers. “Everybody I've talked to —
legislators, governors, attorneys general, conservation people —

tikes the idea.”

OF course, the big question is where the money to pay for
enforcement comes from, Birkholz fears the feds probably won't
spring for it, sorething that is sad, but likely true, given the cur-

rent priodties in Washington.

S0 have a modest suggestion for this active and well-inten-
ticned senator; Raise the money by charging a steep duty en con-
taminated ship ballast. Requice shipping companies ta pay, say.
$10,000 per vial of water taken from any of their vessels.

Present the evidence of violation to a relevant attorney general ...

Then stand back and watch the fur, or at least ballast water, fly!

Second, teachers
and support staff
have always sacti-
ficed for students.

schools by doing such things as:

» Digging into their own pockels
to buy school supplies,

» Taking salarics below what
their education could command in
Lhe private sector,

» Trading salary for benefits in
this era of rising health care costs.

There are about 100,000 teach-
ers in Michigan and each onc
spends between $400 and 5800
obt-of-pockel per year on school
supplies and other purchases for
students, That puts an addilional
$40 million to $80 million into our
state's classrooms every year

No one in education denies that
health insurance costs more (oday
as a result of the nationat health
care crisis.

Members of the Michigan
Education Association {MEA) arc
doing their part to reduce those
costs. They have joined workers
everywhere and accepled Jess
insurance coverage, morz managed
care, higher deductibles and
monthly cut-of-pocket premium
payments as high as $400 per
emonth.

Thase closest to the students —
the instructional staff — have laken
the hardest hiL.

An MEA analysis of schook
budget data showed salaries, FICA
and retirement costs for instruc-
tional staff have gone down as a
share of total expenses by 3.28 per-
ceat, while insurance costs as a
share of total expenses for that
group have increased only 1.81

since 1994-95.

For Novi semior Ryan Pritchard, breaking the
school recard in the discus was just a single moment
on his way to his goals.

Perhaps those small busincsses
that want to compete would find
the lopsided challenge more
acceplebie if they were going up
against businesses move cupable
and better qualified 1o meet the
specilications of the work. IT they

offering a host of goods and s
jees that would be the envy of
most Fortune 500 busin

This official arm of the govern-
mient also exempts ilself from
regulalory mandates that legili-
mate businesses must accepl, and
Uniigor is allowed to pay ils labor
force of prisoner-
minimum wage of $1.23 an hour
of less.

Unlike small firms, Unicor
doesa't evest have (o pay 10
expand its facililies when it g
more governmenl busin
enlarges ils prison work spa
with federal dollars and ther
hauls in excess production equip-
ment from other federal agencics
at o cost. When it does find
{tself in need of cash, Unicor
simply goes to the U.S. Treasury
and exercises its autherity to bor-
row up 1o $20 million at rutes far
below those available to even the
largest commercial enterprise. No
wonder small-busincss owners
see Unicor as a deterrent to entre-
preneurship and a violation of
basic fairness.

But the dice may have begun
rolling in favor of small business.
According to the Philadelphia
Inquirer, last month the U.S.
Small Business Administration’s
Federal Contracting Office ook
Unicor down a notch, ielling the
Environmenial Proteclicn Agency
the cempany was not qualificd to
work on a computer recycling
project because Unicor can only
bid on small-business conlracts
supplying iterms, not services.
EPA was forced to cancel the
coniract,

Unicor had already taken a hit
in December when Congress
banned the govemment company
from using its preferential stalus
tc block small businesses from
bidding on certain government
contracts. The actions of
Congress and the SBA don’t
mark the end of the Unicor
manapoly, but smali-business
owners are pleased that they have
at least passed “go.”
