The Novi High School athletic
code of conduct will be discussed
once again &t the Novi Community
School District’'s Board  of
Education meeting tenight at 7:30 at

. the Educational Services Building.

It's the first tme the board has
publicly discussed the mater since
twao public hearings earlier this year.

According to Dr. Emmest Lippe,
district supcrintendent, the board
will discuss two versions of the code
tonight: ong that district athletic
director Curt Ellis’ commiltee craft-
ed and one that a group of 10 parents
designed.

Ltppe said parenls questioned the

ment _commiltee, which they felt
was "secret.”’

Novi's paid-on-call fircfighters,
the majority of the force with 54
members and six ausiliary meni-
bers, hope to sign i contrict witl the
city in the near future,

The paid-on-call sl voled 1o
join a wnion in July 2004, Contruct
negotiations with the city staned in
Junuary.

“We're starting to meet more fre-
quently, and we'd like lo sce that
momentum  continue,” said Jemy
Holizman, president, Michigan
Association of Firefighters, the
paid-on-call union,

Full-ime firefighters, which watal
'28 in Novi, belong to Local 3232 of
the Intemational Associion of Fire
"Fighters.

The city’s fire departsent siafl is
sewally represented by three
unions. A secretary in the depart
ment belongs to the Teamsters
union. The only employees in the
fire clepartment who aren’l union-
ized are Ihe chief, the assistant chief
and ene part-time seerclary, accord-
tng to Nevi Fire Chiet’ A Lenaghan,

The public voted down a millage
to fund a full-time, 24-hour-a-day
department in 2000. LAFF members
have had o contraet for about 14
years, according to Lenaghan.

“So, we've gol three contracts to
deat with,” Lenaghan said,

In general, union contracis deal
with such issues as wages, uni-
forms, medical leave, life insurance,
hours and conditions of employ-
ment, according to Lenaghan.

“The paid-on-call people do a
great job here” he said. “They've
worked within the sysiem for many
years and will comtinue lo stay. This
wats their decision 10 approch it this
way (negointe a contrace), and |
think it’s a g_oud idea. It ﬂpclls out
what they're going lo gel.

The chief said the pa!d-on-CaIl
stafl members are secking increases
in wuges und benefits.

supervisor,” Hollzman said.

Lenaghan said in the 507, which
is the sleep-in or standby program,
that two paid-on-call people work
that shilt at a time out of ahout 30
members willing to spend anight or
weekend in o station.

Holtzmun said the department
spends about $108,000 every six
menths for a supervisor. He added
that the depattment has also spent
meney on a 2005 Chevrolet Tahee
ag well as cell phones.

The Tahoe, used by two supervi-

“They do have cell phones in all
the trucks,” Lenaghan satd, “T was-
w't aware that the ice rescue suils
leuaked, If they do, we'll get them
replaced.”

Heltzman noted that conceming
cll volume, greater than B0 percent
are service or emergency medical
service calls.

Valenti, of Novi, died April 16

Jeff Washington, cureent presi-
dent of Local % at the Wayne
Assembly Plant off of Michigan
Avenue in Wayne, said Valenu
was a close friend and cotlepue of
his father’s.

Washington's father and Valenti
were on the UAW Plam
Committee in the early 1940s, The
UAW was formed in 1933 in
Detroit.

Before the Wayne Assembly
Plant was built, Locall 900 union
workers assembled cars at
Lincoln-Mercury facility in
Detroit at Warren and Livernois
streets.

Valenti was the last surviving
member that signed the charter for
Local 900.

Washington said Ford Motor
Company officials fired his father
at one point, but Valenti got his
and another worker's job back. He
said had Valenti not been presi-
dent of Local 900 that Washington
wouldn't be president of Local
900 today.

*“He was 2 great union man and
a devout Democral. We used to
call him Lile Caesar,"
Washington said.

Valenti ran the Local 900
Retirces Association for more
than 20 years and was a UAW
international represemalive.

Washington said Valenti was a
mentor to the union workers.

“He was the longest reigning
president before me. He was elecl-
¢d to seven lerms, and I've been
elected eight. Actually, T just beat
his record this year,” Washingtlon
said.

John Popovich of Novi was
friends with Valenti for more than
30 years. “He was always ranning
{or something,” Popovich said.

For the last 26 years, Popovich
'served a5 vice president of ‘the
‘Local 900 Retirecs Association
under Valenti’s ‘direction. 'Before
that, they worked together at Lhe
UAW Solidarity House.

