Don't be in a hurry if you're
trying Lo drive west on Eight Mile
Road off of 1-275.

Covncil Member Lynne Paul
told city council members
Monday night that dug to the tim-
ing of signals a1 Eight Mile und

Haggerty roads, which is current-
ly being twetked by the Road
Commission for Oakland County,
she recently waited through threc
or four lights - at :30 pm. .

The situation s only going (0
become worse once the Novi
Road Exit 162 closes on June 1
off westbound [-96 for a widening
and rehabilitation project.

With Beck Road already closed
for the major [-96 interchange
being rebuilt, this means that I-
275 will collect much of the
southboundt traffic off 1-96.
Meadowbrook Road, another
major north-south road in Nowi, is

also closed between Nine Mile
and 10 Mile roads.

City Manager Rick Helwig
informed council that the timing
of the signals at Eight Mile and
Haggerty is currently under
review, and RCOC hopes to com-
plete the project in 30 days.

“We fecl your pain und every-
onc's pain, but these matters are
totally out of our control,” Helwig
said. '

“We have their attention, how-
ever, and we'rc checking with
them on a daily basis.”

Parents of student athletes filled
the Novi Community School
District’s Educational Services
Building on Monday and Tuesday
nights this week to voice their
apinions on the proposed athletic
code of conduct that district ath-
‘letic director Curt Ellis submitted
to the board of education for
[EVIEW,

The public hearings. which
were held by the Novi Board of
Education, were designed to allow
parents the opportunity to voice
their concerns, The board did not
comment at the hearings, but is
expected to take inlo considera-
tion what was said before it
approves a new code. Discussion
focused on the following:

Amol Huprikar, a senior at
Novi High School, is an All
American €ross country muaner
and is on the school’s varsity track
and cross country ieams. After
reviewing both proposals and
attending Monday night's hewing,
he's more in favor of the second
code.

“I like Dr. Lippe's policy,”
Huprikar said. “It addresses all of
the current issucs that have been
brought up withoul giving such
harsh penaltics. ['ve ran at many
levels, even at the NCAA level,
and nowhere is drug testing
required. I've ran at national
meets for cross country and they
don’t ask you to pee inacup”

Huprikar believes there is a
problem with substance abuse at
the high school, but he doesn’t
believe- it can be solved by drug
testing.

] think the largest problem is
drinking (among students),” he
said.

Employed at a Detroit tool shop
after World War 11 Arimy service,
Elmer forged ECCO Tool by night,
Amiving in Novi at 4 pm., he
worked until midnight before head-
ing out to Detroit again by 6 am.

His wife, Helen, whom he met at
church, and their four children
often brought him supper from
their Plymonth home. Besides tidy-
ing shop. the Peterson kids learncd
machinery basics.

Once, "his son accidentally
branded the wrong side of a steel
piece with a stumping tool.

“He didn't reatly get mad with
yo il you messed up,” Peterson
said. “'He took the time to cxplain.

W Verbal
bullying more
common than

‘people think

Bullying. The word immediate-
ly evokes emotions of fear and
intimidation for students who have
been victims of the tensing, threat-
ening antagonists. The dicticnary
defines a “bully” as “a person who
is habitually cruel or overbearing,”
using both words and fists as his or
her weapons. ’

In Novi schools, incidents of
verbal abuse are more common
than physical altercations. Zain
Shamoon, a Novi High School
senior, said thas competition, igno-
rance and cgos are the biggest rea-
sons for harassment.

“You need to stand up for your-
self, and it sometimes gels out of
hand to the point where you would
hun the other person just to keep
your pride,” he said.

Shamoon said that major fights
occur very spordically, and phys-
ical harassment is not a farge issue
at the high school, However, as a
musician and rapper, he admits
that he has endured some verbul

Consequences for both verbal and
physical asseult include suspen-
sion for up to 180 school days.

“The botlom line is that we
don't tolerate (bullying),” Diglio
said, “We take it very seriously,
and we want kids to know that our
doors are apen if they fecl unsafe
or unsure. The number ane priori-
ty for us is to make Novi High
School a safe, caring environ-
ment.”

