up to (he school lo make sure what 
happens during .school hours is 
legal and safe. He said Ihe school 
has a liability for students who ape 
using drugs and ans high or affect­
ed on .school propeny. 

"In ilie case that someone should 
be injured or die from dmgs, it not 
only all'ecLs that one person who 
did the drugs, but also ihcns might 
be a laivsuit involved," Gomes said. 
"Tlie .sciiool Icjses money, which 
iiicn also indirectly affects every­
body else because programs get cut 
or lose funding. Il can all come 
down to one person who has 
adverse effects on tlie entire sys­
tem." 

Gomes' fellow sophomorc 
Chandrasekaran agreed, .saying she 
is in favor of random dnig testing 
for .students involved in cxu,i-cur-
ricular activities. She is involved in 
tlic computer club, student council, 
die liicrary club, a frtshman/sopho-
morc play. Ihe Japanese club and 
band. 

"I believe there is a problem witli 
substance abase (among studenis at 
Novi High) because people use it as 
an escape and mayiie even to pa.ss 
time," Chandrasekaran said. "I 
think [here arc better escapes dial 
people can u.sc in.slead of drugs. 
They an; banning ihcm.selvcs. and 
ihe schools should be aware. The 
school has a right to know and 
should iry to help them." 

She told the board that many

In a iwo-monlh period in 2004, 
Green Oak Townsliip police offi­
cers .saw one of liieir own almost 
falally wounded in a .sliooling and 
anoliier die off-duty I'roin an 
apparent heart problem. 

A year later, Chief Boi i 
Brookins gathered all his police 
officers and personnel from vari­
ous emergency departments 
Tuesday to thank those who 
helped after Green Oak Township 
Police Officer Pat Mol l and 
Brighton Police Officer Mike 
Zaceagni were shtit by a teenager 
with an AK-47-type weapon at 
point-blank range May 29. Mol l 
was shot five times, and Zaceagni 
was shot three times. The officers 
have since returned to work, and 
both were al (he awards ceremo­
ny. 

" i was very fortunate lo have 
these people wiili me that day," 
Mol l said about Ihe police offi­
cers, firefighters, paramedics, hel­
icopter pilols and surgeon who 
attended ihe ceremony. 

The 1.W people — including 
many family members — who 
attended the awards ceremony 
saw a special dedication in honor 
of John Popowich, a township 
officer wiio died unexpectedly on 
July 28. Brookins presented 
Popowich's widow. Vicki , with a 
collection of personal police 
items arranged in a frame by fel­
low officers, and the township has 
designated July 28 as John 
Stanley Popowich Day. Popowich 
was 41 and had undergone heart 
bypass surgery. 

Special recognition was also 
given to Lee BeGole, who will 
retire July 5 after serving 15 years 
with the township police. BeGole, 
82, a retired Novi police chief, 
served as interim police chief for 
the I lS^ j J i ip Iwi ) time's and ,ha.s

been working as a part-lime offi­
cer. 

"He's done whatever duty was 
handed him, and he did it with a 
smile," Brookins said. 

BeGole, who has lived in Novi 
for 49 years, said he'll likely 
spend his free time working as an 
attorney and handling more civil 
cases. BeGole graduated 53 years 
ago Irom the University of Detroit 
Law School and worked for 
Plymouth before entering law 
enforcement. He served in the 
military in World War II. 

BeGole also has the unique dis­
tinction of .ser\'ing as the police 
thief of Novi as it went from a 
lownship 10 a village and finally a 
city. 

" I ' l l ini.ss the great people I've 
worked with here in Green Oak," 
BeGole said. 

Brookins said it's been a couple 
of years since he held an awards 
ceremony, and this was the first 
time hosting an event honoring 
officers for numerous actions. He 
presented awards lo his officers 
who have apprehended armed 
robbers, carried a handicapped 
woman from her burning home 
and arrested a butcher-knifc-
wielding suspect without injuring 
him. 

Brookins said Ihe significant 
number of people who helped out 
during the shooting prompted him 
lb invite represeiiialiYes'' from' all 

the departments. Those honored 
included the Green Oak Township 
Fire Depiinment, Brighton Police 
Department, Brighton Area Fire 
Dcparlmeni, Livingston County 
Sheriff's Department, Livingston 
County E M S , the Brighton post of 
the Michigan Stale Police, 
Hamburg .Township Police 
Department, Livingslon County 
911, University of Michigan 
Survival Flight, University of 
Michigan Medical Center and the 
Michigan Slate Police Crime Lab.

Wang, associ­
ate chairman of the Department of 
Surgery, oversaw treiitmcnl of the 
two officers and operated on 
M o l l . 

