Nine Mile Road is in rough 
condition now, and this was a 
project that was originally ear­
marked for 2004. But because 
of al l die oth.er projects 
bii In •No'v'l' with '.the R6a3 
Commission for Oakland 
County, specifically Grand 
River Avcnue/Novi Road and 
10 Mile/Novi Road, the city 
defened the project to this 
year. 

"This is going to be an 
important project for die city," 
Hayes said. He added that the 
project will improve that 
stretch o f road and make busi­
nesses happier along Nine Mile 
Road because diey have a lot of 
tmcks that use that route. 

The design of die project is 
about 90 percent completed, 
according to Hayes. The proj­
ect should go out for bids in 
July once the design plans are 
finished in about a week or 
two. The city hopes to have a 
contractor by early August. 

"We're waiting for the 
Meadowbrook Bridge project 
to be completed, which is tar­
geted for Aug. 18," Hayes said. 
Incentives are in place for this 
project as diey were for die l -
96/Novi Road ramp project. On 
the bridge work, the contractor 
will receive $4,000 a day for 
each day under the compledon 
deadline. 

The city is looking at about a 
six-week construction dme 
frame, which means Nine Mile 
should be repaved by late 
September or early Octol5er. 

The road is about two-thirds 
concrete and one-diird asphalt. 
The concrete portion just east 
of Novi Road will be replaced

Dixie Marble of N o v i has 
agreed to donate die limestone 
base to support the statue. 
Providence Hospital w i l l con-
tribute the landscaping around 
die statue. Andiony Concrete of 
Novi w i l l donate die stamped 
concrete and sidewalk around the 
statue, and Simcheck Sod 
Installation o f Howell may 
donate the inigation system for 
Uie landscaping. 

The statue was created by artist 
Timothy P. Schmalz from 

Kitchener, Ontario. Paul learned 
of Schmalz from Father Richard 
Elmer, president of Catholic 
Central High School.

Plus, the M D N R grant would 
only pay for 75 percent of the 
fair market value of the land, 
meaning ihat the city or resi­
dents would have lo purchase 
the other 25 percent of the prop­
erty. 

City council members ques­
tioned whether the city would be 
able to make the grant deadline 
and how good its chances were 
in obtaining a grant in a eompc(-
ilive market. 

"I think we would have a slim 
chance of obtaining this grant," 
Lorenzo said. 

The council instructed mein­
bers of city adminisU'ation to 
explore the cost involved in 
obtaining the required profes­
sional appraisals on the land, 
whether grant writers and con­
sultants McKenna & Associates 
in Norihville can prepare docu­
ments in time for the Aug. 1 
deadline, and lo see if Roskelly 
can talk to bis partners about 
possibly donating 25 percent of 
the land. 

Council Member Lynne Paul 
suggested that council have a 
special meeting at 7 p.m. on 
Monday, June 27, to 'discuss 
applying for Ihe MDNR grant 
that could turn the seven acres 
into parkland. 

City charter stales that two 
members of Council or the 
mayor can call for a special 
meedng with a minimum of 18 
hours notice. 

The administration has been 
instmeted by council to research 
the matter and provide infonna­
tion in today's off-week council 
packet. Council members will 
make a decision aflcr receiving 
the information whether or not 
to schedule the special meeting. 

Paul noted that 23 residenls in 
her subdivision — Westmont 
Village south of 10 Mi le and 
east of Taft Road — recently 
purchased property in the subdi­
vision so that it could remain a 
conservation area and nol be 
developed for 100 years. 

She suggested a similar tactic 
might work for residents near die 
proposed Villagewood develop­
ment near Meadowbrook and 
Nine Mile roads.

dieir pension," Schram said. "It 
saves die district a considerable 
amount of money because we 

cent. Wc also save health care 
benefits costs, which is usually 
about 15 percent of a person's 
salary," 

In other words, by taking part 
in this program, Koster and Davis 
are saving the district 31 percent 
of their salaries each, which aver­
ages to about $20,000 per 
employee, or $40,000 total. 

"It's a smart move to make, and 
there's no down side to it diat we 

saw 

earning money by working I'or the 
private company, and they also 
get the pension thai they've 
earned all along." 

Davis and Koster wil l be 
receiving a salary, plus reHrement. 
The district wil l pay the company 
for retired administrators for iheir 
service, who wi l l in turn pay 

them. 
A Supreme Court ruling months 

ago made this practice legal, 
which is a major reason why Novi 
is taking advantage of it.

If tlie budget bill can get 
Ilirnugh the House and Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm, the coniple-
lion of this interchange could have 
a big impact on both traffic and 
coiiiinercc in Novi and the sur-
roimding area. 

"This is big news iind good 
news." Cassis said June 17. 

Cassis is confidenl thai will) her 
support, as well as Novi resident 
and Speaker of the House Craig 
DeRoche's, that the budget bill 
ivill receive approval in botli Ihc 
the House and the Senate and be 
sent lo Granholm for approval, 

Tlie slate senator noted that not 
only is DcRochc from Novi, bul he 
is also a member of the budget 
conference coniinitiee. 

"This projeci echoes what he's 
been talking about iis Speiiker of 
the House," said Jason Brewer, 
spokesperson for DcRoche. 

"That project is indicative of the 
kind of work we need to get baclc to 
doing, because it's in an area where 
people are choosing lo crcalc jobs, 
live and raise their families. We 
need to make sure lhat our infra-
stiuclurc refiects those choices." 

Senate Majority Leader Ken 
Sikkeiria and olher Senate 
Republicans also support the 
reconstruction of the interchange, 
according to Sikkenia's office. 

CiLSsis said when the propo.sed 

budget reaches Granholm that the 
question liecomes, "Is she going to 
be for jobs or for politics when she 
.sees that we've restored tlie 
Wixom project?" 

