partners, donate the land.

About 75 Nov! teens are currently enjoy­
ing what the Novi Youth Assistance 
Summer Teen Center has to offer and 
supervisor. Matt Topper, is looking for 
more. 

The teen center is a summer program that 
runs six weeks, Monday through Tliufsday 
from 12-5:30 p.m. at Novi Middle School, 
lt is intended for kids between the ages of 
lf-14. 

"It's video games, field trips, basketball, 
movies, boaid games and anylhing else you 
can thinlc of," Topper said. "A lot of these 

kids would be sitting at home flipping 
dirough the channels, but instead they get 
to meet new kids. We're trying to reach the 
kids in Novi and tell them there's a place 
they can go instead of hanging out at the 
mall or getting into h-ouble, or riding their 
bikes on 10 Mile,Road or something." 

This marks Topper's seventh year run­
ning the teen center and his eighth working 
at it. He attended it himself when he was in 
middle school and believes it is one of die 
best things kids can take part in during the 
summer. 

"Wc have kids playing basketball and a 
lot of them might not be doing that at all," 
he said. "They might be sitdng at home. We 
even pull kids who are playing video games 
a lot and take them outside." 

This year's teen center rans through 
Thursday, July 28. There is a fegistfation 
fee of $100 for all six weeks, which equals 
out to about less than $5 a day, something 
Topper says is a bargain because kids get to 
play free video games. Field trips are paid 
for separately and range in price anywhere 

from $5-$25. The most expensive one is to 
die Henry Ford in Dearborn and lo see 
"Batman Begins" at the I M A X Theater. 

Video games are updated each year, but 
new this year are computers diat link up so 
kids can play games together. Some new 
field trips include: a ropes course, Pump-lt-
Up, die Emagine movie dieater, glow in die 
dark putt putt and die Henry Fdrd. 

The leen center's video games were rent­
ed from Alpha Amusement for $3,000, but 
Providence Hospitai donated $6,000 to run 
the whole program. 

"We used to be funded by United Way, 
but now it's Providence," Topper said. "We 
also make money at an event called the 
Novi Bowl-A-Thon, which is also mn by 
the Novi Youdi Assistance. 

Enrollment is down to 75 kids this year, 
whereas last year there were over 200, 
Topper said. "We would like to get more 
kids out They can register up until die last 
day if they want. We'l l knock tile price

Roskelly has not agreed to donate 
die developable land, however, as 
open space. He and his paruiers 
want to build 10 condominiums on 
about diree acres on die nonh end of 
die parcel. Woodland, wetland and 
storm water management pemiits 
have alreiidy been gnuited by die 
planning commission, which 
approved a preliminaiy site plan for 
the 10-unit development to be 
named village Wood Like on June 
8. 

Roskejly recently told cily ollj-
cials he would need $900,000 to not 
develop die land. 

"1 didn't purchase diis land to 
keep It as open space. I did it to 
build 10 hou.scs," Roskelly said. 
"Bul, at die same unie, if die tinan-
cial returns are adequate, 1 would 
consider it. We have to look at die 
point diat everydiing's for sale." 

He has agreed, however, lo hold 
off on developing die properly until 
die city learns if die grant will be 
awarded. 

The property contains a flood 
plain along die north portion of die 
site and part of Village Wood Lake, 
a retention basin on die south side of 
die lake. The 10 new homes would 
back up 10 the lake, similar to exist­
ing homes on die south side of the 
lake. 

City opposes grant 
application 

In a memo sent June 23 to City 
Manager Rick Helwig, Novi Parks, 
Recreation iuid Forestry Director 
Randy Auler said he did not recom­
mend pursuing Uie grant for die fol­
lowing reasons:

Residents LuAnne Kozma, who

"This isn't about investing; it's 
about gambling," said Council 
Member Laura Lorenzo. "1 can't 
take$10,000 in tax dollars (forgrant 
^writing and appraisals) and gamble 
it away," she said. 

Current city assessment reconls 
value the parcel at only $474,000. 
Unless die property is appraised for . 
$1.2 million (two and a half times 
Ihc as.sessed value of die vacant 
land) Roskelly will most likely not 
be a willing seller, according to 
Auler. 

A public hearing on the project 
must take place by city council 
before die grant is submitted.

seat on the Novi school board, 
created the School Funding 
Task Force, which has been 
included in the district's 
recently developed long range 
plan. Nancy Davis, assistant 
superintendent of instructional 
services, and Jim Koster, assis­
tant superintendent of business

The main goal of the task 
force is to increase awareness 
of the need to change funding 
of Michigan school districts. 

