Wallace Bishop knows war.

While
recovering in Germany, he was
placed on 2 60-day leave of
absence. For Bishop, being sepa-
rated from his military “family”
was the most difficult part of his
experience.

In a June 30 memo to city
administration, Hayes n:poned
it Acme  Contracting  of
Northwille, the eontractor on. the
job, lost a full week of produc-
lion because the dredging arta
had to be compictely desvatered
alier the storm eves the weekend
of Jung L1-12.

The contractor now has e .
ability 1o handie water from
Tuwre storms le keep the dredg-
ing area relatively free of wates

*und allow dredging to continue.
Acme has also hired a sweet
sweeping company to Keep
Meadowbrook Roud 05 clein as
possible during (he rest of (he
project, Hayes said,

As ol June 30, Acmg has
wucked about 575 iouds off-site:
Stafl' menibers from Anderson,
Ecksiein, and Westrick, Inc., of
New Hudson, . the consulting
cagineering firm on the project,
estimaie another 900 loads will
be required to compleie the
dredging, meaning the project is
about 39 percent complete.

Because Acme did nat meet
e uly 5 contrsct completion
e, liquidated damages of $500
per day began being assessed

arting July 6 until the dredging
substantially complete.

Hayes said Acme’s project
manager estimales completion
by July 29, which means the firm
would have to pay $12,000 in
damages.

The city will centinue to
monitor the project, especially
a5 the estimated start date of
July 19 approaches for the
Meadowbreok Road Bridge
consiruction.

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Was driver in
Weinsteins
car accident
uninsured?

Althouglt it’s been more than two
months since three members of a
Novi family were killed by a drunk
driver, no new information is cur-
rently available in the case, accord-
ing to Farminglon Hills police.

The case involves Thomas
Wellinger, o Farmingion Hills man
charged  with  killing  Judith
Weinstein, 49, and her sons, Alex,
12, and Sam, 9, when his vehicle
slammed into the Novi family the
altemoon of May 3.

Gary Weinstein, husband of
Judith and father of Alex and Sam,
owns Weinstein Jewelers o Novi at
41900 Grund River Avenue.

Wellinger's blood wlcohol level
was measured 3t 43 pereent follow-
ing the accident.

Fanmington Hills police lcamed
rocently that Wellinger did not have
auto insurance at the lime of the
accident, raising the gquestion of
financial Liability in the sccident.

At first, investigators thought that
he might be insured under another
insurmoe coimpany, Auto-Owners,
not Liberty Mutual, the company
detectives tried to confim covered
Wellinger at the time of the acci-
dent.

“He's still considered to be an
uninstred motorist” safd Sgt. Mike
Ciaramitaro of the Famington Hills
Police Deparument Traflic Section.

Secretary of State documents
showed that Wellinger was insured
by Liberty Mutual at the time of the
accident However, an agent with
the company said that the policy on
Wellinger's 2005 GMC  Yukon

Michigan continnes to fose
grognd in small hasiness
conditions poll

Michigan’s overal! business
climate and future direction con-
tinued (o lose ground, according
{0 the most recent Michigan
Small-Business Conditions poll.
The report’s data, which was
released today by the National
Federation of Indzpendent
Business/Michigan, provides an
overview of small-business cen-
ditions within Michigan and
compares them with neighboring
and other large population states,

“Michtgan's runkings from the
fits| quarter suFvey were §0 poor
we didn’t think ey could get
much worse, but they did,” sald
Churtie Owens, NFIB/Michigan
stute director. “We have moved
1o the bottom rank on a number
of key measures and it is very
roubling.”

The net pumber of small
employers (percent positive
minus percent negative) who
helieved busincss conditiens in
their market e are good was
zero, a drop of liftesn percentage
points Trom February. Michigan
retained its last place ranking on
the measure. Worse, condilions
appear 10 be deterioraling. A
negative four percenl (-4) charac-
terized conditions as “improv-
ing," a drop af Lwenty poinis
from 16 pereent in Lhe Jast sur-
vey, a change thal placed
Michigan al rock bottorm for that
climate measure as well. In
other key climate measures,
Michigan was also well below
the average of other sines polled.

A net negative 9 percent (-9)
indicated they were salisfied with
the direction the state is headed,
& drop of eleven points from the
first quarter survey. Michigan's
satisfaction with state direction
was the Jowest of the cleven
slates where the same question
was asked. For example,
Tennessee: had a net 49 percent
who were satisfted. Ohio had an
even net zero percent.

. "] strongly believe (hal the
shifl iin resulls in the ‘direction
the state i hended' question is a
reflection of the smali-business
reaction to the governor's divi-
sive single business tax shift pro-
posal,” said Owens. Il is consis-
