Il looks as -though ihc Novi 
Community School DisU'ict may 
have to wait a while to ful ly 
implement its budget for the 
2005-06 school year, as the state 
school aid budget is not yet com­
plete. 

It's not known how long i i w i l l 
take for the state to finish it, bul 
until then, Jim Koster, assistant 
superintendent of business and 
finance for the Novi Communily 
School DisiricI, is just going lo sit 
tight. 

"I've been in this business long 
enough to know that these things 
happen," Koster said. "One time 
we got it in late October. It does­
n't surprise me," 

" " K t J S t e f said "that the delay 
impacts Novi because the school 
district doesn't know what its 
budget is going to look like yet. 
Some things are simply on hold. 

"Our fiscal year started July 1 
and school doesn't start until late 
August," Koster said. "We could 
possibly get it after school starts. 
When we get all the count in and 
we know what the numbers are, 
then we ' l l amend,the budget. 
That's the only thing we can do. 
So here we sit and wait. We have 
no control over it." 

Greg Bird, director of commu­
nications for the State Budget 

Office, explained ihat ihe delay 
isn't that uncommon. 

"The state fiscal year begins on 
October 1, so it is not uncommon 
thai the school aid budget would 
nol be completed by July 1." Bird 
said. " I i has been in ihe past, but 
for the last four or five years it has 
not been." 

Bird said that what's occurring 
right now is the administration is 
in negotiations with the legisla­
ture on the budget. They're hop­
ing lo iron out their differences, 
not only in the school aid budget., 
but every area of the budget. 

"It certainly is difficult to say 
how long it 
can lake, but it 
certainly has 
the potential 
to go on for 
some time," 
Bird said. " I 
couldn't com­
ment on what 
difficulties 
school dis­
tricts would 

liave, ps I assume each district is 
different." 

Meanwhile, Koster will contin­
ue to play the wailing game. 

"We're sitting here with a budg­
et that wi l l nol be fully expensed 
until we know the amount we wil l 
receive from the state," he said. 
"We're going to hold the reins 
until we get things known. We're 
not going to implement every­
thing, and that's just the way it's 
going lo be."

One-hundred and thirty domes-
tic abuse victims now have refur­
bished cellular telephones and 
prepaid minutes in case of emer-
gency, thanks io a Novi High 
School student and the Verizon 
Wireless HopeLine program. 

After seeing an advertisement 
for the program in a magazine, 
Shefrick White decided to start a 
drive within the community. 

" I t looked like a good cause 
ihat wasn't as publicized as others 
are, and it got the woId out about 

domestic violence and how peo­
ple can help to prevent it or at 
least limit It," White said. 

After Christmas, the then-high 
school junior, presented the idea 
to Novi High School's Teen Court 
organization. After a unanimous 
vote, the club decided to sponsor 
the effort. 

Carol Diglio, Novi High School 
dean of students and Teen Court 
advisor, said that the overwhelm­
ing support was characteIistic of 
Novi students. 

"Our kids here are willing to 
help and do something that's pos-
itive for the community," she said. 
"Sherrick wanted to bring (the 
HopeLine drive), io the attention 
of the school, the community, and 
the kids wholeheartedly support­
ed him in doing that." 

• A I»U(!ction box fos ihe phones 
was set up in the high school 
attendance office, and the drive 
was publicized with signs 

throughout the school as well as 
an infomercial on the high school 
television news. 

By early June, White had col-
lected 130 phones, with about one 
quarter from the high school and 
the rest from neighbor and church 
donations.

A iwo-day preliminary exam 
wa.s scheduled lo begin Ihis morn­
ing that could lead lo a murder 
trial for Kevin Wayne Mykohiitis, 
37, of Farmington i-lills. 

Mykolaitis has been charged in 
the death of his former prison 
friend Cameron Wade .Sanders, 
29, in a supposed life insurance 
scheme gone bad. 

Tlie ejiam was scheduled lo 
begin at 8:30 a.m. today at .S2-I 
District Court in Novi in Judge

MacKcnzie's 
courtroom 
and may con-
linue through 
tomorrow, 
according lo 
Sgl. victor 
Lauria of the 
Novi Police 
Department, 
one of Ihe 

investigators in the case. 
Novi police were noiificd wlien 

Sanders' body was found in a 
wooded area jusI south of 
Twelve Oaks Mall by a passerby 
on the afternoon of Apri l 14, 
2003. 

