A two-day preliminary exam

Sanders' body was found in a 
wooded area south of Twelve

Apri l 14 with multiple gunshot 
and stabbing wounds. 

Police believe Sanders was at 
the wrong end of a life insurance 
scam, Sanders and Mykolailis 
allegedly created a bogus busi-

• Contractor 
leaves limbs in 
Novi yards

Novi resident Laura Paulk 
fears that the state's dreaded 
insect, the Emerald Ash Borer, 
might spread due to some tree-
trimming work being done by a 
DTE Energy contractor in Novi. 

Paulk claims that the conhac-
tor is leaving limbs — many 
from deceased ash trees — for 
residents to remove. 

Because Paulk believes that

Consumers interested in learn­
ing DTE Energy's pohcy regarding 
tree trimming can visit the compa­
ny's Web site at 
www.dteenergy.com and type in 
"line service" in the search box. 

As part of its ongoing prevendve 
maintenance program. DTE 
Energy conttactors visit each com­
munity in die company's' service 
area, on average, every four to five 
years to clear trees away from pole-
to-pole power lines. 

For safety reasons, the company 
is required to maintain a minimum 
distance of 10 feet between tree 
limbs, and,energized wires and 

equipment. 
The hee crews wil l chip and 

remove small branches and debris 
they create. All branches and 
smaller limbs from dead or dis­
eased tfees will be left on residents' 
property for them to dispose of 
responsibly Larger wood will be 
cut to handling length and left for 
residents' use. 

The Web site notes that the 
Michigan Department of 
Agriculture has issued a quarantine 
for all ash tree products in Wayne, 
Oakland, Macomb, Livingston, 
Lenawee, Lapeer, St. Clair, 
Ingham. Washtenaw and Monroe 
counUcs due to a serious infesta­
tion by an the Emerald Ash Borer. 

The Emerald Ash Borer seri­
ously damages ash trees and can

Randy Auler, director, Novi 
Paries, Recreation & Forestry 

i Department, said Ihe trust fund 
board wil l announce grant award 
winners in December. 

Two public hearings took 
place Monday night. 

The first public hearing was 
on proposed amendments to the 
Community Recreation Plan 
2003-2008, which had io be 
amended before the grant appli­
cation could move forward. The 
changes basically affected the 
amount of passive parkland in 
ihe city outlined in the plan, 
which yvould increase wilh the 
land acquisition. These changes 
were approved in a 7-0 vote. 

William Roskelly, a Livonia 
developer from Bagney & 
Smiih, has agreed to keep the 
land north of Village Wood Lake 
idle for $900,000, even though 
he already has a site plan 
approved io build 10 condomini­
ums. 

Recently, another developer, 
Claudio Rossi o f Mirage 
Development in Novi, agreed to 
donate just over 36 acres in 
Orchard Hills West subdivision 
as part of the grant application. 
Rossi believes this land would 
have enough value to comprise 
the 25-percent local maich in 
connection with the grant. 

Orchard Hills West subdivision 
is between Nine Mile Road and 10 
Mile Road just west of 
Meadowbrook Road. The trust 
fund graiit coordinator, Linda 
Hegsirom, has stated that the two 
parcels could be considered as one 
in the grant application as diey are 
connected by the Rouge River. 

Grant appl icat ion hearing 

The next public hearing was 
on the actual grant application. 
Laura Lorenzo made a motion 
seconded by Kim Capello to 
approve the grant application 
utilizing both the Roskelly and 
the Mirage property. 

The motion further stated that 
the Mirage land donation would 
be valued at $108,450, which i-s 
the current assessment on (he 
land, according to City assessor 
Glenn Lemmon. He recently 
assessed the value of the Mirage 
property at $3,000 an acre. 

However; when winter tax 
bills go out i l l December, 
Ltmmpn will assess the"36-plus 
a( res |it zefe-deHarsr-sinoe-the-
eniire flonatcd-property^ is paft o f 
a i conservation easement;'No 
developer can build on land ear­
marked as a conservation ease­
ment, as it is preserved land. 

Lorenzo's motion went on to 
say that the city would approve 
the grant application with the 

condition that theciiy receive a 
letter or letters of intent from 
either a community organiza­
tion, such as Friends of Novi , 
Parks and/or homeowners aiiso-
ciations, that commit(s)^ to 
organizing and coordina|ing 
fund-raising eflbrts. ; 

These efforts are to target an 
initial donation of $97,350. 
Lorenzo's moiion also noted that 
fund-raising efforts wi l l continue 
in the event lhal the Mirage par-' 
Ccl ( i f the Cily receives Ihe grant) 
is appraised at less than 
$108,450. Auler noted lhat the 
$97,350 may increase due to 
incremental costs. 

The additional monies would 
have to come forward from ihese 
organizations. And, i f these 
organizaiions arc unsuccessful, 
the letter of intent must state thai 
they recognize lhat the city will 
not accept the grant. 

Rossi valued the property in 
question in Orchard Hills We.st al 
$13,000 an acre, which is more 
lhan enough lo cover the 25 per­
cent match. He has not sl,iled i f 
he initiated a foniial appraisal on 
the property. 

Cappel lo amenrls mot ion 

Cappello made a "friendly 
amendment" to Lorenzo's 
motion that if the residents sub­
mit an appraisal approved by 
administration on the Mirage 
parcel prior lo submission (of Ihe 
grant) lhal the cily could use lhal 
land value as opposed to the 
$3,000 sel forth in the motion. 

The problem is that since the 
grant application must be lo 
Lansing by Aug. I, obtaining an 
appraisal on the Mirage parcel 
on such short notice wi l l be dif-
ficuU. 

However, if residents could 
obtain an appraisal before the 
application deadline, they might 
not have lo come up with the 
$97,000-plus match. 

