The Iatest turn of evenls s
that the Friends of Novi Parks
did include a letter of intent

of the cost of the properly.

The organization’s mem-
bers had 1o commit to the
$103,662 match for the city
council to approve the grant
application.

Now, the waiting begits, as
Ihe MNRTF Board of Trustees
meets over the next few
months to review epplica-
tions, The board's decision is
scheduled to be announced
the first week of December.

If the grant is awarded, and
the residents can come up
with the money for the 23 per-
cent match, the park would
inciude about 35 acres nerth

Casey Ambrose, chair of the
Walled  Lake Downiown
Development Authority, says the
DDA is back in business. with an
approved bidget,

However, this came with a cost.

Before cily council would OK
the auhority’s budget, DDA Board
memibers Had W agree to give more
than $300,000 u yeur back o the
city for the next five years.

Board members signed the rev-
enue-sharing agreement in mid-
July. The five-year agrcement
aflents the distribuiion of tax incre~
ment financing revenue within the
DDA. The DDA will now give
$321,000 a year to the city for five
years, with annual incremental
increases.

Walled Lake's DDA was
formed (n 1990. Jerry Walker,
Walled Lake city manager, sits on
the BDA Beord as ils exceutive
director und assists in the formula-
tion of the hudget, which accord-
ing to Ambrose, has looked preity
much the same pver the last sever-
al years. .

Ambrose said several DDA
Board members even voluntecred
Ueir own funds to pay for an attor-
ney from Butzel Long to help the
DPA’s couse when the city council
wouldn't approve ils budget.

Attorney Tim Wittebort from
Bulzel Long in Detroit, wha just
handled o similar cnse with the city
of Wyandatie in which the council
didn't upprove the DDA budgel,
agread 1o talk 10 Walled Lake
DDA members.

Wyandotte’s DDA went ino 4
limbo-ype siluation when their
budgel was't approved by the
cily. Board members filed a law-
suit against the city, with the city
then filing ils own suil.

It cost the city of Wyandotte
over $200000 in legal fees”
Ambrose said. DDA Board mem-
bers were eventually removed
from office, with lawsuits finally
withdrmwn by cach side.

“Consequently, the law firm is
now suing the city [or the
$200,000, because the DDA is part
of the city.” Ambrose said.

The Walled Like DDA has
about amillion-dollar budget, with
$500,000 going to pay for bonds,
according to Ambrose,

The city of Walled Luke has
about 2 $10 million budgel, with
about $1 million coming from the
DDA's capture of tax deflars.

Ambrose is concemed that if the
city Iries (0 lake any more money
from the DDA, Oakland Coungy
might shul down the whole pro-
gram.

“With the $321,000 going to the
city {each year), that only leaves us
with $179,000, which is about
what the county's share is to the
Walled Lake DDA. You can’l take
captured money from tax incre-
ment financing to support the city
of Walled Ladke,” he said.

Ambrose hopes the “Walled
Like DDA and the city siluation
dousn't tum out like Wyandotle's,

He believes there have to be
problems with the city balancing
the budget, since city officials have
already made numerous budget
cuts an are still asking (or money
from the DDA.

“We'll see il they can get their
spending under contrel,” he said.

Charlene Long, DDA managing
director, said she undersiands the
cily's budgetry concerns, bul
there’s still work 1o be dong in
downtown redevelopment.

Since the laws didn't specily a
“sunset datc”™ or ending time for
Willed Lake’s DDA, she's nol sune
the organization has to end in 2010
when its bonds are paid off.

"We have a list of projects thal
the DDA is supposed to complete.
When these are done, the city has
the option of ending the DDA or
extendding it," she said.

However, one project listed
states that the DDA will market
and promate the downtown — and
that goes on forever.

Long doesn't believe an organi-
zation such as an Economic
Development Coporation wonld
be as efFective as a DDA at bring-
ing businesses into the city.

“They're not going to be recruit-
ing velunteers and bringing that
clement into the comnumily like a
DBA." she szid.

