Shot behind enemy lines in 
Korea in 1950, Eugene 
Daugherty crawled for three 
days before reaching safety. 

, But the.Walled Lake resident, 
made it out alive. 

Daugherty, who passed away 
of natural causes June 22 at age 
75, received the Purple Heart 
Medal just a week after his 
death. 
. The family accepted the 
medal on his behalf at a special 
presentation Aug. 4 in 11th 
Distr ict ' Congressman 
Thaddeus McColter's office in 
Livonia. McCotter and his staff 
helped the family obtain the 
medal awarded to injured sol­
diers. 

"Eugene Daugherty was a 
courageous and palriotic man, 
whose actions under hostile fire 
while on a mission of vital 
importance are worthy of the 
honor, respect and recognition 
of his countrymen," McCotter 
said. 

It was a bittersweet moment, 
however, for Daugheriy's 
widow, Shirley; son, Gene Jr.,

There 
were hard times, 
and good times, 
and I think it 
would be a great 
career for anyone — not just 
doing city clerk work, but other 
offices there as well." 

Stipp's faInily moved to Novi 
when she was 2 years old. They 
lived here until the summer she 
turned 12, then moved to Wixom. 
She lived there until she got mar­
ried in 1956, when she moved to 
Union Lake. After some time, she 
decided to come back home to 
Novi . 

Stipp attended grade school at 

the Baptist school, which is sfill 
standing today at 13 M i l e and 
Meadowbrook roads. 

"They've changed it into a 
house now," she said. "I've lived 
In the area my whole life, and 
raising my family was a memo­
rable experience." 

Stipp attributes her ability to 
get along with everyone she meets 
to her success as cily clerk. 

"That was one of the secrets to 
my job — I

• K o r e a n W a r 

v e t e r a n e a r n s 

s p e c i a l h o n o r 

a f t e r h i s d e a t h 

conthiued from front page 

of Walerford; and daughter, 
Cheryl Wilkinson, of Coitimerce 
Township, Another sibling, 
Clinton Gilsirap of Waterford, 
was unable to aliend the presen-
iation. They would have given 
anything i f Daugherty could have 
seen Ihe medal with his own 
eyes. 

Born in 1930 in Pennington 
Gap, Va., Daugherty forged his 
mother's signature on his U.S. 
Army application so he could 
enlist at age 16. 
. The day of the allack, "His 

plaloon was pinned down behind 
enemy lines, and he was Ihe only 
survivor," Wilkinson said. "He 
played dead, and ihe Korean sol­
diers passed him by," 

Shot in the head, back, elbow 
and legs, Daugheriy was flown io 
Maryland, where he stayed at a 
base hospital for weeks. 

Wilkinson, a nurse at 
Whitehall Healihcare Center of 
ffovi, said she was talking to 

Rev. James Hawke one day when 
he asked, "What can I do for your 
dad?" 

She asked if he could help the 
family obtain Ihe Purple Heart 
for Daugherty, It was Hawke 
who contacted McCotter's office. 
The task of obtaining Ihe medal 
Wiis challenging since 
Daugherty's Army records were 
losi in a fire in Korea. 

"So, when ihey pulled up his 
records, they found an honorable 
discharge but no injuries," 
Wilkin.son said. But, when Army 
staff started digging deeper, they 
discovered Daugherty's earlier 
years of service. 

Being awarded a Purple Head 
was soinething Daugherty and 
his family had talked aboul. 

"I had written a letter to the 
Army asking about it. He really 
did want i l , " Wilkinson said. 

So, how does the family feel 
about the medal being awarded 
posthumously? 

"There's not much you can 
say. The government is the gov-
ernmeni," Wilkinson said. 

"But, I would hiive given any­
thing for him to be able (o actual­
ly receive it and hold it. This .was 
the last thing we could do for 
him." 

