The depm—lment evacualed
thal portion of the police
department, including the
" front lobby, the second floor
and city hall, Next, police set
up a perimeter around the duf-
fel bags and contacted the
Michigan Stale Police Bomb
Squad.

After the squad’s Tobol X- .
rayed the duffe) bags and
found nothing that looked like
explosive materiad, the emer-
gency situation eaded.

Pendo was amaigned Aug.
12 in §2-1 District Coust in
Novi, and charged with the
follpwing offenses:

Both charges were issued
under Novi local ordinance.

Wixom Ford plant shutting its doors?

& Workers wait

According 10 David Shupe, Deputy Chiel of the GCPD, the depart-
ment has 1020 officers and about 300 patrel cars that serve about o
half million peeple in the eity und & million in the metropalitan area.

Many carcer officers would have retired after leaving the
Oklihoma City foree. lostead, Chiel Shae(fer and his family packed
their hags and began a new chapter in their hife.

He started his career in Novi as 15 Deputy Chief of Police in July
1491, Ile spon becwne acting chiel and hen Dnally chiel
November 1594,

[n Oklahoma, and in Michigan, Shaefer was knowa for his intel-
ligence and his passion for obtaining and advocating the use ol the
Tatest wechnolugy in law entorcement.

During his 14 years with the Novi Police Departnient, he initiated
many improvements and saw that his ofticers received both the
cquipment and training they needed W elfectively perform their
jubs.
