"We've losi one of our greatest 
street trees in die ash," Printz recent­

ly told city 
council mem­
bers. "We're 
hying lo diver­
sify 

"In review­
ing the city's 
tree policy and 
plans for fall 
planting, there 
has' been a 
strong consen­

sus diat suieet trees should be the 
city's responsibility and not the 
homeowners'." 

So, the city will continue to 
replace fallen ash trees at no cost lo 
die residents.

"It was scaIy, but on the other 
hand, your emotions overpower 
you and you do what you have lo 
do," she said. "It's kind of freaky." 

The experience made her look 
at her job in a different way as 
well. She explained that with her 
working in a school building, 

-something similar could happen 
at any time, and now she knows 
she would be able to react better if 
it ever does. 

"I think it was good for me that 
it happened because it made me 
more confident in myself," 
Vuichard said. 

Vuichard befieves that every­
thing happens for a reason and 
that fate determines everyone's 
life path.

The cily applied for and 
received Iwo grants loialing 
$40,000 from the Department of 
Natural Resources which enabled 
staff 10 plant 320 trees. Cily coun­
cil members approved the appli­
cation of another such gram for 
$20,000 at their Aug. 22 meeting. 

However, even wilh ihe 
Catholic Central trees and slate 
funding, the city will nol be able 
10 replace all of the dead street 
Uccs until 2013. 

Printz said $793,000 has been 
budgeted for tree rcplaecmenl, 
with Novi's forestry division 
responsible for executing the plan. 
Residents and homeowner associ­
ations w i l l be notified of the 
plantings. 

Staff also reviewed eight other 
communities' tree leplacciuenl 
programs and surveyed Novi resi­
dents in June 2004. The survey 
revealed that homeowners wanted 
Iheir trees replaced soon and were 
even will ing to help fund the cost. 

Residents pay for the entire cost 
of tree replacement in most area 
communities or share the cost. In 
fact, Novi is the only city out of 
nine area communities surveyed 
lhal pays for the entire cost of

Plantings begin Sept. 15 

Plans are to plant 800 trees 
at $325 each for an estimated 
cost of $260,000 this fall and 
1,600 In the spring of 2006, 
with the fall plantings begin­
ning Sept. 15 and ending Nov 
30. 

All trees will be planted, 
staked and mulched by the 
contractor. The trees also 
come with a one-year guaran­
tee and detailed care instruc­
tions.

Novi Ci ly Forester Steve 
Printz warns residents that one 
of Ihe main reasons newly 
transplanted trees die is e.xces-
sive watering. 

"Novi has very heavy clay 
soil thiit does nol drain very 
well," he said. 

With an almost $800,000 
strccl tree replacement project 
underway, Ihe city is depending 
on residcnis lo help lhe.se new 
irees live. 

Other rciisons why new trees 
die are underwatcring, weed 
whip damage, improper fertil­
ization, nol removing tree 
stakes after one year, pruning 
oaks during warm weather and 
improper mulching techniques, 
such as creating mulch moun­

tains around the bases of trees 
harm. 

Following are tips on new 
tree care; 

• W a t e r i n g 

Overwatcring can drown 
trees. Trees require less water 
lhan grass. Turn down sprinkler 
systems to water not more lhan 
five minutes every four days. I f 
you do nol have.a sprinkler sys­
tem and rainfall is nol suffi­
cient, generally one inch/week, 
water with a hose slowly and 
gently for 10 minutes over the 
root zone once a week. 

• M u l c h i n g 

Proper mulching can reduce 
the amount of water lost to 
evaporation, moderate tempera-
lure extremes within the root 
zone, weed growth and provide 
a barrier lo mower and weed-
trimmer damage. 

Mulch can be composed of 
aimosi anything — shredded 
bark, wood chips, pine straw. 

peat moss, composted leaves 
and other composted or partial­
ly composted organic materials. 

Keep mulch ai least two-
throe inches away from the 
trunk of the tree. Mulch should 
be spread lo no more lhan three 
inches al the drip line and taper 
in toward Ihe trunk of the tree. 
No plastic mulch should be 
used. I l lends lo restrict air 
movement to the roots. 

• P lan t ing a r e a 

The planting area (a four-to-
five foot circle) should be kept 
free of weeds, grass, and flow­
ers for a few years. This w i l l 
help ensure that the tree 
becomes established in iis new 
home. 

