Novi police arresied two
Oakland County residents Sepl.
14 for ullepedly stealing and
sclling gas (o southeastermn
Michigan gas stations for per-
sonal profit.

William Shannen Cox, 39, of
Watdrford, was arrested at his
home. Michael Gmar Malons,
34, of Clarkston, twmed him-
self ifi to police.

The men supposedly stole
more than 20,000 gatlons of
gasoline from Delia - Fusls,
40600 Grand River Ave., a
Novi- fucl distribution compa-
ny. The facility i3 located on
Grand River Avenue just cast of
Meadowbrook Road.

The arrests arc expected lo
be the first in an ongoing joint
investigation with the Novi
Police Department and FBI that
may involve hundreds of thou-
sands of dellars in stolen gaso-

tine from metropolitan Detrait

fuel compunies.

Both  were  arraigned
Wednesday afternoon by Judge
Dennis Powers in Navi’s 52-1
District Court on one count
cach of falsc pretenses,
$20,000 or mare, and conspira-
cy ta commit false prelenses,
$20.000 or more.

Both counts carry a maxi-
mum penalty of 10 years in
prisen. In addition, both men

‘beer and wine’ influence

Fed up with politics as usugl? Lots of peo-
ple in Michigan are — ol here is one reason
why.

For years. state law aliowed winerics i
this state 10 ship wine direct o Michigan cus-
tomers. Meanwhile, wine shipments 1o

i n residents fram gut- Uf—\l.llt wine
makers were olthnved,

The law also required thal
all beer and wine sold at retail
must be distwibued by beer
and wine whalgsalers. If you
think this sounds like a legul-
1zed monopoly, you're right.
And it has been protecied for
decades by the most powerlul
lobby in Lansing, the
Michigan Beer and Wine
Wholesulers Associnion.

This group works to pratect
the interests (not of the con-
sumeszs. of course) bul of the
70-0dd familics who awn
wholesaling and distribution .
comptiies. Phil Power

Ray and Eleanor Heald, the
winge columnists who worked for these news-
papers for years, sued, and the case wound up
before the U.S. Supreme Court, In May, the
high court ruled that the Michigan faw was
discriminatory and therefore an unconslilu-
tonal restriction on interstate comnerce,

Wine Jovers and free market advocaies
rejuiced. expecting that ruling would end the
whelesalers' monopoly power.

The politicians had another idea,

Led by siale House of Representatives
Majority Leader Chris Ward, R-Brighton, o
bis] passed overwheimingly late last month by
the House would severely timit direct ship-

ments by ali wineries. ne maiter where they
are locited.

That would then preserve the wholesalers”
monopoly. Wine makers would be allowed to
ship some wine uncer o right annuat timit, but
they would be forbidden altogether to ship to
rostaurants and refailers.

Why? Well. you may think this is only a
coincidence ... hut the record
shuws the beer and wine
labby is among the 10 largest
contnibutors 10 (he policeal
campaigus of two-thirds of
the 84 representatives who
voled for the hill.

Inzgine that. The bill now
goes 1o the stale senate,
where, again, many of the
sentors have benetited from
the contribution record of the
wholesalers, Some. however,
think Majerity Leader Ken
Sikkema, R-Wyoming, may
be less inclined to preserve
the monepoly of this liny but
exiremely powerlu! sliver of

our sage.

Now consider just how many people are
directly affected cither way by this legislation
that has so preoceupied the legiskators we
send to Lansing, Supposedly, remember. our
lasmakers are there to look alter our best
interests,

To begin with there are the 70 or 50 fmi-
lies (hat ewn beer and wine wholesaling com-
panies. And there are wing enthusiasts who
miitke up far less than 1 percent of Michigan's
10 millicn residents.

This is. um, preity small beer.

And it's even smaller beer when compared

with stuff (hat affects almost everybody. Take
high gas prices, It's no secret that the domes-
tic autpmakers, the mainstay of our econciny,
have been in financial trouble for years. Now,
they cauld be dealt u monal blow by gas that
is becoming so expensive that it will limit

market demand for gas guzzling new product
now in the pipeline. (1f you don’t believe me,
see what it costs o i1l up that Hummer.)

Michigan's had cconemic situation is being
wade worse by our archaic tax structure,
Worst of all is the Single Business Tax, which
essentinlly penalizes business for hiring
workers ... i A state thal often has the highest
ungmployment rute in the country.

With all this 1o deal with, how come the
tempest in a wine boltle gets the rapt auen-
tion of our political system? Simplc. The
wealthy beer and wine wholesalers lebby
uys the nttention of our legislators, That's
all. It iteeally buys their attention.

So the interests of a myjority of our people
aré held hostage Lo a political system Lhal
divides its auention according to the amount
of money 4 “constituency™ can contribute 10
the politicians,

Wihen you think about that, it isn't hard to
conelude thitt the real reason so many people
are fed up with our system is that it takes
care of organized special interest groups (that
can alferd to pay.

As for the big problems of our state, the
ones that affeet us all — well, oo often the
politicians see (hem as an unwanled intrusion
on business as usual.

Robents said the key 1o suceess-
ful netwerking is when dealing
with people, get iato their world
and look at life through their eyes.

“You're panners, trying 1o be of
service 10 cach uther” she said.

“Understanding cach: other is the’

key to suceess,”

Roberis, who Das addressed
members of Auomation Allcy in
Oukland County and the Traverse
City Chamber of Commerce, said

people should eontact others, ful-

low up, become a fesource Tor
thern and keep in touch.

“It's net just ahoul your prod-
wets and services,” she said. She
suggest sending contacts an anticle
you read that reminded you of
them.

“You strengthen relationships
and build trust by becoming a
resource, Think of yowrself as a
search enging.”

Robents said the ofd way of net-
working was lo go up and sk
someone what they do for  living.

Inslead, whien you mecl people,
think of other people you can con-
neet them with,

“Focus on gelling to know euch
other,” she added.

Here's how it works, A hanker
in the audience, Michelle, asked
one of her clients what type of
business he was in, then sent wo
clients his way. He then retumed
the faver and sent two clients her
wiy.

She suggests nol going 1o cvenls
wilh hidden motives.

“Park the ngenda,” Roberts said.
In her experience, any lime she
searched for leads for mew cos-
tomers, she couldn't find them.

“Try {0 be of service to peaplc.
Life is just market rescarch. You
learn fron: your tistakes.”

If you're looking for ice brezk-
ers, a simple one is lo walk up o 0
table of people and ask, “May |
join you?" Or ask others to join
you. .

“Find the host or hostess and ask
them if they can inlradtice you to
someone if you're fecling left ows.”
she added. “Sit next to someonc
new.”

Reberts noted that introverts can
often make the most of their con-
tacls because they have the special
gilt of being good listencrs.

“Ask people not cnly what they
do but how they gol to where they
are,” she suggested, “Bring others
inio the conversation.”

Finally, if you're trying (o make
a quick getaway from someonc
you're no longer interested in talk-
ing to. wy this approach: “You
know, T think 'l get out of your
hair and let you 1alk 10 some others
here.”

In other words, make them think ~
