Talk aboul two different
workds!

The MEDC mecling fea-
tured respected auto industry
researcher, Sean MeAlinden,
Titled “An End i Business as
Usual.” MeAlinden's 1alk
detailed the apocalypse that is
about to land on Michigan's Phil Power
economy. I vou think things
are bad now, you haven't seen anything yet.

« Qver the next three years, Michigan is
likely to lose 46,000 primary jobs in wiie
assembly smd parts planes, That's shout one
out of every five auto-related jobs wnd 4
wmarked dcceleration of the heinorrhaging now
taking place i our manufacturing hase.

« Virtually all of these jobs will come frém
Michigan-based compunies: General Mators,
Ford, Yisteon and Delphi, all firms that have
tzken big hits to their murket share from for-
eign-owaed car companies.

« Worse, there's a big “multiphier effeer” as
well, Primary manufaciuring johs sustain jobs
in lofs of other businesses — reslaurnis,
relailers, varjous services. McAlinden fore-
casts that 250,000 of these additional
Michigan jobs Jost will be lost by the ead of
2008.

Mealinden's conclusions are stark. “Our
old business model is broken,” he says, As a
resull, “IU's time Lo panic — in an arderly
way!”

There are some bright spets, Michigan is
hame to one oul of every four aulemotive
workers in the U.S., and especially 186,000
skilied irades workers. MeAlinden says that
Toreign-owned transplant plamts in the South
literally cannot find electricians or tool-and-
die makers of the sort we have here, Not only
that. but Michigan is still the home for high
value-added antomotive
rescarch, development and
engineering. The Detroit
chapter of the Socicty of
Automelive Engineers, for
example, hes 14,000 men-
bers, L6per cent of the
group’s entice membership
world-wide.

MeAlinden argues the oid
system of every company,
competing with every other
and every community com-
peting with every other ¢om-
murity wili have to be
repluced by a series of collab-
orations. He points o the
wildly stccessful effort pio-
neered by David Hollister, formerly the
miayer of Lansing and now the Direclor of the
Department of Labor and Economic Growth
in the Cirunholm administration. By getling
the city, the scheols srd community colleges,
the UAW and General Molors all in the same
rour te see how each of them could help the
ather, he set the wheels in motion to build
two entirely new GM assembly plants in the
Lansing area.

Yel none — absolutely none! — of this cul
any ice down te sireet, wilere legislative
leuclers wene squabbling with the Granhulm
administration over the budget.

A primary focus was'the continuing
atteript (o gul the nen-profit, non-pariisin
MEDC, the stue’s oaly econemic develap-
ment outfit.
