In fast Thusday s issiee Retired Police Officer Robert Gall wrolc a
Tong and passionate letter admonishing Mr, Burton's concems (and,
he assumes, my concerns toe) about the propoesed new supes-duper
pistol shooting range for the Novi Police Department. Maybe we
puor residents and taspayers do not have encugh information about
this super-duper pistol range.

As an eight-year veteran of the U. 8. Marine Corps who served in
the United States, Korea, and Japan and who fired everyihing from a
sidearm op to a 20-millimeter cannen, [ did spend a fair amount of
time on the shooling ranges. So 1 realize the smponance of practice
needled to maintsin one’s proficiency with their weapons. But 1 would
expect that in addition 1o practicing with sidearms our patrol officers
would need  practice firing rifles and shotguns and the deployment
of tear gas grenades, concussion grenades, smeke grenades, elc., all
weapons that they could have to use on the job. So even if our city
construcled a super-duper pistol shooting range, evidently our patrol
officers would need to go clsewhere to trai and practice with the
other weaponry.

Well, Retired Police Officer Robert Gant, it is time 1o put the
Retired Police Officer’s hat on the ¢loset sheif and don the proverbial
council robes to uphold the oath you took almost twa years ago and
to comply with the promis¢ you made to serve all of the residents
and taxpayers. You could start by addressing the following in your
letters.

That was a very interesting and informative letter (hat council
member and retired police officer Mr. Bob Gait wrote last week
regarding the police department's desire 1o have their own firing
range. As he pointed out, since he had served many years on the Movt
police farce, he is uniguely qualified to address the needs and wanls
of the department. But it also puts hins in the position of, natuarlly
teing a little biuscd in matters concerning the police departmant
coming before the council. But thats not necessarily a bad thing.
Aler all, most of us would love (0 have a council inember living nesl
door. | know [ would.

The argument that both suprised and concerned me most was that
at any given time there could be as many as four on-duty cops miles
away al a firing range and net available to respond te emergency
calls. At first glance, the simple selution would seem to requite that
oL more than one, oF Lwo af mosl, be gone at the same time. Maybe
scheduling conflicts @t the range would preclude that,

Mr. Gatl alsa points vut that it is an absolute necessity tiat our
ofticers have the training and practice to shoot straight should e
niced ever arise. Surely no ane can argue with that. He also makes the
point that 2n inaccurale of stray bullet fired by a cop and gecidenally
hitting an innocent hystaader could and probably would result in a
very exspensive lawsait against the city. Might happen, but Tfind that
reasoning a little iffy. Fron nearly everything I've read about law-
suits being filed duc 1o people being shot, il's nearly always the per-
son the cops intended to hit or their famlies that take legal action,

1 really don 't know if spending approximatcly $2 million to have
our own range is wotth that kind of invesiment or not. Mr. Gatl is
right on when he says that the huilding will still be standing long
after all of us are in our graves. At 52 million, it sure better be.

T'm not sure if the range will require baving a full-time employec on
sialf to handle the day-to-day operations. If it does, T hope it

doesn't have 1o be a policeman, As for regular maintenance on the
building, if practice range space is at such a premium, maybe we
should consider renting it to other police depariments in the area lo
help defray the cosL,

Mc Gatt further states that the sange would be an insurance policy
{or the city and a cheap one at that. Well, if that range is built, the
city will nieed an insurance policy to protect itself from the lawsuiis it
will face should anyone get injured there. And trast me, il won'tbe a
cheap ong.

Tn closing, 'd like to say that I'm sure every cop iz the city would
leve to have their own gun range. But wanling and needing are
entirely 1wo different matters, We all want lots of things but we don’t
always need them. I think [ read somewhere that the practice range
our police presently use is located in Farmington Hills. Think about
it, you can make a lot of trips to Farmington Hills for two million of
the big ones.
