Novi Fire Cliiei' Art Lciiaghan 
i.s looking for a few good men — 
or women. 

Why? The chief .said stafling al 
Fire .Sialion #2 — wilh jusi eiglu 
paid on-eall firefighters al last 
count — i.s .so low thai the station 
liii.s had to clo.se its doors .several 
times in Ihe last year. 

The chief wants to recruit more 
firefighters ibr the station on the 
north side of i3 Mile Road a half 
mile west of Novi Road. And. he 
wants lo phase in a sleep-in pro­
gram ill llii.s slalioii on Ihe north 
end of town. 

"We realize that only a certain 
niiniher of employees would be 
willing io participate," he said. 

A sleep-in program has been in 
effect al Fire Station #1 on Grand 
River Avenue just east of Novi 
Road for more than 10 years, 
according lo i^enaghan. 

in this program, the station is 

covered froni 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. 
Monday ihrough i-riday, wilh two 
paid-on call members spending 
the night, working 24 hours on 
Saturday and 24 hours on Sunday. 

"This allows us io be a member 
of the First Rcsponder Program," 
Lenaghan said. 

The county requires city per­
sonnel who arc part of this pro­
gram to be able lo respond to calls 
on iiverage in aboui six minutes. 

The 24-hour supervisor pro­
gram has improved ihe overall 
department's response time, 
according to Lenaghan. 

P a i d on-ca l l staff required 

For the sleep-in program to be 
phased in at l^irc Station #2, the 
department has io firsi find paid on-
call stair willing to work weekends. 

"The program will depend on 
whether we can get enough of oiir 
current quuliried staff who are 
able and willing to participate," 
Lenaghan said. "The critical lime 
is Saturday and Sundiiy during the 
day." 

He noted that Fire Station #2 
should have 20 employees instead 
of less than 10.

Jane Sheldwick has lo.st too 
inany weeks io ihe llu during her 
lifetime to risk not getting vacci­
nated. 

"Life is 100 shori," said ihc 
72-year-old , Novi resident. 
"Why spend it on the couch wilh 
a 100-degree fever?" 

Sheldwick said she has gotten 
the flu vaccine for the past five 
years, but panicked during last 
year's shortage. 

"1 haven't gotten the flu in 
years," she said. "Wliy slari 
now?" 

The flu is a contagious respi­
ratory illness caused by influen­
za viruses. It can cause mild to 
severe illness iind at limes lead 
to death. 

On average, about 10-20 per­

cent of tlie U.S. populiUion gels 
the llu each year, according lo 
the Atlanta, Ga.-based Cciiler 
for Disease Control. 

"The best way to prevent the 
flu is lo get the shot," said Mary 
I'ai Kaminski, Novi resident and 
registered nurse for ll|e Gicalcr 
Oakland Visiting Nurses 

. Associalion. "There arc plenty 
of Vaccines available this year, if 
you have ihc opportunity to get 
the shot, gel it." 

Kaminski, a nurse for more 
lhan 45 years, said she will give 
several hundred vaccines this llu 
season. 

"Anyone who work.s wijh ihe 
public should get a shot," she 
said. 

The flu shot has been avail- ' 
able to high-ri,sk individuals 
since Gel. 1, but siarling 
Monday the vaccine will be 
available io ihe public. 

The Center for Disease 
Control chose Monday for open 
distrihulion for two reasons:

Pronounced "spooey," the 
Single-point Urban Interchange 
(SPUl) is a relatively new/ varia­
tion of the traditional diamond 
interchange. The advantages 
include: . 

•the more compact layout 
requires less property acquisi­

• It allows simultaneous 
opposing left turns for greater 
capacity at the Interchange. 

The invention of the SPUl Is 
attributed to Wallace Hawkes, 
director of transparfafion engi­
neering at Greiner, Inc., more .

lenders, including State Sen. Nancy 
Cassis and Speaker of the House 
Craig DeRoche." 

