By ihe end 
of ihe day on Monday, they had 
already issued 2,476. 

Absentee ballots will be avail­
able from 8 a.m. unUl 2 p.m. 
Saturday in the city clerk's office 
on 10 Mile Road east of Taft 
Road. 

Voters can also print the absen­
tee ballot form off of the city's 
Web site at www.ci.novi.mi.us, fill 
it out and fax it to city hall before 
8 p.m. on election day Or, they 
can pick one up as late as 4 p.m.

Every signature must be compared 
to the master voter registration 
card on file before an absentee bal­
lot can be issued. 

Novi residents can register to 
vote at schools, homeowners asso­
ciations meetings, at the annual 
Fall for Novi event and at senior 
centers. Currently, the number of 
registered voters in Novi is more 
than 32,000 out of a population of 
more than 50,000. 

What's on the ballot? 
Besides voting for Uiree of six 

city council candidates and one of 
two mayoral candidates, Novi res­
idents who live in the Northville 
school district on the southern side 
of the city will vote on a 
Northville schools operating mill-

How to get an absentee 
ballot? 

Registered voters have 
until 2 p.m. Saturday to 
request that an absentee bal­
lot be mailed to them by call­
ing the city, clerk's office at 
(248)347-0456. • 

Residents can obtain one in 
person at the clerl<'s office 
until 4 p.m. IWonday but must 
then vote at that time. 

If passed, this proposal will 
enable the school disu-ict lo levy 
die statuiory.rate of 18 mills on all 
property except one's principal 
residence and qualified agricultur­
al property required for the school 
district to receive its revenue per 
pupil foundation allowance. 

The ballot asks if the limiiaiion 
on ihe amount of taxes which may 
be assessed against all property, 
except for one's principal resi­
dence and qualified agricultural 
property, be increa.sed by three 
mills for eight years — from 2005 
through 2012. This would mean a 
$3 increase on each $1,000 of a 
property's taxable Value. 

The increase would provide 
funds for operating purposes. The 
estimate of the revenue the school 
district will collect if the millage is 
approved and levied in 2005 is 

. about $44,909. 
The millage is to restore millage 

lost from the reduction required by 
the Michigan Consdtution and 
will be levied only to the extent 
necessary lo restore that reduction. 

Novi voters who live' in the 
South Lyon school district on the 
western side of the city will also 
vote for two South Lyon Board of 
Education members, James 
Buchbinder and Cindy Orendach, 
who will serve six-year terms. Of 
course, voters always have Ihe 
option to write in a candidate of 
their choice. 

The polls will be open Tuesday 
from 7 a.m. lo 8 p.m.

Voter turnout in Novi has hovered 
at die 25-percenl mark or below for 
the last five city general elecuons, 
held every two yelirs. 

In 2001, out of 30,377 registered 
voters, only 5,41 i people voied. In 
2003, out of 30,354 voters, only 
6,664 people voted. 

Statistics from the Southeast 
Michigan Council of Governments 
show diat Novi ha.s'high voter regis-
uadon, said City Clerk Maryanne 
Cornelius. 

"It's our participadon dial needs a 
shot in the arm," .she said. 

Typically, voter turnout is higher 
if a millage or bond proposal 
appciû  on the ballot. People seem 
to be inore interested in vodng when 
die outcome could affect their dis­
posable income. 

Why don't more people vote? 
"I wish I knew people's reasons 

for not voting," Cornelius said. "I've 
hciU-d people tell me, 'It's not con­
venient,' or 'I was too busy that 
diiy,'" Cornelius .said. "It's a free­
dom we take for granted." 

But, "People need to understand 
die importance of voting in this elec­
tion. The local govemment controls 
die desdny of your city." 

Cornelius cm offer several exam­
ples of how important just one vote 
can be. In 1997, the vote was 4,192

versus 4,191 for a seat in die Soudi

A Lansing school district millage 
proposal once failed when diere was 
a de vote. 

"The school board had lo reduce 
its budget by $2.5 million," 
Cornelius said, as a result of the tie. 

