David A. Landry will move a scat 
over ill the next ciiy council meeting 
as ihe fonner Mayor Pro Tem was 
elected as Novi's new mayor 
Tuesday over political newcomer 
Keith Kuhn. 

Three out of four in Landry's 
slate were victorious, with incum­
bent city council member K i m 

Capello and fomier library board 
chair Terry Margolis capturing 
council seats. 

The fourth member of tlie slaie, 
David Staudl, landed in fifth place 
with 14.92 percent of the votes. 

It was a close race for the third 
council seat between Andrew 
Mulch and Lowell Sprague, with 
Mutch receiving only 174 more 
votes than Sprague. 

Justin Fischer, tile youngest can­
didate at 22, came in sixtli place in 
ihe city council race with 11.38 per­
cent of the vote. 

Gwen Markham, who dropped 
out o f the race but whose name still 
appeared on ihe ballot, received 762 
votes. Voter turnout was low, with 

only 20,90 percent of Novi's 32,301 
registered voters casting their ballot. 

Tlic Northville Public Schools 
operating millage proposal for Novi 
re,sidents living in the Northville 
school district passed, witlI633 vot­
ers saying yes and 286 voters oppos-

• ing the millage. 
This restores the millage lost due 

to the reduction lequired by ihe 
slate's constitution and will be 
levied only to the extent necessaiy 
to re.stope that reduction. 

Landry said he was proud of the 
way his slate conducted the cam­
paign. 

'There was more negative cam­
paigning, innuendo than I've ever 
seen before," Landry said. 

"And we didn't engage in any of 
it. We stayed above it. It's an 
absolute honor that the citizens 
would vote to make me the mayor, 
and I 'm going to try to do the best 1 
can and keep everybody's interests 
in mind." 

Kuhn, who watched tlie results 
come in at Lucky's with Mulch and 
Sprague, said he enjoyed the cam­
paign. 

"1 didn't get a lot of votes, but it 
was a lot of fun. I enjoyed the chal­
lenge immensely. But, I was a little 
disappointed in the turnout of iriy 
constituency," he said. 

Capello said, "Even being an 
incumbent, every campaign i.s diffi­
cult. I 'm looking forward to work-

"This development has been 
through several steps," said ihe 
assistant city manager. "We've 
had quality work done by devel­
oper Amson Dembs before, and 
we're looking forward to this 
new project." 

The campus has been in the 
works for over a year, and devel-, 
opers plan to break ground on. 
phase one within the next 30 
days. 

"We were vefy fortunate to 
come across this property," said 
General Development owner 
Gary Weisman. "We can't get die 
building peniiits fast enough, apd 
everything thus far has gone veiy 
smoothly." 

The two-phase project, devel­
oped by Novi-based Amson 
Dembs and Southfield-based 
General Development, will bring 
several types of businesses to the 
city, including research and 
development, engineering and 
light industrial. 

"We've akeady had several 
customers express interest in tak­
ing space in the buildings," said

'The completion of the 
I-96-Beck Road is perfect and

Paul said she would eventually 
like to see 12 Mile Road widened 
to accommodate the traffic from 
the new interchange and growing 
development. 

"12 Mile is a county road," she 
said, "But I'd love to see us come 
up with a plan."

Tlicy'rc going 
lo have difl'erenl issues with dilTer-
ent :iiidiences. Monies :ire going to 
have their Internet .set up with what 
Ihey would like to do. .Schools are 
going to have a difl'ercm slant on 
how It ail'ecls Iheni. gwxl and bad, 
and businesses will have wireless 
access in their olTices. How will it 
all :il1eet everybody?"

This means in future elec­
tions, Novi Citizens for 
Positive Govcmmeni, now lui 
independent committee, can 
give die maximum on cam­
paign contribution limits, 
which is 10 dmes die nomial 
limits.

January 

Thomas Wcllingcr, the 49-year-
old Fmiington Hills man charged 
with the deaths of three people in 
a May 3 drunk-driving accident, 
ni.iy face jurors early next yean 

The oifice of Bany LaKritz, 
attorney for Gary Weinstein, hus­
band of the woman and father of 
the two boys killed in Ihe acci­
dent, said the trial is tentatively 
scheduled for January. 

