“You dido’t have to have an
operator  who knew Morse
code,” Berner said,

“It could print out text, This
launched a significant chapler
in our high-speed information
age, since the stock ticker was
invented a few years befere the
telephone. Edison even made a
version with a keyboard that
was used to send messages
across town. In a sense, it was
Yictorian e-mail." .

Established in 1994 by
Berner, the Berner Machine Lab
has artists with extensive expe-
rience in designing and building
metalwork for art and industry.
They specialize in precision
metalsmithing, historical repro-
duction and restoration.

Mike Flanagan’s common sense proposal
a step toward fixing Michigan’s economy

At a time of economic crisis, it’s simply
astonishing that Michigan’s political sys-
tem is so out-of-touch and broken.

It's out of 1ouch because those who are
supposed 10 represent ¥s in Lansing are
single-mindedly preoccupied with tactical
eye-gouging, prior (o gext year's stalewide
clections, Meanwhile, most people in -
Michigan are worricd about thesr next
year's paycheck ... and ir
there will be one at all,

Qur system is broken
because mest folks in
Lansing are hehaving as
though sanctimonious pos-
turing and “gotcha” press
releases are the way to fix
Michigan’s economy for the
decade ahead.

Can it be fixed? We'il find
that aut over the next few
months as Lansing cansiders
a [ar-seeing and sensible sct
of proposals for a new
school curriculum from -
State Superintendent of
Instraetion Mike Flanagan,

He wants all schools to require four
vears of math, incloding Algebra [ and 1I;
four years of science, including chemistry;
and three years of social science, including
a semester of ccenomics,

What a happy shock! Somebody actually
has the guts to propose something tough,
far-reaching and relevant te our problems!

His proposal is way overdue common
sense. Up to now, Michigan has led (or
wrailed, depending ou how you leck at it}
the nation. The only thing we've required
has been civics.

“We've got this problem in Michigan
that we think that ‘work-ready” means
‘high-school drepout work-ready.’ This is a
recipe for disaster,” Flanagan told me last
weck, “Today, only onc third of our school
districts require Algebra [, only 19 percent
Algebra 1L Yet that's exactly the skill level
thal is required today 10 work in a modern
auto plant.” ’

Much of Flanugan's thinking builds on
last ycar's Cherry Commission report. The
Commission {of which [ was a member)
Tound (hat fewer than o quarter of
Michigan’s high school graduates take the
COUrses necessary to prepare them for col-
lege und that half of those who enroll in
college drop out,

That means that less than 20 pereent of
today’s high schoal fresh-
men will ever graduate from
college. And that in turn is &
prescriplion to make
Michigan into an econoinic
Mississippi, which long was
the weakest stale in lerms
of income and cducational
attainment. The cute term,
of course, is
“Michississippi”

So 1 asked Flanagan what
chance his radical proposal
has in 1he quagmire of
Lansing. “Pretty good.” he
replied, sounding hapelul.
“Nlost of the big players
seem to be on board, My
biggest concern is a kind of whispering
campuign going on that all our kids really
are nat up to king demanding courses.
This is simply demeaning to our kids.

“The Tapancse expect all their kids te
take tough courses, and [ don’t think our
kids are dumber than the Japanese.”

Word is that the State Board of
Education will approve the proposul in a
couple of weeks, which puts the issue
squarely in the well-fed lap of the legisla-
ture (one of 1he nation's highest paid) and
the various interest graups.

That's where (he going gets tough. There
are so many things thal can go wrong
heflpre next March, which is when curricu-
lum reform has 1o be adopted to take effect
in the fail.

First, there is the education establish-
ment — never a force for far-reaching
change — that is already hedging its bets.

Boards is opposed to any move thal would
require districts lo do anything: “we sup-
port guidelines; we oppose mandutes,” siys
a MASB spokesperson, The Michigan
Assoclation of School Administrators,
while generally supportive, is worried
about issues of local control. A spokesmun
for The Michigan Association of Public
School Academies (i.c. charter schools)
says his members are alrcady doing what
Flanagan wan(s.

Forgel the educators. You can bel things
will get much worse once the proposal gets
to the legislature. Take Rep. Brian Palmer,
R-Romeo, chair of the House Ecducation
Committee, a5 an example. He's weiriod
about loss of local control — a mysterious-
ly persistent doctrine that ignores the fact
that Proposal A put money (and control)
fer the schools in the hands ol the state in
1994,

“All the districts are concerned about
loss of local control. We can’t lel that hap-
pen,” suys Palmer. Oppasition lrom parts
of the education estublishment will also
piay to the legislative knee-jerk reflex o
do nothing.

“We should not have anybody in the
education establishment disagree with
what we're deing here,” intones Palmer.
Yes, the establishment has done a great job
insurisg quality in districts like Delroit.

It"s crunch time, folks. The political sys-
tem can step up and actually de something
seriots and constructive about saving our
slate's economy, long-ternt, by adopting
the tough curriculum Flanagan is propos-
ing. Or the system can do what it's done so
often in the past: fudge, dodge, delay and
linger-poini.

We'll see. But if you have a stake in this
slate’s future, or kids in the public scheots,
you might not want 1o be too passive aboul
it

Michigan's wineries and its distribulors
have worked together for more than 3§
years lo ensure that the state’s wine con-
noisseurs had direct-shipment access to
Michigan wines. All that changed with the
stroke of a pen from the U.8. Supreme
Court, which threw oat Michigan's long-
standing law that shielded Michigan winer-
ies from large oul-of-state producers while
allowing them o deliver their product
directly to consumers. )

And with thal stroke of the pen came an
uproar heard across the state as the
Michigan legislalure wreslled will the
hest, most fair way to comply with the
.S, Supreme Court's decision - an “all or
nothing" decision thal eftker opens the
doors to every winery in the country or
closes (he doors to every winery in the
couniry. The decision 0 chanpe wine reg-
ulation in Michigan was not proaclively
made by the members of the Michigan
House of Representatives, but was hoisted
on us by an activist Supreme Court ruling.

Afier much discuossion and debate, the
House has passed a bill that brings
Michigan inlo compliance with the
Supreme Court ruling. Neither side
received cverything they wanted; sacrifices
were made by each side to rsach the agree-
ment without discarding the principles that
matzer to Michigan citizens.

It's a question thal every cross
country runner bas been asked al
least 1,000 times: Why? Why do
you run?

Nine times out of 10, the harri-
er asked will shake his head. say
he doest’l know and offer a few
clichés about hard work and dedi-
cation, But the Novi cross country
ruaner may meption something
unique to Novi -— he may men-
tion something about traditian.

Living up Lo traditton is some-
thing some teams struggle 10 do.
Novt cross country, prier o (his
season, had placed in the top 10 in
ihe state for scven conseculive
years. Some tcams would have
fuced the possibility of not achiev-
ing that lofty standard with a fear
of failure. But there's something
special about Novi: besides the
tradition of suceess, there’s & tra-
divion of family.
