It's been over 30 y e ^ , but the 
memories wil l be embedded in 
Robert Blough's mind forever 

Blough, a Novi resident since 
1982, received a the Silver Star 
award from the United States Air 
Force for his heroic actions on 
May 15, 1975, And for good rea­

son. It was because of him and his 
crew that 71 Marines, who were 
pinned down by enemy fire near 
the end of the Vietnam War, were 

• able to walk away from 
Cambodia. 

Although he's modest about the 
incident, Blough is happy that 
others haven't 
forgotten that 
day. After all, it 
was his first 
real combat 
mission

couldn't see it until you were right

Blough was now dealing with 
three obstacles: the enemy, dark­
ness and Ihe fact thai he was told 
there were only about 20 Khmer 
Rouge reservists on the island 
armed with A-K 47s. 

But, he soon learned there were 
at least 200 of them, armed with 
heavy machine guns, mortars and 
rocket-propelled grenades. 

"They were very well trained," 
Biougli recalled. "The Marines 
played survival games most of the 
day, and they did manage to 
increase their perimeter a bit, but 
as soon as one of our helicopters 
came in lo the beach to try to res­
cue them, it would be raked by 
machine gun fire and mortars." 

Blough's best friend al the lime 
was shot down that day when the 
tail of his helicopter was blown 
off. He spent the day sunounded 
by a dozen Marines on the beach, 
and Ihe Khmer Rouge just wound 

up using Ihem as bait to lure other 
helicopters. 

"We lost several helicopters 
trying to get those guys out before 
we were finally successful," 
Blough said. "There wasn't much 
of a plan, and any plan we initial­
ly had was thrown out the window 
because we ran into 10 times the 
number of enemies and weapons 
wc expected." 

Turning negative 
into positive 

Blough and his crew decided to 
use the darkness lo their advan­
tage. Sure i l was difficult flying, 
but it also made it harder for the 
enemy to fire. 

They turned off all Ihe lights on 
the helicopter and, one trip at a 
lime, were able to pull all Ihe 
trapped Marines to safety. 

"Diplonialically, that night was 
a big success because i l was Ihe 
end of the Vietnam War, and the 
United States had been kicked 

around pretty badly by Third 
Worid countries," Blough said. "It 
brought back a little bit of credi­
bility io say, ' i f you mess with 
United States citizens, we're 
going to do what we need lo do to 
protect them.' In the big picture it 
was successful that way."

Roskelly had agreed to donate 
to the city as part of the land 
acquisition grant application. 

Next, Nagy was able 10 con­
vince city administration and her 
fellow council members to take 
$52,662 from the proceeds of the 
sale of the parcel at the northeast 
comer of Novi Road and Grand 
River Avenue and apply that 
amount to the 25 percent local 
match for the grant application. 

Nagy made the motion for the 
cily to fund the match on Saturday 
morning when council members 
met to interview search firms in 
Ihe city's search for a new city 
manager. Helwig will retire on 
Feb. 3,2006. 

"1 called M r Roskelly on 
Thursday, December I, to discuss 
reducing the asking price for his 
property," Nagy said. "Mr. 
Roskelly was generous enough to 
reduce the sale price from 
$900,000 to $848,500 and sent 
me a fax confirming his new ask­
ing price." 

She noted that in her discussion 
with Mayor David Landry as to 
funding, they discussed using 
some of the monies from the sale 
of the property al Grand River 
Avenue and Novi Road for the 25 
percent local match. 

On Saturday, Nagy placed Ihe 
item on the agenda. With Mayor 
Landry and council's support, the 
vote was unanimous to fund the 
match for the grant. 

"1 am grateful for Ihe generosi­
ty of Mr. Roskelly for reducing 
the asking price for his land and 
Mr. Claudio Rossi for donation of 
his properly. I very much appreci­
ate the cooperation of Mayor 
Landry and my fellow council 
members," Nagy said. 

Randy Auler, director. Parks, 
Recreation & Forestry, traveled lo 
Lansing Monday night for a meet­
ing of the trust fund board. 

"Monday night they had a list 
of the projects' rankings, and we 
were ranked last," Auler said. 