Valenti had a good personality
and got along with people,
according to Popovich.

» There is oo alignment of the athletic code
witl the student code of conduct. 1t only mukes
sense o hivve alignment in all arcas of disci-
e aned conducl expectations.

When it comes to the auturmn of our lives, few

' {hings ure 48 importint as a decent and comfortable
¥ etivement. Yet increasingly, a forest of dense and

ofien bewildering terms are standing in the way:
Defined benefit pension plan. Pension Benefil

Guarantee Corperatior (PBGC). Distressed termina-

ion. Frozen pan. Underfunded. Defieit reduction

contribution requirements, Legacy costs.

Unlovely words — but imporlant ones, because
for thonsaids and thousands of Michigan workers
and pensioners, each (erm represents @ potential
threat te theie retirement luture.

Here's the key to understanding all this: Some
companics have promised their employees a
~defined benefit” pension upon retirement (i.e. plans
that provide workers with a sel amount each month,
depending on their wages und number of yeurs
worked) but yet have not contributed enough to their
pension funds to pay for the beneits they promised.

Such plans are “underfunded.” and by law, the
companies are obliged to make
up the ditference — a “defich
reduction contribution require-
ment” — within three years, A
huge problem for sonse finai-
ciadly weak companices is thal
making these catch-up payments
could push them into bankrupl-

oy

7 . I that happens, their pension

Phil Power obligations can be turned over to

the federal Pension Benefu
Guaraniee Corporatien, Bul the PBGC is already
sacddied with o 523 billion delicit, the result of vart-
pus companies having gone into bankeuptey over the
past few rocky years.

Which means that pensioners covered by the
PBGC often discover their benefils are much Jess
than what they assumed they'd get in retirement.

All this can cause big trouble for many people.
Just Jast week, in the largest corporate pension
defauil in U.S. history, United Airlines abtained per-
mission {rom a bankmptey judge for « “distressed
termination™ of ils pension plan, which was under-
funded by $9.8 hillion.

That ruling clears the way for United’s pension
plan 10 be tumed over (o0 the PBGC, which scares
the dickens ont of the airline's retirees and employ-
ces already nervous about their pensions. A spokes-
woman for the Association of Flight Attendants sakd
thal her pension, for esample, could be cut lrom
$1,700 3 month to $800 ~— iess than half what she
had counied on.

And there is a potential local angle thitt could
have far more importance for our area. Norhwest
Airlines, the dominant carrier at Detroit
Metropofitan Airport, cmploys nearly 9.000 people
in Michigan and something like 1,000 retirees, They
hive been nervous for some time, and what hap-
petted with United lust week made them a whole lot
mare 50,

The nation’s airfines are in trouble, having collec-
tively Jost pearly. $33 billion stnce 2000, Northwest

is no exception, having lost $458 million in the firsy
quarter of this year alone. By the end of list year,
Northwest’s pension plan was underfunded by
$3.829 billion. For monihs, the airline has been
fighting to sty out of hankrupicy, which, if
declared, would lead to serious job loss and risk
reductions in pension henefits,

If bankruptey were to happen, everybody loses,
according (0 Andrea Newnian, Northwest's vice
president for government relations.

“Under current law, once o penston plan is usder-
lunded the difference has to be made ap within three
years, T that happens, the risks become very preat,”
she said. “Making (hese big cash payments could
pusk the company into hankeuptey. The employees
could find their pension henefits cut substantially.
The Pension Benefit Guarantee Corporation would
be saddled wilh anather big debt obligaticn, and the
taxpayers would have to pay for it.

“Nobody wins.” As what happencd to United
shows, Newman is describing a looming crisis that
demands u prompt solution,

She wad others in the airline industry think they
have one. They would prefer 1o amend the federal

- Jaw 10 allow the airlines to freeze their pension bene-

fits at current Jevels and streteh out overdue pay-
meats to their pension funds for 25 years inslead of
three, as the law now reguires.

Representutives of the airlines and their unions
met in March with 10 senators 10 press for the
change. To my mind, this preposal only makes good
sense, Employees would continue to get their full
pension benefits cather tan see them slashed when
Ihe peasions are taken over by the PBGC.

By strelching out their underfunded payments, air-
lines would get time 1o return (o cconoemic health.,
And both the government and the taxpayers benefit
by avoiding u wholesale shift of pension labilities.