Parent coach Derck Randel,
author of The Shameful Epidemic
and facilitator of anti-bullying
workshops, said that bullying is a
*growing cpidemic” that is
extending far beyond all borders.

“Bullying has nothing to do
with the social and economic
makeup of the city,” Randel said.
“It’s not just an urban or rural
problem, jt is in every school. With
a city like Novi, people like to

. cover it up because they don't

want it o exist, bui, unfortunately,
it is very common.”

Randel says that the reusons
children are bullied include both
controllzble and inherent factors.
Some of these reasons include the
child's intelligence, hair color,
body language, and choice of
clothing, but traits such as race,
religion, and disabilities are also
ammurition for bullies. Stadents
mainiy bully others for the satis-
faction of obtaining power aver

‘their peers.

Alack of friends, "lost” belong-
ings, and freguent stomachaches
and headaches are waming signs
that a child is being harassed al
school. Behavioral changes
include an avoidance of school
activities, a decrease in grades, and
an increase of aggression toward
parents and siblings.

For parents who believe thal
their child may be the bully, they
should first look inside the home
for the cause of the problem. “A
kid jsn't born with (the behavior),
a kid leamns it. A lot of the time,
bullies have been builied, muybe
from siblings or parents,” Randel
said,

Here’s to 50 more

The changes in Novi over the Jast 30 years are mind-boggling.
Back in 1955, who would have thought that this rural area
would tum into one of the most sought-after in the state by resi-
dents and businesses alike?

Publisher Glenn Cummings and his son Tom must have had a
clue. They published the first Novi News 50 years ago to the
day. It was 14 pages and cost just 7 cents, The headline in the
top left comer of the front page stated simply the newspaper’s
mission: To Better Serve the Interest of A Rapidly Growing
Commubnity.

Rapidly prowing, indeed. Novi's population has jumped from
4,000 to 50,000. Million-dollar homes pepper the Tandscape and
countless retailers serve as magnets to shoppers near and far.

This newspaper has been there, covering the events, small and
Jarge ~ from baby announcements and graduations 10 projects
that have literally changed Novi (she Ford plant, antexations,
Twelve Oaks Mall, Novi Expo Center, 1-96, Sandstone lawsuit,
downtown, and on and o). We've offered a platform for citizens

to voice their opinions, and we've given our own.

As impressive as 50 years scems, the Novi News is just a baby

compared 1o our sister publications (Northville Record, 135
years: Milford times, 132; South Lyon Herald, 124; and the
Livingston County Daily Press & Argus, 160).

M. Cumsings sold the Novi News to Bill Sliger just o year
afler its launch, and Sliger sold it to Phil Power in 1976. Earlier
this year, Gannetl purchased Power's expansive chain of news-
papers, HomeTown Communications Network, and a new chap-
ter in the history of the Novi News is being writlen.

Gentleness, generosity were gifts from a loving ‘aunt

If a person spoke poorly of
aother within her earshot,
Clover E. Downs, 91, said three
words: *Oh my, dear.”

The voice was gentle, but the
impact wits instant, Slinder
stopped, said Valerie MeNeese,
an adopted “niece.”

“In all the years in
conversdlions, she never
said anything nasty
about anyone,” said
MeNeese. “Never used
poor language. You
rurely heard an *1° state-
ment from her.

“She wanted to know
about you.”

Two werks ago,
Downs, 91, agreed to rn the
spotlight on hersell fora Novi
News article.

Chuckling, she told the public
relations manager at her Novi
Fox Rua home, “Well, I'll just be

a big celebrity.”

Downs modestly detailed her
lifetime roles as business owner,
philanthrapist and “Aunt Clover”
1o countless kids and adulis.

Red hair featly styled, she
posed for  phote by 4 plague

honoring her 45-plos
years of service and
hefty donations to the
Salvation Army Denby
Children Home in
Detroit.
Her story appeared in
last week's edition on
Y page 2TA.
oLl Downs never saw it
She died carly that
Thursday morning.