Wang -said Moil had numerous 
gunshot wounds from high-veloc­
ity rounds, and the surgery 
required several medical proce-
dure.s. He said all ihe emergency 
personnel, from the police offi­
cers, firefighters and paramedics 
who administered first aid, to the 
hospital staff, did li superb job. 
Wang said he was impressed with 
Moll ' s dedication.

'When caii I go back to work?'"

The cla.ss is based on the lire 

inspector qualifications developed 
by the National Fire Protection 
Association and included 80 
hours of classroom instruction 
and field observation training. 

The class covers topics such as 
Legal and Administrative issues, 
General Fire Safety Precautions, 
Occupant Loads and Means of 
Egress requirements. Hazardous 
Materials storage and handling 
and Evaluation of Water Supplies 
and Fire Protection Systems, 
including the testing of sprinkler 
systems and fire alarms. 

The Novi Fire Department uses 
a Company Inspection program to 
conduct fire safety inspections in 
its nearly 2,500 businesses. A l l of 
the department's 25 Fire 
Protection Officers and supervi 
sors are trained fire inspectors 
Last year, the department con 
ducted more than 3,300 inspec 
lions in new and existing busi 
nesses.

base. He had lo hilchhilce lo gel 
from N;iplcs, where he was shi-
iioncd, io ihe coasl. 

A jeep siop|x;d lo pick him up 
wilh Ihc 4.'>lh bomber squadron 
emblem painled on i i — llic same 
crew as Williiim. He menlioncd lo 
Ihe soldier who he was going lo 
visii but the soldiers didn't 
respond. Instead, they slopped in 

. from of the orderly room and dien 
BeGole had a talk widi a miijor 
from the squadron. 

His brother had dep;irled Dec. 
9 alter vdlunleering to lake the 
place of another pilot. It was 
William's 4I.SI run and one from 
which he would never return. 

Ll . William BeGole's remains 
were later brought home and 
given a hero's burial in Arlington 
National Cemetery. 

"1 never have," siiid BcGolc of 
visiting his brother's lin;il resting 
place. "I've always intended to 
and 1 gave it :i lot of thought, but 
I never liave. i ju.sl don't h;ive the 
inclination to go .see ail iiiosc 
graves." 

BeGole h:is li;id niore connec­
tions to MeiiKirial Day than he'd 
like to renieniber. After WW II, 
Ihe I'oniier police chief was active 
in the National Oiuird during ihe 
Konsan War iind knew plenty of 
men from Ihe nelroil ua.'a thai 
didn't return home. 

"A friend of mine got olT the 
bo:ii and one d;iy later was done 
for," .said lieGolc. 

During Vietnam, iie was invol­
untarily pulled back into the mili­
tary and Ir.iined .soldier-̂  :il F'l. 
Ixonard Wood in Missouri. 
Plenty of those men met their 
lilies as well. 

"I've seen tlieiii disappear 
through llirce w;u>, now," said 
BeGole. "1 don't know if it's ever 
going lo end." 

There's no qucslioii why 
BeGole holds a special place for 
Memorial Day in his hciirt and lie 
said Memorial Day should be 
returned lo what ii once was — :i 
celebnition of those who liave 
fought and died for the (.,'iiiled 
•Stiiles. 

"1 think it should be." he said. 
'The parades are no where like 
they u.sed lo be :ind the cemeteries 
iiren't decorated like ihey were. 
Even the American Legion and 
the other velenuis' groups do very 
little, if itnydiing, any more. 

"Maybe people will start lo 
re;ilizc ag.iin, with what's going 
on in Iraii. that people still give 
tlieir lives for this counuy."

"It's just kind of hit Ihc ground 
ranning," Kelley, 20, s;iid. "On the 
other side, itsju.st people yelling :it 
you. ll was challenging, ll was fun, 
al the same time." 

It's lx:en two years since the Novi 
residcnl had his West Point 
Reception D;iy — iieller known as 
"R Day." 

Home brielly Ihis month, Kelley 
is visiting l()c:il schodis and scout 
IriKips on a mission to share details 
011 his school's academic, military 
and alhlclic staples. 

"You gel evciylliing you gel al a 
convL-nlional scliiml but you gel a 
iillle more." he said. 

Getting in 

Bu/'/.-cut hair, sIkic [vdishing and 
mililar)'jargon were new lo Kelley 
:is ;i "plelv." or lirsl-year c:idcl, in 
2(K).1. His diid, :ui engineer, had 
siiggi-slcd West Point. 

"I always kind ol ihoughl llie 
niililary was a noble cause." Kelley 
said. "1 was doing somelliing differ-
eiil than my frieiiils." 