Right now. the interchange proj­
ect is a done deal in the Senate 
transportation budget. Tlie budget 
goes to conference conimillce 
wilh the House budget. What 
results will be voted on and sent to 
Granholm. 

"I'm pretty sure it's (ihe I-
96/Wixom Road interchange 
funding) going to stay on," Cassis 
said, iidding that she has been Hy­
ing to obtain state funding for ihis 
project since 1997. 

According to Ciissis, stale fund­
ing for the tlie i-96/Beck Road 
interchange and the i-96AVixoni 
Road interchiinge were conceived 
as one project in federal highway 
funding. Gov. Granholm, however, 
put a stop to the Wixom Road 
project. 

The Beck Road interchange was 
to be done first, because both 
interchanges can't be shut down iit 
the same time. Tlie, Beck Road 
project is supposed to be complet­
ed by November 20()7. 

This is an important issue 
because Cassis said area develop­
ers arc wailing for the Wixoni 
interchange lo be redone before 

, they proceed with plans. 
"The Wixom Road corridor is 

ready for business expansion," 
Cassis said. "Economic develop­
ment and new jobs are knocking 

on the doK. The reconstruction 
project will ensure safe and effi­
cient iiccess for workers and for 
moving product. If we wait much 
longer, other arciis will become 
more attractive to development." 

Cassis siiid union members at 
Ford Motor Company's Wixoni 
Assembly Plant, DAW Local 36, 
also suppoil sliitc funding for the 
Wixom Road interchange. 
Although both Ford Motor 
Company olllciiils iind Diive 
Berry, president. Local 36, hiive 
gone on record that the plant is not 
scheduled to be closed, it has been 
rumored that Ford iniiy shut down 
llie facility. 

In anticipation oftlie reconstruc­
tion of the Wixom Road and Beck 
Roiid iiilcrcliangcs, local and coun­
ty goveninicnts invested heavily in 
preparations and road improve­
ments at subslaiilial cost. Private 
right-of-way donations also were 
coniniitled, Cassis ciiipliiisized.

Although there ;ire no cuircnt 
leads on the identity of a bold 
robber, who stole an $ 18,000 ring 
Iroiii a Twelve Oaks Mal l jewel­
ry .store hist week, police are 
hopeful lhat the store's surveil­
lance videotape will soon pro­
vide some clues, 

At I0:59a.iii, on June \5, the 
Novi Police Department 
responded lo a report of a theft at 
Bailey Banks & Biddlc. A cus­
tomer entered the jewelry store 
and iisked lo look at a diamond 
ring in ;i display case. 

When Ihe store employee 
handed tlie custonier the ring, the 
subject look Ihc ring and r;in out 
of the store iiiitl the mall. An 
ininiediale search did not locate 
Ihe subjecl or the diamond ring. 
The one-io-two-earai diamond 
ring in a platinum setting is val­
ued at more than $18,000. 

The suiiject is described as a 
black male in his 20s, about 6-
feet 3-iiiclies tall, weighing l.'iO-
170 pounds, wilh short hair, a 
goatee and an unkempt beard. He 
was wearing a striped or ciieck-

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• Motorists 
faced with more 
construction 
detours

The ramp off westbound 1-96 to 
Novi Road opened with much fan­
fare al 9 a.m. on June 17 — more 
than a week aiiead of schedule. 

The timing of the coiIipletion 
could, nol have been better, wilh 
the ramp open In time for shoppers 
to have easy access to Novi shop­
ping centers to purchase their 
Father's Day 2005 gifts and llie 
July 4th Weekend and Novi ."iO's 
Festival just around the corner. 

Bui, the bloom was quickly off 
the rose, as the same day city offi­
cials learned that area motorists 
now have a new challenge while 

j navigating Novi's roads — Marling 
early this week, left turns arc now 
prohibited from 10 Mile Road to 
Novi Road. 

So, as Michigan Department of 
Transportation and city of Novi 
officials celebrated the opening of 
an improved major ramp off of 
Interstate 96, Road Coinmission 
for Oakland County handed 
motorists bad news. 

The prohibition of the left turns 
from 10 Mile Road to Novi Road, 
that RCOC reported on June 17 
were scheduled lo begin "Monday 
or Tuesday of this week," is neccs-
sarj' so their contractor can widen 
Ihc last segment of the 10 
Mlle/Novi intersection. 

The intersection improvenienl 
began in 2004, when workers 
widened two of the four approach­
es to the intersection. Officials halt­
ed work for the winter and resumed 
constracilon March 29 to finish the 
remaining two approaches. 

Each approach will be widened 
to five lanes, so lhat each direction 
includes a lefi-tum lane, a through 
lane and a through/right-ium lane. 

Left turns onto Novi Road from 
10 Mile Road will be prohibited 
for the duration of the project, 
which is expected to be completed 
by approximately mid-July. 
Alternate north-south routes are 
Taft Road or Haggerty Road. 

Meadowbrook Road, another 
major north-south road in Novi, is 
slill clo.ied between Nine Mile 
Road and 10 Mile Road because of 
ihe reconsiruction of 
Meadowbrook Bridge. The Novi 
Police Department asks citizens io 
not cut through ihe suffounding 
neighborhoods off of 
Meadowbfook Road during ihc 
bridge work. 

The tolal project cost of the 10 
Milc/Novi Road project is aboul 

,$6 million, wilh 80 perccni funded 
through a Michigan Transportation 
Economic Development Fund 
Category C grant. 

The TEDF is comprised of slate 
and federal funds. Category C 
grants go to projects that relieve 
congestion caused by economic 
development. The remaining 20 
percent of the project cost is being 
split evenly between RCOC and 
city of Novi. 

The coniractor for the project is 
Dan's Excavating of Shelby 
Township 

This section of 10 Mile Road in 
Novi carries about 2i,000 vehicles 
per day. The section of Novi Road 
aiTected by the widening project 
carries about 27,000 vehicles per 
day. 