"I think the impact was real­

But isn't it 
time to start discussing again 
how we're^^^oing to fund 
schoJ>isf' 'B^&se^this is not 
working." ' ' 
' ' E l f f ing was involved in 
schools when Proposal A was 
passed in 1994. She said it was 

known when it passed lhat it 
was not going to work in poor 
economic times and that it was 
a "good economic time" solu­
tion. 

"Now it's certainly tinie to 
go back and revisit it," she 
said. "You just can't keep say­
ing this is what we passed and 
this is what we have to work 
with. They didn't do that back 
in the earl '90s because they 
didn't l ike Ihe fact that every­
body's property taxes were so 
high. 

"You just can't keep leaving 
us hanging out here to dry. You 
have to make education a pri­
ority, and let's discuss how 
we're going to do that." 

Elfring hopes that i f 11,000 
people can ban together, more 
might be able to be pulled next 
time. She said that administra­
tion and school boards can't 
fix the problem alone and help 
is needed. 

"It's the retirement costs and 
the health care costs - just like 
any other business - that are 
killing us because we have no 
control over those," Elfring 
said. "The things we've had 
control over, we've been able 
to work with pretty well, but 
we just need to get them to 
realize that good economic 
limes do not seem to be right 
around the corner."

The proximity of the automo­

And, the vast majority of 
the people who work at that plant 
come from all around the metro­
politan area. Easy access to that 
plant is jplal," Crawford said. 

He noted lhat automolive sup-

like to,- and other businesses try­
ing lo relocate there are having 
second thoughts due lo the con­
gested interchange. 

The new Rock Financial 
Showplace. scheduled lo open in 
Augusi, wi l l also pull more traffic 
into the area, as well as Ihe new 
Providence Hospital planned at 
Beck Road and Grand River 
Avenue and the new Catholic 
Central High School being built 
on Wixom Road south of Grand 
River Avenue.

Jeff believes Congress holds 
the key lo the inierchange becom­
ing a reality.

Today is the end of Ihe 2004-
2005 fiscal year, wilh tomorrow 
marking the next chapter, so to 
speak, in Novi's financial history. 

So, how does the cily slack up 
financially, and whal lies ahead'.' 

Riek Helwig, cily manager, 
said last week that Novi, unlike 
most Michigan municipalities, is 
still growing and as a result is slill 
financially stable. 

"We are one of Ihe few commu­
nities with a target goal of 14 per­
cent of our expenditures in rainy 
day funds. We arc also ;ible to 
fund an aggressive capital 
improvement program as well as 
inainlain services," he said. 

Even though on a cash How 
basis for this past fiscal year, die 
city has spent $800,000 more lhan 
it's taken in, "Our rainy day funds 
have tripled on our walcli in tbe 
last five years," Helwig said. "I'm 

very proud of dial fact." 
Helwig has announced plans lo 

relirc from the cily manager's 
position in February 2006. 

" l l is good to be w;ilciiful in any 
given fiscal year iiow much you're 
taking in and how much you're 
spending. lUil , we need lo be 
mindful that we're playing a lot of 
catch up in neighborhood 
repaying and many other capital 
items," he added. 

Helwig noted liiai wilh the 
relirenient ihis week of Chief 
Opcraling Officer Craig Klaver, 
whose posiiion will nol be filled, 
lhal tbe cily wi l l save funds from 
his salary. 

"WeVe nol adding general fund 
positions. The spending is on 
mlich-ncedcd capital improve­
ments," he said. 

In an overview of Novi's finan­
cial piclure presented December 
2004 in a fiscal analysis pcr-
I'onncd by ihe staff from the cily 
of Novi finance deparlmenl and 
local consulting firm Plante & 
Moran, Ihe city's cuffcnt financial 
piclure looks good. 

The report staled that faced wilh 
Ihe slowdown in the stale's econo­
my lhal Novi is fortunaie to have 
an increasing lax base from coii-
linucd growth and dcvclopnienl. 

'Bond ralings Ihe cily received 

from Standard & Poors and 
Moody's last year were high (AA-
and Aa2, respectively) because of 
Ihe city's role as a major retail 
cenler wilh a strong lax base, 
high-income levels and sound 
financial posiiion ;is die reason. 

Bul, with die city receiving the 
majority of ils revenue from prop­
erty taxes at aboul $28 million a 
year, and Ihe I'aci lhal il wil l soon 
reach ils maximum properly lax 
revenue rale because of lax legis-
lalion, die cily wi l l face a decline 
in Ihat revenue. 