More than two years later, 
Oakland County Prosecutor 
David Gorcyca announced the 
issuance of a warrant in the 
Novi homicide on Apri l 27. 

Mykolaitis was charged May 
4 wi ih first degree premeditated 
murder, a felony punishable by 
life; felon in possession of a 
firearm, a five-year felony; and 
two counts of possession of a 
firearm during ihe commission 
of a felony, a two-year felony. 

The charges stem from the 
April 11. 2003, execution-style 
slaying of 26-year-old Cameron 
Wade Sanders. 

Following an intensive inves­
tigation, Novi Police discovered 
that Sanders and Mykolait is

who originally met in prison, 
liiid bolh been invoh'cd in a 
series of thefts and insurance 
frauds leading up lo the mur­
der. 

According lo police reports, 
in 2002, they incorporated a 
business I'or an unstated pur­
pose under ihe name of 
F.xlensive Enterprises. In 
Feliruary 2003, Ihey look out a 
$600,000 life insurance policy, 
naming each other as benefici­
aries. 

A week before the murder, 
Mykolait is called State Farm 
Insurance to verify that Sanders 
had paid his insurance premi­
um. Following Sanders' murder, 
Mykolai t is filed a claim for 
S60O,OOO under Ihe policy. State 
Farm has refused lo pay, and 
Mykolaitis has filed a lawsuit 
against tlie insurance company. 

Novi police .saiji Ihe original 
plan was i'or the Iwo policy 
holders to fake one of their 
deaths and split the cash settle­
ment from the insurance policy. 

According lo police reports, 
in the early morning hours of 
Apri l 11, 2003, several witness­
es heard multiple gunshots from 
a wooded area near Twelve 
Oaks Mal l . 

Subsequent investigation by 
Novi detectives revealed that 
the v ic t im had met wi lh 
Mykola i t is at a Denny's 
Restaurant. 

Three days later, Sanders' 
body was discovered in that 
field. According to the autop.sy 
report, Sanders had been shot 
one time in the temple al close 
range and three more times in 
the chest. Two fired bullets were 
found in the ground under 
Sanders' body, indicating that 
the ki l ler stood over Sanders' 
body and fired down into his 
chest. 

"This case was solved 
becau.se Novi Police detectives 
painstakingly put together layer 
upon layer of evidence, culmi­
nating in the idenlificadon of 
Kevin Mykolait is as the murder­
er, said Oakland County 
Prosecutor David Gorcyca.

Murder victim Cameron 
Wade Sanders and his suspected 
murderer Kevin Mykolaitis may 
have been friends al one point. 

In fact, the two were former 
inmates in a Michigan 
Deparlment o f Corrections 
facility. 

Sanders' body was found in a 
wooded area south of Twelve 
Oaks Mall on April .14. 2003. 
Investigators believe that 
Mykolaitis killed Sanders on 
Apri l 11 after a meeling al 
Denny's Restaurant. 

The suggested motive in the 
murder was a $600,000 life 
insurance policy in which bolh 
ex-convicts were Ihc beneficiar­
ies. The Iwo cx-convicls had 

supposedly hatched a scheme in 
wliicli they would fake one of 
Iheir deaths and then collect the 
insurance money. 

But then, one of them aciual-
ly wound up dead. 

At the time of Sanders' death, 
he had served his time and was 
out on parole, being released 
from prison in July 2002, 
according to Sgt, victor Lauria 
of the Novi Police Department. 
Sanders, who was single, was 
working as an office manager 
for a furniture store in Ann 
Arbor before he was kil led, 
Lauria said. 

Mykolaitis, who had also 
completed his prison .sentence, 
is married and has a son and a 
daugliler He was working at 
Ford Motor Company's Wayne 
Assembly Plant before his arrest 
in April. 