I f no appraisal is sought, the 
grant funding would be capped 
at what the application stales is 
the value of the Mirage property 
— $3,000 an acre. 

Andrew Mutch of Friends of 
Novi Parks said Monday night 
lhal he didn't believe residents 
had enough time to finalize a 
stale-approved appraisal on the 
Mirage property before Ihe end of 
the week. However, several resi­
dents were interested in at least 
trying to obiain the appraisal. 

In a 4-3 vole, Capello, 
Lorenzo, Bob Gait and Lynne 
Paul voted to approve Lorenzo's 
moiion. Council members Toni 
Nagy, Mayor Lou Csordas and 
Mayor Pro Tem David Landry 
voted against the motion to 
approve the grant application.

residents are not being instnicted on 
how to properly dispose of limbs, 
this means thai theoretically people 
Could ttansporl die wood lo bum al 
summer homes up north, carrying 
the Emerald Ash Borer larvae widi 
them. 

"Why is the company dial con-
bxils the site for quarantined wood 
Containing the Emerald A.sh Borer 
leaving il for Novi homeowners to 
Clean up? Wouldn't ihey be more 
knowledgeable and better equipped 
Uian the average homeowner to take 
caie of lhat malerial in a responsible 
way?" Piiulk asked. 

She noted lhat the contracted 
company, Asplundh Tree Expert 
Company, comes through Novi 
about every five years to clear pub­
lic righls-of-way of Uxies so Uiey 
don't inlerfen; wilh elccirical lines. 

Paulk added that workere, during 
Ihcir iree-triniiiiing efforts, 
dcsuxiyed die • landscaping in her 
yiud lo the |xjint dial she called die 
Novi police to file a malicious 
desuuction of property report on 
June 17. 

"It's quarandncd wood lhat has 
suici regulations aboul how it's sup­
posed to be disposed," Paulk said. 

Paulk said after Asplundh work­
ers himmed uees near her property, 
limbs were in Iter (lowers, bushes 

and even slicking out of the ground. 
Bul, her real concern is die poten­

tial spread of the deadly insect dial's 
plagued die slate's ash ut;es for .sev­
eral yeais. 

P>iulk said Asplundh expects resi­
dents to take die. diseased wood aIid 
dispose of it properly on the fimi's 
designated disposal site in Livonia 
on Glendale Su-eet or to odier dis­
posal siics in lhc area. 

'They're leaving it to Ihe home­
owners or die city of Novi to clean 
up their mess," Paulk said. 

City's response 

In a July I I memo to Randy 
Auler, director, Parks, Recreation & 
Forestry Departmeni, and Steve 
Printz, city forester. Clay Peanion, 
assistant city mmager, said lhat he 
had received a message from Mike 
Palchcsko, die city's contact widi 
DTE Energy. . 

"He confirmed wiUi DTE stafl' 
that what we .ire seeing is a DTE-
satictioned approach lo clearing 
trees from power lines. The DTE 
party line is dial dead Uees, no mai­
ler the species, iue left by DTE cul 
up iuid piled up al die property line 
next to the place they im: felled," 
Pe;u>>on said. 

DTE Energy does not chip, 
remove or dispose of dead Ux:es. If 
ihe hx'es are alive when diey .ire cut, 
workers cliip them, except for logs. 
Palclicsko said il was a safety issue 
for dieir cnjws as far as chewing 
up/working widi dead tree removal 
debris. 

"Tills DTE policy of littering Ihe 
public right-of-way widi dieir ttee 

debris doesn't pass die common 
sense test aboul cleaning up after 
oneself," Pearson said. 

Pearson sent a lelier lo Palchesko 
July 13 complaining about the 
improper disposal of dead tree 
material in Novi and is awiiiting a 
response. 

Palchesko received die lelier on 
July 15 and has passed il on lo 
DTE's line Clearance stalT widi the 
intention of having some discussion 
widi some stall members diis week 
on the situation in Novi, according 
lo Lori Kessler, DTE Energy 
spokesperson. 

"We'll continue working widi die 
cily (of Novi) 10 beller understand 
their concerns, but die policy is Con­
sistent throughout our southeastern 
Michigan service territory," she said. 

"Our top priority is to maintain 
dial 10-fool clearance between trees 
and our power lines because of die 
impact lhat trees can have on service 
reliability in your communiiy," 
Kessler added. 

Paulk's son, Jim, of Fannington 
Hills, noted dial odier coininuniues 
have had similar problems with 
DTE Energy leaving limbs in resi­
dents' yards. He stud die Michigan 
Public Services Comtnision might 
be helpliil lo residents who have line 
clauTuice issues as diis is tlie gov­
erning body widi authority over util­
ity companies.

Although the Weinstein family 
lives in l-'armingloii Hills, the 
father. Gary, owns a Novi busi­
ness, Weinstein Jewelers of Novi 
at 4l<;y()Grand River .-Xve. The 
accident shocked residents in 
both coninuinities. 

The question is if Wellinger is 
supposedly incompetent, how 
could he sign a legal document? 

Barry l.aKritz. attorney for the 
Weinstein family, is now ch;d-
lenging the legality of this busi­
ness transaction. 

The firm hired probate attor­
ney Alan May. (roin the (inn of 
Kemp. Klein, Umphrey & May 
in Troy, to appctir in court on 
Wcinslein's behalf on July 27, 
M;iy w:is retained to ;isk ()akland 
County I'robate Judge liugene 
Moore to reverse the property 
transfer al a hearing. 

"We have filed a petition, on 
behalf of the Weinsteins. for 
appointment of a public adminis­
trator. The puqiose cd' that is to 
garner the assets and also undo 
this transaction because we feel 
it's fraudulent." l^aKrit/. said. 