And in 2001 he became
cxecutive director of the
Michigan Association of
School Administrators, the
organization that serves the
1,200-0dd Michigar public
school superintendents.

For years, Mike has heen
wrning up at  meetings
where sensible people got
tegether to lalk about doing
sensible things, most of
them having to do with
investing in human capital,

For instance, fie was an carly

member of the Ready to i

Succeed preup. They popu- Phil Power
larized the research showing

that the abscluie best time for children e
learn is at a very carly age. and thereby
began an important discussion about very
early childhood learning.

In January 2003, the newly clected Gov.
Jenoifer Granholm asked Flanagan 1o be her
full-time cducation gdvisor, And most peo-
ple whe care about education were delight-
¢d that on May 18, he was appoinled (with
the povernor's hucking) Superinicndent off
Public [nstruction by the Stute Board of
Education, following the messy departure
of his predecessor, Tom Watkins.

Still a shightly boyish-looking Irish’guy
with a big smile and plasses, Mike
Flanagan, now 35, is almost universally
liked and respected. Gov. Granholn: made a
smart appoinlment,

I finally caught up with him [or an carly
morning phone czll. “So how's it going?" |

started ofT.

“I's Mke drinking from a fire hose,” he
responded. *1'd guess I'm working 80 hours
a week, 1 could spend all that time right
here at my desk and ['d be fully employed,
but [ also want 1o ge1 out into the schools,
mecl wilh edocation peopie, the media, the
Legislature -— the list goes on
and on. T now have mere than
1,000 requests lo attend
cvents on my desk right now,
and more are coming in
every day.”

So what are his first reac-
tions? "First impression, ['m
impressed with the state
waorkers. { had a perceplion
shat wasn't entirely favor-
able. Bul (hey're werking
hard. day in day out, at their
desk during lunch, coping
with budget lreczes and con-
cessions  without whining
about it. The system is
burcaucratic, but the people
are nol.

“It's efreshing,”

The obvious gquestion to put 1o the new
Superintendent: how 1o make a guantum
jump in smdent performance in our
schools?

His answers seemed deceplively simple;
motivate the kids and concentrate on
teacher training. As to motivation, Flanagan
tells a simple story. *I live in Lansing, and
all aver town you go into the coflee shops
and you see Asian kids working on their
laptops, even Late on Saturday nights.

“Now some of this is parent- or family-
driven, Bul the fact is that these kids are
highly motivated. We absolutely nced o
extend is level of molivatien (o the entire
sogicly,

“The overwhelming fact is simple. The
earth is Mat, indeed, as Tom Fricdmun puts
it." By that, he meant that we live today in a

global village. “We don't have a choice,” he,
centinued, “We must make 2 quantvm leap
in school achievement or else we're going
Lo be a second-riie country.”

Flanagan is equilly direct aboul teachers.

“The reality is thal iUy the individual
teacher who reaches and isspires a kid.
That's one of the reasons 1 like smaller
schools, They're far more personal and
offer an environment where the teachers can
really work with the kids.™

Michigan education’s new tap man winls
to puli together a teacher training summit,
bringing together the deans of the schools
of edueation in Michigan, mayhe (he uni-
versily presidents and possibly even some
members of the governing boards.

The goal would be to make big gains in
recruiting  talented college swdents tc
become teachers, and then preparing them
to correctly instroct and metivate their stu-
denis.

“Inspired teachers will make ail the dil-
ference in the world, and teacher prepara-
tion affects everything else. There are going
10 he (housands of leachers retiring in the
nest 11 years, so if we gel at it with the
schoels of education we can affect an enlite
generation of teachers and students.”

Hepefully, he'll have the tools Lo do just
that, Listening to Flanagan's enthusiasm
and common sense made me fect a lirele bit
more hopeful about our public schools. And
it hrought 10 mind the celebrated fincs from
the, 18th century English poet, Alexunder
Paope:

"Tis cducation forms the common mind,
As (he twig is benl’ so the tree’s
inelined.”