The medal has a special place 
of honor in ihe Daugherty home 
— on a mantle next to his coffin 

nag. 
A n avid fisherman who also 

loved ihe Atlanta Braves, 
Daugherty was a former supervi­
sor at Edward C . Levy Co., a 
sand-, and (gravel company i n 
Wixom. His son. Gene Jr., a 
superintendent for B & V 
Construction in Wixom, said his 
dad's injuries occurred in the 
Chosin Reservoir in Korea. 

"With the times being what 
Ihey are, it's a huge honor for us 
to accept this medal on his 
behalf," Daugherty said. 

"He had ihe courage and the 
will to go on, just like the men 
and women do now in Iraq. It 
sounds corny, but what a wonder­
ful place we live in to have peo­
ple like that around."

violating the Soil Erosion & 
Sediment ConUxil Permit signed on 
July 30,2004. 

The violation occurred when the 
developer allowed sediment to 
move off the site and by discharge 
into the river. 

"There was a direct discharge into 
the river," Tewkesbury said. 

Even though Mirage has submit­
ted a work plan, the developer must 
still lake measures to stop any fur­
ther runoff of .sediment into the 
adjoiniiig neighborhood and the 
river. 

Tewkesbury noted ihat sediment 
is the No. 1 pollutant of waterways, 
because i l changes the ecosystem, 
affecting both the habitat and water 
quality. 

"The resident was right to call the 
MDEQ oflice," she said. 

Mirage was aware tliat a problem 
existed, and tile developer was try­
ing to work with llie cily of Novi to 
come up with a solution. 

"Because of the heavy tains we 
have had, I don't tliink they expect­
ed the sediment mnofl' to be that 
dramatic. The problem then escalat­
ed," Tewkesbury said. 

Mirage is going lo worii with tlie 
city engineering staff to come up 
with further solutions on how to 
handle the amount of stormwater 
that's coming off the site, acconJing 
to Tewkesbury, 

One of the problems is the topog­
raphy o f the .site. The western por­
tion is at a higher elevation, wilh the 
casleni side being part of a flood-
plain. 

"That's the side that has the 
drainage problems," Tewkesbuiy 
said. 

No homes have been flooded, but 
yards have been partially flooded 
after the heavy rains. Remediation 
work does not need to be done on 
the Rouge River, as long as there are 
no more additional sediment prob­
lems. 

M D E Q staff membeis will return 
to the Orchard Hills West site with­
in tlie next week or two to check tlie 
progress of Mirage's work plan. 

Rob Hayes, city engineer, said his 
staff is working with llie developer 
on tlie project. 

One of the major imptovements 
that's going to mitigate ihe future 
flooding condilions is ihe ditch ihat 
runs along the west side of 
Meadowbrook Road, Hayes said. 

This ditch runs belween Chatham 
and the new Malott Drive. "Once 
they get that ditch completely con­
structed, then we expect a lot of that 
flow would make it's way to dial 
ditch," Hayes said. 

The construction of this ditch 
should prevent the flooding that 
occurred in the area on July 16.

pany's record for early project com-
pleuon with this job, according to 
Helwig. 

Striping was completed late 
morning on Aug. 8, with traflic flow 
starting around noon. 

The Novi Police Department kept 
a steady presence in the neighbor­
hoods surrounding the bridge to 
monitor the speed of motorists who 
cut through these residential areas. 

"We really appreciate the neigh-
boriiood leadeIship helping to com­

municate what was happening dur­
ing the coiistrucdon," llelwig said. 

City engineer Rob Hayes said the 
contractor beat Ihe maximum num­
ber of days the firm could have 
earned to get incendves. 

"We were giving them incentives 
for up to seven days, and they fin­
ished quite a few days ahead o f 
schedule," Hayes said. They city 
paid the contractor $4,000 a day for 
seven days for a lota! incentive of 
$28,000. 

He added that the only restriction 
is Ihat the city is keeping Uucks used 
in the Meadowbrook Lake dredging 
project off the bridge for seven days 
while it cures, which ends today. 
Meadowbrook Road still h3s ̂  a 
weight restriction, Hayes said.

Walled Lake Ci ly Manager 
Jerry Walker says unlike Novi, 
ihis neighboring community to 
the north is still in the "tear 
down, build up" stage. 