• P r o t e c t i n g t h e barl( 

It is extremely important lo 
protect tree bark. Care should 
be taken to nol injure tree bark 
by mowing or weed whipping. 
The bark is very important 
because it protects Ihe conduc­

tive tissue or veins o f the tree. 
Injuring the bark may restrict 
the flow of nutrients between 
Ihe leaves and roots o f the tree. 

• Fe r t i l i ze r 

The contractor w i l l fertilize 
the trees next spring or fal l . I f 
you wish Io fertilize, applica­
tion of a conlroUed-release 
granular fertilizer without weed 
killer is recommended. Do not 
fertilize your tree right after it 's 
planted. 

Excessive fertilizer sails can 
damage or even k i l l a tree. Call 
Ihe ci ly i f you decide to fert i l ­
ize your tree so the city forester 
can coordinate the effort wi lh 
the contractor

Allison Sar/.inski lells iier daugh­
ter everyday not to talk lo smmgers. 

The .%-ycar-old Northville 
Township residcnl isn't afraid to Id 
her i2-yeiU'-old daughter hang out 
with friends at ihc mall, just as long 
as she only talks wiUi her friends. 

"Tlicre's always the what ifs, but 
we can't always baby-sit our kids," 
Siirzinski said. 

According to the Michigan 
Public Sexual Offender registry, 
there are 30 active sex offenders liv­
ing in Novi. Acting Police Chief 
Diivid Miilloy said Ihe city does not 
have a problem widi sex olTcnders. 

"Every community is going to 
have someone on the sex on"cndcr 
rcgisuy," Malloy said. "Incidents 
like diis an: very nu-e in Novi." 

Malloy said first-time offenders 
pay a S35 registration fee. Offenders 
guilty of a felony must register quar­
terly widi department, and offenders 
guilty of a misdemeanor must regis­
ter yeiirly, between Jan. 1 and 15. 

"Failure to report address 
changes wiihin 10 days is a felony," 
Malloy said. "Sex ofi'enders are 
allowed to come in 24 hours a day to 
register and change addresses, so 
there should never be excuses of 
why tliey shouldn't be able to come 
in." 

Police Chief John Werth .said the 
Northville Township Police 
Department is aware of the where­
abouts of their nine sex offenders. 

"We just had a special program 
that verified where our sex offenders 
were living," Werth said. "It's our 
obligation to the residents to make 
sure diese people are registered." 

According to the Michigan State 
Police, a sex offender is anyone con­
victed of a sex crime, including rape 
and molestation. 

Werth said offenders can remain 
on die registry for 25 years to life, 
depending on die crime committed. 

"The residents of Northville 
know thejyggister wit^.us,".JVenh 
said.'lt'S the same'way with other 
citiesifind townships."

Libby Crawford, Novi Woods 
physical education teacher, 
explained that she and three other 
teachers in the building came up 
with the idea after ihcy witnessed 
a similar program at Village Oaks 
Elementary School called 
"Fitness Focus." 

"We wanted to do a program 
lhat gave kids exercise every sin­
gle day," Crawford said. 

Originally, students only had 
gym class once a week. The four

A qu ick h is tory lesson on 
t l i e Novi United IVIetliodist 

In 1830, the Novi Methodist' 
Church was founded using a 
school house (or worship services. . 
In 1875,14 church members 
began building a white frame 
church at the southwest corner of 
Novi Road and Grand River 
Avenue, on a lot they purchased 
for $200. By 1969 the Methodist 
church had grown to over 180 
members. 

Nearby, at 10 Mile and 
Mfeadowbrook roads, the 
Willowbrook Community 
Evangelical United Brethren Church 
was built in 1958. By 1969 they had 
a congregation of 86 members. 

In 1968, at the national level, 
the EUB and Methodist denomina­
tions merged to become Ihe United 
Methodist Church. This new 
denomination now had two 
churches within a three-mile radius 
of each other. One was a mission 
church in a fast growing residential 
area with a membership too small 
to sustain it. The other was a well 
established, growing church in . 
need of Sunday school rooms and 
personnel, located in an area 
where many old homes were being

sold and converted into use for 
small businesses. 

The decision was made to 
merge Ihe two churches rather 
than closing one and leaving the 
other open. After much hard work 
on the ))art ol both congregations, 
the Uniting Service was held on 
May 5,1969. About six weeks later 
The Rev Albert Hartoog was 
installed as the first lull time pastor 
of the Novi United Methodist 
Church, housed in the former EUB 
facility 

By 1996, the original building 
was expanded by 14,000 square 
feet including Memorial Hall, and a 
larger sanctuary Each addition was 
made in resjlonse to the needs of a 
growing, active congregation. 