Helwig said others inslrunienlal 
ill the completion of ihe project 
include the Ro;\d Commission for 
Oakland County staff that worked 
on Grand River Avenue improve­
ments, and several property own­
ers, including Providence

for the project. 

Congestion to be eased 

The new state-of-the-art inter­
change is called a Single-point 
Urban Interchange. 

"This type of interchange 
increases cap.icity and reduces traf­
lic congestion," Helwig said. 

1-96 between Wixom and Beck 
roads handles well over 130,000 
cars a day, according to the MOOT. 

The new bridge will also lead 
directly to 12 Mile Road on the 
north side of i-96, easing shoppers' 
navigation to llie Twelve Oaks Mall 

al 12 Mile and Novi roads. 
Providence Hospital officials are 

obviously also thrilled that tlie new 
interchange has been completed 
before construction of the new 
Providence Park Hospital at Beck

"We're recruiting right now," Lenaghan said. 
"We're taking applications, and a class starts in 
January. We'd like to have all of our prospective 
recruits apply by the end of October, because they 
need to give lIs time to process the application." 

The first plIase of Ihe expanded coverage program 
at Station #2 would be to have two paid on-call fire­
fighters work from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. on Saturday and 
Sunday. 

"Two firefighters would work Ihe day shift on 
Saturday, and two would work the day shift on 
Sunday," Lenaghan said. 

The expansion of the sleep-in program al Station 
#2 is critical for our community, said Rick Helwig, 
city manager. 

"We need addilional weeknight and weekend fire­
fighter presence in our stations," said Helwig. "We 
are counting on our paid on-call staff to support the 
program recently auihorized by city council." 

The department currently has about 36 staff mem­
bers from the various four stations who work the 
sleep-in program at Station #i. 

"They can be fire officers or firefighters," 
Lenaghan said. 

It's not a requirement of paid-on cail firefighters to 
work the night shift, however. 

'The people who do it do it voluntarily," he said. 
"They have to be willing lo take on this additional 
duty to be assigned to the sleep-in program."

But 
that's all right — their philosophy 
is to keep the ones who keep com­
ing back happy. 

"We care aboul what we give to 
our customers," Peter said, "If we 
ever find that the cheese is nol the 
right temperature, we'll .send il 
back. Could we take il and make 
pizza out of il? Sure, bul wiiy 
would we run the risk of maybe 
doing .something that's not right?"

"It will be interesting to sec 
liow people use Ihesc live-work 
units," said Matt Quinn, attorney 
for The A D C O Group. "This wil l 
create something new in the city. I 
could see architects, attorneys, 
insurance companies and dentists 
using a facility like ihis — you 
can live upstairs and have your 
office downstairs." 

The seven parcels on the prop­
erty total about 27 acres on the 
south side of Grand River Avenue 
just west'of Mcadowbrook Road. 
The $55 million development will 
be across from Gateway Village. 

Plans include 22.5 condomini­
ums, 24,771 square feet of retail, 
4,965 square feel for restaurants and 
40,692 square feel of ollice space.

Inllucn/a outbreaks occur when 
a new strain emerges and j)eo|ile 
have little or no iiiinuuiily, accord­
ing lo the Ccnier for Disease 
Control. 

While ihcre arc more than 911 
million flu vaccines available Ihis 
year, .lackic Pebbles, a phannaci.sl 
ioi Walgreciis in Novi. said ihcre 
is euiTciilly no vaccine for the 
avian llu spreading thnuighout 
Asia. 

"Researchers ;ire worried about 
il mnlatiiig," Pebbles said, "lint we 
don't know that much about i l . " 

Pebbles said the bird llu virus 
oeciiis iialiirally among birds, and 
the vims does not usually affect 
humans. 

Most human cases of bird llu 
infection in humans have resulted 
from contact with infected poultry 
or contaminated surfaces, :iccord-
ing U) ollicials from the Center for 
Disease Control. 

"Il hasn't spread lo the U.S.." 
Pebbles said. "That's wlial mailers 
right now."