Many people want Internet vot­
ing, according to. ComeUus. But, 
diis would be difficult to control 
unless die right safeguards are in 
place. 

"Then, diere is die issue of acces­
sibility," she said. "Not eveiyone has 
a computer." 

Cornelius believes holding mock-
elections may be one way to stimu­
late voter turnout. Novi High School 
invited city council and mayoral 
candidates to a "Behind die Ballot" 
event Tuesday duriiig which diey 
introduced diemselves to the stu­
dents and shared how diey felt about 
various issues. 

Several high school students will 
work at die polls diis year, and die 
school will have a mock city gener­
al election on Nov. 8..

Four candidates in the upcoming 
city general election may have to 
give back at total of $ l2,000 in cam­
paign contributions because one of 
them checked the wrong box on an 
election fomi filed with Oakland 
County. 

The PIe-Election Cami5aign 
Slatement, required from candidate 
committees 16 days before tile elec­
tion, showed conuibutions for sev­
eral candidates that exceeded those 
allowed under state campaign 
finance law. 

Candidates who reported cam­
paign contributions exceeding the 
$500 limit per candidate were Kim 
Capelio, David Landry, Terry 
Mafgolis and David Staudt. 

Capelio. Margolis and Staudl are 
running for city council. Landry is a 
candidate for mayor. 

Each of these candidates reported 
that they a&^ted a cbiilribution of 
$3,Se0iltoIIi>4T»liticail<iba'Mi\r(idhi-
mittee cailfedrNoyi î itizens for 
Positive GovemmenL 

Capelio registered Novi Citizens 
for Positive Government as a PAC 
with Oakland County in May 2005. 

Local political action committees 
are limited to donating $500 per 
candidate per election in a city with 
a population up to 85,000. 

Candidates are limited to accept­
ing no more than $500 from indi­
viduals and local PACs. 

They can, however, receive more 
than $500 from either a statewide 
political action committee or an 
independent committee. 

Filing error 
Capelio and Landry said 

Wednesday that it was simply a cler­
ical error made hy Capelio b<ick in 
May when he lilied out tiie paper­
work. 

"We meant to register the Novi 
Citizens for Positive Government as 
an independent commiltee, but Kim 
checked tile box for political action 
committee by accident," Landry 
said. 

Capelio confirmed that he 
checked the wrong box and said the 
candidates plan to go to tlie Oakland 
County Elections Office in Poniiac 
Thursday to discuss ilie error. The 
hope is that theycaii" correct ihe rcg-
istraiiifii ehbl̂ ild file\the(bitaniza-
tion as an'ii\d?pe>l4cnicommitiee. 

If they can't correct the error, ihc 

four candidates will have to imme­
diately repay the $12,000 and report 
that the money has been returned in 
their Dec. 8 post-election campaign 
statement. 

The Oakland County Elections 
Division notifies candidate commit­
tees by letter of violations and sub­
sequent consequences. Candidate 
committees are required to return 
excess conuibutions within 30 days 
of receiving the donations. 

According io Crysuil Thomas of 
die Michigan Bureau of Elections, 
excess conuibudons of $1,000 or 
more are referred to the state attor­
ney general's office. 

The attorney general's office may 
dicn forward ihe infomialion to the 
Oakland County Prosecutor's 
Office. 

Mayoral candidate Keith Kuhn 
was also in violation of state cam­
paign finance law for failing to sub­
mit a Pre-Election Campaign 
Statement by last Friday He said 
Wednesday that he was not aware 
thai he had io file a statement by 
Oct. 28 and that he would contact 
the office immediately iuid file a 
statement. The penalty for failing to 
submit is $25 for each business day 
beyond die deadline of Oct. 28. 

Letters went oiit to Capelio, 
Mafgolis,-'Staudt and Landry this 
week regarding the excessive cam­
paign contributions. 

The letters state that tlie candi­
dates must correspond with the con-
uibutor and infomi them dial diey 
cannot accept more Ihan $500 for 
each candidate and thai the candi­
dates must return the $3,000 imme­
diately, according to the Oakland 
County Elections Office. 