Wellinger, whose blood alcohol 
level \v:i.s more than three limes 
the legal limit at Ihe time of the 
accident, wil l be tried in an 
0.ikland County Circuit Court 
courtroom in Pontiac. 

Aficr suffering closed head and 
neck injuries and being evaluated 
by physicians from the Center for 
Forensic Psychiatry in Ypsilanii in 
August, Wellinger was deemed 
competent to stand trial. 

A preliminary exam Aug. 27 at 
the Famiinglon Hills Dislricl 
Court produced enough evidence 
to send Wellinger to trial. 

If convicted of the three counts 
of second-degree murder, 
Wellinger could face life in 
prison. 

The May 3 accident killed 
Judith Weinsiein and her sons, 
Alexander, 12, and Samuel, 9. 
Tlie Weinsiein family owns 
Weinstein Jewelers of Novi. 

Novi crime rate 
dovirn slightly 

The overall crime rate in Novi 
decreased slightly in 2004, but the 
number of violent crimes 
increa.sed compared lo 2003, 
according lo FBI crime slatisiics. 

Crime decreased .2 percent in 
2004, compared to 2003, and 
declined to levels last seen in 
2001, according to Police Chief 
David Molloy. 

"This is especially noteworthy 
given the tfemendous residenlial 
and commercial growth Novi has 
experienced in the last decade," he 
said. 

The FBI Unifonn Crime Report 
listed a total of 3.311 crimes, 
including 55 violent crimes in 
Novi during 2004. 

This is an 18 percent increase 
in violent crime over 2003. 
Violent crime is identified as 
assault, robbery, sexual assault, 
manslaughter and murder. 

Of the 55 violent crimes com­
mitted in Novi in 2004,40 were 
aggravated assaults, 12 were rob­
beries and three were sexual 
assaults.

Deaths from heart disease in 
men with diiibclcs have decreased 
by only 13 pcreenl compared lo a 
36-pereenl decrease in men wiUi-
oul diabcles. 

Surveys ofdiabclics have shown 
lliiil most do nol consider cardio­
vascular disease to be a .serious 
complicalion of diabeies. Yd, at 
Ic^si two out o f three people wilh 
diabetes die from cardiovascular 
complicafions. 

However, even small iniprove-
mcnl5 in blood sugar levels, blood 

pressure and cholesterol levels can 
resuli in a decreased risk of com­
plications. 

Diabeies is the fifth,-dcadliesi 
disease in Ihe United States, and it 
has no cure. The total annual eco­
nomic cost of diabetes in 2002 was 
estimated lo be $132 billion or one 
out of every 10 health care dollars 
spent in the U.S.

When Richard Elton looks 
around his auto shop classroom al 
Novi High, he can feel proud lhal 
he not only teaches the class, but 
he was also part of an effort lo 
return it to the school. 

Elton, who's been a Novi High 
School teiicher for 29 years, 
teaches Aulo I in a room lhal 
boasts four car bays. He said ihiit 
the cla.ss teaches students all the 
component parts of the car, such 
as brakes, carburetors, starters, 
consumerism and systems and 
how they work wilh in relation­
ship to each other. 

"It's designed for the basics," 
Elton said. "The student docs 
book work activity and hands-on 
shop activity, but Ihe intent is nol 
lo make you a mechanic. When 
an Auto 1 student leaves here, 1 
hope I was able to plant the seed 
to have them come back for Auto 
2." 

Elton explained lhat if he gave 
a student a starter, it's their job lo 
lake it apart, label all the parts 
and study them. Then he goes 
one-on-one with them and asks 
what each part is called. 

" B y the depth ofyour answer is 
how 1 know how much you've 
studied,"-Elton said. 

Students in his class prep the 
cars, which are mostly owned hy 
Elton, by taking the tires off and 
getting lhe brakes set up. Then, 
Auto 2 comes in and does work 

and the next Auto 1 class puts it 
all back together. 

"The student at Novi probably 
has something that 1 would say 
some districts are just crying for," 
Elton said. "I really think we're 
light years ahead of many at Ihis 
school, and these kids are very 
fortunate because of it." 

Why kids take Auto class 
A wide range of students have 

taken ihc class Ihis year, includ­
ing ones in each of Ihe four high 
school grades. 

L iz Roddewig is sophomore. 
She nol only enjoys the class, bul 
she has something to prove as 
well. 

"I wanted to prove to guys lhat 
girls can do just about as much as 
guys can," she said. 