The board questioned the secu­
rity of the match pledged by the 
Friends of Novi Parks, But, Auler, 
armed with new matching funds 
from the city, was able to con­
vince the board that the match 
was, indeed, secure. 

Auler thanked the MNRTF staff 
for their work and shared with Ihe 
board a letter from Helwig stating 
the fact diat.the developer had 
increased his donation of land 
value and that the council com­

mitted to match the funding. 
Andrew Mutch, president. 

Friends of Novi Parks and a newly 
elected city council member, pre­
sented a brief overview of Ihe 
propenjt'to the board on Monday 
night, highlighting Ihe 36 acres of 
Mirage Development properly 
west of Meadowbrook road 
donated by developer Carlo Rossi 
and the Roskelly property. 

"We had five minutes total 
between the two of us lo present 
our case," Auler said. 

The various projects under cpn-
sideration requested a total of 
$54,359,450 million. The state had 
$26.9 million available for funding. 

"So, it was very competitive 
process again," Auler said. 

Tuesday morning, Ihe trust fund 
board reviewed the projects and 
made their selections, 

"I'm ecstatic," Auler said. "It 
shows what can happen when 
people collaborate and partner 
together to achieve desired out­
comes. Togetlicr, everybody can 
achieve more." 

The city must take several steps 
now that the grant has been 
awarded, such as obtaining final 
approval from the state legislature 
and appraisals on the land.

"The original Expo is bound­
ed by two of our largest facili­
ties, Novi Industries and 
Autotech," Newman said, "and 
would be an ideal location -
allowing for consolidation of 
nice operations immediately 
and three additional in the 
future."

"Novi is currently the higher 
priced option for leasing of the 
two sites," he said. "Bui 1 
believe i f the support package 
laid out by the Michigan 
Economic Development 
Corporation was supported by 
Ihe cily of Novi and tax abate­
ments were provided over a 12-
year period, as well as a ring 
road and industrial spur, we 
could make a good case for 
selecting the Novi location." 

Landry said there have been 
issues with the ring road in Ihe 
past. 

"There definitely would 
have to be some site modifica­
tions," Landry said, "and the 
•state has indicated a willing­
ness to consider giving money 
toward the road construction. 
Everything sfill needs to be 
di.scussed. 

"We definitely would like lo 
have their business in Novi, and 
the city wil l evaluate the com­
pany based on our current crite­
ria." 

Newman the Novi consolida­
tion option arose from the 
recent move of the Novi Expo 
Center into the Rock Financial 
Showplace. 

If Comau Pico chooses Novi, 
the conlpany will invest $70 
million into tlie Expo Cenler 
building. 

According to Landry, one of 
Newman's biggest concerns 
was receiving tax abatements. 

"We have lo evaluate what 
the city's policies currently arc 
and consider what other cities 
are doing," Landry said. 

Novi Cily Manager Richard 
Helwig said the city has pre­
sented a letter of intercsi to the 
Michigan Department of 
Transportation for a grant to 
access $4 million for ihe ring 
road construction and related 
improvements. 

"We will recommend to the 
Mayor and members of City 
Council the approval of a 12-
year lax abatement," Helwig 
said in a letter. "This action will 
be b.ised on your extraordinary 
investment which includes top 
magnitude in Novi's tax abate­
ment criteria." 

Landry said any growth in 
Novi is positive and the cily 
wil l welcome Coniau Pico. 

"Comau Pico does meet our 
current criteria," he said. 
"They've narrowed their choic­
es down and we arc definitely 
willing 10 work with them."

"He said he accidentally

Walled 
Lake eiiicrgency iiiediciil person­
nel attended to the child while he 
was there, according to Molloy.

his right shoulder and upper arm, 
bruises on his left shoulder and 
redness above !ii.s left eye, accord­
ing to police. 

Molloy said the Hollis and the 
girl had lived togetlicr for aboul six 
months. 

The boyfriend was arrested after 
Novi detectives presented (he c.ise 
to the Oakland County 
Prosecutor's Office. Hollis was 
due back in court yesterday for a 
pre-cxam conference. A prelimi­
nary exam is set for Dec. 15 in 52-
I District Court. 