What are the chances for legishstive success?
Reasonable, stys Newmai “The senators have
assured Northwest that their lorthcoming, pension
hill witl include a provision thal deuls with this
issue, The House has told us they are interested in
working with us. I'd guess something will be done,

Far from being & govermment handoul, the solu-
tion proposed by Northwest and other airlines makes
sense, 1L custs no money. 1 improves the business
prospects Tor Northwest, Michigan®s dominant air
carriee and one ol the big factors in any economic
development sirutegy for the skde. And it protects
workers from seeing their pension benefils slashed.

It's i win-win-win deal hat, for the benefil of all
concerned, the U.S. Congress should pass and the
President should sign, right away.

New credit scoring system

My grandfather immigrated to
America [rom Irelud in the late
1800s, forgoing the guict life af
chemist and choasing insicad ta
live a4 frontiersman in the wimul-
jwous American Wesl. For o time he
carned his Jiving mining gold and
silver in the Colorado Rockics, and
though he didn*t sirike it rich, his
experiences proved life altering,
Appalled at the abominshle work-
ing conditions in the mines, he
hielped unonize the miners, seiting
(he stage for a successtul carcer in
politics and public service. He
would later serve in the second and
third Arizona Legislalures, where
he wis best known for authoring
legisiation that establishied the mini-
mum wage for women.

In my grundfather’s day, credit as
we know it oday didn't exist,
Peaple paid cash for what they
wanted, and if they couldn’t anie
up. they might hawe found them-
sclves staring down the barrel of 2
shot gun. )t was the “Wild West,"
after all.

Today credit is an integraf part of
society. Without i, consamers can'l
bury a house, abtain a eredit card, or
gain approvat for other financial
oppurtunities. And for some—
recent immigrants aod young udults
for example——cstablishing a credit
history is 1 diffteull challenge.
(Typically imnzigranis have o strt
aver becaitse their credit hislories
don’t transfer to U.S, credit
bureaus. )

1t's for (hese “credit under-
served” individuals that Fair
Isnaic—the company that developed
the Fair Isaac & Company (FICO)
credil scoring systern widely used
by lenders o gauge eredit worthi-
ness—ereated the FICO Expansion
Seore. JU's a new scoring sysicm
that predicts eredit risk for individu-
als who have minimal or no credit
history. According (o Fair Isaac,
approxirmately 50 miltion
Americans could benefit from this
new system. The score is designed
1o provide these individuals with
the oppartunity to sceess favorable
interest rates and affordable finan-
cial prochucts—things they other-
wise

may nol be able ¢ gualify for
with a standard FICO score, That's
becaust without an established
credit history, indlviduals can be
tmed down for Toans or pay higher
interest rales for financial products,

The standurd FICO score was
developed in the 19505 as a method
of predicting how likely a borrower
is to pay back debts, Data used to
caleulate the shree-digit score,
which ranges from 30010 800, is
derived from informatien that mort-

gage companies, credit card jssuers

and auto financing companies kecp
on consumers with whom they 've
done business. Payment history,
levet of indebtedness and credit his-
tory length are filso figured into the
scare, In cantrast, the FICO
Expansion Score, which ranges
from 150 to 950, draws from alter-
native sources of consumer dala
like payday lenders and rent-to-own
stores—eompanies that typically

~ don’t report customer information
to the credit burcaus, The score also
takes into account information
about rent and utility paymenls as
well as deposit accounts.

The FICO Expunsion Score is
not without its critics. The criti-
cisms largely surround the nop-con-
ventional sources of data which fig-
ure into the score. Consumer
groups worry payday lenders and
rent 10 own companies may be
looked upon negalively by lenders,
despite the consumer’s payment
history. As a resull, these individu-
als may end up qualifying for sub-
prime loans, which traditionally
carry high interest rates and abusive
fee structures.

People who find their credit
scare is lacking can take steps to
improve i the old- fashioned way.
The first step is to establish a rela-
tionship with a financial institution
by opening a checking or savings
gocound and using it respensibly.
While information surreunding
deposit accounts aren’t typically
reported o credit bureaus, lenders
see them as 4 sign of financial sta-
bility.

Many credit unions help mem-
bers establish a credit history by
offering small loans, usually in the
amount of $300 or 3500. Repaying
the loan on time helps the bomower
begin building a credit history thal
eventually pravides the basis for 2
good credit score.