But her work and personality
leave behind a powerful messuge
to thuse who knew her best,

Born Clover McGregor in
Detroit, Downs was raised by an
engincering father who invented

a kitchen ceiling fan and a dating
stay-ut-home mother.

The only child met and mar-
ried another only child, John
Downs. Through her usband,
phifamiheopic Moodgates opened.

She gave and served on the
boards of Denby, Heritage Club
YMCA, Detroit Yacht Club and
Women's Economic Club,

Memberships were maintained
in more than 15 other groups.
The Downs couple gave gence-
ousiy to all.

“It was a storybook marriage,”
said McNeese. “I don't think
they had one argument.”

College degree in tow, Downs
plunged inte real estate with Joha
in 1955, They bought a mobile
home park, She pushed numbers
with pencils, never calculalors.

When the couple couldn’t have
children, they made up for it with
commitices.

At partics, she migrated to the
tables packed with teenagers or
strangers. She once chatted with
a Las Vegus helicopter pilot
about his family.

“I*m going 10 o sit wilh the
young group. I'll see you later.”
was Downs' ling, McNeese said,

Fingemails were always pol-
ished and painted. For a recent
sniversity project benefit event,
she showed up in black leather.

On the backs of envelopes,
Downs always placed shamrock
stickers. Above them she wrole,
“Love.”

She had 2 penchant for Lincoln
Continentals, A1 the Detroit Zoo
— 1o which Downs also donated
— watching the monkeys was a
delight. ]

By private jet, she flew around
the world several times.

Magnets from Downs' travels
covered the left side of her

refrigerator, said Fox Run house-
keeper Kerry Chamberlin.

Every Friday at 10 a.m. when
she arrived to clean Downs’ spa-
cious apartment, Chamberlin
found her friend gazing oul her
sun room window at the trailer
park next door.

"It was amazing for her,”
Chamberlin said. **She felt like
heme.”

In a museum of an apartment,
Downs’ attention to detail was
everywhere.

Locks were changed from sil-
ver to gold. Plants blossomed.
Animal crackers were always
ready for visiting kids, including
Chamberiin's daughter,

“She was always giving me
credit becavse I'm a single moth-
er,” Chamberlin said. “She was
an amazing lady.”

Hearing her tale over a tele-
phone fine two weeks ago was

enough to convince one reporter.

She’s remembered for being
giving, well-inannered and unin-
hibited. She was.

As Aunt Clover said, she went
with the flow.

“She totally lived it to the
fullest,” McNeese said. “If every-
body lived life like she did, we
would have a perfect world.”

Nonprofit organizations only as good as their

Nonprofit organizations play an
enormous role in our state,
although most are relatively little
known. But they re influential,
growing rapidly, and gelling more
and more important all the time.

We all are familiar with some
high-visibility nonprofits: Meals
on Wheels, Habitat for Humanity,
the Detroit Opera House
(home of Michigan
Opera Theatre) United
Way, Focus: Hope and
The Henry Ford are good
examples.

But there are also lots
of smaller, foca! not-for-
profit organizations scal-
tered all over Michigan.
Some are well-funded;
some are hanging on by
their fingernails. Nearly all are
doing the best they can lo make
things better for all Michigan res-
idents. These days, governments
at all levels are generally doing
less, and 50 our nonprofits have to
do more.

That means shrewd and intelki-
gent feadership is crucial,
Virtually all nonprofits have

o d

boards of directors which set
overalt policy and hire and over-
sce management. And as anybody
with any expericnce in business
knows, the quality of the board
can make or break any enterprise,

You have a bad board, you get
a crummy organization — and
eventually, you may cven have a

w company that is going
& out of business.

For nonprofits, put-
ting together a good
board is particularly
tricky, since members
usuatly don't get paid
for donating their time.
That makes it particu-
larly hard for small,
struggling and little-
known non-profit com-
panics to recruit the right people
for its board of directars.

How do they do it?

Now, for the first time, there is
an outfit designed to help them:
Nonprofit Enterprise at Work
(NEW), Started back in 1993, the
Ann Arbor-based agency has
developed into an effective incu-
bator for nonprofit organizations.