As a lirst-griider. he was 
impressed by a c|iiick Anuv victor)' 
in the 1991 Gulf War. He said Sept. 
11 ailacks inspired interest. 

" l l seemed like the United Stales 
wiis going Id need more people lo 
volunteer." Kelley s;iid. 

During his junior year, die high 
school class treasurer and wrestler 
begun a yearlong process of nomi­
nations and tests. Out of 12,000 
applicants, he and about 1,200 odl-
ers reported as cadets. 

Nature of the beast 

. From day one, cadets arc expect­
ed to fall in line. 

"[everything is assigned," Kelley 
said. "They try to instill everything 
on you right away." 

Divided into .squads, plebcs' first 
weeks are spent in "Beast 
Bamicks." Officers drill formations, 
rules, attire and etiquette. 
Candidates get only three super­
vised calls home. 

" l l wasn't like, 'Hey, how's ft 
going?'" Kelley said. "You're not 
allowed to talk unless you're 
addressing .someone." 

Pemiitied phrases: "Yes sir," "No 
sir," "No excuse, sir," and "Sir, I do 
not iindcrsland." 

Afler training, accepted cadets 
begin the August school year. 

Scheduled breakfasts start at 7 
a.ni.; lunch is promptly at noon. In 
between are academic courses — 
about five per .scmc.sler. 

Optional 6 p.m. dinner follows 
two hours of niiu-ching drills and fit­
ness. 1-br Kelley, that includes intia-
nuinil combative wrestling. 

An evening study [ieriod starts at 
7:.10 p.m. A half-hour after hips 
phiy, it's lights out al midnight. 

Or else. Gidets caught up late, 
underage drinking or "blowing 
posi" — leaving campus when not 
allowed — gel demerit hours. Rifle 
in low. Ihey niiu-ch in full unifomi 
on weekends. 

"I've never had it, thank God," 
Kelley said. lJul he once exiled a 
bathroom without hands "cupped" 
into ;i standard, loose fisl. 

"A sergeani ciiught me." he s;iid. 
"1 liad to walk Jiround the hallway 
five times. 1 had to yell out, 'Hey,

"He's very 
organized. 1 could open up his 
drawer and his socks were all but 
alphabetized." 

When lie graduates, Kelley is 
eyeing aniior or air defen.se artillery 
for his five years in ihe Anny. 

"I have a lot great respect now 
for anyone who's in the armed 
services," Kelley said. "It feels 
right so far."

public school in Ihe country must 
have a new wellness policy in 
place, which is supposed to 
improve nutrition and fitness of 
idl staff and students. 

Clements has taken that chal­
lenge head on, and is proud to say 
that Novi is well ahead of many 
school districts in surrounding 
slates. 

"I was at three different confer­
ences in the past couple weeks in 
Indiana, Michigan and Ohio," 
Clements said. "I talked to all 
kinds of directors and the things 
Ihat I hear them say Iliey want to 
slart are things we're already 
doing. 1 think we're very fortu­
nate." 

Clements explained what she is 

trying to do is implement small 
changes that perhaps, wi l l be 
seamless to the students, but will 
ultimately produce healthier 
lunches and breakfasts. 

The government has asked 
schools to look at vending, fund 
raising, teacher rewards and what 
is offered al staff meelings for 
improving nutrition. 

Filne.ss wi.se, it is a.sking 
schools to look at how much gym 
is required for students, and how 
lo incorporate more physical 
activity in a day that isn't neces­
sarily physical education, but 
could be part of some other class. 

The Novi Schools food services 
department has already started a 
wellness committee comprised of 
community members, industry 
people, administrators and physi­
cal education teachers, in order lo 
have representation from every 
aspect of the district. 

"We're talking aboul, rcalisli-
cally, what we can do lo improve," 
Clements said. "Il's nothing that 
will happen over night. We're not 
going to gel first graders to slart 
eating broccoli and brown rice 
next year. But we can serve whole 
grain instead of while bread and 
we can make sure that when we 
have breakfast or lunch, we're 
serving healthy cereals. There are 
a lol of little things that we can 
do." 

Students al Novi Meadows 
Elementary School have already 
seen changes Ihis year in the cafe­
teria, from the food they eat to the 
atmosphere. 

Their favorite tunes are being 
played on a boom box as studenis 
eat everything from baked chick­
en legs and mashed potatoes, to 
salads and vegetables, 

"We want to make the whole 
lunch hour be more fun and more 
enjoyable for the kids," Clements 

said. "We thought we would try 
playing music at lunch lime to see 
liow lliey would enjoy il and it's 
been a huge hit. We've gotten lo 
the point where the kids didn'l 
want to leave the • cafeteria 
because they were dancing to the 
music." 