At opening ceremonies June 17 
for the 1-96 ramp at Novi Roiid, 
Cily Manager Rick Helvvig, Mayor 
Lou Csordas, and other city of 
Novi olficials praised the contrac­
tor, Angclo lal'rale Conslruclion 
Company, headquartered in 
Wiin-eii. 

Hclwig noted thai the project 
supervisor stayed al the 
DoublcTrec Hotel in Novi for two 
weeks until the project w.is com­
pleted. 

The contrtictor received a 
S50,000 incentive ($5,000 per day) 
Ibr finishing llic project early, a lol 
of which will likely go toward 
overtime for the workers who were

Jason Gnatck, 3,3, of Novi , 
was arraigned in 52-1 District 
Court in Novi June 17 on eight 
counts involving possession of 
anoiher person's credit card 
and checkbook, theft and 
breaking into vehicles.

standing up and looking like 
they needed help," Ro.senberg 
said. "There was a guy slumped 
in his chair, and I had a feeling 
he was in trouble, so I wenl over 
there." 

When Rosenberg arrived, 
another doctor, Todd Marcus, was 
already on Ihe .scene checking the 
man's pulse and ironically, the 
two had been classmates at 
Andovcr High School in 
Bloomfield Hills. 

The man had no pulse, so the 
doctors decided to begin car­
diopulmonary resuseitalion. 

"We moved him down lo the 
ground," Ro.senberg said. "I did 
chest compressions, and Dr. 
Marcus did niouth-lo-moulh 
resuscitation for aboul ihree or 
four minuies. and then his breath­
ing and pulse came back.Then the 
cav:ilry c:ime in and swooped him 
:iw:iy. :uid he survived." 

"I really just feel like my 
iiistinets took over, and 1 needed 
to go down Ihere and I just went." 
Rosenberg added. "I wasn't think­
ing aboul any eonsecpiences, just 
thai I had lo help Ihis guy. Il 
seemed like there was a lot of 

people watching, but 1 was very 
focused on whiit we were doing." 

Marcus and Rosenberg grew up 
together and hadn't really kept in 
touch over the years, so it was just 
a coincidence lhal the iwo ended 
up helping a fellow cilizen. 

After Ihe incident, Rosenberg 
stressed the importance of learn­
ing CPR. 

"You don't have to be a doctor 
to do CPR," be said. "There are 
CPR classes available Ihrough 
most hospital systems or through 
the Oakland Counly Heallh 
Deparlmenl. 1 would encourage 
people lo look into enrolling into 
a CPR class and learning it so that 
Ihey're prepared i f something like 
thai ever happens to them." 

The two doctors were honored 
by the Pistons for their actions al 
the ncvl home game on June Id. 
They were each awiirded a home 
jersey with iheir n;imes on the 
back and the number O.S,

Owners of Novi Town Center 
hope to build four new buildings 
that will be a mix of retail iuid 
restaunint uses within the center's 
complex at Novi Road and Grand 
River Avenue if they receive 
approval from city officials. 

As part of this development pro­
posal, Novi Town Center Investors 
want to purchase iibout .37 acres of 
land on die northeast comer of Novi 
Road and Grand River Avenue cur­
rently owned by the city. 

This small bil of green space at 
one of Ihe city's major intersections 

is currently undem.sed. 
"I drive by there all the time, and 

I've never seen anybody sitting on 
those benches," Mayor Lou Csordas 
said at the June 6 meeting. 

City council niembei's tentatively 
approved a purchase price of 
$100,000 the parcel at their June 6 
meeting. Meinbcrs are scheduled to 
vote on exact lenns of the sale in the 
near future. 

Due to Ihe small size of this piu--
cel, it is not iible to bo developed 
under city of Novi ordinances. Tlic 
only wiiy to remove it from tile 
city's ownership onto the tax rolls is 
for Novi Town Center owners to 
purchase the property and mtike it 
part of Novi Town Center. 

Matthew Quinn, attorney for the 
complex's .owners, said the eoncep-
lual plan for die property shows lhat 
it will remain its green space and 
designed for pcdeshians. 

TWo new buildings the owners 
are proposing will be adjacent to die 
green space at Novi Town Center. A 

third building, which would be situ­
ated east of Di.scount Tire at the cor­
ner of Town Center Drive along 
Grand River Avenue, will be sub-
milled with the other two buildings 
I'or council appfioval. 

Finally, a four building west of 
Sieve & Rocky's Restaurant has 
already received city approval' 
Ihrougli the initial Town Center site 
plan in 1986. Tliis parcel was owned 
by a local developer and was recent­
ly purchased by Novi Town Center 
Investors. 

(Juinn said his clients believe the' 
iiddition of the four buildings wil l 
bring new excitement and inteiestlo 
Ihc shopping center, widi .special 
emphasis on the Grand River-
frontage and its comer wilh Novi 
Road.

Leedy has worked with LF 
. Foundation for Foreign Study 

for a year now. Already she has 
placed two foreign exchange stu­
dents from Austria and Australia, 
both of whom attended Novi 
iligh School Ihis past year. 

Having been lo Europe three 
times wilh I'ducational 
Foundation sludenls, Leedy has 
seen firsthand how the program 
works. 

"We had our hotel rooms set, 
and we hiid our itinerary .set," 
she s:iid. "One of my friends was 

« What does a host family have to do to 
host a student? How will we know if we 
qualify lo host? 

Host families must provide room and ' 
board and a stable home environment for the 
student. One or both host parents must be at 
least 25 years of age. Students don't have to 
have their own bedroom, but if they do share 
a room, it must be with a child of the same 
gender who is at least 12 years old. £F 
Foundation places students in all types of 
families and communities—-single parent, 
empty-nesters, big cities and rural areas. 
Students should be treated as a family mem­
ber, rather than a guest in the home. Families 
who can provide room and board and a lov­
ing home for a student qualify to host. 