The fiscal analysis shows thai 
focusing on Office Service 
Technology developmenl, which 
lias Ihc least impact on city serv­
ices and infrastructure, would 
providc'a valuable addition lo die 
city's land use inventory. 

So, whether i l bc building more 
office buildings, special inillages, 
an income lax or other lype of la.i, 
or public-private partnerships, the 
cily ivill have to come up wilh a 
plan in die future for dealing wilh 
ils declining properly lax rale, 
according lo llie report.

State Sen. Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi) recently unveiled her pro­
posal to reform Michigan's Single 
Business Tax and hold govern-
menl spending in check. The pro­
posal is a result of more than 100 
hours o f leslimony taken over 18 
months from job providers and 
'leaders of businesses bolh large 
and small across Michigan. 
' The package would reduce the 
'Single Business Tax rate lo 1.8 
percent beginning January I, 
^007, and continue lo reduce it by 
.1 percent annually until it is 
phased out. It also would change 
the apportionmeni rate to 100 per­

cent of sales. The current rale is 
90 percent of sales and 5 percent 
each of properly and payroll. 

Senale Joint Re.solufion D pro­
poses lo amend the Michigan 
Constiluiion to create a Taxpayer 
Bi l l o f Rights, l l would limit slale 
spending increases lo the rate of 
inflation plus any populatio/i 
increases. Any addilional revenue 
generated by the slale would go to 
die budget stabilization fund to bc 
used only for fiscal cri.scs. 

Hearings throughout the stale 
gave a diverse group of business 
leaders die opportunity lo share dieir 
views on die Single Business Tax. 

Legislators heard leslimony 
that followed three recurring 
themes, according to Cassis; the 
SBT is a job-killer; the SBT is a 
complex lax that is unique lo 
Michigan, making us less compcl-
itive lhan other stales; and govern­
ment, like families and business­
es, must live wiihin ils means.

H o l y C r o s s t iost ing J o u r n e y s to J e r u s a l e m

Children ages 4-14 can take a trip 
to die Holy Land of Jerusalem with­
out even leaving the comfortable 
surroundings of Novi. 

The Episcopal Church of Ihe 
Holy Cross, located at 40700 W. 10 
Mile Road in Novi, is hosting a pro­
gram called "Journey to Jeiusalem" 
at 10 a.ni. eveiy Sunday tills sum­
mer. 

Participants receive a fake pass­
port, which gets stamped at every 
slop they make on the journey. A t 
each stop they either witness a dra­
matic presentation, or some sort of 
stoIylelling on tiie significance of 
that particular place in the life of 
Jesus Christ. 

"They are following Jesus' jour­
ney," Pastor Karen Heniy said, 
priest in charge. " L ^ t Sunday the 
stop was Bethlehem, and this 
Sunday it will be Nazaredi. They'll 
then go on lo several odier places 
where we know Jesus was before 
we go to Jemsalem." 

The way it works, evety week dif­
ferent people from die church are 

•respDnsible for setting die stage.' 
During last Sunday's program, a 
couple with a baby actually played

Baby Jesus. They taught ihc chil­
dren what swaddling a baby looks 
like, and diere were decorations on 
the wall to make it look like a stable. 

The children also receive a small 
suitcase for souvenirs. At every stop 
diey receive a postcard or some 
oilier item to put in dieir suitcase as 
a reminder of the place they visited. 
They aiso participate in related craft 
activities, and there's usually a 
snack as well. 

"It's a delightful program," Henry 
said. "One of the Utde girls who 
attended our first trip on Ihe journey 
reporled diat it was llie most fun she 
had ever had at church." 

This summer marks the first time 
die church is hosUng "Journey to 
Jemsalem." Henry tirsl ran the pto-
gram in 1983 as an actual curricu­
lum.

'Tve always loved die program," 
she said. "I've always diought it was 
a great Christian educadon program 
and I was looking for somediing to 
provide lo die children for die sum­
mer. I thought taking a journey 
would beanexcidng way lo condn-
ue their Chrisdan education through 
die summer."

The seed for that 
story was phinlcd many weeks ago when a Novi resident, 
Roscmaric Denton, let me know that several local businesses 
were ignoring our governor's request to fly flags at half-staff 
after Ihc pope's recent death. 

There are federal and state protocols to fol­
low, and there are other very specific guide­
lines when i l comes to flying or folding our 
Hag and destroying damaged ones. 