The Michigan Department of 
Correction Web site's Offender 
Tracking Information System 
revealed that Sanders had 
received six sentences in the past: 

• conspiracy io commit break­
ing and entering for an offense 
committed Dec. 5, 1996, 

• breaking and entering with 

inlent for an offense coiiiiiiiltcd 
on Oct. 28, 1996, 

• breaking and cnlering wilh 
inlent I'or an offense on Sept. 5, 
1994, 

• breaking and entering with 
intent for an Offense on Sept. 11, 
1994, 

• and breaking and eiileriiig 
wilh intent for an offense on 
Oct. -S, 1994. 

Mykolaitis' sentences includ­
ed: 

• brcidving and entering with 
inlent for .an ol'fen.se on Sept. 12, 
1997, 

• conspiracy to dclivery/iiian-
ul'aclurc of less than 50 grams of 
narcotics/cocaine for an offense 
on July 11, 1990, 

• and delivcry/manufiiciiire of 
less than 50 grams of nar­
cotics/cocaine for an oi'l'ensc on 
March 6, 1987. 

Mykolaitis was also found 
guilty of being a habitual 
offender.

What's a preliminary 
exam? 

A preliminaiy e)(amination 
is the first adversarial hearing 
in the district court having 
jurisdiction over a case. At this 
hearing, the defendant is rep­
resented by an attorney. Tiie 
People and the victim are rep­
resented by an assistant pros­
ecuting attorney. 

The People must submit 
enough evidence to stiow that 
a crime was committed and 
that there's probable cause to 
believe the defendant commit­
ted the offense. 

The defense is allowed to 
cross-examine the witnesses 
called by tbe prosecution, call 
witnesses and submit evidence 
on bellalfofthe defendant. 

The magistrate can do one 
of three things after al! the evi­
dence has been submitted at 
the preliminary examination: 

•If the magistrate finds a 
crime was committed and that 
there is probable cause to 
believe the defendant commit­
ted the crime, the magistrate 
will send the case to circuit 
court for arraignment. 

•If the magistrate decides 
that the people have not met 
their burden and that either 
.there was insufficient evidence 
presented to show a crime 
was committed or insufficient 
evidence to show probable 
cause to believe the defendant 
committed the crime, the mag­
istrate will dismiss the charge. • 

•If the magistrate finds that 
the People have failed in their 
burden to show the crime was 
committed but finds evidence-
supports that a lesser offense 
was committed and probable . 
cause, he or she will "bind" the 
defendant over for arraignment 
on the general Information and 
trial on the lesser offense.

Tax deferment announced 

The Michigan General Propeny 
Tax Act has been amended wiih 
Public Act 24 to allow certain citi­
zens, including senior citizens, 
veterans and persons with disabil­
ities, to defer their summer prop­
erty taxes if they liave a house­
hold income below $35,000. 

The previous income level for 
deferment was $25,000. 

A i the beginning of July. Ireas-
urcrs across the stale mailed prop­
erty tax bills including informa­
tion regarding properly tax defer­
rals based on the previous 
$25,000 income limit. 

State officials have deleniiined 
that the new $35,000 income limit 
will be used in this year's summer 
propeny tax colleclion. 

To qualify for the defennciit 
under the new qualifying income 
li i i i i i , a resident must meet one or 
more of the following conditions, 
according to the Slate Income Tax 
Act: 

• A totally and permanently dis­
abled person, blind person, para­
plegic, quadriplegic, eligible .ser-

viceperson, eligible veteran, or 
eligible widow or widosvcr, 

• 62 years of age or older, 
including the unremanied surviv­
ing spouse of a person who was 
62 years o f age or older at ihe 
time of death. 

Residenis who believe they 
qualify iiiidcr ihe new liiiiit and 
wish to defer their summer prop­
erly laxes can obtain an 
Applicalion for Deferment of 
Summer Taxes from the city of 
Novi treasurer's ol'lice. Colleclion 
of Ihe approved deferred taxes 
will he delayed iinlil Ihe winter 
property taxes are due.

DD214s coiilain confidential 
infomialion and Johnson wants to 
assure Oakland County's veterans 
that the Oid<land County Clerk's 
Ollicc provides a secure reposito­
ry for iliesc importanl documenls. 
Al the same time, she wants veter­
ans lo be able to take advantage 
of available technology and has 
now made i l possible I'or veterans 
to process a request for Iheir 
recorded documcnt.s, al no charge, 
ihrough the Oakland County 
Clerk's Web site.