"You can't claim you're 
incompetent for one purpose and 
then imply competence by sign­
ing over a deed. When you triitis-
fer a properly, you ha\e to he 
competent." 

The court wi l l determine if 
Wellinger, who was injured in 
the accident, is ccuiipetent to 
stand trial. He is currently being 
evaluated at the Center for 
l-'orensic I'sychiatO' in Ypsilanti, 
with the report on his mental sta­
tus due Aug, 22, 

LaKri i / said if Wellinger is 
deemed to be incompetent, then 
the transfer of the deed could he 
determined invalid, "That's our 
position on the quick claim 
deed." he .said. 

He added thai a court-appoinl-
cd guardian did visit Wellinger 
last week and said he believes 
Wellinger is coiiipetent lo stand 
trial. However, this is just one 
more piece of infonnalion that 
the judge will use in making a 
•formal decision on Wellinger's 
competency. 

"His opinion is not binding." 
LaKrilz .said, and the complete 
court-ordered psychiiilric evalua­
tion must be completed. 

Mitchell Ribitwcr. Wellinger's 
attorney, did not return calls. 

The house, on Torch Lake in 
Kewadin, was valued at 
S89.5,(X)(), according to LaKrilz. 
Wellinger signed the deed on the 
home over to his parents. Jack 
and Maxine Wellinger of 
Oregon. They are also slil l 
assigned as his legal guardians, 
LaKrilz said. 

"We are sli l l hoping that 
someone comes forward to tcii 
us where Wellinger was that 
day," LaKritz said.

" rhe irony is that we see that 
Weinstein family is adopting the 
slogan of 'Choose 
Responsibility.' Whereas. 
Wellinger. who became incredi­
bly drunk and killed three people 
and is now trying to transfer 
property oul of his name, is 
choosing irresponsibility," 
LaKritz said. 

LaKritz said i f someone does 
have information aboul 
Wellinger's activities on Ihe 
afternoon nf May 3. they can e-
mail him at blakrilz([*lakril-
zlaw.coiii or call (248) 723-
4747. 

"He could have been drinking 
on the job for all we know, bul 
his employers are not about lo 
come forward and tell us that. 
LaKrilz said. 

A civi l suit wi l l follow in the 
case, with Weinstein suing 
Wellinger for the wrongful death 
of his entire imniediale family, 
according lo LaKrilz. 

"It 's a little like the O.J. 
.Simp.son situation — first was 
the criminal suit, and then came 
the civil suit," LaKritz said. The 
only difference is this guy's not 
going to get off." 

LaKritz nixed rumors that 
Wcinslein's jewelry business is 
going to close. 

"He has not liccn back l« work 
to my knowledge, but Ihe busi­
ness is still in operation."

Sgt. Victor Lauria of the Novi 
Police Department informed 
Stoneking of Ihe death of her 
grandson several days later.

Ashley Keller of Pittsburgh, 
Pa., was the next witness for the 
prosecution al the exam. Keller, a 
pen pal of Sanders' while he was 
in prison, started communicating 
via e-mail with Sanders on July 
1, 2003. Her online nickname 
was Aurora Rose. She testified 
that about 10:30 p.m. on April 9, 
he said he was going lo a local 
mall — she couldn't remember i f 
it was Three Oaks or Twelve 
Oaks — and lhat he was going to 
a d:ince club with a man named 
Kevin. 

Tic d idnl tell me why they 
were ineeltng the next day, but he 
said he was going lo meel him at 
10:30 p.m.." Kessler said. The 
witness noted thai Sanders, who 
was divorced, had coni'ersatioiis 
with her about his ex-wife, who 
had a new boyfnend. She said 
Sanders told her the boyfriend

Keller said Del. Jen-od Han of 
the Novi Police Departmeni con­
tacted her on Apri l 21. 2003, 
about Sanders' murder 

Onl ine date tes t i f i es 

Erika Gebliardt of Yuma. Ariz., 
(the former Erika Stone) met 
Sanders through an online dating 
Web site al the end of March 
2003. The two dated only a few 
times before he was killed. She 
testified that she saw him for a 
couple of hours on April 9, 2003. 
and spoke with him the next day. 

"He said he was going lo meet 
Kevin al 10 p.m. lo discu.ss busi­
ness, and lhat he was going into 
business wilh him," she said. 

Sanders said he would call her 
on Thursday nighl (April 10). 
When he didn'l call, she called 
him aboul 11 p.m, or 11:30 p.ni. 
lhat night and also called his 
place of employment the next 
day to see i f he had been at work 
on Apri l 11. 

Gebhardt called Novi police 

on April 13 to say Sanders was 
missing. Officers went lo his 
home al Novi Meadows mobile 
home park, and he was not there. 
Gebhardt said Sanders' room-
male said he had not seen him in 
several days. 

The online friend was eventu­
ally told Iliiil a body had been 
found, and that police believed it 
lo be Sanders. While speaking lo 
a member of the media, she saw 
Kevin Mykolaitis" phone number 
on the reporter's notebook and 
committed it lo memory. 

She later called the number, 
saying she was a friend of 
Sanders' and wanted to speak to 
Mykolaitis. 

She said Mykolailis eventually 
returned her call and wanlcd lo 
know i f she had talked lo police 
and what she had said. 

"Kevin became agitated and 
upsel after I mentioned lhat 1 had 
talked to police," Gebhardt said. 
He then asked i f she lived alone 
and had children, which fright­
ened her, so she called Novi 
police again because she feared 
for her aijd her children's safely. 