Novi still has open space to 
build on. 

" B u l , we're still in the redevel-
opmenl stiige, the refurbishing 
inode," Walker said. 

This type of development takes 
more time and more cash, 
according lo Walker. 

"It's much easier-just to come 
onto a site and build on open 
space lhan it is demolish. We 
have very few open acres left in 
the cily," he said. 

Walker said with any new 
development lhal comes into 
Walled Lake now, developers 
will be looking at refurbishing or 
replacing existing stniclures. 

Walled Lake was established 
in 1954, with its Downtown 
Development Authority formed 
in 1990. 

With the new five-year, rev­
enue-sharing agreement just 
signed this month between the 
D D A and the cily, more money 
will be diverted to the cily. 

The way the agreement is 
structured now, at the end of Ihat 
five years, Ihc city would capture 
all the tax revenues in the DDA 
district, according to Walker. 

"That's really consistent with 
the way the D D A plan is struc­
tured at this lime," he,said. 

Walker .said the DDA plan 
needs to be revised if it is going 
to continue. 

"Over the next five years, if Ihe 
plan is revised then, of course, 
those budgetary amounts can be 
adjusted." 

DDAs iiren't supposed to exist 
forever. "In fact, it's a statutory 

requirement Ihat they have a 
beginning and end date," Walker 
said. 

At the end of the five-year 
agreement with the cily. Walled 
Lake's DDA will be 20 years old. 
The reason DDAs were pul inlo 
effect 10 begin wilh was to 
enhance cities or business dis­
tricts within lho.se cities, make 
them more profitable and help 
them improve their ability to 
attract new business. 

This, in turn, increases rev­
enues to the city, 

"Actually, our DDA lias been 
very successful in doing that. 
They have completed nearly 
every aspect o f Iheir plan," 
Walker.

"I think we're having the same 

challenges that all cities are hav­
ing, when you talk about stale 
shared revenues thai are cut," 
Walker said. 

Knowing that the DDAs were 
meant to increase revenues in the 
cily, "It was jusi time Ibr a larger 
sharing to occur." 

Walker said Walled Lake's 
D D A actually hiis a sizable fund 
balance, some of which has come 
from the sale of previously pur­
chased land. Legatlo Point, a new 
residential project, is being built 
on land sold by the DDA. 

Walker said the extra money 
from the DDA will go into Ihe 
city'.s general fund, with cily

He firmly

believes that is one of the most 
important aspects of running a 
successful organization. 

"Helping every employee, and 
I'm talking about every employee, 
have a feeling of self-worth is a 
big priority," Dion said. "They 
should come to work and feel 
important in whal they do, 
whether it's a teacher, a secretary, 
a para-professional, a playground 
aide, a bus driver or administrator. 
Good employee relations directly 
affect student achievement and 

the quality of our school district." 
Though employee relations are 

high on his list, Dion - a man who 
always strives for excellence in 
his personal life - also believes 
that maintaining the qualiiy of Ihe 
district and student achievement 
are just as high. 

Dion said he is ready lo slart his 
first school year on the job with 
the mentality that the most impor­
tant job in the district is the class­
room teacher.

The climate is uneasy in Nigeria, and 
Venezuela's I'residcnl Hugo Chavez is talk­
ing loudly about culling the U.S. off ihe 
export list. 

V/e'rc pretty much out of oil in ihc conli-
ncnlal U.S. (drilling in the wildlife refuge 
north of the Brooks Range in Alaska won't 
amount lo much) while extracting oil inex­
pensively from the oil sands in Alberta is 
some years and some new technology away. 

So what happens next summer if the price 
of gas al the pump gets lo someihing like 
S-l.-iO a gallon? General Motors and Ford 
arc in deep trouble. The high profit parts of

their product lines arc gas-guzzling SUVs, 
and if the price of gas goes thai high i i ' s 
likely demand for ihem will fall off, big 
time. 

And sadly, the Japanese manufacturers are 
well ahead of ours in making smaller, high 
mileage cars and in hybrids. 