The Novi United Methodist 
Church continues to stay involved 
in the community. The church 
serves lunch to the needy at the 
Scott Center in Detroit, participates 
in the Novi CROP Walk, cares for 
of a section of 10 Mile Road 
through Adopt-A-Road, sends Its 
youth on mission trips, corre­
sponds with prisoners through a 
Prison Ministry, participates in the 
Novi Community Food Bank, visits 
retirement communities and its 
home-bound members, and spon­
sors a Boy Scout and a Cub Scout 
Troop. The church also offers 
space to local organizations and 
provides a home for the Amen 
Korean United Methodist Church, a 
developing congregation.

Things might look pretty 
tinged wilh gloom and doom 
around Michigan right now, bul 
there are some hopeful signs on 
the horizon. 

Thai is, as long as you squint 
hard enough. 

New U.S. Census Bureau data 
show Michigan adding 91,077 
professional, scifntific and tech­
nical services 
jobs from 2000 to 
2003, second 
only to 
California. Our 
stale's manufac­
turing payroll 
dropped by more 
than $5,7 billion 
(15,2 per cent) 
over the same 
period, while the 
payroll for high-
end service jobs 
rose by $7,4 bil­
lion (a whopping 
75 per cent!) for Phjl PoWBr 
the same period. 

All this is pretty conclusive 
proof of what all the experts have 
been saying aboul our economy: 
Standard old vanilla-flavored 
manufacturing is evaporating, 
even as the high value-added 
.service sector is thriving more 
than ever. That has been painful 
for many folks who once pulled 

down good wages and benefits 
from manufacturing jobs. But the 
world is changing, and in our 
stale, the transition from work 
for strong backs lo \vork for 
strong brains is proceeding rea­
sonably rapidly. 

Meanwhile, the Michigan 
Economic Development 
Corporation (MEDC) also has 

several pieces of 
good news lo 
report: (In the 
interests of full 
disclosure, 1 am 
vice-chair of the 
MEDC.) 

• Michigan 
ranks No. 2 in the 
nation for new 
corporate facili­
ties and expan­
sions in 2004, 
according lo Site 
Selection maga­
zine. We're still a 
national leader in 
this category after 

eight years of tracking. 
• Tlie MEDC-sponsored 

SmartZone program, designed to 
make cities inlo incubator zones 
for new high tech businesses, 
won the national Best Practice 
award for regional economic 
development from the U.S. Small 
Business Administration.

• Expansion Manugemeni 
magazine recognized 
Lansiiig/Easl Lansing and Ann 
Arbor as being among the best 
metro areas in Ihc country at 
attracting the kind of highly 
skilleil and educated workforce 
necessary for knowledge-based 
businesses. 

This is all happening as Jim 
Epolito takes over as the new 
chief execuiive office of the 
MEDC, succeeding Don 
Jakeway, a good guy and an 
effective professional, Epolilo is 
the former CEO of the Lansing-
based Accident Fund Insurance 
Co, of America, 

There, he developed a terrific 
reputation I'or growing the com­
pany from a single-state insur­
ance provider into a national out­
fit with more than 500 employees 
spread across more Ihan 40 
states. 

The MEDC, by the way, was 
estiiblished as a piinnership 
between the Michigan and local 
communities. Its job is to recruit, 
retain and grow businesses and 
jobs in Michigan through things 
like site location assistance, job 
iraining grants and tax breaks. 

Epolito is bright, business-
savvy, charismatic. Because I 
was involved in .some of the 
negotiations lhal led to his being 

hired 1 know he has the full con­
fidence of Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm and David HollislcL 
director of the Department of 
Labor and Economic Growlh. 

He'll need lhal support, and 
Ihen some. The MEDC job is by 
no means easy. There is a school 
of thought in Lansing, stimulated 
by the Mackinac Center and 
adopted hy some ultra-libertarian 
members of the state House, lhal 
the MEDC should be killed. 

Jusl how this logic works is 
beyond me, especially when the 
agency is one of the very best 
economic development organiza­
tions in Ihe counliy and when 
Michigan is panting for more 
•jobs. Bul you can confidently 
expect a push to cripple il. 

Epolito will have his hands 
full. He'll have to deal wilh the 
GOP-conlrolled legislature, fight 
for his budget, get his arms 
around a new job in a somewhat 
battered agency — all while he 
fights to improve economic con­
ditions in Michigan. 