Rod Fninclii jusl received Ihe 
history lesson of a lifeliiuc. 

Earlier this monlh, the social 
studies department co-chair and 
advanced placement hi.story, 
civics and English leachcr at Novi 
High School traveled to George 
Washington's Mount Vernon 
Estate and Gardens. He aitend a 
seminar for history teachers and 
adniinislralor.s from across ihe 
U.S. about Washington's life and 
legacy. 

The .seminar was hosicd by the 

Gilder Lehrman Institute of 
American History. Led by Joseph 
Ell is , Pulitzer Prize-winning 
author and professor of history at 
Mount Holyokc College, the 
three-day seminar was entitled 
"Coming to Terms ' with 
Washington," 

"Il was a great opportunity," 
Franchi said. "It's nice to see that 
wealthy people are using their 
money for this purpose." 

Franchi explained thai the 
Gilder Lehrman Institute has 
raised a lot of funds to advance 
ilie teaching and learning of 
American history. The insiilule 
has many reiil doeuiiients that arp 
available for teachers, but it hosts 
.seminars as well. 

"it'.s great because teachers can 
go and learn aboul the subject and 
bring it back lo their classrooms," 
Franchi said. "It's not jusl any 
seminar." 

Franchi said the biggest George 

Washington historians gathered lo 
talk about their research. 

Historian Ellis wrote 
"Founding Fathers," and is one of 
llie biggest names in the iiusiness. 

The seminar iasted three days 
and featured talks by historians, 
discussions and lours of Mount 
Vernon, 

"Washinglon is underrated as a 
political figure in our history," 
Franchi said. "Jefferson and other 
Founders are seen as smarter, bul 
Washington is so important, not 
so much for his ideas, but because 
of his leadership and the respect 
he gol from the oilier figures of 
the day." 

Franchi said Washington was a 
"rock-solid" Commander-in-
Chief during the war by keeping 
the army intact againsi the world's 
superpower. 

"As president of the world's 
first large republic in centuries he 
was even more solid," he said.

"It's hard lo understand it now, 
but back then republics had a rep-
ulatioii I'or falling apart, and even 
the founders had doubts, so il 
wasn'l a foregone conclusion thai 

what Washington called "the 
experiment" of self-govcrnmeiil 
would work." 

He went on lo say thai 
Washinglon ni;ide sure the gov­
ernment got off the ground by his 
steady, firm leadcrsliip during the 
critical period. 

"My students from this year 
and ill future years wil l learn 
about Washington's limes and 
Ik)w he helped make sure there 
were iiKiie Aiiiericaii Iiislorieal 
limes to come after him," Franchi 
said. 

Franchi has been teaching for 
10 years. He is a Michigan native, 
raised in Farniiiigion Hills. 

He said ihat George 
Washington was such a pivotal 
figure in the American 
Revolution, ihc United Stales 
Constitutional Convention and the 
first eight years of our country, 
thai il was very important for 
Franchi to iillend the seminar. 

"I think 1 took some good 
Holes, and I cah now plan lessons 
accordingly," Franchi said, "I've 
jusi learned so much about the 
subject that it will help me frame 
discussions about ihe revolution 
and the constitutional convenlion 
and the Washington regislralioii. 
It gave me real good insights 
about him and his personality." 

In order to be well prepared for 
what was lo come, Franchi was 
required lo read a book before 
traveling to Mount Venion. 

"In my case il's really going to 
pay off." Franchi said. "The kids 
will really be exposed to things 
about Washington that the best 
minds in the country have con­
cluded."

Ten w a r n i n g s i g n s o f A l z h e i m e r ' s d i s e a s e 

1. lWeraory loss. Forgetting recently learned information is one 
of the most common early signs of dementia. A person begins to 
forget more oftenand is unable to recall the information later. 

2. Difficulty performing familiar tasks. People with dementia 
often find it liard to plan or complete everyday tasl<s. Individuals 
may lose track of the steps involved in preparing a meal, placing a 
telephone call or playing a game. 