Independent Committees can 
give up to $5,000 per candidate, but 
they must meet certain require­
ments. They need to register six 
months prior to the election, they 
must receive conuibutions from at 
least 25 people in the same calendar 
year, and they must spend funds 
eidler supporting or opposing at 
least three candidates. 

The election office said ctmdi-
dates receive a inanual from die 
county oudining the mies and diat 
they can also download it from die 
county's Web site. 

"It was a mistake, a clerical error, 
and we hope to be able to file an 
amended registraiion," changing die 
designation fi'om a political action 
committee to an independent com­
mittee, Landiy said. 

"If we have io pay back the 
$3,000 per candidate, we will."

S a n d s t o n e 

s e t t l e m e n t 

continued from front page 

housing and business project 
called Vistas of Novi. , 

Sandstone had given Novi 
land to build Novi Road between 
12 1/2 and 13 Mile roads, pro--
viding .access to the Vistas of 
Novi project. 

But, Sandstone said the city 
delayed construction and at 
times put up barricades that pre­
vented access to ihe property — 
and potential buyers. 

Circuit Court Judge Barry 
Howard sided with the developer 
in the case, and ihe city could 
not win an appeal on the deci­
sion. 

City officials decided that giv­
ing up acreage in Nortli Novi Park 
was better than increasing taxes or 
cutting public services if dle city 
was forced to pay the judgment. 

Sandstone sold the land to 
Pulte Land Developmeni, based 
locally in Royal Oak, following 
the settlement. 

the Townes at Liberty Park, 
located on the north side of 12 
Mile Road and west of Dixon 
Road, is the last phase of the 
development that resulted from 
the settlement. 

City council members unani­
mously approved a final site plan 
for this second and last phase of 
the multiple-family portion of 
The Townes at their Oct. .24 
meeting, closing the book on an 
event diat shook the city 

"This formally puts this issue 
to rest," Csordas said. 

The previous multiple-family 
phase of The Townes consisted 
of side-by-side, townliome-style 
units. 

This lasi phase will feature 
308 stacked ranch-style units, 
which is slightly more units than 

in the first phase. 
This phase will be made up 

eniirely of two-bedroom units of 
cither 1,200 or 1,278 square feet 
with balconies. 

"The units will have a front 
entry from the road, with one-
car garages in the reaf of the 
building," said Steve Atchison, 
president, Pulte Homes of 
Michigan. The exteriors will be 
all-brick with soIne wood 
accents, Atchison said. 

"We think for the most part, 
these units will be perfect for 
singles, newlyweds and young 
families," Atchison. Pulte plans 
to break ground on development, 
such as roads, utilities and 
sewer, of the new phase in the 
next month. Models will avail­
able next spring. 

"Novi is a great location, a 
great city with great.schools," he 
said. "Everything will be conve­
niently located for residents who 
select the Townes, such as shop­
ping, entertainment and highway 
access." 

Atchison noted that Pulte 
Homes recently received the 
highest customer satisfaction 
recognition of home builders as 
measured by J.D. Power and 
Associates. 

The overall number of units is 
still lower than the 15 living 
units per acre permitted under 
the court's consent judgment. 
The proposed project will have 
less than 10 units per acre. 

As part of the approval, coun­
cil members also gave their 
blessing to the wetland permit 
for the project. 

This permit will allow storm 
water discharge into the off-site, 
city-owned wedands, which is 
not anticipated to hurt wetlands 
on ihe property 

The land associated with The 
Townes totals about l7 acres out 
of the 84 acres conveyed to 
Sandston? in the consent judg­
ment.

Wireless Oakland aims to 
blanket the entire counly by the 
end of 2007 with a hasic level of 
no-coM luternci access — starl­
ing witii portions ofccrlain com­
munities. CoMi|uiters and train­
ing at little or no charge lo low 
income resident arc e.vpccled to 
he oilercd, ;is well. 

Partnering with the county is 
MicliTel Comniunicatioiis, L L C , 
selected as Ihe private sector 
company llial will own, operate 
and maintain the project, in turn. 
MichTel wil l be perniitlcd to 
charge fees for higher-end serv­
ice as well as advertising. 