Senior T.J. Schryer thoughi it 
would be a fun class to take, and 
so far he's nol disappointed. 

"You can work on cars if you 
want, or you can sit and do book 
work," he said. "It's just interest­
ing. 1 took it along with a bunch 
of different classes just to see 
what 1 liked. 1 love Ihis class. I'm 
learning the different parts of cars 
and about Ihe engine. It's very 
hands-on." 

Elton's teaching style has 
touched so many over the years, 
and he said it's extra special when 
he's able to keep in touch with 
former students who went on to 
have automotive careers. 

He told of two students he 
taught back in the 1978-79 school 
year who he still speaks with. 

"One lives in Waterford and 
one's in Phoenix," he said. "It's 
great to have a relationship with 
them, and I hope to have a rela­
tionship with these kids as 
well."

They wile research 
papers, do book work and take reg­
ular tests and quizzes. 

Marianne Barcomb is a sopho­
more. She dances six days a week 
outside of school and also signed up 
for Dance 2. 

"I love lo dance," .she said. "1 
decided lo dance here, too." 

As a freshman last year, Barcomb 
checked out other area high schools 
lhal had a dance prognmi already, 
wishing there was one ill Novi. • 

"When I found oul we goi one I 
was really exciied," she said. "I warn 
lo go lo school to be a lawyer and 
then have a minor in dance. That 
way, when I'm going lo .school, I 
can leach dance loo."

Hinderlitcr has different goals Ibr 
each class and for each student. She 
explained that .some kids want to 
dance because they love il .

There are now ttiree levels 
of (Jance class offered at Novi 
High School, KatyHlnderliter, 
daiice teacher, explained that 
Dance 1 is for students who 
have never tiad dance before, 
or who liave had very little 
training. They worl< on basic 
movements, sequences and 
memorizing basic vocabulary. 

Dance 2 is for kids who 
have some experience, still 
dance, or maybe danced for a 
long time and quit.

in Dance 3, students are 
stili learning the dance history 
and culture, but the technique 
is harder and they're more 
serious about their perform­
ance levels.

He was also a pro­
fessional wrestler for six years, 
working for what's known today lis 
World Wrestling •Entertainment 
under Ihe stage name Jimi V, 

He explained that many limes 
victory in dieting can be achieved 
by applying self control and giving 
in to cravings in moderation. 

"Say it's Halloween and you're 
thinking iiboiit chocolate, but 
you're on a diet so you can't have 
it," Vamer said. "You bypass the 
opportunity to have a little bit and 
Tuesday comes. Now you're really 
thinking about it. By Wednesday, 
it's becoming like a lust or obses­
sion, and before you know it you're 
going io binge on a whole box. If 
you simply had one or two witii 
control, die craving would go away 
and you would have victory." 

Vamer explained that the Bible 
also talks about food choices, 
social eating and bingeing. He said 
many people see it as a book of 
do's and don'ls, but nothing lhat 
can be applied today. But for most 
of his own book, Varacr used a new 
living translation of the Bible that 
makes it applicable to any area of 
life today. 

Why he vvrote the book 

Vamer wrote his book with the 
chronic dieter in mind.

Bruce was pale as he stood 
outside ihe woodshed al his par­
ent's home in the Upper 
Peninsula. 

It was November Deer hunting 
season. 

He had just shot a buck and 
dragged it through the brush and 
along the trails back home. He 

went inside 
and a.skcd i f 
his parents 
could dress i l 
for him. 

His mom, 
Wincfied, 
said she 
would. His 
dad, Edward, 
wasn't well 
enough to do 

it for him. Together Bruce and 
his mom hung the deer in die 
shed before he stepped outside. 
She carefully gutted the carcass. 
When she finkshed, she stepped

outside and took a long look at 
the third of her five boys. 

He looked sick. 
"He stood ouLside and when I 

went out there he was gray and 
his lips were blue," Winefrcd 
said. "He looked just like a dead 
man." 

It wasn't a surprise. It was for­
tunate he hadn't become physi­
cally i l l during the process. 
Bmcc had always gotten sick at 
the sight of blood. 

Except once. -
The war was 10,000 miles 

away from home and Bruce was­
n't far removed from high school 
in April 1969. He had received 
his draft notice and told his par- • 
ents die news. He was going to ^ 
Vietnam. 