"Basically, Iheir relationship has 
been very volatile. There was some 
physical abuse between Ihe mother 
and Ihc boyfriend, which she had 
not reported," Molloy said. 

Molloy said detectives contacted 
Child Protective Services about the 
abused boy, and a joint investiga­
tion is ongoing. 

"This is nol an incident that hap­
pens every day, but when we (io 
receive these types of complaints, 
we actively investigate," Molloy

"Police and fire represent about

annual basis." Janssen said. The 
buikling and planning depailiiienis 
had Ihe ne.M largest expenditure. 

Al Ihe end of the last fiscal year, 
the cily's fund balance lolalcd .$7.2 
million in fund balance. However, 
this does noi include .$l.'i(l,()(H).

poses. Janssen added lhal more than

"It's the undesignated fund bal­

ance you waiil to look at," Janssen 
said. 

The I'lanle & Moran rcpresciila-
tivcs mentioned also that ihc cily 
did ;i good job during the last fiscal 
year of setting water and sewer rates 
in relation ioe.\pcndilurcs. 

"The city is making an efl'orl lo 
sel Ihe rales al an appropri;ilc level."

The financial experts said as far

Chris Hewlett doesn't want lo 
see another piece of history van­
ish. 

Although the Autumn Park res­
ident said she would sland behind 
Ihe city's decision lo allow die 
owner of a home buill in 1838 lo 
do as she pleases wilh her proper­
ty, siic still believes in preserving 
history. 

"The Planning Commission 
basically told us this was privalc 
properly and Ihe owner has Ihc 
right to do wlial she wants," 
Hewlell said. "The home was 
never registered as historic and 
probably never will be." 

Under the request of lEudora 
Adolph of Novi, the home's 4.59 
acies of land, located oh Nine 
Mile Road just casi of Beck

"That way, this home could be 
preserved and the sub could be 
buill around it," Kocan said. "I 
Ihink people are going lo end up 
designing their own homes, so 
lhal idea is probably not going lo 
happen." 

Kocan said she hales lo think 
the rcsidenls believe the commis­
sion doesn't liciir llieir prolcsis 
about demolishing the lioinc. 

"Wc can only do so much in 
Ihis case," she said. "There is 
nolhing io prevent ihe owner 
froni dcinolishing i i . It's her 
choice." 

Kocan said the commission 
has 10 uphold all ordinances and 
developers of the property 
haven't broken any rules. 

"We jusl have to wail and see 
and hope for the best," Kocan 
said. "This is a really lough case, 
and Ihc residents in that area real­
ly do have an emotional attach­
ment point of view."

This week the Senate passed several key pieces of legislation that 
have the potential io improve the stale's business climate, focus more 
lax dollars on ihc classroom and improve ihe slate welfare syslcm so 
lhal more people can achieve gainful employment. 

Helping M ich igan IVIanufacturers 

The Senate Finance Committee, of which I am chair, this week 
approved legislation lo help Michigan's struggling manufacturing sec­
tor. Senate Bills 203,909 and 910 arc part of a package to renew the 
diive lo cut manufacturing business laxes and spur investment. They 
provide personal property lax credits, offer one-lime lax incentives for 
businesses wishing to move or relocate jobs into Michigan and extend 
lax exemptions for sales between spun-off companies and parent cor­
porations, like Delphi and Visicon. 

This package is "round one" of whal needs lo be a total rcslruclur-
ing to make Michigan's economy more compelilive wilh olher slates, 
ereale jobs and restore economic-health 

Control l ing School Health Care Costs 

The Senate also approved legislation giving school districts more 
llexibility and options for employee health care plans. Many school 
districls face rising employee health care costs, keeping education dol­
lars from reaching the classroom where they arc needed. Senate Bills 
895-898 give districts voluntary options lo control these costs 

The bills allow school districts lo volunlarily 
negotiate self-insured health insurance pools and 
offer savings to cash-strapped districts lhal can 
benefit from increased competition between 
health-care providers. 