Since 2000, it has also operated
a program called BoardCennect
that provides training for mem-
bers of nonprofit boards. Through
it, NEW has trained 613 candi-
dates in the fine points of gavern-
ing a nonprofit. By the way, 4
fifth of those were already serv-
ing on a board somewhere: 60
percent were entirely new (o
board service. And BoardConnect
also operates 2 matchmaking
service for non-profits, matching
up those who want 1o employ
their time and expertise with
boards that need them, To date,
the matching part of the program
has placed 166 candidates in
board seas,

According to Susan Katz
Froning, president of NEW, the
idea behind BoardConnect is to
“strengthen nonprofit board lead-
ership through training in board
responsibilities and effective
recruitment practices.” NEW’s
idea is to relieve pressure on the
board and administrative staff,
and to instead allow them to
focus more of their time on other
issues involved with running a

nal-for-profit enlerprise.

Many abservers think
BoardConnect is among the best
programs of its sort in the coun-
try, which is why the folks at
NEW have been approached
repeatedly over the years about
expanding the program 1o serve
communities elsewhere in
Michigan.

That’s now happening. NEW
and the Detroit Regional
Chamber of Commerce arc in the
midst of developing a partnership
to provide BoardConnect services
to cornmunities throughout the
TriCounty region of Southeastern
Michigan. I figure there wilt be a
formal announcement made at
this weekend's Detroit Chamber
confercnce on Mackinac Island.

One sign of how much this is
needed: NEW has also been invit-
ed by a variety of metropolitan
area foundations to apply for
funding to make this happen.

The program will also be
offered to communities outside

" the Detroit metropolitan area.

According to Froning. early dis-
cussions are under way with

groups in Traverse City,
Marquette, Lansing and Jackson.
Cverall, the vision is for
BoardConnect to become
Michigan's premier source for
nonprofit board training by 2010

That’s a worthy goal. Many,
perhaps most, readers of this col-
umn have worked with locat non-
profit organizations. Some have
served on their boards. Anyone
who has done any of those things
ought to agree that increasing the
quality, capability and profession-
alism of nonprofit boards could
vastly improve their effectiveness
and thereby boost the quality of
life of people throughout
Michigan.

The BoardConnect expansion
now being planned is an encour-
aging step in the right direction.
So let’s keep marching!

* No fewer than 41,000 non-
profit 501(c)(3) organizations, of

County; 1,200 in Ingham County;
and 250 in Livingston County.

+ All told, they direcily
employed more than 315,000
people.

» They held assets valued at
more than $80 billion and
received more than $44 billion in
Tevenue.

Collectively, they grew almost
half again as fast as the Michigan
economy as a whole.

Which makes it that much
more crucial that they get the best
leaders they possibly can.

Thyroid disorders are more
common in women than in men
occurring in approximately one
in eight American women,
according the U.S. Office on
Women's Health.

There are different types of thy-
roid disorders,

Hypothyroidism, or underac-
ive thyroid, is the most common
type of thyroid disease. It occurs

" when the thyroid gland does not

produce enough of the thyroid
hormones, causing weight gain,
Iatigue and intolerance te cold
lemperatures, Other symptoms
may include constipation, irreg-
ular menstrual bleeding, anemia
and slowed heart rate, It can also
contribute to infertility problems
in some women. |

These symptoms often devel-
op slowly over a period of sever-
al years and since other discases
have similar symptoms, may
take a while to diagnose.
Hypothyraidism can be detected
with a simple blood test and is
usually treated with replacement
of thyroid hormones.

Hyperthyroidism, or overac-
tive thyroid, occurs when the
thyroid produces an excess of
thyroid hormones, causing

weight foss, irregular menstrual
cycles, muscle weakness, pulpi-
tations, heat intolerance, fecling
of imritability and insomnta.
Some women may have fentility
problems and frequent miscar-
riages. This condition can also
be dingnosed with a blood test.
Treatment for hyperthyroidism
depends on the cause of the con-
dition and 2 woman's reproduc-
tive plans. Tt may involve taking
radioactive iodine Lo inactivate
the gland or surgically removing
it. Replacement tormones may
then be necessary.