Of course, the kids have 
enjoyed Iheir own music more 
than the oldies thai Clemcnis 
brouglil in initially. In fact, wiihin 
one lunch hour, slie had over 100 
requests Ihat they wanted lo hear. 
The idea is lo make school lunch 
fun, so lhal the kids look forward 
to it. 

Clements said she has already 
been contacted by Village Oaks 
Elementary School, who wants to 
have music in Iheir cafeteria next 
school year. 

"It's like when you go out to 
ciii, it's nice to have music in the 
background," Clemenls said. "For 
anyone who wants to do i l , we'll 
certainly encourage lhal. It's nol 
expensive and it's just fun." 

In order lo make Ihe healthy 
changes, the foods department 
needs full cooperation from all 
staff 

"By in large, teachers and stalf 
need to be the role models," 
Clemenls said. "It's easy to say, 
but il's hard to do it. Thai's a push 
we're going to look at for next 
year."

Thai's because the old iiuiiding, 
which was demolished to cle;ir 
room for conslniclion on the cur­
rent one last year, didn'l have heal. 
In fact, that building had a lot of 
faults that are now cleared up. For 
inslaiice, it had a fiat roof lhal 
leaked, the windows leaked, the 
bathrooms were loo small and 
Tooman didn'l even have his own 
oHice. 

"The morale is better now than 

il was," Tooman said. "It's a hard 
thing to describe, but 1 saw it on 
their faces when I said we're mov­
ing our furniture over lo the new 
building. That wiis a great day 
There were cheers." 

The one a.spect lhal Tooman 
enjoys the most is having his own 
office, where he can talk to drivers 
privately. Gone are Ihe days 
where he either had to tell every­
body to leave the office, or lake 
the drivers outside to talk, or 
niiiybe even tiike them out back, 
where the mechanics were bu.sy 
working on busses. 

"It was not good," Tooman said. 
"Now we ciin come in and sii down 
and talk. It's like nighl and day to 
be able to do these things. Working 
in Novi is a big plus to begin with, 
but now to work in this kind of 
facility is really nice. You feel 
appreciated liow. You didn't always 
feel appreciated in the past as much 
as I think drivei-s should be." 

Some might lake Ihc fact that 
the new building has healing, 
cooling and much more lighting 
with the windows for granted, but 
not Tooman and his stiiff. Other 
improvements include four work 
bays with two brand new lifts, an 
automatic power bus wash, a driv­
ers lounge and a conference room, 
among many other improvements.

pleasant facility," Bil l Eriksson 
said, a Novi bus driver lor the past 
five and a half yetuii.

Drivers have their own personal 
lockers, which we did not have in 
our old facility, we have a lunch 
room which accommodates the 
number of drivers we have, which 
was not the case previously and 
we have a place where wc can lake 
care of our non-driving business, 
such as a conference room and a 
classroom/lounge room." 

Sue.Coolman, who will be fin­
ishing her seventh year as a Novi 
bus driver, is happy lo have many 
computers lo work on. 

"You don't have people looking 
over your shoulder wailing for 
you lo finish," she said. "Also, I 
know people gel lo interact more 
with the bigger space. Before, 
only about eight lo 10 people, was 
all you could fit in ihcre comfort­
ably. Now you have all the lables 
in there and each lable holds 
seven or eighl people, so you ciin 
fit everybody in there now."

One soldier who never sought to 
be recognized did his job as best he 
could, earning stripes on his shoul­
der while woricing io help keep ihe 
Allied push alive. He was sur­
rounded by fellow engineers, build­
ing bridges and constnIcdng build­
ings and fighting when they needed 
to. 

He, hke the rest of them, dove 
under inIcks when ihe Ciennan 
planes would strafe ihem. Ile. like 
his comrades, would kill when he 
had to ki l l . 

This solidcr didn'i stand out 
Most who served wilh him can't 
recall his name. Ile was a quiet fel­
low, but a good sotider.,they said. 
When tlK (ront lines would slow, 
he took lime to wIite his young 
liride back home. He sent her 
money. He wanted a life beyond 

war. He warned :i family. 
Tiicre was work lo be done 

though, l l i i s soidier and the mem­
bers of tiie 292nd pushed on, light-
ing their way from It;uicc lo Ihc 
l-.lbe River in Gennany, a more 2.'i 
miles from Berlin and tiic collaps­
ing N;i7.i stninghold. Tlicy had 
iirdcB lo cro.ss the river, assault ihe 
Gcnnans ;uid uikc tiie cily along 
wilh ihc .'ilh Annorcd Division. 

Then the order came down. No 
United Slales soldiers were to cm.ss 
llie Ellie. Die river would Ix; Ihe 
dividing line between Ihe Russian 
foR'CS and Ihe rc.sl of the Allies. 