• How old are the students? What 
nationalities are they? 

Students are between the ages of 15 and 
18. They attend the local high school and 
fully participate in regular classes and esdra-
curricular activities as an American student 
would. Students come from all over the 
world—from South America to Scandinavia 
and as far away as Asia and Australia. EF 
offices are in each country. 

• How are they chosen for this program? 
Students are thoroughly screened by for­

eign offices prior to acceptance into the pro­
gram. They must pass an interview in 
English and complete a lengthy application, 
including recommendations, a timed essay, 
academic transcript and short-answer ques­
tions related to their family life at home. 
Foreign offices also judge students based on

academic motivation, maturity and realistic 
program expectations. 

• Can we choose which student we ' 
would like to host? 

Absolutely. You will have a local coordina­
tor called an International Exchange 
Coordinator, who will help match a student 
to your requests. If you're searching for a 
particular nationality, hobby, or age for your 
student, your lEC will work with the regional 
manager in the Boston office to find student 
applications fitting your requests. You then 
will have the opportunity to read through 
several applications to find which student 
best matches your family. 

• Does EF pay host families? 
l\lo. All host families are non-paid and vol­

unteer to host because they are passionate 
about student exchange and bringing a dif­
ferent culture to their home and community. 
However, host families can be eligible for a 
$50 per month tax deduction per student. 
The student will have money for incidentals 
and activities he/she wishes fo do. 

• Do we have support if there is a prob­
lem? 

Your local coordinator is there to support, 
you and help you to work through any poten­
tial problems. lECs are experienced in coun­
seling host families and exchange students 
and know how to handle problem situations. 
If your local coordinator is unavailable and 
you or your student needs advice or support, 
the regional coordinator is also available to 
help and counsel on a local level, The Boston 

office is your final support option if your 
local support network is unavailable. During 
regular worldng hours, you are always able 
to reach the Boston staff at (800) 44-SHARE. 
If there is an emergency situation ffiat occurs 
after working hours ancf immediate assis­
tance is needed, there is a Boston staff mem­
ber on call 24 hours a day, 365 days a year 
to help deal with the emergency 

• What do we do in case of a medical 
emergency or a serious Illness? 

All students come to the United States 
with full medical insurance. Your student can 
be treated at any hospital and by any doctor. 
You should call your lEC if you are unsure of 
what to do in a medical emergency, or call 
(800) 44-SHARE and indicate that there is an 
emergency if you are calling after working 
hours. 

• Can the student drive while he/she is 
here? 

Students recognize that driving is a privi­
lege, not a guarantee. If the student would 
like to obtain hi^/her driver's license while on 
the program, the student's natural parents 
must give written permission (obtained by 
the Boston office), while the host family and 
the lEC must also approve of the student 
earning his/her driver's license. 

• A m I the student's legal guardian while 
they're here? 

No, EF Foundation is the student's legal 
guardian while the student is in the program. 

already involved wilh placing E F 
students into host families, and 
when I retired, she fell it was a 
good community service project 
for nic to do. 1 thoughl i l was a 

good idea, and it's a good way lo 
volunleer." 

When interested people call, 
Leedy conducts an interview and 

visits iheir home. She also 
answers any questions ihey 
might have. The process clarifies 
in their minds whether it's a 

good idea for them lo host a stu­
dent or not. People can choose 
whether they wani a boy or a 
girl, and there are many studenis 

wilh a variety of different inter­
ests. ' 

The sludenls come to lite 
Uniled Stales wilh health insur­
ance lhal covers emergencies 
and wilh their own spending 
money. 

The responsibility of a host 
family is lo provide the studenis 
wilh a place io sleep and io ireai 
ihcni as lliey would treat Iheir 
own children. They must make 
sure ihe sludenls go lo school 
and do Iheir homework. Students 
can slay for one semester, or the 
whole year, depending on what 
Ihey signed up for. One main 
rule is ihc studenis must alleiid 
school while here. 

"You should Iry to help them 
meet people and encourage iheni 
if Ihey're a little shy," Leedy 
said. "You should Iry to help 
them gel involved in school and 
in extra-curricular :iclivilies." 

The studenis don't even have 
lo be the same age as the host 
family's own children. 

" A l this point, there are quite a 
few sludenls available lo Novi 
residenis," Lcedy said. "Once 
someone is approved and they fill 
out Ihe paperwork, Ihey can have 
a child assigned lo them. 1 can 
have everydiing done in two to 
Ihiee days, bul i f ihcy want the 
widest selection of students, this 
is the lime lo do i l . Hosl families 
can even keep in touch with the 
siudent they have chosen through­
out the suinmer by e-mail."

Erika will be one of ihc walk­
ers in the upcoming Breast 
Cancer .VDay 60-inile walk 
next monlh in Michigan. 

She will walk ifi honor of her 
mother, Deanne Nclscn, of 
Northville, and her husband 
Davc'.s grandmother. Margaret 
McKce , of Royal Oak, who both 
triumphed over the disea.se. 

During the Michigan event, 
July 15-17, participants walk 20 
miles a day for three days to 
raise money for the Susan G. 
Komcn Brca.sl Cancer 
Foundation. 

They start at 6:.10 a.m. July 
15 at Ihe Mcadowbrook Music 
Festival grounds on the Oakland 
University eampu.s in Rochester 
Hills and I'ini.sh al the Michigan 
Stale Fairgrounds in Detroit. 

Food, beverages, shower and 

toilet facilities, and tents are 
provided by various event spon: 
sors. Erika and Dave walked in 
the Chicago fund-raiser last 
year, and this year's eveni in 
Michigan is one of 12 such 
walks across the nation. 