A n d rightly so. 
Recently, the U..S. House of Representatives 

passed a resolution (House Joint Resolution 
10) prohibiting the desecration of the American 
tlag. 

B o b Jackson, a former editor at this publica­
tion and now press secretary for Congressman 
Thad McCotter, c-niailed me an update on the 
resolution, including the following quote from 

Rep. McColicr. 
" l l i e American flag is an enduring symbol of liberty, democracy, 

iind justice, l l is fitting that the Hou.sc act lo protect it as we approach 
our nation's birthday, and iis our men and women in unifonn rally 
behind il on hiitllefields in Iraq and Afghanistan. Our flag honors tho.se 
who have fought to protect it. and is a reminder of the sacrifice of our 
nation's founders and heroes. As the ultimate icon of America's storied 
history, the .Stars and Stripes represents the very best of diis nation." 

1 called Bob for a little more information, and he laughed at an 
irony that McColter likes to note: Strange how it's illegal to bum 
leaves but it's OK to bum our flag. 

r \ e never understood how an American citizen would view that as 
Iheir First Amendment right. Why on earth would anyone want to slap 
Ihe faces of the men and women who died for everything diat flag 
stands for'.' Yes. they fought for your right to free .speech, but that's the 
most illogical and disrespectful way to voice one's opinion that I've 
ever heard of. 

Twice (1989 and 1990) the U.S. Supreme Court has ruled that burn­
ing the flag is protected. Now, a coiistilutional amendment is the only 
remaining option lefl to protect Old Glory. 

In the last four Congres.ses, die House has passed a flag protection 
amendmcni (with language idendcal to H J . Res. 10) by more dian the 
two-diirds majority needed, said Jackson, but it can't get through die 
Senate. 

The current resolution has passed the House; now it's up to the 
Senate once again. If approved, each state will then have to ratify it as 
an amendment to die Conslitudon. How would you vote? TTiinlc about 
it while you enjoy your freedom this FouIth of July.

On university funding 

This e-mail is in response lo Phil Power's 
column in Thursday's Novi News ("Plan for 
funding Michigan's universities is flawed"). 
As you may determine from my comments, I 
have no expertise in the subject, yet 1 feel 
compelled to offer my ideas in the hopes that 
some of them may be useful to those in a 
position to use them. Here goes; 

1.1 agree with your suggestion to let the 
student use the money appropriated to 
him/licr to attend Ihe college of their clioice. 
But since this is taxpayer money. 1 would 
iidd Ihe following caveat, hi order for the 
money to be considered a grant or gift 
instead of a loan, Ihe student must commit lo 
work in Michigan in a job that pays ta.xes lo 
the slate for a minimum of three years after 
graduation. Adding this cavcal does the fol­
lowing: 

a. The student will have a financial incen-
live lo major in an area where lic/she is rea­
sonably assured of finding eniploynient in 
the state of Michigam. In Ihe near future, this 
may be in engineering or in health care. In 
the more distant future, who knows? 

b. Taxpayer's won't be subsidizing the 
education of students who leave the slate due 
to lack of jobs in their chosen fields. 

2. Every college or universily in die state 
that receives state monies doesn't have to 
offer every type of curriculum. What's wrong 
with having Universily ofMichigan, 
Michigan Slate, Michigan Tech and Wayne 
State be Ihc only schools lhat offer an 
accredited education in electrical engineer­
ing, and hiiving Central Michigan, Western 
Michigan, etc, be Ihe only .schools that offer 
an accredited education in hotel manage­
ment, for in.slance? By eliniinaung a lot of 
redundancy between the schools, the amount 
of monies needed to fund higher education 
could be substantually reduced without sacri­
ficing the quality of education received. 

3. Following along the thought pattern of 
#2 above, some curriculums could be elimi­
nated altogether. If a business in the state 
needed a specialist in an area no longer sup­
ported by the State of Michigan, they could 
import die specialist from another state (and 
let that state experience the brain drain thai 
they paid for). As an example, when 1 joined 
Chrysler Corporation in an elite training pro­
gram for graduate engineers in 1966, they 
were looking for high-caliber engineering 
graduates whom they could train to be auto­
motive manufacturing engineers. A total of 
eight of us were hired that year, and five of 
us came from engineering .schools in 
Ohio. Michigan got the benefit of the talent 
influx without having to subsidize the cduca-
tioii. And, we paid income taxes to Michigan 
until we left or retired. 

I would lie interested to see i f you concur 
with any of the above.