"You'd think, after all these years 
of skyrocketing attendance and 
increasing revenues, we'd get used 
to such growth," Withers said. 

"But wc don't take it I'or granted, 
and I'm sure we never will. We 
deeply ap|)rcciatc, especially during 
times of lough economics and 
increiising cynicism, each contribu­
tion given and the ouqiouring of 
eiilhusiasiii for this event. We do diis 
out of love — love of children less 
foilunale than ours and for die love 
of our friends. Tlie support we 
receive is so heartening," Wallers 
said.

Stale Sen. Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi) introduced legislation recent­
ly lhat would provide legid protec­
tion for consumers against the 
actions of unscrupulous builders 
and conlraclors. 

"Ii's important to builders lhat 
Ihey weed out the bad apples in 
dieir ranks," Cassis .said July 8 out­
side Novi city hall. 

"1 have liciu-d from constituents 
and seen on television the devtislat-
ing impact substandard workman­
ship can have on people's lives," she 
.said. 

"Some people are preying on cer­
tain individuals." 

Cassis believes the package of 
bills, if pa.ssed, wi l l go a long way 
toward protccling the consumer. 
The bills will be broughl lieforc the 
Committee on Economic 
Development, Small Business and 
Regulatory Refonri this fall. 

The legislation would give the 
state auUiority to go after unlicensed 
builders. Tlie new laws would: 

• establish a misdemeanor penal­
ty of between 93 days and one year 
in jail or a fine of between $5,000 
and $25,000 and a civil fine of 
between $5,000 and $25,000. 

Tlie new laws would also main­
tain a high siandard of professional­
ism in die industry by adding pre-
liccnsc and continuing education 
requirements. 

Other features of the bills 
include: 

• Using the National As.socialion 
of Home Builder's "University of 
Housing, Blueprint for Success" as 
a model, they would require 
builders or contractors to complete 
60 hours of education in the field 
before receiving a license. 

• Throughout the three-year 
license period, an individual would 
have 10 complete 21 hours of con­
tinuing education, with a minimum 
of ihree hours each year. 

The laws would protect con­
sumers by:

The bills change lhc liccn.se 
.schedule and increa.se fees to sup­
port education and enforcement 
efforts. The new schedule coincides 
wilh code updales, which occur 
every Ihree years. 

Tlie legislalion would: 
• increase license fee lo S180 for 

a three-year liccn.se, 
• itdd an additional $50 fee every 

diree years to provide an updated 
code book lo the licensee, 

• create lhc Builder Education 
Fund, placing $30 of the license fee 
into the fund for the department 10 
manage the education program, and 

• establish Ihe Builder 
Enforcement Fund, placing $30 of 
the license fee into tlie fund for 
enforcement ellbrts.

Wine lovers rejoiced — briefly 
— in May, when the U. S. 
Supreme Court micd that 
Michigan's law lhat outlawed 
out-of-state shipments of wine lo 
consumers while allowing in-.state 
wineries lo do so violates the 
interstate commerce clause of the 
Constitution. 

What many hoped lhat meant 
was lhat non-Michigan wineries 
would now be allowed to ship 
into the stale, thereby breaking 
the distribution monopoly now 

held by the 
beer and wine 
wholesalers. 

But the 
politicians 
had other 
ideas. 

Recently, 
the Hou.se 
Regulatory 
Refomi 
Committee 

approved, 5-1, a bill to ban any 
direct shipment of wine lo con­
sumers, at all, including sales al 
lasting roofns at Michigan vine­
yards. Instead of acting to make 
life better for the consumers, diey 
voted to prevent us from ordering 
shipments of wine at all. 

Why? The answer lies in an 
Interesting tale compounding pol­
itics, lobbying, money and ph i lo 
sophical analysis. 

The bill restricting wine sales 
is sponsored by Rep. Chris Ward, 
R-Brighton, among others. It is 
backed by die Michigan Beer & 
Wme Wholesalers Association, 
one of 1he most powerful lobby­
ing groups in the state. 
Supportefs of it argue wine-by-
mail would give kids under 21 
easy access to alcohol. Gniagine

most teenagers trying to figure 
oul how to order a pcrl'ecl 
Sonoma County piiiot noir.) Tlic 
bill was vehemently opposed by 
the a.s.sociation for the state's 42 
wineries, who claim it would kil l 
Iheir businesses. 