"He did not sound very sad 
that a friend of his had jusl been 
murdered." Gebhardt said. She 
noted that Mykolailis said he was 
al home with his wife and lhat he 
had met with his brother after 
11:45 p.m. on Apri l 10,2003; 

"He said that Cameron had 
been involved in a drug smug­
gling scheme in Port Huron and 
that he had been seen wilh many 
women al the lime of his death," 
Gebhardt said. 

"1 never even got to kiss him," 
she said about Sanders. 

Paul Walton is the assistant 
prosecuting attorney in lhc case. 
Mykolailis' defense attorneys are 
from the firm of Fried Saperslein 
Abbatl P.C. in Southfield.

He offered praise to both 
Democrats and RepubUcans on 
the House and Senate tax com­
mittees for taking the lime to 
obtain business owner input on 
the single business lax and state 
business climate issues during 
statewide heiirings on an earlier 
tax plan proposal by Gov.

The governor's plan did nol 
fare as well when surveyed by the 
group in the spring with almost 
80 percent of respondents reject­
ing die proposal.

Novi High School teacher David 
Legg will never look at a Ronald 
McDonald House donation box ihe 
•same way .igain. 

Located near McDonald's cash 
registers, the boxes represent houses 
lhal provide lemporaiy lodging for 
the families of sick children iii near­
by hospitals. 

As an end-of-die-ycar communi­
ly .service project for the Ronald 
McDonald House of Ann Arbor, 
Legg and his Advanced Television 
and Production students created a 
six-and-a-half-ininute promotional 
video lhal provided a lour of the 
house and outlined the mission of 
llie program. 

"Tlie mission slatemenl of the 
house is lo be a home away from 
home for die families of sick chil­
dren," said Pal Holt, Golden Fry 
Management markedng coordina­
tor. "The video depicted fliis philos­
ophy. Il showed the house, but the 
students also interviewed the family 
of a sick child. The video showed 
llic psychological side of it, die sup­
port .^steni from odier families who 
lire going ihrough die same horrible 
experience." 

In eiu-ly April, afler learning about 
Novl High School's television pro­
gram. Holt contacted Legg and dis­
cussed die house's need for a fund-
raising video. 

"McDonald's Corporadon opens 
tlie houses, but once diey're open, 
it's up to die individual houses lo 
fund day-to-day expenses," Holt 
said. "Fund-raising videos are defi­
nitely needed lo help dieift efforts, 
bul to get (a video) professionally 
done is totally out of their budgei." 

Students in the Advanced 
Television and Production class 
have been creaung videos for non­
profit programs for over 10 years, 
widi clients ranging from teachers in 
llie dislricl to Boy Seoul and Girl 
Scout troops. 

i.egg said dial working wilh char­
itable groups has helped lo enrich 
die iicadeinic experience for siu-
deiils. 

"It gives the students a real world 
connecdon to die skills dial diey're 
le.Tming in class. They are able to 
see dial die work diey do as a proj-
eel in school can have an impact in a 
much wider communily," he said.

"(Tlie project) really lets ilie stu-
denls see dial Ihey can have an effect 
in the world," he added 

Siudeni producers Kaidyn Rich 
and Taiki Waianabe made a prelimi-
niuy visit (o die house to discuss 
video plans widi executives, later 
reluming lo film die video after 
planning interviews and writing a 
script. In early June, they completed 
die project after iwo weeks of edit­
ing. 

l-egg said Ihat die video was a 
culmination of skills learned 
diroughout the year bul provided 
some new challenges for die student 
producers. 

"(Rich and Walanabe) were really 
solid, advanced students, but had nol 
done anydiing like diis before," said 
Legg. "They needed a lot of cneativ-
ity, bul also a business-like 
approach; the house had a specific 
need, and Ihe students had to work 
within those parameters in a creative 
way." 

For Rich, being in charge of a 
project for die first lime was an 
"invaluable experience," one dial 
she says has- made her more pre­
pared for her television internship 
and future college classes. 

"It gave me a lot of freedom and 
opportunity to grow as a cinematog-
rapher and editor," said Rich. "It was 
one of my favorite experiences from 
high school."

Secondly, so many while parents in subur­
ban cities like Novi believe that the drug 
problem is nol soinelliing Ihcy have to worry 
about. They think of the black kids in Detroit 
or the Hispanic drug lords of Columbia when 
Ihcy think aboul ihe diug epidemic. By put­
ting an Hispanic face on ihis slorj' the Novi 
News feeds the belief lhal "il's nol our prob­
lem". 

Please use racial and ethnic adjectives 
vvilh care and balance if you believe they 
must be used at all.

The message from Mayor Lou Csordas lo 
rc.sidenis who attend Novi City Council 
meetings begins with a friendly greeting: 
"Novi is an active and rapidly growing com­
munity lhat has always prided itself in its cit­
izen participation. Your presence here and 
other govcriiiiiciil functions is solicited and 
welcome." 

Sounds good, doesn't il? But jusi try com­
ing lo council to make a pre:?entalion that 
includes visual aids, and see how receptive 
our mayor is to citizen inpul. At the meetings 
I have recently attended, citizens have cour­
teously prcscnicd charts, documents and 
photographs representing a great deal of 
preparation, time and thought. These are pro­
jected onto a screen behind council and the 
mayor Mr. Csordas' head does not even turn 
to look at the material; however, his three-
minute tinier and gavel are ever at the ready 
i f a speaker exceeds the time limil. Just when 
the audience thinks perhaps our mayor's 
neck won't allow him to turn, a city of Novi 
staff member projects an image on the 
screen, and suddenly our mayor has the abil­
ity to turn around to look. 

I suggest lhat i t 's worth our time to tune 
in 10, or tape for later viewing, the broadcast­
ing of council meetings on Channel 13 on 
the following Sunday evenings. You won't 

even need the audio feature, although that 
provides a whole other form of "entertain­
menl." 