Now for the good news: Fonunaicly, there 
is someihing that can be done. It's called a 
.sensible, non-oil-bascd energy policy. 
Unfortunately, il's someihing about which 
the Bush Administration, with its close ties 
lo the oil industry, has done essentially 
nothing. 

So it's interesting thai Tim Leuliette, head 
of Mctaldyne Corp., a Plymouih-based auto 
parts supplier, is calling for a serious nation­
al effort to convert 80 percent of U.S. vehi­
cles lo hydrogen fuel by 2020. He wants to 
finance the effort through a 10 cent per gal­
lon tax on gas beginning in 2008, rising by 
10 cents each year through 2012, raising 
SI 80 billion. 

... Leuliette.is one of the smartest folks.in,. 
the auto indusuy around here, and he's noi 
afraid io make his poini in blunt terms. 

In a speech he gave in January to the 
Automotive News World Congress, he 
called Presidenl Bush's $1.2 billion 
Hydrogen Fuel Initiative "a token gesture." 

"The conversion to hydrogen offers all of 
us a golden opportunity to assess who is 
with us and who is not. The solution wi l l 
not come from Washington . . . bui enabling 
legislation and the money wi l l . This is more 
important than sending a man to Mars, and 
il 's more important than subsidizing tobacco 
farmers... than particle beam weapons . . . 
(and) than the $15 billion Big Dig in 
Boston," Leuliette said. 

Metaldyne's leader then went on to com­
pare the urgency of the need to solve our 
energy dependence on foreign oil to the 
Manhattan Project that produced, at great 
cost, the atomic bomb before our enemies 
could get it, exactly 60 years ago. 

Tough stuff. And very, very good stuff. 
Leuliette next wants to pull together key 
leaders from the auto, energy and finance 
industries this September to hammer oui a 
coherent policy and put pressure on 
Washington. 

That won't be easy. The auto industry is 
going through very tough times just now, 
and most are concentrated on short-term 
survival. And neither Ihe Congress nor the 
White House seems lo be very interested in 
attending to the long-term interests of the 
country. 

I should know, because a few years ago 
with a friend, Paul Dimond, 1 tried to do 
much the same thing ... without success. We 
figured it was time to do something to mark 
the fact that our own John Dingell w;is cele­
brating a milestone anniversary as a member 
of Congress. We figured a big-time research 
effort to accelerate the conversation of auto­
mobile power trains lo hydrogen was impor­
tant, and we proposed a joint government 
and auto industry laboratory be set up at the 
University of Michigan to get on with it. 

Although he made clear he didn't want 
his name on it, Dingell was helpful, and the 
U--M was interested. We had several meet­
ings with representatives of the Big Three. 

. . But,frankly,iitwas like wading diroughi. 
i.- Inolasses. The auto companies, iwhilonever 

saying explicitly they didn't like the idea, 
made it clear they had other priorities — 
like short-term survival. 

So we finally gave up. 
Leuliette's got a rough ride ahead of him. 

Obviously, there are intrinsic problems with 
making hydrogen into the main fuel source 
for cars: How to generate the hydrogen in 
the first place? How to distribute and store 
it? How to use i l safely and efficiently in a 
car? 

But these are engineering and technical 
questions for which answers presumably can 
be fouiid. Issues that require political wil l 
and risk-taking, both in the auto industry 
and in Washington, are often far more seri­
ous problems. 

Maybe if gas gets to $3.50 a gallon, our 
nation's leaders will hear the people 
squawking and actually do something. 
Maybe. But meanwhile. T i l be rooting for 
T im Leuliette, and 1 hope you will be, too.

That's not so say Novi High doesn't 
teach character In fact, covering the Novi 
Community School District for about three 
years now, l can honestly say that every 
school in the district, from elementary on 
up, does that very well. 

I believe ihat competition is good in ihis 
sense. Novi should be proud to have two 
academically excellent schools in its back­
yard. Now it's up to the citizens to decide 
which to enroll in.