He'll also play an important 
role in framing Granholm's eco­
nomic development slralegy.

time when Michigan is leading 
the nation in unemployment and 
our auto industry is reeling, set­
ting out a simple, compelling 
plan is important to both the 
stale's economic future and 
Granholm's re-eleciion cam- . 
paign. 

Her Republican opponent is 
virtually certain to be business­
man Richard DeVos, who no 
doubt will label the Granholm 
Administration an economic fail­
ure and tout his business experi­
ence. 

Granholm has made several 
slabs at selling oul her agenda. 
The Cheny Commission recom­
mended doubling the number of 
Michigan workers with college 
degrees. They made the right call 
— but so far, they have failed lo 
persuade the keepers of the pock-
eibook to reallocate the money lo 
do it. 

The governor's proposal to 
tweak the Single Bu.siness Tax in 
a revcnue-neulral way was de.id 
on arrival in the House of 
Represenlaiives, which last week 
proposed ils own business lax 
package. Trouble is, it promises 

an annual $1 billion revenue loss 
to a stale budget ihai already mns 
a deficit of about thai much every 
year. Furthermore, i l offers no 
clear way to make up llie .short­
fall. 

And the governor's $2 billion 
bond proposal — itself a good 
idea, although not big enough — 
has been overshadowed by the 
proposal lo "securitize" future 
state tobacco settlement pay­
ments for around $1 billion. 
(Translate lhal as spending 
money you don't have yet.) 

I f this is hard lo figure out 
when you read it, it's golia be 
completely befuddling lo the vot­
ers. I f Epolilo can help clarify 
and .shape economic policy for a 
stale and administration lhal seem 
a bit laliered around the edges, he 
will more than earn his pay.

Giesc, 80. of Novi, iilong with 
tliou.sands of others, remembers 
ihe long hot trips from Chicago to 
Los Angeles on a two-lane road. 

The 2,40()-)iiilc road stretched 
through several stales I'roiii east to 
west and served the main route to 
opportunity in California from the 
I92().s-196l)s. 

Giese traveled Route 66 over 40 
years ago from start lo llnish with 
a group of friends. 

"I remember wc stayed in cab­
ins off the route," Gie.se said. 
"And I remember .seeing Ihc 
paiiilcd desert in New Mexico and 
Ihc petrilicd forests." 

Gicse said he made Ihc trip sev­
eral times, and one Ihing he 
rcmenibers the niosl is the train 
ride back along ihe route while he 
was in the Army. 

"That was the longest trip. 
Giesc said. "I swear Abe Lincoln 
must have rode in that train 
because il was so old and so 
slow." 

Gicse and several members of 
the Novi Theatres' senior variety 
series iire gelling ready lo perforin 
"Kicks on Route 66" al the Novi 
Civic Cenlcr starting .Sept. 8. 
They have lasting memories along 
the now almost deserted road. 

"Wc took the Route i'roin star! 
lo finish to .sec all the famous 
sites," said Iris Rehnlund, 71, of 
Wolverine Lake. "It was a beauti­
ful trip, and look almost three 
weeks. 

"We wanted to take our kids to 
Disneyl-and in California, and 
Route 66 was the only way to get 
there." 

Leonard Kaminski also has 
memories on Route. 66, although 
he said it was :i long lime ago. 

"When I entered Ihc Korean 
War, I was based in Clovis, New 
Mexico," said the 77-ycar-old 
Novi resident. "Clovis is right on 
the route." 

Leonard said he remembers the 
Burma-Shave signs up and down 
Route 66. 

"These were hilarious signs,

almost like a commercial on 
signs," Leonard said. "They were 
entertaining to look at every few 
miles." 

Al the height of their popularity 
in the 1950s, there were over 
7,000 Burma-Shave signs slretch-
ing across America. 

"The signs were part of the 
tiip." Leonard said. 

Alison Welsh, 74. of Northville 
Township, never look the entire 
route, but she did use it on faniily 
trips to .St. Louis, Mi.ss.

Looking for Extra Help 

Dear Looking. 
The new Medicare prescrip­

tion drug bcncfil, which begins 
January I, 2006. will offer extra 
help lo older Amencans with 
limited incomes, hut just 
because you dom't get an :ippli-
cation in the mail docsnit neces­
sarily mean youi're not eligible. 
Herei's wh:il you should know. 