3. ProlJlems witli language. People with Alzheimer's disease 
often forget simple words or substitute unusual words, maldng 
their speech or writing hard to understand. 

4. Disorientation to time and place. People with Alzheimer's 
disease can become lost in their own neighborhood, forget where 
they are and how they got there, and not l<now how to get bacl< 
home. 

5. Poor or decreased judgment. Those with Alzheimer's may 
dress inappropriately, wearing several layers on a warm day or lit­
tle clothing in the cold.

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If you're a baby bixmier and tixiay's young people 
seem lo he able lo run circles around you when it 
comes 111 nnilli-lasking, don't be alaniicd. Il's nol 
your fault. 

.Mosl baby boomers — iho.se 
boni allcr IW.i — were niosi 
likely taught io concenlralc on 
one thing al a lime. 

But tixiay's Millennial Student, 
those horn after 1982. arc adept 
ai multi-tasking, according io Dr. 
John O'Brien, vice president of 
academic affairs at Century 
College in While Bear Lake, 
Minn. 

O'Brien visited Walsh College 
in Novi earlier Ihis month as ihe keynote speaker at 
an online education seminar. 

As an online etiucator. O'Brien says the .so-called 
Millennial Siudcni is often more adcpi al tackling 
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more than one task at a time because they're .so com­
fortable with computers and technology. 

Today's college students are thoroughly at home 
wiih ihe icchnological multi-tasking made possible 
by high-speed Internet, instant messaging, c-mail, cell 
phones and personal digital assislants. 

He .says the challenge for today's educators is io try 
lo create online instmctional design and technology 
methods thai engage loday's college student. 

The seminar this month in Novi, hosicd by the 
Alliance for Excellence in Online Education, brought 
online cdiicatoi:s from across ihe nation io ihe 4th 
Annual Symposium for Excellence in OnUne 
Education. 

O'Brien is al.so an "e-leaming" consultant from die 
League for Innovation, an intemauonal education and 
research organization supporting community colleges. 

The event helped educators who teach online at die 
elefncntaIy through college level or who design 
online cofporate training. 

O'Brien said he doesn't have to look far to find an 
example of today's sludenls' multi-tasking skills. 

"I have a I 7-year-old. and nol long ago I was call­
ing down to him to see if he was doing his home­
work." O'Brien said. 

"Finally, I wenl downstairs, and he was instant 
messaging his friends while also reading his history, 
thumbing through his skateboard magazine and surf­
ing the 'net for his math assignment while also play­
ing his guitar. I'm not exaggerating," he said. 

"When I called him on it, his response was, 'It's 
not my fault tiiat you can only do one thing at a 
time.'" 

O'Brien added that today's students aie also used 
to learning through video games, which represent a 
process of irial and error. 

"These new students have been shaped by the tech­
nology and the highly interactive, iminediate-
lesponse kind o f environment," he said. "And, ihey 
bring these expectations and demands to the colleges 

they attend." 
The question is, O'Brien says, "How do educators 

need to change die way diey do tilings to help these 
students succeed given the dynamic changes diey've 
undergone in terms of how they leam?" 

One answer is to hold more seminars like die one 
this month at Walsh College, 

Conference sessions focused on such topics as the 
seven elements of effective Web-based education and 
translating regular curricula to online curricula A stu­
dent panel also provided its perspective on onhne 
classes. 

With input from students and educators getting a 
grip on how die Millennial Student learns, teachers 
can become even more effective at ti;aining tomor­
row's leaders:

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Recently, the death of the economic world 
as we have come to know it in Michigan was 
announced in no uncertain terms. The deci­
sion by Delphi Corp., ihe world's second-
largest auto parts manufacturer to file for 
bankruptcy is so huge ihat i l would be diffi­
cult to ovcrestimale its importance. 

Whatever happens io 
Delphi, everything we have 
assumed for years and years 
to be the right and proper 
order of things in Michigan is 
going io change. 