The communities will provide 
public sector .structures such as 

telephone poles, light posts and 
water towers which MichTel will 
use for placement of devices 
need for the service. 

Communities were chosen 
based on their expressed interest, 
land.scapc, available assets and 
technical feasibility, and Ihe 
potential lo sustain the service. 

Oakland County Executive L.

John Snowberger is a car guy. 
But, the kind of cars he'.s inter­

ested in aren't ones you can drive. 
Snowberger is a model car maker 

who creates custoin-liandcraftcd, 
vjniage race car Inodels. 

"They'ie about 24 inches long, 
and Ihey have wire wheels on 
them," he said. "Everything is 
handmade, and I make the body out 
of the same material they u.sed on 
the real car." 

Novi residents looking for a col­
lector's item for their home or the 
ultimate unique gift for a race car 
buff should take note of the Fraser 
resident's latest creation. 

Snowberger has created a model 
of the Novi Purelube Special, the 
1951 Indianapolis 500 pole winner 
driven by Dulce Nalon. 

His dad was a race car driver 
The son of famed Indy 500 great 

Russ Snowberger, he has been 
around auto racing his whole life 
and specializes in Indianapolis 500 
cars of yesteryear. He's currently 
the only one in the country who 
crafts this type of race car model. 

The Novi model he fashioned is 
while with blue and black lettering. 
Each car costs $3,950, plus 6 per­
cent sales tax. He requites a $500 
deposit to reserve an order. Once he 
receives a deposit, an estimated 
build date and serial number is 
issued. 

The cars have real mbber tires 
and leather upholstciy. A few of the 
models are on displily at the 
Indianapolis Speedway Hall of

"Customer satisfaction is guanm-
leed," Snowberger .said. 

Novi car was famous one 
The model car maker said ihe 

real Novi Purelube Special made 
quite a name Ibr iLsclf. 

"Never before or since has one 
car had such an impact on race fans 
as die legendary Novi," Snowberger 
said. "For those lucky enough lo 
have wiulessed it, they will never 
forget the hallowing scream of the 
Novi," 

The car had 50O-plus hp, a super­
charged V8 and front-drive 
machines that left fans with goose-
bumps, said Snowberger. 

"If there is such a thing as the 
perfect sounding race car, it was the 
Novi," he said. "As for speed, noth­
ing in its era could come close to 
the hair-raising speeds attained on 

the long straiglit-iiways at 
Indianapolis." 

Tile real Novi Purelube Special 
was built by Lew Welch of Novi. 
Although his cars set track records 
and won two Indiiinapolis poles — 
in 1949 and 1951 —lie never .sawa 
victoiy. 

"Tlic Novi cars had their down­
side," Snowberger said. "They were 
overweight and had a wheelbasc as 
much as 10 inches longer than oilier 
race cars. For all the Novi car 
gained in all-out straighl-away 
speed, ii lost Ihrougli (he turns." 

The Novi Purelube gained a 
wicked reputation, claiming the 
lives of iwo of Indianapolis' greats 
— Ralph Hepburn in 1948 and 
Chct Miller in 1953. 

Both had set u^ick records in the 
same car and were killed while 
practicing in the Novi car. In 1950, 
Nalon was severely bunicd during 
the Indianapolis 500. 

"Still, the fans could never get 
enough of the Novi," according to 
Snowberger. "Just lo sec and hear 
them roar was an unforgettable time

Pro Tem David Landry, along 

with city council candidates 
Lowell Sprague, Terry Margolis, 
Kim Capelio, Justin Fischer, 
David Staudt and Andrew Mutch. 
They each answered a series of 
five questions, which were pre­
pared by siudents, in a scheduled 
order. 

"I think l i was a remarkable 
opportunity for Ihe students," 
Carter said. "The candidates came 
in and were energetic and posi­
tive, polished and articulate. If 
there were students in the audi­
ence who weren't excited about 
governmeni and politics, hopeful­
ly they've become excited now." 

One thing thai every candldiite 
stressed to the high schoolers was 
how Important it Is for them to get 
involved in politics and to know 
the Issues.