"He just said "If I've got to go, 
I've got to go,'" said Wnefted. " l 
was so woIried when all of ihem 
went over ihere. I couldn't 
beUeve it. Not agaiIi." 

Winefred's husband had been 
one of the young men called to 
duty in the 1940s when the 
United Stales fought in World 
War II. Korea's war had come 
and gone and now America was 
asking for service once again. 

Bruce went lo Vietnam without 
complaining or considering his 
draft-dodging options. He was no 
different than the other three mil­
lion soldiers who served. 

"It was always day-to-day and 
diere was no end to the dread," 
Winefred said. "'You couldn't 
miss Ihe news each day, but you 
dreaded i t You were always wor­
ried diey'd have something on 
diere where he was at. and you 
wouldn't Know i f he was O K or 
not" 

As a member o f Battery C, 
Fifth Battallion o f the Second 
t^eld Afti lkty. Bmce saw first­
hand the homors of war. He was 
a member of a convoy diat was 

ambushed with small amis, fock-
et-propelled grenades and 
machine gun fire while in transit 
July 22, 1970. 

From his posidon as a gunner 
aboard a tank, Bruce, a sergeant 
and squad leader, ordered his 
squad lo open fire on die enemy 
posidon, which extended over 
500 meters along die side of die 
road. According to an award cita­
tion, Bmce completely exposed 
himself to enemy fire while fir­
ing "incessant and devastating" 
40mm rounds into the enemy's 
gun positions before noticing a 
wounded soldier lying exposed in 
die road ahead of h im. 

Bruce ran to his side, adminis­
tering first aid before otganizIng 
a medical evacuation ftom die 
-area. 

It was enough blood diat Bruce 
could have easily gotten sick. His 
stomach might have turned and . 
he may not have been able to 

save himself, let alone anyone 
else. 

Yet he did. His ttaining and his 
instincts took over But it was 
enough blood lo last him a life­
time. 

Bruce was awarded die U.S. 
Army's " V " — a commendation 
for valor during a conflici wIdi 
an armed enemy — witii and 
bronze oak leaf cluster for his 
subsequent actions.

Mayda 
and Arakel Chopjian, had made 
the French-influenced middle 
eastern country their home long 
before their youngest child, a 
daughter, a gangly marbled-eyed 
font of unending energy, arrived 
into the world. They named her 
after an Armenian princess: 
Tamar. 

But in Lebanon, Tamar lived 
far from a royal life. Her days 
were simple, spent playing in 
Beirut streets, wading through 
the Mediterranean Sea, oblivious 
thai money was tight for a moth­
er suddenly raising six children 
alone. Tamar was 2 the day her 
shoemaker father died. 

After that. ever)'one grew up 
quick.

began. Liilcr. Toros, was sent to 
Paris to join a belt maker uncle 
who would later teach him about 
craftsmanship and life. 

Mayda's eldest daughter, 
Nayiri, married an American and 
inoved to Michigan. That left 
only . Tamar, who stayed in 
Lebanon with her mother, visit­
ing the three boys at school each 
Sunday, walking part of the way 
and riding in a clunky taxi the 
rest. 

But it wasn't enough. 
Mayda. knew her family's 

future lay across the ocean, in 
America. So for diree years she 
traveli:d back and forth from 
Lebanon, continuing her work as 
a seamsu'e.ss while trying to satis­
fy the United States' requirement 
for a widowed green card holder. 
The cost of ensuring a brighter 
future for her children was leav­
ing them behind for lonjg stretch­
es of time, in a country suddenly 

at war with itself. 
By the late 1970s, Matios 

made the mp to America alone, 
rejoining his mother and sister. 
Toros arrived next. Tainar, Onnig 
and Jack, bound by an unspoken 
family promise never to abandon 
each other, waited anxiously for 
their turn. But. there Were no 
guarantees the entire family 
would ever be reunited, 

When tliey finally arrived at 
Metro Airport in 1980, the three 
siblings were anemic and frail, 
malnourished and naive. In New 
York, someone had stolen the 
only $20 they had. 

Welcome to America. 
The family worked long days 

and set the foundation for what is 
now a platinum reputation within 
the jewelry indusuy. Together, 
they established a state-of-the-art 
manufacturing center and now 
indcpendendy own and operate 
four retail jewelry stores in