The savings could be considerable. According 
to a study released by ihe Hay Group, a benefits 
consulting firm, the legislation will save school 
districts from $150 million to $230 million in the 
firsl three years.

The 
measures give able-bodied residents a four-year time frame lo become 
reemployed, offering an incenuve i'or Ihem to become produciive citi­
zens and gain their independence.

Barli Maelieth, diiector of plan­
ning, said the plan goes agiiinst Ihe 
city council's policy of not 
tipproviiig the highest density pos­
sible. 

Joe (jalvin. .Singh's allorne.v. 
said the developer wanted the 
property rc/.oncd to allow for 
more lots. 

"We are assimilating ihiee di l l i -
cult-to-build-on parcels." Oalvin 
said. 

"I lliink il is an imponani bene­
fit to the city that we have assem­
bled the.se three into one parcel." 

Singh also plans to eshiblish a 
core htibital areti anil preserve the 
woodhind area on the property. 

The developer .says it will add 
aspects to the parcels that will 
enhiincc their natural features. 

Singh pkms to construct a pri-
v:ite road system and expand the 
11 Mile Rotid sidew:ilk by 250 
i'eel and contribute S58,000 to 
conslruci additional sidewalk 
along 11 Mile Road. 

Mayor Pro Tern Kim Capello 
thought it was a good project :ind 
moved to approve the plan. 

"One thing we rctilly need to 
iinilcrst;md when it comes to den­
sity is the master phin." Capello 
said. "The density is what we 
planned lor." 

Member Lyitnc Paul said she 
;ipprecialed the three parcels being 
developed together but was not in 
t;\\vr of increasing lite number of 
iinils. 

"When we increase population, 
wc iiKTe;ise demand on services." 
she said. 

Member Toni Nagy said she 
also ;ippreciated Singh's efforls, 
but added. "We keep incretising 
density." 

Memiier Bob Gait liked Ihe 
development and ihe propo.scd 
siilewalks. 

I ihink it's impoilant to have 
sidewalks in this area, itnd I 

will support this project," he said. 
Calvin stiid Ihe detached condos 

would ra/ige in size from 2.400 to 
3.200 square feel and would cost 
about S450,000 e:ich. 

Mulch said he didn't see any 
liinc-lerm benefit to the city in the

project. 
"If we increase density every­

where, it's going to gel tis in the 
end," he said. 

Margolis said she saw substan­
tial benefil to pulling the three 
parcels together "1 also ihink the 
benefil Io the community of the 
sidewalks is important," she said. 

' Mtiyor David Landry believes 
the city is gctfing to the point in its 
development where the remaining 
parcels are geiiing more difficult 
to develop.

The Emagine Theater is not 
just for movies anymore. 

Novi's premier movie theater, 
located in the Fountain Walk 
shopping center, is now also 
home to a faith group called the 
Christ Covenant Church. 

According to Pastor Nathan 
Paul, it's difficult to classify his 
church because it's very untra-
ditional. 

" I f I had to classify it, I'd say 
it's more of an 
emergence 
church," Paul 
said. "We have 
a real desire to 
look at modern 
as well as 
ancient stud­
ies." 

The church 
holds a com­
munion every 
Sunday, and 
one of the core 
activities that is done is called 
"a rule of life." 

"They're basic spiritual prac­
tices that have been around in 
the Christian world for hun­
dreds of thousands of years," 
Paul said. "There is a desire to 
worship and a belief that 
authentic worship is appealing 
to folks that don't know a thing 
about the church. We're very 
missional and at the same time 
very biblical." 

The Christ Covenant Church 
is not really new to Novi. It 

actually started in the city's 
DoubleTree Hotel three years 
ago and did preview services. It 
then moved to Sara Banks 
Middle School in Wixom for a 
year-and-a half before moving 
back to Novi. It's been at the 
Emagine for about a year. 

"Sara Banks was a great 
school, but location wise, it 
wasn't ideal, and with all the 
road construction, it was time to 
make a move," Paul said. 

The church was planted by 
Faith Covenant Church in 
Farmington Hills and 
Kensington Community Church 
in Troy. It has now grown to 12 
churches in the Detroit area. 