Wornen can develop thyroid
problems during or following a
pregrancy. In the postpartum
period in particular, the symp-
toms of fatigue, insomnia and
depression muy be dismissed as
normal for a new mother, During
pregaancy thyroid disorders can
resnlt in preeclampsia, increased
miscurriages and may impact the
child's psychological develop-
ment, Some physicians routinely

" check thyroid levels in all

palients, so underlying thyroid
disease can be detceted and
treated carly.

Thyroid disorders can also
mimic symploms of menopause
and premenstruat syndrome.
Often the symptoms of hyperthy- .
roidism, such as palpitations,
heat intolerance, irregular peri-
ads, hot flashes and mood
swings, can be confused with
symptoms of menopause, €spe-
cially in women under 40.
Likewise, hypothyroidism may
cause symptoms, such as bloat-
ing, weight gain, mood changes
and fatigue, similar to those of
PMS. Tt is tmportant to discuss

Novi evolves
from
township
into village

During the first 50 years of the 20th century, Novi Township was
primarily # rural area with the majority of residents involved in farm-
ing ot stnall business activitics.

The 1950's was u decade of chunge for Novi and the entire nation,
following the end of World War 1. The township continued to grow
steadily throughout the decade.

*“Fifly years ago, there was nothing here - just 36 square miles of
farms and 3,000 people,” said Leo Harrawood, who served on the
Novi Township Council in 1957.

A disabled veleran of World War It, Harrawood and his family lived
in a log cabin on Novi Road where Twelve Oaks Mall sits todny. He is
now 85 and blinded by macular degeneration but still lives in Novi
with his second wife, Bealrice.

Frank Clark was the first supervisor of Novi Township, according to

" Harrawood, Frazier Staman, the township's second supervisor, died

Dec. 27, 2004, at the age of 101..

Staman also served as chairman of the Oakland County Road
Commission, His insurance business was a local landmark on Novi
Road near Grand River Avenue for many years.

Harrawood organized a group of local businessmen and founded the
Rotary Club of Novi in 1939, He is still active in the local Rotary
Club and claims 10 have 41 years of perfect attendance.

Harrawood also served as president of the Novi Board of
Commerce in 1955 and 1956. Founded in 1942 by a group of local
businessmen, it was the foreruaner of what became known as the
Novi Area Chamber of Commerce. .

Novi Township organized a police dcpastment in 1954 with two
radio-equipped cars, three officers and the first police chief, Lee
Begole. The township had previously relied upon the Oakland County
Sherifi”s Department for police protection.

" Except for a brief period in 1960, Begole served as pollcc chief
fritn 1954 throtigh Novi's incorporations as a village and city unlilhe”

:rured in 1991. Begole resigned from his post as police chiel that year
uring a dispute with the village’s first manager. He, returned 1o the
position laer that year after the village manager resigned from that
post.

Begole still lives in Novi and remains active in the community. He
is currently working for the Green Oak Township Police Department
in Livingston County.

Begole remembers the time when Novi dida’( have its own newspa-
per and was covered by the Northville Record, Bill Sliger purchased

A move began (o incorporale Novi as a village
in August of 1957, The action was prompled by
the incorporation of the neighboring Village of
Wixom, which included a northeen section of
Novi Township thal became part of the newly-
formed village.

The groundbreaking for the new public library oceurred in 1975
and it opened in 1976 on Ten Mile Roud near Taft. Dorothy Flatery
directed the transition from the old librusy 10 the current fucility.
Upon her retirement, the eust wing of the library was dedicated in her

honaor.

The city leased space in that east wing of the new librury, moving

al] city services from several facilities under one roof in the first

phase of the municipal plan.

After 30 years of service, Fred Loynes retired from the Novi Fire
Department in January 1973, He joined the volunteer fire depariment
in 1943 and served as its third fire chief.