Relief spread through the ranks 
of Ihe 292nd. Though sparse fight­
ing continued, the men knew they 
were going home. 

And home was what ihcy made 
il. It was free. Old Glory fiew over 
head, Happing in Ihe gentle winds 
of democracy and freedom. 

The solidcr had surs'ived despite 
close calls. Twice he had been mis­
taken for dead and once w;ls 
sliicked onto a mick wilh dc.id bod­
ies before he regained conscious­
ness. 

Bui Oic .soldier kept quiet about 
what lie had done and what he h;id 
lived through. He raised five sons 
on tlie pay of a lumberjack, raising 
his boys to work hard and lo 
respect their elders, their govcm-
nient and the worid around ihcm. 
He was a loving husband. 

Edward Eggleston died in 1998 
of heart failure. He walked through 
Ihc door of his house and col-
hpsed. His son. Maris, d idCPR 
unlil Edward's newly widowed 
wife, Winefrcd. asked him lo .stop. 

Edward Eggleston never wanted 
lo be a hero, but he was. He was 
also my grandpa. 

I u.se Memorial Day lo remem­
ber him, both as a hero and as a 
man who I never look enough time 
lo get io know. I miss him. 

Thanks, Grandpa for all thai you 
did lo make .sure I ' l l always be free 
and so will my daughier, Shaylyn, 
who you never had the oppoftuniiy 
to hold in your amis. She'll grow 
up ftee because of you. So will her 
children. You'll always be a hero in 
our eyes. 

A l l of our veterans are heroes. 
They deserve our thanks and our 
ftcognition. Don't wait too long io 
thank Ihem or to get to know ihem. 
You never know wlien it will be too

I recently allendcd the Novi Hoard of 
Education Hearings regarding Ihe Athlelic Code 
of Conduct proposals ;ind protolype for random 
drug lesling for sludems involved in exmi-cur-
ricuku- activities. Having four children cum;nlly 
enrolled in Novi ScIkxiIs, I have been active in 
ihcir individual schix)ls and chissrooms. but 
have not felt the need lo involve myself in the 
npolilical processes up unlil this point.

pating in sports, the lunount of lime lliey are 
under llie supcriision of someone else is con­
siderably more. 1 would certainly like to ihink 
lhal while ihey are in the ciire of any school |icr-
.sonnel elfcclive deierrcnls lo eminl behavior 
would be in place. 

II also iippciired from the heiirings that pai-
eiiis were in iigreement lh;it playing sports is a 
privilege, not a right. With lhat privilege comes 
additional respoitsibilil)'. 1 am certain we have a 
significant number of siudents lhat an; cut from 
viirious sports lhat would welcome the opponu-
niiy 10 pliiy even if il meant abstaining from 
certain illegal and illicit iicls thn)ughout the 
yeiir.

If we do nol mist our educatoK and adininisu^-
lors lo cU'ectively handle situations as they arise, 
wc would do well lo .scluxil our children al 
home. 

I do believe lhal our iciichcrs have llie liesl 
interest of Iheir sludems al bcim, (ihcy do nol 
go inlo the jirofession for Ihe money), and that 
wc, as piueiiLs need lo work wilh them nol 
iipainsl them iis tliey require iidditional lools or 
policy's that will allow ihcm lo iiddress ihe 
chiinging needs of llie student populiilion.

Drug-testing needed 
As a fomicrsludenl-alhlete from Novi High 

School and a current NCAA student-adilele al 
Albion College, I have ba'n dismayed and dis­
appointed at the lack of .supiiort and conslant 
attacks on tlie proposed athletic code in regards 
lo iLs stance on dmg testing. Having been able 
to observe Itsting [Xilicics and regulations al 
many levels of sport, I can give nothing but 
proper tlianks to the progressive citizens and 
employees of the community who have .sup­
ported this movement. 

Many people have been citing a Michigan 
study that states dial random-drag testing does 
nol work, and is only a dclerrcnl to people join­
ing in the lesled aclivity. Some have even staled 
that since other aUiletic governing bodies do not 
support dmg testing then the Novi nihlelic pro-
gnini should not either. 

Prom a point of experience and smiistics, Ihis 
is just not Ime. As shown by die N C A A in 
2001, numbers of positive drug u.scs have been 
declining steadily since the inception of its dmg 
testing, from a starting point of 8.9 percent pos-
iuve in 198.'5 lo 3.0 percent positive in 2001. 
This is a program which was also responsible 
for thc.sc .staustics from cuncnt, alTecled stu-
denl-aUiletcs. 