Erika's family moved lo the 
area In 1982. She graduated 
from Northville High School in 
1987 and now works part lime 
for TRW Aiiloniolive in Livonia, 

About eight or nine years ago, 
her mother had heart disease, 
which led to lour angioplasties 
and open heart surgery. Then, 
aboul two years laler. her moth­
er learned she had breast cancer, 
which led to a lumpectomy and 
radiation. Although her mother 
didn't have to undergo 
chemotherapy, Erika said it was 
Slill tougli to watch whal she 
went through. . 

"She was just exhausted," 
Erika said. 

Erika heard aboul the Breast 
Cancer .'^-Day and decided she 
had lo participate. 

"I had 10 do somelhing 
becau.sc I'm so lhankful. My 
kids are so fortunate lo have 
four grandparents who jusl live 
a few miles from us.'" she said. 

Erika's bushand. a local attor­
ney, jumped in and said he 
would walk wilh her and will 
participate again in July. She 
was rcsponsihie, however, Ibr 
the fund-raising aspecl. 

Last year, Erika raised 
$1(),()()0 for the walk wilh a let-
tcr-vvriling campaign. This year. 

she decided lo do something 
different and hosted a fund-rais­
ing parly for about 40 people at 
Ihcir home in March. She raised 
$1,700 from a silent auction 
with items donated from more 
than 50 Northville and Novi 
merchants. 

"The merchants were phe­
nomenal. This year, I'm just shy 
of $5,000 and still going," she 
said. Each walker has lo raise a 
minimum of $2,100 to partici­
pate. 

As a young liioiher of two lit­
tle ones, Erika noted that il 's 
easy to gel wrapped up in one's 
own life. 

"This walk is about educating 
people aboul brcasl cancer and 
doing somelhing for someone 
else," she said. 

Last year, the McKees walked 
along a woman who had lost her 
daughter, a man who had lost 
his wife and some women who 
were in Ihe middle of 
chemotherapy. 

"Il was very inspiring." Erika 
said. "Now I can say I've helped 
raise $50,000 so far lo combat 
breast cancer."

But. a developer recently 
rcqucsled and a-ceivcd approval to squeeze 
aiiodier 10 homes onto a designated flood plain 
next to ihe wetlands lhat separate Willowbrook 
and Village Oaks subdivisions. The 
property borders Meadowbrook Road where the 
bridge crosses the creek and is familiar to any- , 
one who travels Ihis roadway. - .., 

Realizing the adverse impacts any develops '• 
nicnl might have, residents from around the city 
joined adjiicent propcny owners and Kxik tlicir 
shared conc'cms this past week lo meclings of 
the planning commission and Ihe cily 
council. Tiie planning commission appeared to 
:igree wilh llie residents, but staled il iiad no 
legid reason lo deny Ihe developer'.s request. 

However, after hciuing tlie infonnation pre-
.sentcd by rcsidenl.s, as well as considering their 
opinions and sugge.slions, the phuming commis­
sion volcd lo recommend dial the city council 
pursue gram monies that are offered by the 
Michigan Dcpirtment of Natural Resources fof 
the acquisition of properties such as this one.

cussion by thill dale. Tlic-infomiation being pre­
pared for the council will be available lo the 
public its well ihmiigh ihe Cily Clerk's ofllcc. 

A l l residents will benefit if Ihis property is 
kept as pailected open space in iLs natural 
stiite. I urge you to conliicl city council mem­
bers iuid express support for their efforts to pro­

tect this undeveloped area. 
Members Gatt, Nagy, Paul and Capello espe­

cially an; to be commended for their part in 
moving the grant process forward. Anyone 
who cares about the quality of the environment 
and the quality of our residential neighborhoods 
should plan to attend the city council meeting 
on June 27. See you there!

total enrollment, graduations (wilh 
i certain fields such as engineering, 

health and other technical subjects 
gelling up lo four times more per 
graduate than English or anthro­
pology) and Ihc amount of spon­
sored research done al each insti­
tution. 

So is a truly level playing field 
being restored? Ho Ho. A careful 
examinaUon of the Hou.se pliin 
provides proof that die iron law of 
politics remains unchanged, 
regardless of the nice rhetoric 
aixiut bringing objectivity to uni­
versity funding. Vi/inners include 
Grand Valley (up 22 percent), 
Saginaw valley and Oakland uni-
vcrsiues (each up 9 percent) 

The big losers arc Northern 
Michigan (down 10 percent) and 
Wayne State (down 5 percent) 
The merchants of spin in Lansing 
would have you believe diat die 
way the formula worked out has 
nodiing 10 do widi die fact that 
Detroit and Marquette are repre­
sented by Democrats while Grand 
Rapids and Oakland County arc 
represented by Republicans. 

Believe that and I've got a 

bridge I can sell you cheap. 
But beyond the obvious usuiil 

politics, there arc dangerous fea­
tures throughout die House plan. 
First, it sets in place an attempt by 
the legislature lo mieromanage 
whal Michigan's 15 public univer­
sities do. 

What possible rationale 
accounts for giving graduates in 
engineering, health and technical 
degrees four times more funding 
dian graduates in die arts and 
humanities? Who says diat today's 
legisladve or social priorides will 
be the priorides of tomorrow? 

Indeed, how can some legislator 
in Lansing tell a snident whose 
long-time interest is in learning 
Chinese diat dieir goal is wordi 
only one quarter of that of anoUier 
who wants to be an engineef^!^^:,; 

The second problem is Uiat ln!" 
House plan practically encourages 
universiues lo make bad decisions 
diat in die long run will prove very 
expensive and hurt the overall 
excellence of our university sys­
tem. 

Worse, it threatens one of tliat 
system's biggest historic strengths, 
which is the realization that not all 
universities have ihe same mis­

sion. 
The people who mn our univer­

sities are not stupid; they are quick 
to respond to incentives. So i f the 
legislature proposes to pay engi­
neering grads four times more 
dian history majors, you can 
depend on it dial a whole bunch of 
expensive new engineering pro­
grams will be started PDQ. 