On Ihe issue of funding social security, lei 
me try to correct some things. 

Social Security taxes collected today are 
[let me repciii] are used to fund current bene­
ficiaries and the trust fund. Since we all ben­
efit from having most of our senior citizens 
living .securely and out of poycijty, shouldn't^ 
vvc all pay for it equally? Making payroll 
taxes unlimited on wages like Medicare taxes 
iire would do this. 1 don't know - are 
Medicare payouts based on what an individ­
ual paid in? 

American Association of Retired Persons 
says that removing Ihc cap currently al 
$90,000 and making it unlimited would 
affect only 6 percent of wage-earners and fill 
80 percent of the projected funding shortfall. 
1 fail to see how this could "constitute the 
largest lax increase in American history." 

Surplus Social Security taNcs (the tmst . 
fund) are borrowed and replaced with U.S. 
Treasury bonds similar to those bought by 
foreign investors. They .seem to think they 
are a good investment, backed by Ihe full 
faith and credit of the U.S. government. 

The surplus funds are used to pay for other 
government expenses. If not for the.se funds, 
other taxes would have to be raised, which is 
iinother reason for all to pay equally on all 
income (i.e., remove the cap). 

If Bush's tax cuts for higher incomes were 
repealed, the lOUs lo the trust fund could be 
paid back and not passed on to our grand­
children. 

Diverting funds from Social Security lo 
any form of private accounts would redefine 
the original intent of the program. 

Social Security is more than a supplemen­
tal retirement program; it is also an insurance 
program. Looking at it like most insurance, 
to keep premiums lower you sometimes 
reduce coverage or increa.se co-pays. And 
just because you don't file a claim, you don't 
automatically get a rebate. After all, you had 
coverage for the policy period. 

Social Security works, so let's keep it 
going, but let's also help and encourage oth­
ers to build their own retirement nest egg and 
reduce the need for Social Security in the 
future. ' 

Isn't it uiVie for our generation to examine 
that famous statement, "Ask not what your 
country can do for you, but what you can do 
for your country."

We are talking 
about the dale 
when Standard & 
Poors downgrad­
ed the bond rat­
ings of both 
General Motors 
and Ford Motor 
Co. to what Ihe 
hciidliiicrs call "junk." Put in the 
fancy language the bond rating 
agencies use, that means 
"investors should nol invest in 
bonds of either of these compa­
nies for the long term." 

When historians look back on 
our times, 1 suspecl they'll seize 
on May 5th as the symbolic date 
at which it became painfully 
clear to all that Michigan was in 
a niiijor economic crisis of a new 
kind. 

The .symptoms have been clear 
I'or years. Manufacturing employ­
ment., the traditional core of our 
economy, is hemorriiaging. Our 
largest employers — G M . Ford, 
Chrysler and much of the auto­
motive supply chain — are losing 
market share and their investment 
grade credit rating. 

Soon, some may be facing 
bankruptcy. We're lops in Ihe 
nation for unemployment — and 
dead lasf when i l comes to form­
ing new companies. The stale 
budget is structured to produce a 
chronic billion-dollar plus deficit 
every year, while the political 
system seems paralyzed and the 
politicians unable to do anything 
iibootfii;''. ,;, „, 

We're in serious trouble. We've 
had tough limes in the past, yes. 
But lodiiy's crisis is quite unlike 

what we've faced before. It is the 
result of complex and widespread 
changes in the worldwide ccono-
iiiy — think of outsourcing and 
ofl'shoriiig jobs to China and 
India as just the stiirt. 

The causes arc far deeper than 
Ihe usual cyclical changes in the 
economy; as a result, Ihis crisis 
will not be resolved merely by an 

upturn in the 
domestic business 
cycle and a few 
more domestic 
auto sales some 
day. 

These facts are 
finally beginning 
to penetrate e*en 
the thick walls of 
denial put up by 
Lansing's politi­
cal class. Take 
Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm, with­
out a doubt the 
most gified politi­
cal communicator 
Michigan has 

seen in many years. 
My sense is that her re-election 

strategy (she's up next year) has 
been to run as Ms . Congeniality. 
This means she intended lo try to 
slide through Ihe recun-ent budget 
problems, cut deals with the 
GOP-conlrolled legislature where 
possible and generally argue that 
while Ihings may be tough just 
now, she's doing the best she can. 

But the crisis has caught up 
wilh her careful, cautious plan­
ning. As anybody who heard the 
governor's speech at the 
Mackinac Island policy gathering 
(1 wasn't there, but 1 read the text 
and have talked to plenty of peo­
ple who were in the room), she 
didn't fudge this time around. 