If there's anything Michigan 
doesn't need right now, ii is 
anodier move to kill some stale 
businesses. The House committee 
hearing was interesting. The vote 
was taken without discussion. ^ 
The hearing room was packed 
wilh lobbyists, many from die 
wholesalers association. 
Opponents distributed campaign 
finance reports showing how 
much money the committee 
members were paid by the whole­
salers' association. 

It was a lot. According to the 
nonpartisan Michigan Campaign 
Finance Networic, the association 
during die 2004 eleclion cycle 
contributed a total of $683,316 lo 
die campaigns of 97 oul of die 
110 House members. The associ­
ation contributed around S5,000 
(the maximum allowed by law) to 
four of the Five committee mem­
bers who voted for die bill. 

Rep. Ward, die bill's sponsor, 
received $4,138 for his campaign 
and anodier $7,900 for his politi­
cal action committee. 

A Hamburg Township group 
called Wine Consumers Across 
Michigan (wineCAM). put out a 
press release pointing to Uiose 
contributions, commenting 
"there's an implicit quid pro quo, 
and now Chris Ward is expected 
to give them the bill diey want, 
whatever Uie impact on 
Michigan's consumers or winer­
ies." 

The press release also quoted 

Jim Lester, owner of Wyncroft 
Winery in southwest Michigan, 
.saying "It's bribery, pure and 
simple." 

How did the representative 
respond? A story in the 
Livingston County Daily Press & 
Argus, Ward's hometown paper, 
quoted the state representative: 
"One never gets used to name 
calling. It's certainly insulting 
and way off base." 

Well, well. If noihing else, the 
brouhaha highlights the distinc­
tion — rampant throughout all 
politics today — between cam­
paign contributions from interest 
groups and outright bribery. 

The distinction in die law is 
subtle but clear. A bribe is a 
direct payment lo a lawmaker lo 
solicit a vote. It's a crime. A cam­
paign contribution, on the other 
tiand. is given to support (and 
gain acciess lo) a lawmaker whose 
views arc often aligned widi the 
interests of Ihe conlribulor It's far 
more indirect than a bribe, and it 
is legal. 

Fair enough. But in die muddy 
and imprecise real worid, what's 
the real difference? Not much, 
say advocates for cleaning up the 
system. And the ma,ssive contri­
butions given by die Michigan 
Beer & Wine Wholesalers 
Association in diis particular case 
give particular force and power to 
dial argumem. 

The core issue here is what the 
philosophers call "causation." 
Can it really be argued that a 
campaign contribution actually 
causes a legislator to vote in a 
certain way? The Michigan 
bribery statutes suggest that 
unless there is a direct link — a 
quid pro quo — between a pay­

ment and a vote, accepting a 
campaign conUibution does not 
in itself cause a legislator lo vote 
in a certain way. 

Bul untangling jusl what caus­
es something or. indeed, under­
standing what die meaning of die 
word "cause" is not so simple 
and has been debated by the 
philosophers for centuries. 
Perhaps die best word on die sub­
ject was offefcd by die I9di cen-
tuiy Scottish philosopher, David 
Hume. Hume argued dial if B 
always comes after A, it's fair lo 
assert dial A caused B; the term 
he used was "constant conjunc­
tion," which means anytime B 
occurs, A shows up first. 

As die well-known Latin lag 
goes, "posl hoc, ergo propter 
hoc" —- "after diis, dierefore 
because of this" — makes the 
same point. 

So what does all this say about 
Mr. Ward, his committee col­
leagues and the Michigan Wine 
& Beer Wholesalers Association? 
My guess: Awfully close to die 
edge of bribery but probably not 
legally over it. By die way. Ward, 
his colleagues and die whole­
salers association are taking a lot 
of flak ju-st now, which they rich­
ly deserve. 

They are also betting tiiat con­
sumers forget all about this 
before tiiey face the voters again 
next year. They may be right. But 
wine lovers have a long memory 
for good years, and bad.