To further lift words from the mayor's 
greeting to residents: "My office hours here 
at city hall are on Saturdays from 10 a.m. to 
12 noon. An appointment is not necessary. 
You can just stop in - you're always wel­
come." The next sentence states that it may 
be necessary to cancel Saturday hours, so 
checking the Web site first is recommended. 

I'm not so naive that I expect an elecied 
leader to agree with every resident, but a 
higher standard of conduct that would match 
what is expected of residents is what 1 would 
expect of our mayor at council meetings.

Preserve land, wildlife 

I know thai being a fisherman the first 
thing that comes into your mind is that all 
fisherman arc liars when it comes to whal 
they've caught and how big the fish was. Bul 
in Ihis case, I am not exaggerating wilh the 
following description of the Village Woods 
Lake fish population. Over Ihe last 17 years 
that I have lived and fished on this lake, I 
have personally caught large mouth bass as 
big as 16 inches, while crappie as big as 13 
1/2 inches long, good size yellow 
bellied perch, blue gills, and sunfish, along 
with some small small mouth bass. 

Furthermore, 1 have seen taken from Ihe 
lake by other fisherman (many of 
which arc nonresidents, I might add, but 
come here lo fish) large mouth bass as big as 
20 inches; pike over 24 inches; and have 
seen swimming by the shoreline carp that 
must be 30 to 36 inches long. Even these 
outside residents seem to appreciate this lake 
and its fishing. Mo.st practice a catch-and-
relcasc philosophy, no mailer Iheir size. 

The DNR thought enough of this lake 27 
years ago to stock it with 500 large moulh 
b;iss (ihus Ihe thriving large mouth popula- . 
lion). I f you compare this lake to 
Meadowbrook Lake, which is always murky, 
muddy looking and cloudy, and the Village 
Oaks Lake, which is shallow and overly 
wann. Village Woods Lake is a little gem 
worth keeping open to the public. It is spring 

, fed, 35-40 feel deep in some areas, and 
clean, cold and clear. I have swam in i l 
numerous times over the years. 

Silting in the middle of one of the busiest 
and sti l l fastest growing communities in 
southeast Michigan, this propeny is worth 
keeping in ils natural state. By the way, 
when this lake was stocked with 500 bass. 
Village Oaks Lake received 1,000 bass. It 

• does riot have the hiialthy fish'pbpu'lat'iori tKa't 
Village Woods Lake does because of its shal­
lowness and overly-warm water 

In addition, this small piece of wetlands 
and second generation tree growth is the lasi 
viable parcel of habital for wildlife in ihe 
immediate area. The wetlands and lake are 
home to huge snapping turtles (16-20 inches 
long) and painted tunics. 1 have found box 
turtles walking the gra.s.sy meadows. There 
are great blue herons year round because 
Ihey can hunt the.se wetlands all year. You'll 
also find the green heron, less bittern, bam 
and tree swallows and kingfishers in addition 

to transients rcdiail hawks, coopers hawks, 
sharpeshin hawks and ospreys. Throughout 
the open water season there is always an 
assortment of waterfowl, like trumpeter 
swans. There is a particular pair o f Canadian 
geese that make their nest in the exact same 
spot on the lake every year. There are wood 
ducks, both types of mergansers, double 
crested cormorants, and of course mallards 
by the dozens. They all make this lake their 
home throughout the year 

Other residents you'll find in Ihe woods 
are the ubiquitous rabbit, raccoons, opos­
sums, skunks, woodchucks, white tail deer, 
along with predators such as red fox 
and coyote. And, even though the deer tend 
to eat my gardens lettuce and vegetables, 1 
do enjoy watching them and the fawns come 
down to the lake to drink in the mornings 
and at dusk. 

On top of all this, the green of the forest is 
pleasant to look at and 1 believe adds value 
to existing property and to the community as 
a whole. On a personal nole, colleagues of 
mine from work who attend CPE classes 
at Walsh College tell me lhat they'll frequent­
ly take Meadowbrook Road lo avoid traffic. 
They pass this area and are amazed by its 
beauty and tranquility 

As a Village Oaks resident of 30-plus 
years, I would appreciate it i f the cily coun­
cil would take into consideration the act of 
preserving the 15 acres north of Nine Mile 
Road and east of Meadowbrook Road, I 
don't feci it's too much for the city to consid­
er the wishes of over 700 households in this 
section of the city and apply to the State of 
Michigan Natural Resources Trust Fund for a 
grant to purchase said property. And, I would 
also hope that the state takes all of these fac­
tors into consideration when reviewing and 
niling on the granl application.

Tale of Funding For Michigan's 
Fifieen Public Universifies. The 
ritual was played out again last 
week as governing boards 
announced increased tuitions, 
most by double-digit margins. 

Michigan State, for example, 
increased in-state freshman 
tuition by 13.5 percent, to 
$7,994; ihe University of 
Michigan went up by 12.3 per­
cent, to $9,213. Wayne State, 
whose working-class students 
are.leasi able io afford i i . had ibe 
highest hike of all: 18.5 percent. 

Gov. Jennifer Gtanholm. play­
ing her stylized but dramatic: part 
as the guardian of college-bound 
family finances, promptly 
attacked the increases. "To me, 
these are unaccepuble num­
bers," Granholm said ai a 
Lansing press conference, " l 
would ask that the boards and 
univefsity regents to reconsider 
how much ihey are raising 
tuition." 

Fat chance. They have little 

choice. And Granholm knows it, 
as does every university presi­
dent in the state and even some 
members of the Legislature. 
Michigan has cut state support 
for its public universities by 
more lhan $250 mil l ion over the 
past three years. 