Pell Grant eligibility changes 
make free Inoneyrare 

As if iiic financial .inci academic 
demands of coiicge wcicii ' l loiigli 
already, sludcni.s who receive feder­
al financial aid may have io work 
more, bomiw more, or lap inlo 
allernaiive sources of financial aid 
10 cover Ihe rising cosls of higher 
cducalion. Tliat's liecausc ihe 
Dcpmmenl of Educalion is chang­
ing Ihc federal fiiniiiila used lo 
delemiine cligibilily for Ihe Pell 
Grant - tlie nation's largest federal 
gift-aid program. Wilh new eligibil­
ity requirements in place, some one 
million needy college students 
could sec a reduction in their Pell 
Grant awards, while an additional 
90,000 sludenls could lose their eli­
gibility altogether. 

Alwut five million students 
n;ccive Pdl Grants each year in 
amounts ranging from S-tOO to 
$4,050. with the hirgest awards 
going lo sludenls who.sc families 
have an annual hou.schold income 
of less lhanSl.'5,(X)0.Tiie Pell 
Grant eligibility fomiula l;ikes inlo 
iiceount a family's income, size and 
tax burden, among other things. 
Previously, llie t;w table used to cal­
culate the amount of stiue t;i.x a 
family pays was based on tax dalii 
collected in 1988. Ilie revised for­
mula will use a new l;ix table, one 
dial includes more rcccni dala. 'Hiis 
chimgc will likely pul many fami­
lies in a lower lax brackel - iheorel-
ically increasing llie amount ihey 
can conlribule to their child's edu­
cation, and thus reducing the 
amount of free money tlic student 
can receive from the federal gov­
ernment. 

Costs continue to rise 
According ta the College Board, 

a non-profit a.ssocialion of more 
than 4,500 inslilutions of higher 
Iciuning, annual tuition and fees al 
four-year private universities ro.se 
10.5 percent last ye;u lo S2O.082, 
while annual costs at four-ye;u pub­
lic institutions went up 6 percent lo 
$5,132. Considering that llic aver­
age student graduaies from college 
widi iiboul $17,000 in debl, the 
onus is on students and their p;u-
ents to carefully rese;irch all of their 
college funding options. A good 
place to start is with your child's 
high .school guidance counselor and 
financial aid advi.sors at local uni- • 
versilies. In the mcanlime, here are 
some ideas lo keep in mind: 

• 1,00k for .scholarships from 
sources other than your student's 
school. Consider churches, civic 
organiziilions and your employer. 
Many credit unions also olTcr 
scholarships to their members and 
their children. Try your local library 
for otlier schoKirship sources. To 
conduct a virtual search, visit 
www.collegeboard.con). Bcwiue of 
Intemei scholarship search compa­
nies that lout a "we guarantee a 
scholiu^hip, or your money back" 
policy or charge you a fee for a 
.scholarship. Tliey'rc probably 
frauds. 

• If your student's finitncial aid 
award package isn't what you 
Uiink it should tie, consider other 
schools. Your student's financial aid 
package will be much more .iltrac-
iive from a school thai wanLs him. 
If his high .school grades aren't up 
to par, he may want to attend a 
community college for a year, study 
and make good grades. Volunteer 
work and community service are 
also .scholanihip-worthy accom­
plishments. 

• Attend a local community 
college and then transfer to a 
four-year institution. Tuition and 
fees ill a community college cost 

I about half as much as they do at a 
state four-year school, and thou­
sands less dian tuition for a private 
institution. Two-yeiu colleges oficn 
have what are called articulation 
agreements widi four-year schools. 
A n articulation agreement spells 
oui which community college cred­
its a four-year college will count 
toward a baccalaureate degree. It 
also specifies what kind of grades a 
student must achieve to be accepted 
at the four-year college. 

• If your student is interested 
in an agricultural or industrial 
course of study, look into pro­
grams at land grant institu­
tions—colleges and universities 
tliat have been designated by the 
state to offer these courses of 
study. The cost will likely be 
cheaper dian similar programs 
offered at other schools. Michigan 
State University is a land grant . 
institution.