Extra Help 
From last May through 

August, Ihc Social Security 
Administration has been mailing 
out application forms to millions 
of Medicare beneficiiirics (with 
limited income) who may be eli­
gible for iextra help! paying Tor 
their out-of-pocket Medicare 
prescription drug costs. More 
than 14 million Americans will 
be eligible for this extra help, 
which will pay between 75 and 
100 percent of ihcir drug costs. . 

Do You Qualify? 
Ne.nily .seven million of ihc 

Medicare iicncriciarics eligible 
for Ihe prescription drug extra 
help (the very low income) are 
automatically enrolled and donit 
need to apply. But Ihereis anolh-
er seven million people out 
there with slightly higher 
incomes lhal may also eligible, 
and need lo apply, l-lerei's how 
Ihc exira help eligibility breaks 
down: 

* Aulomalically Enrolled: If 
you are receiving Medicaid, 
Supplemental Security Income 
(SSI) or assistance wilh a 
Medicare Savings Program, you 

arc aulomalically enrolled and 
dom'l have to a|)ply. The Centers 
for Medicare & Medicaid 
Services (CMS) should have 
,scnl a Idler explaining Ibis lo 
you. Bul in late fall you will 
slili be asked to enroll in a dnig 
plan of your choice. If you 
dom'l, CMS will enroll you in 
one. 

* Must Apply: If your 2005 
nionlhly income is below .'51,197 
(,SI ,604' for couples) and your 
asscis are below $11,500 
($23,000 for couples), you qual­
ify for cxlia help bul you must 
apply. F.ven if your income or 
assets are above these limits, 
you m:iy .still qualify (and 
should apply) because certain 
types of income and assets arc 
not included. Also, know thai 
receiving an application in the 
mail from Social Security docs-
nil necessaVily mean you wil l 
get exira help, and not receiving 
an application docsnit mean 
youi'rc not eligible. If you dom'l 
receive an application by late 
August and think you may be 
eligible, you should apply either 
by phone al 800-772-1213, 
online al 
www.socialsecurity.gov or you 
can apply in person at your local 
Social Security office. 

Income and Assets 
People who are automatically 

enrolled dom'l have to worry 
about figuring their income and 
assets since the government has 
already been deemed them 
below the limil. Bui lor ihose 
who miisl apply, income means 

any money from work. Social 
Securily, rclirement benefits, 
alimony, rental property, etc. 
Assets that are counted include 
bank accounts, iiivestments,. 
additional real estate and the 
value of life insurance policies. 
They do not include your home, 
vehicles, personal possessions, 
burial plot and up to $1,500 
intended for funeral expenses. 

Confused? 
I f youi'rc feeling confused or 

overwhelmed with all this 
Medicare madness and have 
questions or need help applying, 
contact your local State Health 
Insurance Assistance Program 
(SHIP) for free coun.seling and 
assistance. To find your nearest 
ofiicc, call the Medicare hotline

Savvy Tips 
Remember lhat applying for 

extra help is separate from sign­
ing up for Medicareis prescrip­
tion drug coverage. To get drug 
coverage, youill still need lo 
enroll in a Medicare drug plan 
between Nov. 15, 2005 and May 
15, 2006. Also, i f you get turned 
down for Medicareis extra help, 
you may slill qualify for assis-
lance from your state. Some 
state programs have higher 
income limits or iliay not 
require an asset lest. Your SHIP 
counselor can advise you.

Trey Love has never been the kind of player to look 
for glory. 

The fact that he received All-Area, All-Conference 
and All-State honors last year just shows how far he's 
come since he was seven years old. 

"My parents put me in a bunch of sports and soccer 
was the one 1 took to," Love said.

And in soccer, speed rules..

Sure, playing defense is always a good time, but 
scoring goals would be fun, right? 

" I 'm not worried about ihai," he said. "It's just a 
force of habit. Playing defense is what I do best and 
I've come to accept that." 

Love wi l l be expected to live up to what he's done 
in the past. As a freshman he was pulled up to varsity 
and then he found himself starting as a sophomore. 
When he's not playing high school soccer, he's play­
ing with ihe likes of Northville's Mike Cornelius. 
While with the Wolves, he's played against some out­
standing scorers. 

"With the Wolves, I've marked guys who are nation­
ally ranked or who are on the national team," he said. 

Love and his high school team wi l l be looking to 
win the Kensington Valley Conference title this year 

and have found themselves being the subject of soccer 
talk all around the area. 

Novi returned most of their team from last year and 
is expected to be competitive. 