That includes the i-ole of llie 
domestic auio industry; ihe 
solidity of a middle-class 
lifestyle for hundreds of iliou-
sands of United Aulo Workers 
members, and the general sta­
bility and prosperity of our 
economy. 

Al l these and more will be 
irretrievably changed — and 
maybe losi — over the com­
ing nionlhs. The historic busi­
ness model of our domesiic 
automobile industry — high production, high 
costs (especially labor), and protected mar­
kets — has turned out io be simply unsustain­
able in a rapidly globalizing world economy 

Until now, the manufacturers and the parts 
suppliers never .summoned up Ihe guis to 
stand up to Ihe UAW over the high costs of 
labor, health care and retiremcnl. 

And the U A W never could see that rigidly 
insisting on more and more every lime their 
contract came up for renegoiiation was a 
recipe for killing "the goose that laid the gold­
en egg. 

Well, now lhal day is here. Tlie goose is 
expiring fasi, and nothing will ever be ihe 
same again. 

Sadly, 1 confess great skeplicism about 
whether our public policy and political sys­
tems will be of any great help. Many on Ihc 
left will decry ihe unbelievably stupid deci­
sion by Delphi Corp. to give lop e.xccs golden 
parachute packages, even as while countless 
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dumped into financial chaos. 
Many on Ibc right will celebrate Ihe "cre­

ative deslruction" of capitalism and rellexive-
ly argue lhal Ihe only thing Ui do is cul busi­
ness taxes. Yet by looking backward, both 
miss the big point: 

Where do wc go from here'.' 
Much of the process from 

now on will be ballistic, in 
the sen.se thai once a ballistic 
missile is launched, there's 
nol much anybody can do 
about allcring ils course or 
affecting where il will land. 

The lawyers will argue, llic 
companies and Ihe U A W will 
negotiate, and Ihc grindstone 
of economics will proceed on 
ils remorseless course. 

Bul there are things that 
can be done, some right 
away: 

If Gov. Jennifer Granholm 
were smart about this, she 
would call ihe Republicans 
who run ihe legislature and 

Dick DcVos, her near-certain opponent for 
governor next year, and propose a bipartisan 
summil on the future of Michigan's economy. 

Political leaders of both parties have all 
known economic disaster was jusl around the 
corner for a long lime, but Ihey'vc been 
shilly-.shallying around wiih ininulia. jusl 
hoping ihe roof wasn'l going to fall in on 
iheir walcli. Well, now ii has. And now's the 
time for them to start leading and ([uii quib­
bling. 

The universities ought to step up and help 
us all figure out where,Michigan needs io go 
from here and how to get there. 

Over the weekend, 1 talked with Presidciii 
Mary Sue Coleman aboui ihc Univcrsiiy of 
Michigan's taking ihe lead in putting together 
a serie.yif conferences over ihc next months 
helping business, labor and the public policy 
establishment develop an agenda for creating 
the next Michigan. SJic sounded interested. 

The brain power and experience in our 
ordinary workers and retirees are being great universities ought to be put to work 

right now -— in helping all of us figure oul 
where to go from here. 

It seems clear that manufacturing wil l con­
tinue lo be the liase of our economy in 
Michigan. But it is going lo become much 
more high-lccli and braiii-ccnlcrcd. 

This means that Ihe recommendations 
offered by the Cherry Commission earlier 
this year — double the number of college 
graduates in our labor force and vastly 
improve the quality of our K-12 .schools — 
should gel absolute lop priority in Lansing. 

And there are sonic few things government 
can do lo help in the next few months. 

The slalc should immediately follow the 
lead of Oakland County Executive L . Brooks 
Patterson in insisting that every city.counly 
and township should be wired for broadband 
Inlcrticl eoniicclion. 

Our business lax structure, anchored by the 
archaic and clumsy Single Business Tax, 
should he overhauled. A good start could be 
made by repealing llie S B T and replacing llie 
revenue by extending the sales tax to servic­
es, bul al a reduced overall lax rale. 