Jane Kanue applauds Medicare 
for linally adding prescription cov­
erage lo her health insurance plan. 

"1 can't afford a secondary insur­
ance," said die 77-yeiir-old Novi res­
ident. "I've been paying full-price 
for every prescription. Prcscriplions 
arc loo expensive." 

On Nov. 15, open enrollment 
begins for Medicare part D, which 
allows seniors on Medicare the 
option of adding prescription cover­
age io Uieir insurance. 

Part D coverage will lake effecl 
Jan. 1, and thus far, seniors should 
have received an infomialion packet 
explaining die benefits of tlie new 
addition, 

"Just like a regular HMO insur­
ance, seniore have the option of 

choosing a plan that best lits their 
prescription needs," said Teri 
Cercska, social worker for the 
Manor of Novi. "There is a lot of 
information for seniors lo look 
through in such a short period of 
tiiiie. 

Some nicdicadons may not be 
covered under certain plans, so 
tliose signing up for die coverage 
really need to do their research first, 
said Ccreskii. 

According lo Medicare, tlie deci­
sion lo get the prescription drug 
coverage depends on how they are 
cnn-enlly paying for prescriptions 
and how they are gelling their 
Medicare coverage. 

Kellcy Walcrski, medical practice 
manager at Fox Run Senior 
Community, said those who current­
ly have prescription coverage will 
most likely slay with their cxi.sting 
coverage. 

"it's nol cheap," Walerski said. 
"But it will help a small portion of 
the seniors without prescription cov­
erage in tiie general Medicare popu­
lation." 

There are more than 18 plans 

approved by Ihe state of Michigan 
for Medicare part D, and Walerski 

"said there will be more come 
Januaiy. 

Seniors signing up for Medicare 
part D can expect to have a ,$250 
annual deductible, with ilic insur­
ance company covering 75 percent 
and die patient paying the other 25 
percent. 

The insurance will cover up lo 
$2,250 of prescription costs, and 
palienl-s will pay 1()0 percent of their 
bills beyond that amount. 

According lo Medicare, coverage 
will nol take cDfect again until pn;-
scripdon co.sts reach $5,100.

convenient and doesn't cost me but 
die Co-pay." 

Walerslci said seniors don't have 
to rash and make a decision diis 
minulc. 

"Those that don't currently have 
prescripdon coverage should care­
fully look over die different plans," 
she said. "They should also careful­
ly look at their annual prescription 
cosls and compare them to the pre­
mium and costs of die new prescrip­
tion plans before making any deci­
sions." 

The enrollment period for die 
2005-06 year is between Nov. 15 
and May 15, 2006. After that, sen-
ioR will have to wait unul Nov. 
2006 to enroll again. 

'Tliis is a great benefit for dio.se 
who nonnally wouldn't have pre­
scription coverage," Waleniki said, 
"and il might be wise for tliem to 
look into it and take advantage of it."

It was shortly after lhal lhal Sue was 
diagnosed with lupus. She was around 30. l i 
was so bad that she was given last rites -
twice. She just refused lo die. She had five 
children 10 take care of and a lol of life yet to 
live. She fosi her hair and she lost a lot "of 
weight, but she never lost hope. 

She cheated lupus out of her death and 
laughed aloud for nearly 40 more years, 
bouncing around on tennis courts, golfing and 
tearing up ski slopes across the country. She 
phayed hard, but she worked hard, loo, selling 
real estate while going back to school and 
eventually earning a degree in psychology. 

She and her husband Jack were the perfect 
match, but things change and they divorced

With six kids, it was rare when none o f , 
them were home.

And 1 always felt beller when l left, like I 
could do anything in the world.

timehow when I'm playing thai I won't diink 
of Sue. I was losing someone special, but in 
the process rediscovered another part of me 
that had been missing. 

On the way lo Ihe airport, we had Ihe win­
dows down and "A Taste of Honey" blasted 
through the rented Cadillac'? speakers. The 
sun was shining, the streets were jumping 
with people living their lives and I just kept 
hiuing the repeat button hying to fend off 
tears of sorrow and of joy