While looking for a new 
home, the church determined 
that the Novi Emagine Theater 
was .in ideal spot because il 's so 
close to the expressway and is

The church 
then got per­
mission to use 
the theater for 
worship and 
pays rent to do 
so. Used on 
Sunday morn­
ings are . the 

lobby and a couple theaters for 
worship gatherings. When peo­
ple arrive, they're greeted with a 
cafeteria and many activities for 
the youngsters to take part in. 

Church attendance per week 
is usually between 150 and 200 
people, and they're not called 
members. 

"We changed Ihe lingo," Paul 
said. "We call the folks who 
attend our church 'partners of 
ministry.' These are folks that 
are our core, committed peo­
ple." 

ThoiTgh the group is sti 
young, it has been busy actively 
planting multiple churches in 
Germany. Paul explained that 
it's a multi-national church that 
has drawn people from many 
different countries. 

"Because of the aulomobile 
induslry here, we have people 
from all around the world, many 
of which are iiere temporarily," 
Paul said. "It's also a ch.illenge 
and a joy because of all the dif­
ferent cultures. How do you 
bridge cultural gaps and under­
standing? That question just 
adds depth to the church." 

I t 's not l i k e 
other c h u r c h e s 

A unique aspect of the church 
is that there arc three areas 
where people can conned to it. 
There is a worship gathering on 
Sunday mornings, small life 
groups, and mid-size groups 
called community groups. 

Community groups are made 
up of 30 10 50 people and oper­
ate like house churches. A l l 
ages arc welcome. They gather 
for worship in homes once a 
month and also perform out­
reach programs in their local 
communiiics regularly. 

"The community group I'm in 
works at the Walled Lake Food 
Pantry," Paul said. "Each com-
munily group has to find a local 
mission and local ways lo con­
nect to the community. There's 
a land person that's the commu­
nity pastor." 

Paul described the Christ 
Covenant Church iis "a grciU 
place to connect and grow."

W e ' r e r e p r e s e n t e d i n W a s l i i n g t o n b y a l i v i n g l e g e n d 

What do you call a guy who has become a 
legend in his own time, is six feet three inches 
tall, has a reputation as a tough guy, ha,s teen 
around forever and knows everybody? 

You'd start out by calling him, "Sir." 
At least dial's what I call Congressman John 

Dingell, who on Dec. 13 will celebrate 50 
years in the House of Representafives. He 
already is the third longest serving member in 
U.S. history. (If he is still in Congress in 
March, 2009, he'll be thcdongest serving ever) 

There was a big celebradon recently in 
Dearborn honoring Dingell, with his fellow 
Democrats, Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm and Sens. Carl Levin 
and Debbie Stabenow joining a 
cast of friends and supporters. 

The first time I met John 
Dingell was in November 
1964. l had just been hired by a 
newly elected Congressman, 
Paul H, Todd, Jr, from 
Kalamazoo, to run his 
Washington office. There was a 
reception for newly elected 
members from Michigan in 
some grand room in the 
Capitol, and even dien Dingell 
stood out as having the greatest 
presence in the room. 

He had barely started his 
career in Congress — he was 
elected for die first dine in 1955, beadng 13 
others for die seat his fadier had held till his 
untimely deatli. But even dien he carried a cer­
tain aura of ferocity, strength and uncommon 
common sense. 

Dingell's reputation al that lime was thai of a 
sensible tough guy, happy lo be a partisan 
Democrat but prepareii to work with the 
Republican opposition when there was a deal 
to be cut. 

J remember he gave my boss, a fellow 
Democrat, great advice dme after time: "Do 
what's right; play tough but play fair; get 
respected for what you know because it's better 
to be respected than meiely liked." 

I saw iiim again in die late 1980's when he 
had become the Chairman of the House Energy 
and Commerce Committee. Largely du-ough 
the force of his personalit)', he was lumiitg the

committee into the most powerful on Capitol 
Hill. Something like 40 per cent of all Icgislp-
tion that went lo the House fioor did so through 
Dingell's comniitlee. 