The construction of the Novi Police Department complex near the
new library in 1977 completed phase two of the plan. It was named
City of Novi Lee C. Begole Police Headguarters in honor of Lhe
town's first police chief after his retirement in 1991.

“Novi's changing so [ast that history is just 10 years ago for many
people.” said Lou Martin, who served as public information director for
the city of Novi from 1994 to 2000. He was chairman of the Novi Area
Chamber of Commerce in 2003 and now works in public relations for
Providence Hospitak,

Novi continued efforts 1o develop a downtown for the city, A ribbon-
cutling ceremony was held on Dec. 12, 1996, for the Main Street project.

Novi City Council approved plans and construction began on the
development in 1997 while tenants moved into the Main-Sireet Village
apartment complex adjacent to it.

Larson Jewelry Design became the first store to open on Main Street
in 1999. Brian Larson’s business has survived the financial problems of
the develapment and remains at that location today with a handfut of
other original tenants,

Many retailers and restaueants hive come and gone fram Main Street.
For example, the Local Color Brewing Company opened in 1998 but
closed in 2003. The development has struggled to achicve the success
anticipated by its original designers, develapers and community leaders.

“There is still great potestial for Main Street. Il will be successfut but
it will just take longer Lo happen,” said Kriewall. “The key is that it feels
like a downiown at Main and Market streets.”

In the past three years, several new retailers and restaurants have locat-
od there. Last year, a new developer bought the remaining vacant Jand
along Main Street with plans to complete the project.

However, the new owner, Triangle Development, and the city of Novi
have not yet reached an agrecment on how to proceed with the develop-
ment.

Meanwhile, Novi's major draw, Twelve Oaks Mall, underwent a major
repovation compleled in 1999 It included replacement of the floors, new
Jebbics and seating arcas, and new glass, chrome and marble interior
features that remain today,

Construclion is currently nearing completion on the new cxposition,
convention and conference center on the 50-ucre site on Grand River
between Beck and Tafl roads with 1-96 frontage.

From farm to local favort

Downing Farms offers up-north feel

What is now a visually stun-
niag and physically challenging
goll course in Salem Township
started out as a father’s dream.

The Downing family  had
owned a farm at 8145 Seven Mile
Road since (e 1930s, and James,
the father of the family, had
always wanled 10 covert the land
into a golf course. At some point,
he tuzned this dream into the
beginnings of a plan.

“Ile started the golf course li-
te by litde,” Downing's son
James, Junior, suid.

When the elder Downing
passcd away in J98Y, the remain-
ing Downings devided 1o finish
off what James Seniar hud starl-
ed.

The final resubt? Downing
Farms Golf Course, which offers
18 interesting holes of golf and
nerthern Michigan-eseue  fecl
with its Jush and undertleveloped
surroundings.

The Tayour was designed by
Harry Bowers (whe has also
designed  Drummend  Esland’s
The Rock and Grand Blanc's
Captain's  Club, among other
courses) and started off as & nine-
hole  course in 14932,
Construction on the second ning
holes was started in 1996,

Now an established 18-hole
wreat Tor loca! golfers, the course
is owned by James Junior, his
brother  Charles  {who was
involved in much of the course’s
original design work) and their
mother Mary Lou, and the layoul
that James Senior once envi-
sioned is now u reality.

What makes Downing Faris
stand oul? For one thing, it’s not
your lypical kind ol course that
requires only % driver off the tee
and & mid-fron to reach the
areen.

Downing Farms demands a lit-
tle more.

“| think the challenge with this
course is that you pretty much
have 1o use ull your clubs.” Jumes
said.

Indeed, the tree-lincd fairways,
creative  placement  of  sand
bunkers and undulating kidncy-
shaped greens require some cre-
ative shot-making for anyone
who wants 1o finish around par.

While the course’s  total
yardage of 5.087 from the men’s
tees docsn’t qualify it as a partic-
ularly long layout, there’s plenty
of challenges along the way. The
first ninc consists of four par
fours — three of which are shori-
er than 300 yards — as well asa
pair of par 5s and three par s,
and water comes nto play on six
of these holes.