Seventeen pereeni of die athletes surveyed 
said thai the Ihrcat of N C A A drag testing dis­
couraged them from using banned substiinces 
(31.2 percent said diey would not have u.scd 
banned substances regiutlless; 45.5 perc'eni did 
not answer ihc question). In another sccdon of 
die survey. 56.5 pcreent of adiletes staled that 
tliey agreed lhat all college athletes should be 
lesled by ihe N C A A and 55 percent swied tlial 
dmg testing by the N C A A has deterred college 
athletes from using drags.' 

To clarify further on the proven, positive pro­
gram, this is a yeiu--round testing policy thai 
governs all sludcni-alhlelcs eidier on or ofl'-
campus, 24 houre a day. The policy covere a 
very wide range of subsiances, including, but 
nol limiied lo anabolic agents, .stimulanis, and 
sUfCI drags such as alcohol and marijuana. The 
reasoning behind die broad coverage is that 
drag policies like diis one iind the one proposed 
by the athletic director have been shown to lose 
their clfcctivcness when limiied to only on-
ciuiipus iiclivities for the very niurow scope of 
time that such ailivities cover A vigilant, fimi 
stance is ihe only one that hits been proven to 
give results. 

My rciisons for sup|X)rt of Ihis i.ssue do not 
come from any allegiiuice to the school disuict 
or its iUhlclic director, or even from vciy 
enlightening pnxif of effectiveness such as 
given iibovc. My real support comes directly 
tram my coiiceni forcuntint and future' sludent-
athleies in our .school system. A fellow Novi 
High teammate and friend of mine pa.ssed away 
jusl diis winter from a dmg-relaled problem. 
Even more recenlly, a fellow college alhlele 
died from a .suspected performance enhance­
ment be used in order lo achieve the 'level of 
grealne.ss' he desired. These arc two examples 
of siudents that might have been alTecled and 
.saved by stronger [xilicies like the one pro­
po.sed. If Ihe N C A A says lhal i l can influence 
over 17 percent of adiletes lo nol usedmgs, 
don't we owe it lo tliose who we have already 
lost lo do wliiilcver wc ciin lo prevent such 
things from hapix-ning? 1 only hope lhat the 
membcR oftlie Novi Community and its 
.schiwl district look foriv.vd and understand that 
drags are an issue we need to confront soon, 
before tragedy strikes again.

Dem speaks up on 
Social Security 

I am somcdnies amu.sed when 1 see people 
place labels on odiers they don't agree with 
politically. 

Responding to a letter of mine, anti-democrat 
Willy Mcna chose to do diis. Not denying the 

label, let's look at the issue iigain. 
"Ideits our leaden; have for improving Social 

Security." 
President Bush's proposal to privadze would 

do nodiing lo help with the current funding 
shortfall and if enacted would divert funds, 
hurting die .system and putting die country more 
in debt. 

The $90,000 cap is unfair because "no one's 
R C A taxes are held in an account for ihem." (a 
slalement issued by Bu.sh's presidential conimi-
sion on Social Sccuriiy.) Our taxes are used to 
fund current bencfieiiiries and Ihe Uiisl fund, 
which die government u.sed lo pay foroiher 
govemmeni expenses. Tlierefore, it would be 
fair for all lo pay 6.2 percent on all dicir wages. 

Removing the limit would require an iict of 
congress al ivhich time they could and probably 
would place a cap on benefits. 

Presidcni Bush is already proposing reducing 
benefits by changing the way dial they arc cal­
culated, he must feel that people don't need as 
much. 

When President Reagan signed a bill passed 
by bi-parti.san congress in 1983 to fix Social 
Sccuriiy funding, at dial dme it raised the lax-
able ceiling and the tax rate from 5.4 percent to 
6.2\ percent. 1 don'l diink it was done simply to 
send out laiger mondily benefits. 

Prior Io the year 2C00, benefits to diosc under 
age 70 who chose to continue to work were 
reduced $1 for evciy $3 over a certain amount 
set by Congress, I guess they felt dley were not 
in need. To help solve cum;nt and future fund­
ing shortfalls, we should look at something sim­
ilar to this, bul on a percent basis, not a dollar 
figure as in odier income exceeding 100 percent 
of benefit income, requiring a reduced benefit. 

M y wife and I will probably need full bene­
fits when we qualify. 1 hope our two sons do 
well enough dial tliey don'l, but I still would 
like to pass on a strong Social Security system 
to Uiem as insurance (as it was intended to be) 
if Uiey don'l. Wouldn'l it be nice if in the future 
wc could reduce the tax rate for Social Security 
because so many have done so well diat they 
don't need it? This is what our govemmeni 
should be promoting and nol telling everyone lo 
jusl wait for Social Security. 