But setting in place die infra­
structure to support an engiIieering 
program is expensive, and a poorly 
supported new crash prograIn is 
likely to produce inferior engineer­
ing graduates. 

Moreover, docs the state really 
need all its universiues switching to 
engineering, technical and healdi? 
What about business? What about 
die libefal aits? Whatif ta i 

engineeiii^ 
Similaily, in proposing an incen­

tive for research, die House plan 
will encourage universities without 
much research activity to get into 
the business. But good1esearch is 
expensive, aiid it takes a lodg tiIne 
fcjr reseafdi progrants to find flie 
balance diat will enable diem to 
achieve economies of scale. Tliose 
are all ^ o I s that aigue against 

making all universities in die state 
into research institutions. 

Naturally, this stufif about die 
*o( id^ rf'ttStotives (ah go too 
iar.die HdiBiifofmiitawo^ cap 
the University of MicWgan's share 
of research inceptive money at 40 
percent what it would odierwise 
get 

Worst of all, die Hou.se plan does 
nodiing to redress die biggest 
immediate problem higher educa­
tion is facing: This state's amazing­
ly iiresponsible decline in overall 
suppoIt for higher education — 
now more tiian 20 per cent over die 
past three years. How Gov. Jennifer 
Granhohn and legislators can call 
for a doubling of die state's college 
graduates without pr^iosing to 

linoreitajey Miour universi-

e's a i i iodes t ' i^ i i t ic^r 
Decide how much the state wants 
to spend oitM^hertMiiktation. Give 
each admitted student a certain 
amount of money. Let the student 
take that money wheIever he or she 

Iflfey waiitiogoioaschool 
with low tuition and (Bkely) low 
quality, that's fine; if diey want to 
go to a University of Michigan-

class school widi high tuition and 
high quality, dial's fine as well. 

Let free choice in die market be 
die deciding factor How could you 
have a more fiee-enterprise friendly 
plan tiian dial? 

But such a plan would certainly 
be rejected. Why? Because it goes 
against die iron law of taking care 
of your own dial drives all legisla­
tive behavior, regardless of the 
fancy rhetoric. 

We need leaders who realize dial 
"taking cafe of our own" needs to 
mean maldng die right decisions 
for higher education for all of 
Michigan. And die tiiigedy is diat 
diose statesmen are evidently 
nowhere to be seen.

Every time the clock strikes 
"10," Dora Cook diligently sUirls 
checking for yarn. 

Neighbors on the third floor of 
her Meadowbrook Commons sen­
ior citizen home hang small 
smngs from apartment doorknobs 
at 10 p.m. 

The next day at 10 a.m., resi­
dents remove them. 

"If the yarn is in, 1 know lhat 
the person is O K , " Cook, 88, said. 
"It jusrtakesme a minute. I don't 
mind at all." 

So far, everyone's been safe iind 
sound. But that doesn't slop the 
senior from volunteering. 

In her four years living next to 
the Novi Senior Center, Cook has 
served bread, meals and monthly 
tea events for friends and visitors. 

"I love doing it," Cook said. 
"I'm glad I got something to do." 

The senior's been on the move 
since she was a young girl grow­
ing up in Herrin, III. 

While her Italian-bom mother 
crocheted on the front porch, 
Cook joined the neighborhood 
boys in games of touch football. 

"We lived right across from the 

school ground. Everybody wiis 
out Ihere playing," Cook said, " l l 
was great." 

She also coiiiiiionly raced to llie 
local public libraiy lo siiiip up as 
many books as possible. 

After World War 11 and ii lirsl 
marriage ended, the young lypisl 
had il new destination. 

An uncle living in Michigan 
told Cook llicrc was iin opening 
for a scereliiry al General Molors. 

" A l l the sudden, 1 got this 
telegram come to Delroil," Cook 
said. "1 tell you. did I pack up.': 

In three years, she married fel­
low G M worker Stephen Cook, 

When the couple moved lo 
Soiilhlield, Cook got involved in 
her new ncigliboriiood, Miignoliii. 

She and local women founded a 
mobile watch patrol. In paire, they 
scouted Iheir subdivision hy.ciir 
on the lookout for crooks. 
" "The only thing we ever heard 
.was wheie Ihe iuluriii!went • (iff,"; 
she chuckled. "Wc stayed there in 
front of the house until the police 
came. As il happened, somclliiiig 
jusl liiippcned to the aliirm. 

"Wc never found any burgliirs. 
They knew," 

For 25 yeiirs. Cook helped 
deliver llowcrs and wheelchair 
patients ill Suuthfield Providence 
liospilal iis a Red Cross volun­
teer. 

A Roman Catholic, she even 
ended up a piirl-linie secrclary al a 
Melhodist Church for seven years. 

' T i n still laughing when I think 
aboul i l . " said Cook. " I f was a 
church lhal I could walk lo. 1 was 

accepted." 
She Iciinicd lo drive in her 60s. 

Yciirs after Stephen died and her 
son liiiil moved out. Cook discov­
ered Novi's senior nieiil program 
while living in Northviile. 

"There was a young girl living 
above me and her grandma 
worked in the kitchen," Cook 
said. "I met her grandma, iind wc 
becaiiic friends. Wc worked every 
day in the kitchen." 

When the food moved from the 
Novi Civic Center to the newly 
built senior center, Cook did. too. 

As with serving pre-arranged 
lunches. Cook slipped into many 
volunteer tasks .serendipitously. 

Nighttime yarn duties came 
iibout when another woman quit. 
When another lady had to take 
ciirc of an ailing daughter. Cook 
look over piU'celing out diiy-old 
Panera bread twice a week. 

"I'said, -'SuTC,'" she said.-The-
same' held fo.r.- hosting recenlly-; 
started monllily lea events. 

Her lingers still fiip pages of 
much loved books. She reads Ihe 
lasl page firsl lo jusl ensure she'll 
be happy wilh the result. 