The governor made it clear lhal 
the biggest issue in Michigan is 
responding to the crisis, right 
now, and she talked about how 
vital it was to invest in 
Michigan's economic future via 
Ihe S2 billion bond proposal she 
wants to put on a statewide ballol 
later this year. 

So what are the Republicans in 
the legislature doing? Slow walk­
ing, that's what, doing just barely 
enough to avoid .being labeled as 
obstructionists butmakingsure 
nothing significant gets done 
before 2006. 

That's to set up Richard De 
vos, Amway heir and near-cer­
tain Republican nominee for gov­
ernor, to proclaim that Gov. 
Granholm has done nothing to 
resolve Micliigiin's economic cri­
sis, that he's an experienced busi­
nessman, that he has a plan ... 
you get the picture. 

Even if that were true, 
Michigan can't wait. Personally, 1 
think Ihc governor should be 
telling Ihc Rcpubliciins to follow, 
lead or get the hell out of the 
way. 1 think she should be talking 
about $5 billion for her bond pro­
gram, nol a niciisly $2 billion. 

And 1 Ihink she needs lo be 
much, much more hard-edged, 
bold and comprehensive in pro­
posing a strategy to tackle 
Michigan's crisis than she has 
been. We're in major trouble, and 
we can't iifford to fool around. 

Incidcnially, 1 think that posi­
tioning a "bond" as Ihe remedy 
for our crisis is making a basic 
linguistic mistake. Nobody asso­
ciates Ihc word "bond" with "cri­
sis." The solution lo Ihis crisis is 
a serious restructuring plan, and 
the word emergency probably 
needs lo be used. Often. 

Mark my words. From now 
until the next .statewide election 
in November, 2006, Michigan 
politics and policy are bound to 
center around our present eco­
nomic crisis. Like it or not, both 
parties will be obliged to address 
il — and Ihcy belter do so realis­
tically. 

My friend, Mark Murray, now 
president of Grand Valley State 
University, offers another inter­
esting historic parallel. He notes 
that May 5,1959 was the date 
when Michigan suffered another 
symbolic financial and political 
crisis: Paylcss paydays for state 
government employees, thanks to 
another financial crisis during 
which the politicians couldn't 
agree. 

History always repeats itself, 
but .seldom quite as neatly as this.

Time running out to 
consolidate student loans

Nobody likes . i eliche. bui ihe 
shopworn adage, "all good things 
musi Come lo an end" is a filling 
description for what's about to 
happen lo the record-low student 
loan rates college students and 
graduates have been enjoying for 
ihe past three years. Bottom line, 
i f you're considering Consolidat­
ing your student loan debt, now 
is the time lo act. The rock-bot­
tom rates on Federal Parent 
Loans for Undergraduate 
Students (PLUS) and Stafford 
loans obtained after July 1, 1998 

could rise by 
as much as 
2.5 percent 
after June 30 
of this year. 

Loan con­
solidation 
allows you to 
roll al! of 
your loans 
into one 
fixed-rale 

loan. Doing so allows you to 
extend your repayment period 
well past the typical 10-year term 
for federal student loans, thereby 
reducing your monthly payments.

So, if after a few months you find 
Ihat your financial situation is 
stable, you can begin to pay your 
loan down by bulking up your 
monthly payment with an exlra 
$50 or SI00. 

When shopping for a Consoli­
dation loan, ask lenders what 
benefits they offer. Many lenders 
are willing to take a full percent­
age point off your rate i f you've 
made 36 or 48 consecutive on-
limc payiiienis on your original 
loans. They'll likely shave an 
additional .25 percent off your 
interest rate if you opt for auto­
matic monthly deductions from 
your checking account, a benefit 
that individuals who choose not 
to con.solidale can enjoy as well. 

Be selective about which loans 
you Consolidate. Your consolida­
tion interest rale will be the 
weighted average of the interest 
rates on your existing loans 
rQpnded up lhe nearest 1/8 per­
cent or 8.25 percent, whichever is 
lower. If your highest interest 
rate loan lias only a small bal­
ance, you might be better off not 
including il since it will raise the 
blended average of your consoli­
dation rale. 

Tliere should be no fee to con­
solidate your student loans and 
there is no limit to the dollar 
amount you can consolidate. 
Individuals in a period of forbear­
ance, where they're unable to 
make payments because of a 
financial hardship can also con­
solidate. Keep in mind you can 
only Consolidate once.