Eleven years ago, Dr Scott 
Grodnian and his wife, Karyn, dealt 
widi their two son's diabetes by 
themselves, isolated from support of 
others dealing wilh the same situa­
tions. 

The hospital where his oldest son, 
Jarcd, was bom offeied a five-day 
program to educate parents about 
diabetes. After coinplcting it, the 
Grodniaiis were simply sent home. 

"1 dioughL ' l l l is is it? All we 
have lo do is give him medicine and 
feed him.' There's got lo be sonie-
thihg more.'" Grodnian said. 

In an effort to do ju.sl dial - more 
- Grodnian organized a race to raise 
iTioney for research, diabetes educa­
tion. The first year, aboul 60 family 
members and friends piuticipaied. 
Today, lUDund 500 people nin in the 
annual event. 

Since being established, lhc foun­
dation has raised clo.se lo $500,000 
for research. Diabetes is an autoim­
mune disease where something in 
the environment liiggeis a reaction 
lhat shuts down die pancreas .so that 
i l no longer produces insulin.

Tell Novi soccer standout 
Stephanie Crawford she's one of 
the best players in the stale and she 
says "Thanks."

The 
offer, which she took via a verbal 
commitnienl with the college, was a 
four-year, full-ride scholarship. 

"I l was a great offer and I really 
liked the school," said the forward.

As only a sophomore, Crawford 
knew she wanled to stay in-state for 
her collegiate career.

She's gol two years of high 
school and club soccer left ahead of 
her, bul Crawford doesn't have to 
worry herself about where she's 
going to continue her soccer career 
or who's going to pay for it. 

"It's an amazing offer," said 
Libby Crawford. "We're so proud 
of her. I called everyone when she 
decided. I'm so excited for her. We 
all are." 

The Crawford family expected 
the offer to be a decent one, mixed 
possibly with an academic scholar­
ship Uianks to Stephanie's 3.7 
grade-point average so far. When 
the full-ride athletic scholarship 
offer was extended, tilcy were sur­
prised bul happy. 

" I think Michigan will be a good 
fit for me," Crawford said. "Il's a 
great school, Ji's going lo be a com­
pletely different team by tile time I 
get tiiere, but I tiiink they're going 
to be competitive.

Smack the ball foul in nearly any ball­
park across Michigan and ihere's usual­
ly someone hopping ihe fence to go and 
grab i l . 

Just don'l try that at Walled Lake 
Northern or Walled Lake Central high 
schools. 

At Northern, the Knights baseball 
team can.only watch as foul balls f ly out 
of the park along the first base line. 
When It lands outside the fence, it 's in 
foul territory .where no one is supposed 
to wander. A t Cenlrai, it's along the 
third base line of the softball diamond 
where balls go to ntver return. 

"We must have hit about 20 balls over 
there that no one could go get," said 

Northville assistant baseball coach Brad 
O'Nei l l about Northern. 

But why? 
Both fields butt up against private 

property. At Northern, the district decid­
ed it was just best to let the balls be. At 
Cenlrai, the neighbor put up an eight-
foot-tall wooden fence and has yet to 
loss a softball back to the players. 

"At Northern it 's just a matter of l ia­
bi l i ty," said athletics director David 
Yarbrough. "We could have put a gate in 
the fence but it would have had to 
remain locked at al l times. Plus we just 
couldn't have kids jumping over it lo get 
the balls because we didn't want to get 
someone hurt on private property." 

The cost Isn't that great compared to 
what it would cost In terms of liability i f 
one of the players or coaches were to gel 

hurt trying to shag the ball. Yarbrough 
said a few extra dozen balls are used up 
at both locations, totally aboul $40 per 
dozen. 

"We've talked about putting up an 
extra high fence or some netting, but 
I've been told the cost just doesn't add 
up," said Tim Baglow, the head baseball 
coach at Northern. "We tell the other 
leams that come and play us that they 
should expect to use up a few extra 
balls. That's just the way it works." 

Though Yarbrough said they have 
indeed considered measures to stop the 
balls from escaping the park only to 
never return, he said the ones that have 
been tried haven't worked all that well. 
He doesn '̂t think new measures would 
work either. 

"They're going to find a way out of 

the park," he said. "Al Central we put a 
hood over the backstop thinking that 
would help. I t really hasn't. 