Over this period, the U-M, for 
example, has lost more than $49 
million in state funding, while 
MSU lost more dian $33 mill ion 
and Wayne State University got 
nicked by $40 mill ion. 

Over the same time, the U-M 
cut $77 million f rom its budget, 
eliminated 500 jobs and 
increased class size, while MSU 
cut $66 million and axed another 
500 jobs. 

These repeated cuts "threaten 
to compromise the University o f 
Michigan's core academic excel­
lence." President Mary Sue 
Coleman told the Board of 
Regents last week. 

MSU board president David 
Porteous told his board. 
"Unfortunately, the circum­
stances of Michigan in terms of 
funding for higher education 
have continued a downward spi­
ral." 

A l l of which makes Gov. 
Granholm's lecture to the uni­
versities -— "figure out a way to 
streamline, to tighten your belts 
thft way the state has done" — 
seem remarkably like a modern­
ized version of ancient Kabuki 
texts. 

A l l this is bad enough, but the 
state budget for the coming fis­
cal year which starts on Oct 1 is 
sti l l being negotiated by the gov­
ernor and legislative leaders. 

University officials are caught 

in a timing bind. They need to 
send out tuition bills to their stu­
dents this summer, yet dIey have 
no idea how much money they'll 
be getting from the state this 
fall. 

So they decided to hedge 
against further state cuts (anoth­
er 2 percent is considered like­
ly), announce dieir tuition 
increases and get their tuition 
bills into die mail. 

Readers with long memories 
wil l recall Uiat last year the gov­
ernor jawboned the universities 
into holding tuition increases 
below 3 percent, even though 
state support for universities 
dropped, promising that state 
support would be increased in 
the coming year. 

Well, turns out that the first 
version of the budget included 
anodier $30 million cut, and the 
university presidents went ballis­
tic. 

The resolution was a tacit 
deal. The state figures io cut 
appropriations for higher ediica-
tion again tills time around, so 
die universities were told quietly 
dial the governor and lepslature 
wouldn't beef loo much i f their 
tuition increases were higher 
tiian tile inflation rate. Hence 
some of tiie posturing and 
declaiming coming out of 
Lansing in recent days. 

I talked witii Andrea Fischer 
Newman, who has just been 
elected chair of the U-M board 
of regents, late last week. 

Generally, she's voted against 
tuition increases, but this time 
she went along. How come? " I 
voted for tiie tuition increase 
because we really have to do 

something about replacing 
declining stale appropriations. 
We need to set up an endowment 
that offsets an uncertain state sit­
uation that's likely to last for 
years. 

"Creating an endowment of 
this size wil l take generations, 
but we've just got to start now." 
Good idea. If the state isn't 
smart enough to support the 
crown jewel of its higher educa­
tion system, die U-M needs to 
do it on its own. 

Gov. Granholm wants to dou­
ble the number of kids getting 
college degrees in Michigan, but 
she isn't talking aboul where die 
money to do i l wil l come from. 
The legislature sounds as fliough 
the only thing that's going to 
save the state is more and more 
tax cuts. 

And in tiie meantime the uni­
versities — Uie only institution 
keeping bright and able people 
coming to and slaying in 
Michigan — are being pushed to 
tiie brink. Sometiiing has to give. 

In Kabuki plays, it's often 
hard to figure out who is the 
good guy and who is tire villain. 
There is also a trap door on the 
stage, tiirough which an actor 
can suddenly arrive to save the 
day. I wish I could say the same 
thing about our stage, and our 
political masters in Lansing.

Trina Nestle 
realized there was 
no way a group of 
47 people from a 
church in suburban 
Detroit could ever cure 
hunger, disease and 
poverty in an African country 
in just two weeks, but they could 
help make a difference in as 
many lives as possible. 

Tlie first time Nestle visited 
the African country of Zambia 
five years ago, she was over­
whelmed. She had gone over on 
a mission trip wilh Novi's Oak 
Poinle Church to try to help the 
Zambian people, but when she 
anived, she learned -that the prob­
lems people faced over there 
were far greater than she origi­
nally thought. 

"The devastation there was so 
big, I couldn't .see a beginning or 
an end to the poverty, or how my 
brain could even focus on doing 
one little Ihing," Nestle said. " I 
came back home ihe first year 
feeling very defeated." 

But she knew her efforts were 
worthwhile, and she returned the 
next year a little more focused. 

"God doesn't ask us to save 
the world; that's His job," she 
said. "He asks us lo be a light in 
the world." 

Oak Pointe Church has sent a 
group to Zambia once a year for 
the past five years, and Nestle, 
who directs the orphanage team 
on the trip, has gone each time. 
In addition, the group is divided 
into teams for medical, pastors, 
teachers, video and youtii. 

Nestle explained that 80 per-
cent„(jf,Z,,i|fJi(?j)!'s pop.idatipn \s,., 
living in poverty. Due to the 
AIDS epidemic, the life 
expectancy is between 33 and 35

years of age. That 
leaves about 65 percent of 
the population less than 16 
years old. 

The church's medical 
leam, which consists of about 
15 people, sets up in different 
compounds and conducts free 
clinics. They take thousands of 
dollars worth of medical supplies 
to Zambia to deal with every­
thing from leprosy, yellow fever, 
cases of worms, malaria and 
human immunodeficiency virus 
(HIV). If there are patients who 
are so i l l they need to go lo the 
hospital, they will make arrange­
ments as well. 

"At the very end of the clinic, 
they're lold that i f they would 
like someone to pray with ihem, 
they're more than welcome to go 
over and pray wilh the pastors 
team," Nestle said. "These people 
wi l l wait for hours and walk for 
miles to get to Ihe clinic." 