"There are a lot of big hopes for this team,' he said. 
"1 jusi wani us lo play good this season and io do.good 
in states." 

Though i l doesn't mailer when il comes to ihe 
team's season goals. Love said he's looking forward to 
taking on the Northvilie Mustangs. 

In fact, he and Cornelius have chatted online sever­
al times talking about the match-up. 

"That's always a good game," he said. "Ii's a lot of 
fun, nothing dirty or below the belt.

Playing soccer is more ihan jusi waiting for the sea­
son to start, especially for someone like Love who is 
drawing Division I interest from colleges. He said 
beyond playing for the high school and club, he has io 
work hard in the off-season as well. 

"Between staying in shape and working out, il 's a 
loi more than just playing," he said. "It's like a year-
and-a-half-round sport." 

So much works means Lo\(e often finds himself 
missing out on the .social aspect o f high sehool. 

" I 'm not around on the weekends a lot and I'm play­
ing during the week," he said. "My parents make sure 
it doesn't get too bad when it comes to homework. 
Grades come first." 

Love's mother and father, Kim and Talvis, are big 
supporters of his soccer. Even his younger brother, 
Jordan, plays travel soccer. 

It isn't uncommon to see his parents at the games. 
"Yeah, you can see them and hear them," he 

laughed. 
With a ful l season of soccer still ahead of him. Love 

doesn't want to have college first and foremost on his 
mind.

Tills Monday wc celcbraled 
Labor Day — and if you're like 
many people, you certainly feel 
that your household is laboring 
pretty darn hard. And you'd be 
right. In fad, from 197.') through 
2002, the average hours worked 
by all family members rose by 11 
percent, according to the 
Economic Policy Institute. But 
all that work may not necessarily 
translate into the attainment of 
your financial goals — unless 
your money is working as hard 
as you are. 

How can you make sure ihis 
happens? For starters, you need 
lo define jusl how hard your 
money needs lo work — in other 
words, what sort of performance 
you'll require from your invest­
ments. Nol everyone needs the 
same type of return from his or 
her portfolio. 

For example, if you plan on 
working past normal retirement 
age and then stay fairly close to 
home, you might not need as 
much income from your invest­
ments as your neighbor, who 
wants to retire early and travel 
the world. To gel a reasonably 
close estimate of the level or 
resources you'll need to draw on 
during your reiirement years, you 
may want to work with a finan­
cial professional. 

Once you know how much 
you'll need, you can assess if 
you're on track toward reaching 
this figure. After factoring in 
what you can expect from Social 
Security — an amount that wil l 
make up only a relatively small 
percentage of your retireineni 
income — consider your employ­
er-sponsored retirement plan. 

If you work for a company that 
offers a traditional "defined bene­
fit" plan — one that pays you a 
pension based on your age and 
length of employment — there's 
not much you can do to get more 
"bang for your buck," apart from 
working more years. But i f your 
employer ofi'ers a "defined con­
tribution" plan, such as a 401 (k), 
you can take action to ensure that 
your investment dollars are work­
ing hard for you. 

Start by evaluating your 401 (k) 
portfolio. Are you "overweight­
ed" in conscrvaiive investments, 
such as bonds, certificates of 
deposit or guaranteed income 
contracts? These vehicles, while 
not without value, are "lazy" in 
the sense thai they won't give 
you any significant appreciation. 

To provide yourself with sub-
slanlial growth opportunities, you 
may need to put a relatively large 
percentage of your 401(k) plan 
into equities. Then, when you 
near retirement, you might want 
to lock in any gains you have 
achieved, and reduce your portfo­
lio's volatility by shifting some 
— but certainly not all — of 
your401(k) equity dollars into 
bond and CD accounts. 

And Ihe same course of action 
applies to your individual invest­
ments. Even if you are by nature 
a conservative investor, you wil l 
need at least some exposure to 
stocks to achieve the growth you 
need for retirement and other 
long-term goals. If your portfolio 
is laden with bonds and CDs, 
you might lower your investment 
risk — the possibility of losing 
some principal — but you'll 
assume more purchasing power 
risk, because fixed-rate invest­
ments may barely keep you 
ahead of infiation. 

In short, you need to construct 
a diversified portfolio that 
refiects your risk tolerance, long-
term goals and time horizon — 
but you have to make sure it con­
tains plenty of investments that 
are working hard for you. 
Widiout these investments, you 
may be die only one who has to 
keep working hard — for more 
years than you'd like.