And since much of our economic future is 
going 10 come from newly fomicd compa­
nies, why not offer start-ups a holiday from 
paying slate taxes for the first couple years'.' 

My gut lells mc that over ihc long run, 
Michigan is going lo thrive on identifying 
and deploying our basic resources. 

Those include ihc human capital residenl in 
our uiiiversilics and (potentially) our .schools; 
our extraordinary natural resource base in our 
water, forests and shorelines; and Ihe energy 
and vision of ihosc few entrepreneurs who 
have the guts to start companies and ihc grii 
Io drive them to success. 

I only hope we have Ibe wi.sdom (o concen­
lralc on Ihc long run. What President Bush 
said in the aflermalli of Hurriciine Kalrina is 
far more true in our case: Wc really have no 
time lo waste in finger-pointing now.

To help recognize 
the importance of an open dialogue, I would 
like 10 take this opportuniiy to share some 
tips on prevention and eariy detection with 
my friends and neighbors. 

Aside from skin cancer, breast cancer is ihe 
most frequently diagnosed cancer in women 
in America; however, early detection and 
prompt treatment can significantly reduce the 
suffering and deaths caused by ihis disease. 

The combinaiion of monthly breast self-
exams, yearly clinical breast exams, and reg-
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ular mammograms beginning al age 40 is the 
best way to detect breast cancer in its earliest 
and most treatable stages. 

Breast Self-Exam (BSE); Every woman 
.should examine her breasts once a month to 
check for physical changes. If you are unsure 
of how to perform a breast self-exam, a.sk 
yoiir health care provider to demonstrate and 
explain Ihe ideal lime lo conduct one. Ii is 
very important for women to become familiar 
with their breasLs and undersland what feels 

normal. Start early, beginning 
at age 20. 

Clinical Breast Exam 
(CBE): Be sure to ask your 
health care provider lo give 
you a clinical breast exam 
each year. The exam consists 
of checking ihc breasts I'or any 
changes, lumps, or olher pos­
sible warning signs of breast 
cancer through physical touch 
and appearance. You should 
begin having clinical breast 
exams in your 20's and 30's. 

Mammography: Beginning 
at age 40, all women should 
have an annual mammogram. It 
is a good idea lo have a b.nse-

line mammogram at age 35. The mammogram 
is an "x-ray" of ihe breast and is the most effec­
tive method of delecting breast changes Uiat 
may be cancer, long before physical symptoms 
can be seen or felt. 

It is also important to know Ihat while .all 
men and women arc at risk, some women are 
at a high risk. What groups arc these'? Age 
itself is a risk factor for breast cancer, of 
which many women are not aware. About 77 
percent of the women diagno.sed arc over the 
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age of 50. 
Also at high risk arc women with a family 

history of breast cancer are high risk, women 
with inherited abnormal genes, women who 
have previously had cancer in one breast, and 
obese women with sedentary lifestyles. 

Breast cancer is often delected in its earli-
esl stage iis an abnormality on a mammogram 
before i l can be fell by a woman or by her 
health care provider. The following may 
occur when a cancer has grown to Ihe point 
where physical signs and syniploms are pres­
ent; brCasi lump or thickening; swelling, red­
ness or tenderness; skin or nipple changes in 
color or texture; dimpling or puckering of Ibc 
skin; nipple pain, discharge, .scaliness or 
relraclion; and, lumps under Ihe armpit iirea. 
If you experience any of these symptoms, sec 
your health care provider immediately. 

Some other common sense prcvenlion lips 
- thai are appropriate beyond breast cancer as 
well - are to eat a low fat diet, exercise regu­
larly, and nol smoke. A n d if you suspect that 
you are al high risk for the disease, talk lo 
your health care provider. Wiih Ihe strides 
being made in prevention, there arc drugs 
available to help prevent breast cancer for Ihe 
higher risk categories.