The Nadonal Journal, the authoritative publi-
cadon on Congress, once claimed that Dingell 
claimed jurisdiction over anydiing that "moved, 
burned or was sold." He was called "Mr 
Chairman" for good reason, and when he 
stalked into a crowded room it was its though 
the Red Sea was parting. 

His power was diluted after the Republicans 
won conu-ol of the House in 1994. Not so his 

majestic presence. 
Over the yean;, I've come to 

know John Dingell pretty well 
and to .admire him deeply. 
Even though he's now 79 and 
prey to die infiniiittes more or 
less stiindard for someone his 
age, he hasn't lost a step men­
tally, nor has his fine legisla­
tive edge dulled. 

I remember once making 
the mistake of quoting a rea-
.sonably otecurc 18th century 
French statesman, only to be 
brought up short when the 
Chainnan produced not only 
the source for the quote,.. but 
also the source for that! And to 
obsen'e him think his way 

dirough a complex legislative and political situ­
ation is to watch a master al work. 

1 had a long conversadon with him several 
days ago. What stands out, I wanted to know, 
after nearly 50 years in Congress? 

"Tlie goodness of the people that I served, 
dieir loyalty, kindness, decency, patience. How 
hard they work, how much they love their 
counlry, how hard they tiy to make their com­
munities better This applies to the huge swath 
of people I've known for so many years: black, 
white, Arabs, Republicans, Democrats, urban, 
suburban, rural." 

What's i l like today in the Congress, com­
pared wilh the wiiy it was when you started 
out? "Our system works best on collegiality, 
compromise and cooperation. There's very 
little of that nowadays. Today everybody 
wants openness, but we're now so open that 
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we can't function. 
"When 1 was Chairman, we'd have a hear­

ing. Then we'd go into a side room, close the 
doors, titke our coats off and fight like hell. But 
the result was almost invariably a bipartisan 
bill, one that could pass wilh an overwhelming 
vote from the middle." 

How come things are so different? "It's part­
ly changes in the society. In ibe old days, 
when you went down to Washington you 
siayed there because you couldn't afford to go 
back and forth to your dislricl. As a result, 
members of Congress got to know each odier, 
their families. 

"Tlicy'd socialize after work. They devel­
oped a store of good will , great fricnd,ships diat 
helped make things happen even through the 
politics were lough. That's gone now. And die 
House now is moslly run by ihe Republican , 
leadership. They're hard right and aren't inter­
ested in compromises." 

Dingell hasn't merely served for a long, long 
time, he's been at the core of many of Ihe 
greatest legislative achievements of our times. 
He wrote most of the Endangered Species Act, 
introduced domestic content legislation Uiat 
required Japanese aulo manufacturers to pro­
duce parts in the United States and was the 
main force behind the Clean Air Act. 

What advice would he give io young politi­
cians? "The biggest trouble is not in doing 
right; il's in knowing what's right. I f you know 
right, you'll do right, and you won't have any­
thing to worry about." 

Al the end of our conversation, I asked how 
John Dingell would like to be remembered. 
"As a monument for sanity and effectiveness," 
he replied wilh barely a pause. 

We have the great good fortune to be repre-
.sented in Washington by a living legend. The 
sad dling is that people of die caliber of John 
Dingell don't get to do what they do best very 
much the.se days, when our polidcs have been 
hijacked by ideologues of both the right and 
the left,

The Detroit Lions professional foot­
ball team made no quarrels about why 
they fired Steve Mariucci last week.

Thankfully, thai isn't 
the case at Northville and 
Novi high schools.

Sports, said Northville 
athletic director Bryan 
Masi. .ire an extension of 
the classroom. Il's in 
sports al the high school 
level where kids learn the 
intangibles like hard 
work, determination and 
group effort. 

"We're not going lo fire 
a coach because they 
aren't winning," Masi said. "We want 
to make sure they're teaching the kids 
how lo achieve. We expect them to 
leach the proper skills and to be knowl­
edgeable of the game. I f you teach 
those things, then winning takes care of 
itself."

.igrecd and .said there's really no reason 
10 put any additional pressure on the 
coaches — they do enough of that 
themselves. 