The course™s signature hole,
the 125-yard par-3 sixth, is truly
something special.

Although shortish in length —
requiring a short iron from most
golfers «— the pond that fronts
the green and the right side of the
playing arca adds-an clement of
intimidation as you line up your
iee shot,

The hole was voted the third-
. prettiest public-course hole in the
state by the Detroit News in the
summer of 2003,

_ The back nine consists of five
- par 4s (only two of which-exceed
300 yards in length), a pair of par
35 and one par 5. One of the
greatest stretches of holes in the

In short, the course keeps you
thinking and keeps you on your

“We try Lo make it the best we
can.” James Junior said.

And this is why Downing
Farms is ¢ genuinely sutisfying
course 1o play, whether you're o
beginner ur & more accomplished
gulfer.

Take heed, though -— make
sure you don’t leave any of your
clubs at hone.

Chances are, you'll need every
ane of them.

If your plans include hiring a
contractor, consider these tips from
the Federal Trade Commission
(FTC).

Not all contractors arc reputable,
Here are some signs that you could
be dealing with someone who is
operating oulside the law, An
unscrupulous contractor may:

» Offer you discounts for finding
other customers

* Happen to have materials left
over from a previous job

* Accept only eash payments

+ Offer exceptionally long puar-
antees

» Sugpest you borrow moncy
from a lender the contractor knows

Fimst things first.

Ask friends, relatives and
cowerkers {or reccommendations,
while allowing yoursel wrilten
estimaics from a1 least three differ-
ent contractors. [f the project is
lurge, consider ripling the number
of bids to nine, The estimates
should all be based on the same job
specifications, qualily of materials,
tabor and time needed to complete
the project. Be certain you under-
stand any price differcaces between
the contractors. And don’t automat-
ically choose the lowest bid.

Proof is in the pudding

Ask for a dist of previous clients
for reference and eali the clients to
inquire abot the quality of work, If
possible, visit and inspeet the con-

. tractor’s compleled work. Don’l

forget to comact your local Beller
Business Burcau {bbh.com) 1o
examine the contractor's business
history and any complaints filed
against him, I you find out your
contractor indeed has i clean
record, remember that just because
there are no compluinls on fike
doesn’t mean the contractor doesn’t
have a history of consumer prob-
lems. It may be that the problems
haven't been reported yet, or that
the contractor is doing business
under several diffescnt names.

Check credentials

Verify the conwictor licensed
and insured for workers' compensa-
tions, property and personal liabilicy.
Ifin doubt, ask to see his insurince
certificate. IF he's not insured and
an accident happens. you'll need 1o
file a claim on your hameowner's

-insurance. Does he belong to any
trade and professional associations
like the National Association of the
Remaxdeling fndusiry, the National
Association of Home Builders
Remodelers Council, or other rade
associations in the remodeling
industry? While mernbership in
these organizations isn't crucial, the
fact that he belongs to one or more
of these associations shows profes-
sionalistm and commitment to the
trade. Associations also offer centifi-
cation and management training
and keep their members up to date
on the latest products and tech-
niques.

Get a written contract

Once you've settled on a contrac-
tor, get a written contract that con-
tains the following points:

+ Contractor's name, address,
phone and license number, if
required. Make sure the contract
covers the description of the proj-
ect, limetable and payment sched-
ule,

* A payment schedule for the
contractors, subcontractors and ssp-
pliers.

+ An estimaled start and comple-
tion date.

* An explanation of how change
orders will be handled. (A change
order is wrilten authorization to the
contracior to make a change or
addition to a project. A contracter
will ofien require payment before
the work begins.) '

+ Total project cost with a break-
down of labor and material charges.
» Warranties covering materials

and workmanship,

* A “broom clause” which makes
the contractor responsible for all
clean up work. :

+ A clavse that states your right
1o cancel within three business days
if you sign it in your home orata
location other than the contractor’s
permanent place of business.

» Keep all paperwork for future
reference, This includes copies of
the contract, change orders and cor-
responde

nce. .