If I sound like a Democrat, maybe it's 
because I have lo remind some people IhiU it's 
die people's govemmeni and we have a right to 
a voice in it.

The program, operated by 
Wayne Stale University in 
Detroit, brings a variety of topics 
to iis members. Most courses arc 
.scheduled al W.SU's Oakland 
Center Satellite Campus al 33737 
W. 12 Mile l^oad in Farmington 
Hiils. 

"It gives you a chance — with­
out having to worry about study­
ing for tests or gelling through 
your assigned reading — to listen 
and Icam," Ward said. "You're 

never too old to learn soiIielfiing." 
Retired Wayne State professors 

who teach ihe classes can even be 
seen in the audience, according to 
Ward. 

The lectures are usually one or 
two sessions. A morning .session 
will go from 10 a.m. to noon and 
an aflcrnoon session from 1:30-
330 p.m. 

Courses in the last catalogue 
included archaeology, portrait 
painting, "Understanding Islam 
Through Hs Art," basic computer 
courses and even a study group on 
great decisions. 

Health topics have included 
lectures on the medically unin­
sured, Alzheimer's disease and 
cancer genetics. 

Last fall. Professor Martin Barr, 
former dean, W S U pharmacy 
scliool. gave Society of Active 
Retirees members information 
about the new Medicare drug 
plan. 

"We hear this scare talk about 
Social Security. If you're really 
coDccined about the future, you 
ought to be looking at the funding 
of Medicare, which makes Social 
Security look like no problem al 
iill," Ward said. 

History courses includes dis­
cussions of Ihe American Civi l 
War and the "Mediterranean 
Campaign in World War II," 
taught by Henry Bohm, former 
W S U provost. Other history 
courses fcaiure "Life in Persia: 
Iran in Ihe 20lh Centuiy" and 
"The Opening and Modernization 
of Japan." 

Human relations courses cover 
grandparenthood and marriage, 
and literature courses are taught 
by retired English department 
professors. A class on "The War 
on Terrorism in the Courts," was 
instructed by a judge. And, a class 
on " C i v i l Rights and C i v i l 
Liberties" was taught by Robert 
Sedler. a WSU Law School pro­
fessor. 

Science buffs can enjoy lec­
tures on such topics as "Nuclear 
Energy and World Security," 
taught by a former WSU physics 
piofessor. 

Ward said courses have also 
been taught on Ihe conflicts o f the 
Middle East by a University of 
Michigan professor. 

"It's a broad range of subjects 
and kind of easy for those of us 
who have a lot of time in our day

The program of noncrcdit 
courses is designed for social 
enrichment and personal growih. 
The only requirement is to be age

Maiiing Ihe decision lo play 
Plymouth's (•aK Hills is a decision 
you won't regret. 

Be warned, liiougii — liierc's 
additional decisions to make even 
after you've decided to play there. 

As in. "Which 18 
holes — or 27 
holes -— should 1 
play today?" 

Wilh il.s three 
separate courses 
spanning 63 
holes, Fo.x Hills 
has somctiiing to offer just about 
every type of golfer, whether 
you're just learning the game or 
shooting right around par 

As you approach 8768 N . 
Tcrriloriiil Road by car, you 
quickly realize you're surrounded 
by holes, holes, holes. At that 
point il's time lo mal<c a decision: 
should you play the Strategic Fox, 
the Fo.\ Classic or the Golden 

; iTO? . r : - ; 
To answer lhat- question, ask 

yourself what kind of game you 
have, and go from there. 

"At our facility, wc can handle a 
.gol fer right from Ihc beginning 
' '.stages all the w;iy to the advanced 
" '̂.'siage," said Roger Bliss, director 
'"•of golfatl-ox Hills. 

"We have a golf course for 
everybody," he continued. 

The Strategic Fox. which was 
built in 2001, con.sisis of 18 par-3 
holes and is ideal for the begin­

ning golfer. In addition to playing 
Ihis course, beginners can take 
lessons at the Crystal Mountain 
Golf School, which is run through 
Fox Hills. 

For golfers wilh a little more 
experience, Ihe Fox Classic offers 
more of a challenge. The layout 
consists of 27 holes, 18 of which 
(Tlie Hills and The Woodlands) 
were built in 1921, while the third 
nine (The Lakes) was buill in the 
early 1980s. 

The course's designers stuck to 
the tradition of building ijmall, 
round greens wilh undulations 
around their edges rather than 
across them. 

Many golfers choose lo play 
The Hills and The Woodlands for 
their 18-hole combination. The 
former measures out at 2,815 
yards from the white tees while 
the iatlcr i.s 2,576, so extra dis­
tance isn't a must-have. 

However, wilh narrow fairways 
and water coming into play on 
several of the holes, accuracy and 
smart shot placement is required. 