As for serving meals and 
cheeking yarn. Cook suspects 
there'll be many more pleasant 
oulcomcs. 

"I'm friends with everybody," 
she Siiid. "I'm here until Ihe end."

Vet. even if this docs occur, 
viui'il still find vourscif having a 
ball. 

But be warned, you'd better 
caicl'iilly clean your putting gog­
gles bel'orc setting foot on Ihc sce­
nic and sprawling grounds al 
l.l_^()l Dunham Road. 

Dunham Hills Go l f Club head 
priilcssidnal Mike Spranger did­
n't hesitate when asked what 
iiKikcs the course unique. 

"I would T.y the greens, the 
iniitiug." he said. "They're very 
dil'licult and challenging." 

Inilccd. the undulating greens 
rccjuiic c:ireful concentration, as 
subtle breaks can send even the 
softest struck of pulls careening in 
the wrong direction. 

Hut once you hole oul and step 
off the preen, you'll find lhat you 
can't escape these undulations, 
(^iiile simply, they're everywhere. 

"The .second thing about this 
course is the hills, and all the 
uneven lies you can get." 
Spranger said. 

Somelimes the ball will be 
above: your feet as you're address­
ing i l . Somelimes. below. It all

Dunham Hills has been around 
since 1967, just one of numerous 
golf courses thai lie wiihin a mile 
or .so of M-:!9 in the Livingston 

County-Oakland Coiinty stretch. 
With its lush slices of wildemcss 
and galloping hills, Dunham Hills 
has been providing area residents 
with splendiferous views and 
challenging golf ever since. 

"People who play here are usu­
ally very complimentary of ihe 
condition of this course," 
Spranger said. 

Distance-wi.se. Dunh.im Hills is 
on the longer side, measuring oul 
ai 6,291 yards from the white 
tecs. Tiie front nine consists of a 
pair of par 3s, a par i and Ihc rest 
par 4s. the longest measuring oul 
at 447 yards (the si.xth hole), The 
par-.i second hole, at .50.5 yards, is 
reachable in two shols by the big 
hitlers, but a prudcnl three-shot 
approach is recommended for 
average golfers. The par 3s arc 
1.35 yards (fifth hole) and 191 
yards (eighth hole). 

Slightly longer than Ihe front 
nine, the back nine features two 
par .5s Ihis time around in addition, 
lo two par 3s. 

The first four holes will have 
you reaching for your longer 
irons, starting off with the 410-
yard par-4 lOlh hole and continu­
ing wilh ihe longish par-3 l l l h 
hole (215 yards). 

The Iwo par 5s are up nexi, one 
righl after anoiher, measuring oul 
al respective distances of 511 and 
538 yards. Tempting as it is lo 
slam a fairway wood on your sec­
ond shot in hopes of reaching 
either green, il's definitely wiser 
10 play diese holes for what diey 
are — par 5s. Pitching onto ihe 
green on your third shot is defi-

nitely preferable to stomping 
through the woods looking for 
your lost ball. 

Four par 4s — only one of 
which measures oul al over 400 
yards — and a pleasant but dan­
gerous 116-yard par 3 (16th hole) 
round out Ihe remaining holes. 

Everybody knows how fun i l is 
to try to hil a John Daly-sized shot 
off the tee, but Spranger pointed 
oul that Ihis isn't a safe approach 
when playing Dunham Hills — 

especially those par 5s on Ihe 
back nine. 

"ll's a lough course to try lo 
overpower," he said. "You're bel­
ter off just to go for whal you see. 
Don't try to do too much, like hil­
ling i l an extra 10 yards, because 
those extra 10 yards can get you 
in trouble." 

So, in short, jusl try to keep i l in 
die fairway Short, safe shots are 
much better than longer unpre­
dictable ones. 

And when you reach the green, 
take a good look ai your line 
before pulling. 

Take your time. 
Afier all, the longer il lakes you 

to play, the longer you'll get to 
linger on a imly enjoyable golf 
course.

A lie 
against Northville. 

"I think that really helped," said 
Brian O'Leary, Novi's head coach. 
"If we would have beat them we 
probably wouldn't have made i l 
here." 

So how docs a game thai lakes 
place in the opening weeks of the 
reguLv season play a factor in a 
stale championship game? Well, il 
prompted the Wildcats to come oul 
with their bcst-cver game against 
Northville in the district tournament 
liniils. 

"Thai's dciinilciy the most mem­
orable game of the year," said Sarah 
Schmill. "We didn't jusl beat them, 
wc whipped them." 

Thai's an uiulcrslalcnicnl. The 
Wildcats eamed a 4-1 victory over 
the defending Division I slate cham­
pions by playing as cmolionjil of a 
game as they've played all year. 

The defense was remarkable, 
controlling nearly ever .tspcct of the 
game. 

"I think it's the best game we've 
played all season," said defender 
Kelly Heberl. "They are really 
strong offensively and we had to 
play our best lo win. We did."

It was 
a victory that signaled the rest of 
the season. 

Novi went on to shut out the 
remainder of ihe teams they 
played, beating Saline, 2-0; 
Canton, 1-0; Troy, 5-0; and 
Brighton, 3-0, to earn the slale title. 

"I'm not saying 1 would have 
been satisfied with jusl a win over 
Northville, but it definitely was the 
highlight of the season," said Kristi 
Timar, who was selected as 
Michigan's Ms. Soccer Monday 
night. "Thai was as big as the state 
championship to us." 

O'Leary agreed, saying Ihe vic­
tory was a mirror of whal hap­
pened last year when Northville 
beat Novi in the district final and 
marched on a fairly ea.sy path to ihe 
championship. 

NoVi didn't look back after 
pounding Northville, but it doesn't 
mean the game meant any less lo 
Ihem. 