"We could spend the money putting 
up netting or fencing, but the balls are 
going to get out of (he park. It 's really 
not worth the cost." 

The rule is simple at both schools; hi l 
the ball out of the park and it lands on 
private property then that's where it's 
going to stay. 

"We're not going to send people over 
to get the balls," said Baglow. "That's 
the rule and we follow it. Some of the 
other coaches look at us a little funny, 
but that's what we've been told to do."

T k n 
say, for instance, an acquaiiilance 
needed a short tcriii loan for $.300 
to tide him over to payd.iy. Would 
you lend the money at an interest 
rate of 400 percent? Would you 
keep charging diis nUe every two 
weeks undl Ihc borrower paid you 
in full? This is die essence of a 
payday loan. 

Mo.si people balk at the idea of a 
loan with a 400 percent inlea'st 
rate, but p;iyday lenders are mak­
ing a killing issuing diese loans. In 
2003, payday loan borrowers 
forked over $3.4 billion in high 
interest rates, according to a study 
by Ihc nonprofit Center for 
Responsible lj;iiding (CRL). 

Long criticized by consumer 
groups its an industry that preys on 
the financially vulnerable, the pay­
day lending industry recently drew 
criticism from the IJniled States 
military. Citing a study that shows 
p.iyday lenders are aggressively 
targeting militiuy personnel, the 
Depailnient of Defense has imple­
mented a program that warns ser\'-
ice inen and women about the dan­
gers of payday loans and encour­
ages them to make lictler choices. 

Hottf payday loans work 

Easy access to quick cash with­
out requisite education ciin trap 
consumers in a vicious cycle of 
debt. Here's why To get a loan, a 
borrower gives the payday lender a 
postdated personal cheek, and in 
return ihey receive die cish 
advance minus the lender's fee. 
For example, with a $300 paydiiy 
loan, a borrower might pay $45 in 
fees and get $255 in cash. Tlie 
lender holds the check until tlie 
bonower's payday. At that lime, 
die borrower has the option to pay 
back the $300 in exchange for die 
check, let the lender deposit the 
check for $300, or renew or roll 
over the loan for an .iddidonal $45. 

According to CRL, only one 
percent of all payday loans arc 
made to one-time emergency bor­
rowers; and some 75 percent of 
payday customers are unable to 
repay dieir loan widiin a two-week 
time frame. That means most bor­
rowers roll over their lo;uis and 
pay renewal fees multiple times for 
Ihe same loan. In .sliort, they pay a 
lot of money for a small amount of 
credit. 

Some states, including Michigan 
are considering legislation that will 
regulate piiyday lenders. In 
Michigan, House Bill (HB)4834 
would set a maximum dc facto 
interest rate on a sliding scale 
depending on how much die con­
sumer borrowed with a maximum 
loan of $600. (Currendy, no limit 
exists on die interest rate.) Tlie bill 
guanmtees that borrowers would 
pay no mon; than 15 percent for a 
$100 loan, 14 percent on the sec­
ond $100,13 percent on the lliird 
$100,12 percent on die fourth 
$iOO, 11 pcnrent on die fifth $100 
and 11 percent on die sixdi $100, 
plus a verification fee. If a person 
were to obtain the maximum loan 
of $600, they would in en"ect pay 
roughly 12.7 percent for die loan. 
The bill also provides a number of 
consumer protecuons. HB 48.14 
cunently awaits Senate acuon. 

Alternatives t o payday loans 

Payday lenders are not die only 
option for cash-strapped con­
sumers. Advances from employers, 
emergency iissistance programs, 
overdraft prolecdon from a finan­
cial institutions and credit union 
loans are all realisdc altemadves to 
payday lending services. There's a 
caveat to diis suggestion, however. 
While Uiese alternatives may work 
in the .short term, borrowers must 
break the cycle of payday loan 
dependence and begin to budget, 
manage .dieir money and use credit 
wisely 

Consumer credit counseling 
agencies hkc GreenPath Debt 
Solutions offer consumers free 
credit counseling and budgeting 
plans. They can also set up pay­
ment plans with creditors, lower 
interest rates and in some cases, 
have late fees waived. Credit coun­