Nestle said that the orphanage 
team is able to pay for food, 
shelter, protection and school. 
She hopes that this is just Ihe 
beginning of what her church is 
able to do to help out, but she 
knows that it wil l take much 
more time and effort. 

"We are committed to going 
every year and possibly more to 

, confinue thi^..\yprki,n|Zanibi|i^'A 
" Nestie said. "1 , pe'fsohaliy'will 

be more involved with the 
orphans. I would love to be able 

to sec in the future more money 
raised here in America to help 
other orphanages and to be able 
10 educate them and give them a 
safe place to live."

No pain, no gain, right? Even 
in the off-season? 

For many Northville athletes, 
there's no such thing as time off. 
They push themselves to the limit 
in anticipation o f their sports sea­
sons. Sometimes, they push a lit­
tle too hard. 

"Kids often do whatever they 
can to impress their coach," said 
Dennis Engcrer, a physical thera­
pist at Northville Physical 
Rehabilitation. "We have a num­
ber of young people that come 
here with various sports-related 
injuries. They want to do whatev­

er they can to 
get back in 
the game or 
back to their 
teams. 
Sometimes, 
that means 
even pushing 
through the 
pain." 

A body 
screams out 
in pain for a 

reason. It's like a flashing red 
light at an intersection or the 
"check engine" light in a car. It 
means stop. 

Engerer said coaches often 
aren't the ones who push kids to 
keep playing through injuries — 
though he admitted there are 
some who do. Many coaches 
don't even know a kid may be 
hurt because the kids don'l speak 
up. 

"IQdS.hfirdly ever teUHhcin 
coaches," he said. "Theydon!t: 
want lo be the weak link in the 
team. They just don't speak up 
when it hurts and that can lead to 
increased amounts of damage." 

The key is for kids to give in. 
A few weeks of healing is a lot 
better than a season of watching 
from the stands. 

"There are some kids who end 
up sitting out Ihc whole season or 
are permanently out because 
they've pushed themselves too 
hard," Engerer s.iid, " I f they feel 
pain they should quit. I f they 
don't they run the risk of doing 
even/Iiore damage." 

Kids don't often open up to 
their coaches but they're more apt 
to talking witli their parents. 
Maybe it's just a mention over 
dinner or a alUout complaint, but 
parents .should make a point of 
taking note. If their child says 
they're hurting because of sports, 
questions like "What? Where? 
And when?" should be asked and 
passed on to coaches and physi­
cians. 

"The parents can tell the coach 
or we can send a letter telling the 
coaches they can't play," said 
Engerer. "They shouldn't be 
pushed or put back in until 
they're ready." 

In Northville. this hasn't been 
a problem. Kids who are hurt are 
given the best opportunities to 
heal. Trainers are usually on staff 
of nearly every game and a doc­
tor usually isn't too hard to find 
in the stands. 

The coaches are the biggest 
part of the equation though. For 
the most part, every coach at 
Northville cafes about the kids 
who play in theif program. 

"It's been my experience that 
the coaches in the Northville area 
really do respect the kids and 
their subjective complaints," 
Engerer said, "They don't push 
them to come back unless they're 
ready, 
: "We've had kids that have 
iome fi:om other school districts 
where winning is evefything for 
the coaches. That's a problem 
some times." 

Dings and scrapes are a big 
part of sports along with bruises 
and the occasional bloodied lip. 
But Intense pains and joint 
injuries shouldn't be overlooked. 

In the long fun, a game or two 
spent mending along the sidelines 
is much better than a lifetime o f 
limping. ,

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Safety first wliile enjoying tlie 1alies

From far away, ihe sight of a 
boat skimming ihe surface of ihe 
water or bobbing gently in the 
waves seems to sum up every­
thing we love about summer. 

It's a blue and calming pic­
ture, and you get a sen.se of 
pleasant idleness, floaty free­
dom and laid-back leisure. 

It certainly doesn't .seem to 
conjure up any red-lctieied 
'Danger' signs. 

Bul Dan Toih, sergeant of the 
Marine Division of the Oakland 
County Sheriff's OfFicc, thinks 
everyone should be aware of the 
very real danger lhal lurks in the 
otherwise ideal settings of our 
local lakes. 

"It 's tragic when people arc 
oui for a good time, and in the 
blink of an eye, that good time 
turns into an accident that can 
change their life forever," he 
said. 

"The water demands a lol of 
respect, and with all the excite­
ment that goes along wilh boat­
ing, some ofthe safety concerns 
go to the wayside. People don't 
realize how many other people 
have lost their lives." 

Al l too often during the spring 
and summer months, good times 
out on the lake turn into the kind 
of tragedy that Toth is talking 
about. Earlier this month, a 
Commerce resident was operat­
ing a 20-foot powerboat on 
Proud Lake when, for undeter­
mined reasons, she struck the 
shore at a high rate of speed. 
The woman's companion was 
killed after being crushed under 
ihe boat. 

More recently, a ski boat driv­
en by a Green Oak Township 
woman struck and critically 
injured a couple while they were 
swimming at Island Lake. 

Alcohol is believed to have 
been a factor in both incidents. 

But boaiiiig under the influ­
ence — BUI — isn't the only 
problem Toth and his men deal 
with every spring and summer 
on our area lakes. 

"We actually write more vio­
lations for lack of floatation 
devices or life vests," he said, 
adding that lack of a boater's 
safety certificate is another law 
that is commonly broken on area 
lakes. 

Other common no-nos include 
erratic boating, speeding and 
boating too close to the shore or 
other immovable objects. I n ' 
atidiiion, some boaters b r e a l ^ e " 
'counter-clockwise' rule, wliitih 
states that your boat must travel 
around the lake in a counter­
clockwise direction only. 