"There's no one who puts more pres­
sure to win on our coitches than they 
do." ho said. "These are veiy driven 
individuals who wanl to see the alhleles 
they coach succeed." 

Everv coach with the exception of 
football has a pass to the 
.stale finals automalically. 
It's during ihe football 
sea.son where much of the 
pressure to succeed is 
dumped on ihe shoulders 
of the coaching staff. 

At Novi there have 
been two coaches in the 
hislory of the school: 
John Osborne and current 
coach Tab Kellepourey. Al 
Northville, there have 
been several more, wilh 
Ihe most recent being 
firsi-year coach Ryan 
Hockman. 

Kellepourey put togeth­
er a 7-3 record this year 

while Hockman tallied a 2-7 marli. 
"Winning is just one of the measur­

ing Slicks that is used to determine suc­
cess or failure," Ellis said. "There are a 
great many others, such as the academ­
ic success of our student-athletes, the 
growth and development both physical­
ly and socially, the character they build 

and the ability to work as a functioning 
member of a team."

Neither school has made a point of 
firing ils coaches for losing streaks. 

Hockman's predecessor at Northville. 
Clint Alexander, compiled a 4-14 mark 
his firsl two years before going ^-^ last 
season. 

(Jsbornc put together several big 
winning seasons, bul had his lumps al 
Novi. too, From I990-9.S he compiled a 
27-27 mark with no playoff berths and 
from 1977-79 he led the Wildcats to a 
10-17 record. Before and afler each 
skid, Novi was playoff bound. 

"Are our coaches leaching skill and 
life-long discipline." Masi said. "Are 
they knowledge.iblc of the game and 
are they leaching that game correctly? 
Al l of that is considered in deciding 
how successful our coaches are." 

The administration at the high 
.schools understand ihis belter than' 
many parents, who are often more 
upset about losses than the players are. 

After the regional title game between 
Novi and Livonia Stevenson's soccer 
leams this fall , a fan stood to his feel 
and shouted the Novi coach needed to 
learn how lo coach — a comment com­
ing afler 40-straighl victories for the 
Wildcats and a loss to the top-ranked 
leam in the stale. 

"I just about dropped the trophy," 

Ellis said. "I couldn't believe what 1 
was hearing. 

"That same coach has been recog­
nized by MH.SAA staff who has 
observed him as one of the finer coach­
es they have seen because of his calm 
demeanor and his ability lo posilively 
interact with the kids during a contest." 

Unfortunately, that's typical al high 
school games. Parcnis anil fans ques-
lion every play and decision, some 
more vocally than others. 

Steve Mariucci no doubt heard ihe 
boos and the calls from the stands. He 
made S5-inilllion this year lo do i l . 

Kellepourey and Hockman? Well, 
let's just say with all of Iheir off-season 
work and in-season sleepless nights, 
the few cents they make a day doesn't 
deserve ihc cal calls. 

Northville and Novi high schools 
have made the right decision by putting 
the kids before the records. Al this 
level, there's more lo Ihe game than, 
making the state finals. 

"We want lo see our students sue- • 
eeed," Masi said. "That doesn't always 
mean they're going lo get wins. 

"We're very fortunate lo have such 
dedicated coaches. They work all year 
round and they do it for the sake of the 
kids. That's what's most important to 
us."

I've played video games from sports ("NBA '06" and 
"Gretzky '06") Io role-playing ("Kingdom of Paradise") 
to fighting ("Marvel Nemesis: Rise of the Impeifectii") to 
lactical simulation ("The Lord of the Kings: Tactics'^) to 
firsl-person shooters ("Coded .Arms"). So far, they're all 
pretty darn cool. There are plenty of other games I 
haven't htid a chance to play yel, like logic games, fool-
ball, racing and even a "Star Wars" title. 

The PSP is new enough thai there aren't a ton of games 
out lor il yel, bul die list is quickly growing.

called UMDs that store a ton of memory on something 
the size of a silver dollar. They're easy lo store, pretty 
well protected from natural scratching and they allow for 
great graphics, awesome sounds and full-lcnglh movies 
(I've watched the bomb "Deep Water" and a cool anime 
"Appleseed" so far). 