The Hills consists of six par 4s 
(the longest of which is the 408-
yard fifth hole), a pair of par 3s 
and one par 5 meiisuring out at 
421 yards that Ihe big hitters can 
reach in two as long as they're hit­
ting it straight. 

The Woodlands is similar, with 
its six relatively short par 4s, two 
par 3s and the 459-yard par 5 
sixth hole. 

"Just like any other golf course, 
you want to keep it in play," said

"The premium is on accuracy, 
and Icngih isn't as much of an 
issue," he continued. "Most of our 
greens are sloped back-to-front, 
so you want to stay below the 
hole." 

Then there's the Golden Fox, 
the venue's signature layout. 
Constnicted in 1989, the Golden 
Fox is comprised of 18 champi­
onship-caliber holes, featuring 
more small greens, narrow fair­
ways and a whole slew of other 
challenges in the form of sand 
traps and water hazards. 

"Thcre'.s a little bit of every­
thing out there," Wilson said. 

"It's more of a modem course, 
a tournament-caliber course,' 
Bliss said. 

"There's more length, more 
bunkers and more hazards. On the 
Golden Fox, you're forced to hii a 
higher-quality golf shot." 

Regardless of how ihey play, 
people who show up to Fox Hills 
seem lo like what tliey see and 
experience. 

"Their initial impression is 
always very positive," Bliss said. 
"A lot of people mention that they 
plan on coming back." 

Which makes sense. After all, it 
would be difTicult indeed to play 
all 63 holes in a single visit. 

"The variety here in one loca­
tion is really second-to-none," 
Wilson said. 'And ihe crew keeps 
the courses in wonderful condi­
tion."

Recommended Summer 
Reading 

We Ainericans lend lo scan ihe 
ihings we rcid, a sliill laughi in 
mosi secondary schools. While 
thal's.a worthwhile limesaving 
talent that enables us lo lead 
more efficient lives, it can have a 
somewhat deirimenlal impaci on 
the understanding of our history. 

Most of the U.S. population 
has heard of the Bill of Rights, 
but few have actually taken the 
time to read i l . These rights, we 

assume, come 
with our citi­
zenship. They 
were the first 
io amend­
ments to the 
U.S. 
Constitution. 
The fad that 
they were 
aimost iitcral-
ly written in 

the blood of our forefathers is 
something to which we rarely 
give full consideration. After al l , 
our minds arc preoccupied with 
today's challenges. Something 
adopted almost 214 years ago is 
ancient history. 

The danger of falling into lhat 
mind-set revealed iiscif recently 
when it became frightfully evi­
dent that history was beginning to 
repeat il.self in a little-noticed 
corner of the federal government 
known as the U.S. Ta,x Court. 
Certainly the tax court wasn't 
ploliing to repeat the oppressions 
of Great Britain's King George 
III, who set in motion the 
American Revolution by enabling 
his government to impose a vari­
ety of ta.xes. But when the coun 
denied small businesses due 
process of law, it trampled upon 
some of the basic rights of all 
American citizens. 

Ignoring those rights in the 
case of Ballard v. Commissioner 
of Internal Revenue, ihe tax court 
refused to allow the small-busi­
ness defendant access lo reports 
prepared by special trial judges. 
Without that information, the 
defendant lacked ihe tools and 
information needed to mount a 
fair fight. 

Fortunalciy, the Nalionai 
Federation of Independent 
Business's Lcgai Foundation 
stepped in, filing a friend-of-the-
court brief last summer that chal­
lenged the tax court by showing 
that the small firm's rights were 
not only being violated, but lhat 
the court's stand was unconstitu­
tional. 

When the issue reached the 
U.S. Supreme Court, the justices 
overwhelmingly agreed, striking 
down the tax court's unfair prac­
tice by a 7-2 vote and overturning 
a 1983 decision that unfairly 
denied the rights of small busi­
nesses and other litigants. Now, 
special trial judges will be 
required to reveal their reports. 

This is crucial to the American 
small-business sector because 85 
percent of those who own Main 
Street firms file their taxes as 
individuals, and the lax court is 
the only place where they can 
contest an income tax levy with­
out first paying the full amount. 

But the celebration of this 
important victory won't last long. 
TnIe, it is a burden lifted from 
the shoulders of small-business 
owners, but the challenge lhat all 
Americans face is to remain vigi­
lant. It's far too easy for a gov­
ernment as large as ours to forget 
the lessons of history and tread 
on those rights that we assume 
came with the lenitory. 

With summer vacations on the 
horizon, it might be a good idea • 
for all Americans to forego read­
ing the latest novel and get a 
copy of a document that begins: 
"We, the People of the United 
States."