"I think we played just as emo­
tional in that game as wc did 
against Brighton," said senior mid­
fielder Sarah Schmitt. "Thai's why 
our celebration was .so big after 
that game. Il was our state champi­
onship." 

The Wildcats weren't laking 
away anylhing from iheir title 
match. They mcl the Bulldogs and 
beat them fair and square. Bul i l 
wasn't Ihe same. There was some­
thing visceral in the Northville 
match. A n animal instinct thai led 
Ihem to play as well as they did. 

"Scoring three goals against 
Northville was just amazing." said 
die usually quiet Katie Walker. 
"Thai was probably the biggest 
moment for me ihis year." 

The biggest moment for every­
one. The Wildcats secured the win 
and went on to nol only stay unde­
feated for an enlire year, bul show 
die stale dieir program had finally 
arrived. 

"Thai was a huge win for us," 
Stephanie Crawford said. "I think 
we looked at that game like it was 
die teal stale championship. I know 
we played like il was." 

It's not veiy often a Novi learn is 
going io consider a Northville 
squad a benefil to iheir season. But 
from all of die Wildcats to all of die 
Mustangs, there's no doubt going to 
beabig"diankyou." 

"If it wasn't for diat game, we 
wouldn't be state champions," said 
Kim HerbsL "ft was the best game 
of the endre season without a doubt.

Siov» Start 
The Brighton Bulldogs came oul with 

a vengcahce when the game first started. 
They kept the ball in their own offensive 
zone and pressured the Wildcats with a 
handful o f shols on goal. ' 

"We weren't afraid of them," Brightqn 
coach Deepak Shivraman told the 
Livingston County Daily Press & Argus. 
"I talked to some of the other coaches in 
Ihe league and they were a little appre­
hensive, because Novi is such an offen­
sive juggernaut. But we were ready. We 
knew we could play with Ihem. The first 
10 minutes showed that." 

Novi knew it wasn't going to be easy 
to beat Iheir Kensington Vallfcy 
Conference rivals — especially since-it 
was their third meering. ,, 

" l l ' s hard when they have to change 

things and you'rd nol sure whal lo 
expect," said senior defender K e l l y 
Hebert. "We were a little cautious at 
first and ihcy came al us hard.

Which was play some very tenacious 
defense and get the ball on the ground.

Players posed wiih the trophy and 
passed i i around. It was the biggest 
moment in their careers. 

Rankings, in the end, meant nothing. 
The Wildcals didn'l need a poll to tell 
iherii Ihey were the best. They proved i l . 

"It's such a great feeling," Schmitt 
said. "No one even knows whal lo say. 
Our emotions tell it all though. It was a 
great season and this was the best way to 
go out. 

"That's the way lo end it. As stale 
champs."

Small-Business Focus: 
Who's Afraid of a Little 
Competition? 

A l l , the iraditionul signs of 
summer - salt air, sunian lotion 
and thai pungent sincll without 
which no vacation trip is com-, 
pleic - the fumes of expensive 
gasoline. Although skyrockeling 
gas prices consume much of Ihe 
nation's news coverage, i l is a 
challenge that can be controlled 
by the most-proven tenet of free-
market economics: competition -
customers shopping around for 
ihe lowest price. 

Imagine how quickly 
America's 
health-care 
crisis could be 
solved if com­
petition were 
allowed there. 
Instead, pow­
erful insur­
ance monopo­
lies are deter­
mined to fight 

- competition 
and keep their profit margins 
high at the expense of millions of 
small businesses that today are 
subject lo 50 different stale regu­
lations governing health insur­
ance. 

According to the General 
Accounting Office, five or fewer 
insurers control at least three-
quarters of the small-group insur­
ance market. This lack of compe­
tition contributes to double-digit 
premium increases for many 
small businesses and forces an 
increase in the number of their 
employees who are uninsured. 

Currently. 27 million working 
Americans are uninsured; 63 per­
cent of iho.se are cither self-
employed or work for a small 
business with less lhan 100 
employees. The crippling burden 
of having to deal wilh slate insur­
ance regulations and the sky-high 
premiums they create is a prob­
lem in search of a solution. Thai 
soluiion is the enactment of a 
federal law to allow the creation 
of small-business health plans. 

Three decades ago, Congress 
passed Ihc Employee Income 
Security Acl that pre-empted 
state insurance regiilations for 
corporations and labor union 
organizations. The move allowed 
these large entities lo self-insure 
under one uniform federal statute, 
thus laking advantage of group 
purchasing, volume discounts and 
administrative efficiencies. 

One of the great mysteries of 
Capitol Hill is how a sector of the 
economy that represents 99.7 per­
cenl of all employers provides 
jobs for half of Ihe private-sector 
workforce and generates 60 per­
ccni lo 80 percent of nel-new 
American jobs each year gol 
overiookcd lo begin with. Bul it 
is long past time to undo lhat 
mistake. 

The temptation for lawmakers 
to flee the nation's capital as 
warmer weather approaches is 
always sU'ong, but the Nalionai 
Federation of Independent 
Business has called on its 
600,000 small-business members 
to turn up the heat in Washington, 
D.C., to demand lhal Congress 
finally bring fairness and compe­
tition to Ihe health insurance mar­
ket by enacting the Small 
Business Health Fairness A c l of 
2005. 

TWice-approved by the House 
of Representatives during the last 
Congress (the Senate did nol acl), 
the measure would open the way 
to fair, competitive health insur­
ance for smajl'firms by letting 
them band together across slate 
lines to buy Insurance through 
dieir bona fide trade associations. 
By making insurance more 

•afFordable, more small firms will 
^provide it to their employees and 
'families. Research indicates that 
;as many as 8.5 million previously 
-uninsured workers could gel cov­
erage if the act is passed. 

Who's afraid of a little compe-
: diion? That's a question members 
•of Congress should ask diose few 
insurance monopolies wiUI die 
big profit margins.