Anyone who thinks a lake is a 
playground is bound io have 
second ihoughts .should they 
ever f ind themselves being 
"pulled over" by one of the 
Oakland County Sheriff's Office 
patrol boats, There are 27 of 
them on 27 of ihe county's 
biggest lakes, patrolling all diiy 
long and every day of the week 
throughout spring and summer 

"During the shifts, our boats 
are oui cruising maybe seven of 
those eight hours," Oakland 
County Sheriff's Office deputy . 
Richard Norman said. 

In addition io these patrol 
boats, special 'jump Crews' are 
on hand for emergency situa­
tions that may occur at any of 
the lakes. These crew workers 
are split into two groups — one 
group handles lakes on the east 
side of Oakland County and the 
other handles the west side. 

So Chances are, anyone mess-

noticed sooner or later." • 

"We want lo keep everybody 
safe out there," Toth said. "Wc 
do that through education and 
enforcement, and at times wc 
use the courts to help us educate 
the public." 

It's not as i f the majority of 
boating offenders arc specifical­
ly looking to cause trouble. 
Rather, ihe problem seems io be 
that people have a tendency to 
underestimate the demands of 
boating. 

"The number one misconcep­
tion wi ih new boaters is lhat 
they feel that as long as they 
have a driver's license, they can 
operate a water crafi," Toth said. 
"That mentality is selling iheni 
up for an accident, because 
some of the things you would do 
with an automobile are the 
opposite of whal you would do 
with a water craft." 

For example, a person driving 
a car w i l l automatically apply 
the brakes when he or she sees 
trouble ahead. This is exactly 
what you don't want to do i f 

you're driving a jet boat, 
because once you let up on the 
acccleraior, you will lose your 
steering capabilities. The best 
thing to do in ihis eltse is io sieer 
around or away from the hazard. 

"Thai's exactly why we advo­
cate everyone lo take a class," 
Tolli said. "And different boats 
have different characteristics. 
They'll respond differently. A 
boat is not somelhing you pur­
chase on Thursday and operate 
on Saturday; you need specific 
training. We are seeing an 
increase in injuries involving 
people who are just not familiar 
with boating." 

In short, gel famili,nr wilh it 
before you head oul onto the 
water. Not only w i l l you 
decrease the chances of your 
own personal injury (or worse), 
the boaters around you will be 
safer, loo.

SoInethIng small businesses 
can take to the bank 

Anylime ihc United States 
House of Representatives approves 
legislation by a margin of 424 to i , 
dial's a clear indication th.nt the 
lawmakers believe some aspect of 
American law should be changed. 
Such a resounding declaration 
occuned in May when lawmakem 
heeded small-busines.s, owners' 
pleas to remove a 70-year-old ban 
on allowing interest payments for 
business checking accounts. 

It will probably conic as a sur­
prise to many Americans dial a law 
dating back to die Great 
Depression bars banks from mak­
ing interc.si payments to business 
checking accounts. It certainly 
made Sar<xsota, Florida, entrepre­
neur Ed Pinto take a new look at an 
institution he had long regarded as 
a friend of small business. 

Rabbeigasled diat such an 
itfchaic prohibition still exists, Piiilo 
rccendy took his story lo die U. S. 
Scnaie Committee on Banking. 
Housing and Urban Aliairs in 
hopes lhat senators would join dicir 
House colleagues in piissing Ihe 
Business Checking Freedom Aci 
H.R. 1224. The act passed indie 
Hou.sc in two previous sessions of ^ 
Congress with strong and signifi­
cant bipartisan support. 

Under current law, small-busi­
ness owners are forced to choo.sc 
between non-interest-bcaring 
accounts and more costly "sweep" 
accounts, which require a much 
higher balance dian ordinary 
checking accounts. Many small 
businesses do not have Ihe financial 
re.sources necessary to maintain a 
"sweep" account. ,so diey are forced 
to deposit dieir harel-eamed cash in 
accounts diat can't p.iy one cent in 
interest. 

"When Ihe company was slarl­
ed," Pinto testified, "1 can recall my 
astonishment at being told dial a 
business could not earn interest on 
a checking account." He opted 
instead for an interest-bearing 
"sweep" account, which not only 

' lacked Federal Deposit insurance 
Corporation protecuon, but also 
came with high fees and confusing 
accounting rules. 

"Sweep" accounts. Pinto quickly 
di.scovened, were not sniall-busi-
Kcss fricridly at all. Hicy lu-c 
specifically designed for Klrgcr 
companies dial can afibrd in-house 
accounting professionals and have 
die financial sUdT resources neces­
sary to track die flow of funds 
through a company's mukiple 
accounts, 

Big banks h.ive consisicnily 
opposed repealing die ban on inter­
est checking for bu.sinc.ss accounts. 
Pinto said, "but in their efl'orts to 
insulate Uiemsclves from free-mar­
ket compeution, diey're hurting 
small busines.ses." 

Hurting small business is some­
thing Congresswoman Sue Kelly 
(Dist. I9di - N.Y.) says she won't 
abide, which is why she reintro­
duced H.R. 1224 in March 20O5. 

"In our 21 st C^ntuiy economy, 
no American should be losing die 
option of earning interest on dieir 
own money simply because diey 
own a small business," Kelly said. 
"Yet our small-business owners 
across die country are unfairly los­
ing potential interest income on a 
daily basis until die Business 
Checking Freedom Act becomes 
law." 

The act would not require banks 
to provide interest payments. It 
would merely remove the olficial 
sanction against doing so and give " 
banks die opdon to offer such 
checking accounts to small firms. 

Even die Federal Reserve sup­
ports changing die law. Senators 
now have an opportunity to vote on 
somedling that small businesses 
can really take to the baiIk.