For saving games, the PSP boasts a memory slot lhal 
lakes digital-camera-sizcd cards available everywhere 
the handheld is sold. Most recently I saw a four-gigabyte 
hard drive thai straps to it for keeping full-length movies 
and a ton of MP3s. It can hook directly to your PC for 
transferring files and downloads. 

But why is the PSP such a great deal al $250, not 
including games or accessories'.' Because il's everything 
we've always wanted from our handheld games. 

Il boasts a back-lit screen, a full controller including an 
analog joystick and it even htis a built-in wireless modem 
for accessing the Inlerncl and for PSP-io-PSP game play. 

When going hcad-to-head, it's always a worry i f Ihc 
games wi l l lag.

Marvel Nemesis: Rise of the Imperfects 

GENRE: F ight ing 

There's nothing worse than a fighting game 
that become monotonous and that's exactly what 
"Marvel Nemesis" becomes very, very quickly. 

The game pits M:irvel superheroes against 
each other in a 3D fighling game where every bit 
of the arena is capable of being damaged and 
most of il is usable as weapons. 

The cool part about this game is that you can 
play as Spider-Man, Captain America, Venom 
and Dr. Doom as well as a 
new crew of super beings 
called the Imperfects. 

There is a single-phiyer 
slor)' mode that allows play­
ers to pick up cards after 
winning battles. In addition 
there's also a player-lo-play-
er mode for direct competi­
tion. 

The problem wilh this game is the story mode 
allows you lo select either The Thing or Johnny 
Ohm as your firsl character. Y'ou fight through 10 
levels and then unlock another character when 
you're through. The battles arc the same over 
and over ;ind over without a change in scenery 
except for every two hatllcs. 

The fights are relatively quick with most 
being over in two rounds and under three min­
utes. When all is said and done, the game gets 
boring afier the first four or five characters wilh 
only Ihc chance of playing your favorite charac­
ter or using different super powers keeping the 
gamer going from one boring battle lo another. 

The keen gamer will nolice how similar a lot 
of the moves are for each character, especially 
ones with similar body styles. It doesn't take 
long for this fighting game to get shelved. 

"Marvel Nemesis" is lacking in .several 
aspects when it conies lo competing in this 
genre. There are other fighling games for the 
PSP that have much better controls, features and 
replay value. Don't waste your time with this 
one unless you're a big fan of the Marvel uni­
verse and you're itching lo control your favorite 
heroes.

• Make sure I'urnacesand heaters are 
operating properly. Clean or replace 
niters on furnaces'oncc a month or a.s 
needed. A, heat pump can trim the 
amount ol electricity' used for heating 
by as much as 30 to' 40 percent; 

• Prevent ice dams by keeping giitter.s 
and downspouts clear of leaves, natu­
ral debris, snow and icicles; 

• Keep the draperies and shades on 
your south-facing windows open dur­
ing the day to allow the sunlight to 
enter your home and closed at night 
to red'tice the chill you may feel from 
cold windows; 

• Close fireplace dampers when not in 
use. Check cliimncvs to make sure 
birds haven't nested or there aren't 
other problems; 

• Close off tmneeded rooms to reduce 
heating of unused areas; 

• Make .sure air ducts are insulated 
and sealed; 

• Clean warm-air registers, baseboard 
heaters and radiators as needed; make 
sure they're not blocked bv furniture, 
carpeting, or drapes; 

' Bleed trapped air from hot-water 
radiators once or mice a season. Place 
heat-resistant radiator reflectors 
between exterior walls and the radia­
tors; 

• Turn off kitchen, bath and other 
exhaust tans within 20 minutes after 
you are done cooking or bathing; 

• Insulate your hot water heater and 
hot iyater pipes. Wrap pipes nearest 
exterior walls and in crawl spaces with 
pipe insulation or with heating tape; 

• Detach all gardening hoses and shut 
off water supply to outside faucets; 

• Tag the loation ol your main water 
valve and make sure" vou can easilv 
turn it on and oil; and ' 

• If you plan to travel or he awav from 
honic for an extended period of time, 
ask a friend or neignhor to check 
your pipes and the temperature in 
your home.
