"What 
surprised 
me was how

you, and how they collaborate 
together to find victims and lo 
discuss techniques," Rabahy 
said. "That was the scariest thing 
for me." 

Rabahy's daughter is in col­

lege and his son is a senior al 
Catholic Central. He doesn't 
have 10 worry aboul them being 
manipulated by predators search­
ing for children. Bul he did say 
he will slarl to monitor his nieces 
and nephew's Internet usage 
when they come visiting.

"The 
one thing (Bouchard) talked 
about was this monitoring soft­
ware where you can see what 
sites your kids visited after the 
facl.

Oakland County Sheriff 
Michael Bouchard's tips on 
keeping your kids safe from 
online predators: 

•Never allow your children • 
to put personal information 
either in a profile or in their 
screen names online because 
predators try to act like kids 
their age to befriend them. 
Predators can read those veiy 
carefully and extract pertinent 
information to arrange a meet­
ing with a child, and unfortu­
nately many times they are 
successful in meeting kids and 
abusing them,. 

•Stress to your children 
that Internet access is a privi­
lege and the cost of that privi­
lege is that you know their 
screen names and their pass­
words. If they say no, do not 
allow them to use it, 

•Always keep a computer 
in a very public place in the 
home, like the kitchen or fami­
ly room, so that you can walk 
in on a regular basis and mon­
itor your child's usage. • 

•Be aware of some of the 
very real threats that are 
online. 

• Never allow Internet 
access in their bedrooms or 
on a laptop with wireless 
access. 

•Ddnt allow your Children 
to visit www.myplace.com, a n :

The school contacted 
Bouchard as a gucsl speaker I'or 
Ihis month's meeting. Dad's 
Club meetings are held once 
every two months. 

"The tips thai Sheriff 
Boucllard gave are invaluable," 
said Charlie Nemes, Dad's Club 
president. "There were a lot of 
dads who stayed afterwards and 
had a variety of different ques­
tions for him, which is good," 

Bouchard explained that on 
average, one in every four chil­

dren are approached by online 
predators. He said that 50,000 
predators are online at any given 
lime, and they don't discrimi­
nate belween boys and girls, 

Bouchard spoke of a recent 
incident ivhcre in Oakland 
County, four men were arrested 
by Ihe Oakland County Sheriff's 
Department for preying on chil­
dren online and arranging meet­
ings wilh Ihem. Three of Ihem 
were Iravelcrs from oul of stale. 

Travelers arc people who wil l 
travel from anywhere In the 
United Slides or beyond jusl lo 
meet kids Ihey mcl online. 

One of Ihem had arranged a 
meeiing with who he thought 
was a 14-year old gir l as a 
Christmas present for himself. 
He had planned a seven-day 
visit, and came lo Michigan wilh 
a bag full of presents. He had a 
present for each day he was 
going to be with the child. Little 

did he know thai the whole lime 
he was interacting wilh a police 
officer, 

"1 think the computer has 
given the predator an endless 
supply of freedom in their minds 
lo approach kids like this," 
Bouchard said. "Also, what's 
.sciiry is, they've also begun lo 
nelwork amongst each other. 
We've seen communications 
between predators where they 
share techniques on how to 
break down inhibitions of chil­
dren, how to gel children alone, 
how lo molest children, and how 
10 avoid Ihe police," 

Bouchard shared a slory of 
hoiv his deparlmcnl's compuler 
crimes unil, which he started 
four years ago, busied up one of 
Ihe largest child pornography 
online sites in ihe world, righl in 
our backyards. The deparlment 
received a lead from a German 
police department who hiid gone 

online themselves to try to catch 
predators, and they traced i l all 
the way back to a man in 
Oakland Couniy. 

"1 started the compuler crimes 
unit because 1 sensed that it 
would become a growing crime 
trend," Bouchard said, 
"Predators use Ihe Internet to 
look for kids, and there is also 
identity Ihefl. Ultinialely that 
has been the case. We've tripled 
our staff at the computer crimes 
unil since I started. We can bare­
ly keep up." 

Parents s h o u l d s t a y 
involved 

Bouchard commended all the 
fathers who showed up on (he 
cold, weekday night, and was 
happy lo see how involved they 
were in their children's lives and 
school, 

"That's one of the most 

important ihing,s you can do, io 
help not only your child devel­
op, but also to be safe from 
some of the different risks out 
there," Bouchard said. "1 gave 
the fathers specific lips on how 
to help protect their children 
when they're utilizing the 
Internet." 

Ultimately, Rabahy thought 
the evening was very worth­
while. 

"Sheriff Bouchard is a very 
accomplished speaker and 
everyone paid attention," he 
said. "1 felt it was a very effec­
tive presentation, and I'm proud 
that Ihe Dad's Club stepped up 
to make Ihis happen."

"Wc 
help poiiil Ihings oul lo residenls 
dial mighl be hazards around this 
lime, including live trees, stock­
ings near fireplaces. Christmas 
lights and candles. 

"People should always be cau-
lious when they have these things 
in their homes." 

According to the Wational Fire 
Protection Association, and esti­
mated 18.000 house fires started 
hy candles were reported in 2001. 
Those fire resulted in an eslimatcd 
190 deaths, l,4.'i0 injuries and 
more than S26.'i million in proper­
ty damages. 

No season is safe 

Lenaghan said the winter sea­
son can lead to more house fire. 

"Winter is a good time to make 
sure everything is working in j'our 
home." he said. 

Although temperatures arc 
frigid and the ground is covered 
with snow, Northville Township 
Fire Chief William Zhinendak 
said many people believe because 
it's winter, they arc safe from 
house fires. 

"You're .safer during the winter 
is simply a myth," Zhmendak 
said. "Winter is one of the biggest 
times for house fires because [ieo-
ple are closed up in their homes 
and looking for alternative meth­
ods lo keep warm. 

"People use space heaters, fire­
places and even kerosene heaters, 
all of which can be very danger­
ous." 

Zhmendak said fireplaces tire 
the more coniiiion causes of fire 
during the winter .season. 

"We tell people not lo hang 
their stockings from their fire­
place if they are going to us it," he 
said. "We also highly recommend 
people put a screen in front of it 
becau.se loose ash can jump out 
and catch fire quicker than you 
think."

"Noi only are you celebrating 
Chrislmas and all the holidays," 
Lenaghan said, "but this is a good 
lime for reevaluating fire safety in 
the home."

The holiday season between 
CliristiiKis ;iiid New Year's Eve i.s 
one of Ihe busiest on Michigan 
roadways and poienlially one of 
the mosl dangerous because of 
inclcmeni weallier, heavier Iraf-
lic and the increased chances of 
impaired driving due to holiday 
gatherings. 

That's why the Novi Police 
Deparniieiil is joining with more 
than .i.'iO olher law enforcement 
agencies across the .stale in a 
drunk driving crackdown that 
lasts through Jan. 1. 2006. Law 
enfiircemcnt officers wanl lo 
remind everyone this holiday 
season lo always designate a 
sober driver before e;ich holiday 
party or event involving alcohol. 

"The holiday se;ison is a lime 
for family, friends, and festive 
celebrations, but it is unfortu­
nately also a time when we see a 
tragic jump in the number of 
alcohol-refilled highway falali-
lies," said Novi Police Chief 
David Molloy. "That's why wc 
arc reminding everyone early this 
holiday season to design.ite a 
sober driver." 

Motorists are reminded that 
Michigan's threshold for drunk 
driving is .08 hlood alcohol con-
lent, and the costs as.sociated 
wilh a drunk driving arrest are 
substantial. 

In addition to coun costs and 
fines, convicted drunk drivers are 

also subject to an additional 
$2,000 assessment included in 
the driver responsibility pro­
gram. 

In Michigan. T^l percent of 
iniffic fatalities involve alcohol 
and/or drugs. Although alcohol-
related falalilies have been 
decreasing annually, there were 
still 418 traffic dciUhs in 2004 
where alcohol and/or drugs were 
involved. 

F.very 30 minutes, nearly ."iO 
limes a day, someone in America 
dies in an alcohol-related crash. 
Hundreds of thousands more are 
injured each year According lo 
the Nalional Highway Traffic 
Safely Adminislrafion (NHTSA), 
aboul three in every iO 
Americans will be involved in an 
;ilcohol-related crash ;il some 
point in their lives. 

"Designating a sober driver 
before the party begins isjusi one 
of .several, simple steps lo 
remember to help avoid a tragic 
crash or an arrest for impaired 
driving," Molloy said. 

I f you are hosting a party this 
holiday season, remind your 
guests 10 plan ahead, always offer 
alcohol-free beverages during the 
event, and make sure all of your 
guests leave with a sober driver. 

Since 1981, December has 
been proclaimed as "Nadonal 
Drunk and Drugged Driving 
Prevention Month" lo help 
underscore the public's commit­
ment lo preventing impaired 
driving and promoting the use of

(owners of K;iy Jewelers, JB 
Robinson Jewelers and other 
nalional jewelry stores) sent 
information oul to employees al 
all of their other stores about the 
woman and her actions. 

Smith was located Dec. 12 at 
another Sterling Jewelers-owned 
store in the Airfield Commons 
Mall in Beaverereek, Ohio, 
attempting a similar crime. The 
employee in Beaverereek refused 
to show any rings to her and 
immediately notified 
Beaverereek police. 

After Smith lefi the store, 
responding officers were able lo 
pull the woman over and identify 
her as the thief Information 
aboul her was relayed back to 
the Novi Police Department, and 
she was laken into custody in 
Beaverereek for the Novi crime. 

The Oakland Couniy 
Prosecutors Office issued a firsl 
degree retail fraud warrant for 
Smith on Dec. 14. She is cur­
rently being held in Ihe Greene 
County Jail in southern Ohio. 
Smith has an extensive criminal 
history, and records show more 
than 50 aliases. It is anlicipaled 
that this arrest will clear up sev­
eral similar incidents throughout 
Michigan and the Midwest.

For years, seasoned pel-owners 
have been raising their furry 
friends as inenibers of their own 
families. 

Bui for those who tire contem-
pliiting bringing a pet into their 
homes ihis holiday sea.son, there 
iirc some important rules and con­

siderations they must keep in 
mind. 

According to www.avma.org, 
your pet-owning experience will 
be most enjoyable if you take the 
time to consider which animal 
best suits your family. 

John Stotteic, owner of Family 
of PcLs in Novi, said that there are 
three mtun things to consider 
when shopping for a dog: sup­
plies; veterinarian care and behav­
ior training. 

"One of the biggest problems 
that most people have is they buy 
a dog and ihey don't buy a ken­
nel," Slottele said. "A kennel is 
used for a multiiude of reasons." 

Stotteic said that years ago, 
kennel training was taboo and not 

too many people liked using one. 
But in the last 15 years its become 
more accepted. 

"Il's just the way we believe we 
can train a dog," he said. "A ken­
nel is a dog's bed. If you can con­
fine a dog to a kennel, he won't go 
to the bathroom there i f he's com­
fortable." 

Kennel training teaches dogs 
very quickly not to wet where 
they lay It teaches them to hold 
their bladders until their owners 
give them time to go out. 

"It's a scheduling thing," 
Stotlele said. "You feed them and 
take them oul on a schedule," 

Stotlele said that i f used cor­
rectly, a kennel is very easy to 
use. Depending on the size of the 
dog, Ihey can run in price from 
$.3O-$L50. 

Another important aspect is 
what to feed your new pet. 
Stotlele recommends premium 
food as opposed lo the grocery 
store brand. 

He explained grocery store 
brands don't have the right nutri­
tion for dogs and cats. They tend

"it's not good because dogs ;ire 
carnivorous," Stotlele said. "With 
il tiualily dog food you'll protect 
your dog with better lie;ilth. Wc 
recommend purchasing Propac 
food." 

Typically, a new pujipy or kit­
ten is going lo have a few shots 
already, but owners must continue 
io give their pels vaccinations 
until about 18 weeks of age. 

vaccinations arc usually $25 
each, plus office calls. 

"It will cost aboul $50 per visit 
and wiien yoti go every three 
weeks, it adds up," Stotteic said. 
"i3ut it's iibsolutely necessiiry, 
whether you get a dog for free or 
pay $1,000 for one." 

Behavior training is llie next 
major component, and Stotlele 
said it ranks up there as one of Ihe 
most important. He said for years 
pet owners were advised to go to 

chisses, but now they're being told 
to tiaiii in their homes. 

"The biggest rciisoii dogs die is 
not from viruses, or from getting 
hit by cars," Slottele said. "It's 
because we euth;iiii/c ihcm 
because of behavior issues. That's 
not the dog's fault, it's the owners, 
il's how you teach the dog. or any 
pet tiiat will (lelermiiie how it 
bciiaves." 

In Older to teach a pet wci i , 
an owner needs to be coniniitlcd 
to the time it takes. Dogs wil l 
not be great companions unless 
the owner is wil l ing to work at 
it. 

"Don't buy a pupiiy on a 
whim," Slottele said. "If you're in 
an aparlmcnt, make sure you have 
a pet clause -and that you're 
allowed lo have pets."

Loc.ll developer Steve Schafer 
recendy won approval for a rezon­
ing lliai will open die door I'or 146 
new homes casl of Wixoni Road 
and soulh of Grand River Avenue 
by "Rirget. 

Schafer, of Schafer Development 
received the approviil from cily 
council in a 3-2 vole at the Dec. 5 
meciing. 

Tlie subjecl property is 37.750 
acres and is located nexl lo the his- -
toric Karl Wizinsky home on 
Wixom Road, built in the 1800s. 

Schafer asked if ihe land could 
be rczoiied from General Induslri.il, 

I-l Light IndusUial and R-l One-
family Residential to R-T Two-
family Residential. 

Tlie developer noted lhal side­
walks will be provided on one side 
of die road to ihe Providence Park 
campus further east olT of Grand 
River Avenue as p;u-l of the project. 

Providence Park Hospital, al 
Beck Road and Grand River 
Avenue, is proposing a trail sy.sleni 
as piul of tlieir plans for the new 
hospital, scheduled lo open in 2008. 

Currenlly, diere are two baseball 
fields and three soccer fields on the 
Providence Park campus. Schafer 
said he will include some lype of 
improvement to the fields as part of 
the project. 

"The fields receive a lot of use by 
.soccer, football and lacrosse leams 
and are considered in poor condi­
tion," said Jack Lewis, deputy-
director of the Novi Parks, 
Recreation & Foreshy Department. 
Lewis said any tyiic of improve­

ment to Ihe fields would enhance 
die appcirance of die park. 

"Wc could probably work some­
thing oul," Schaefer said. 

The developer aLso said he plims 
10 install sidewalks on one side of 
llie road to the park imd Providence 
PiU-k caiiipu.s. 

Council Member Bob GATT 
said thai he could noi support die 
Shatter project becaii.se although it 
was approved, council questioned a 
recent proposal by Singh 
Developmenl becaii.sc il increased 
the number of homes originally 
planned I'or Ihc projeci. 

Member Toni Nagy, however, 
supported Ihc proposal. "1 ihink 
you've done an excellent job," 
Nagy told Schaefer, "I'm really 
impressed. I think the residents will 
benefit a lol from the enliancenicnis 
lo the offsilc luea by die historic 
Wizinsky home." 

Mayor Pro Tem Kim Capello 
also did not support die rezoning 

becau.se of the increase in the num­
ber of homes proposed. He wanted 
tJie existing indusUial ti.se of the 
pro|x;rty because he lielievcs that 
would provide more benefit lo die 
cily. 

Member Lynne Paul, who voted 
lo approve die rezoning, noted that 
the original project for the property 
was already approved last sunimer 
for 172 homes. 

"I Ihink legally it would be good 
10 approve ihis new projeci as il has 
fewer homes ihan whal we 
approved in July." Paul said. 

The Dec. 5 vole was lo approve a 
Planned Rezoning Overiay agree-
meiil submilled by Schafer. The 
rezoning goes wilh approval of die 
agreement.

Jake Oucllette, 11, a fifih-grad-
er at Meadowbrook Elementary 
Sehool, was diagnosed with the 
disease at age 6, 

In honor of his son, Roger 
Ouellette will run 26.2 miles in 
the Walt Disney World Marathon 
Jan. 8 in Orlando, Fla. 

He'll be running for the 
Muscular Dystrophy Parent 
Project, a group of parents of boys 
affected with Duehenne Muscular 
Dystrophy, a disease caused by a 
gene deletion that usually hap­
pens in boys. 

"They're typically diagnosed 
around age 5 or 6," Rosanna 
Oucllette said, "It's a progressive 
muscle weakness," 

The Ouellcites, who also have a 
17-year-old son, Charlie, and a 
15-year-old 
daughter, Jacqui, 
who are not 
afflicted with the 
disease, said 
they didn't di.s-
cover Jake had 
the di.sease until 
he was in kinder­
garten. 

"We were 
shocked because

Thank.sgiving weekend, I was 
drawn to go see the damage first­
hand. 

I didn't sec the mobile home 
park where the deaths took place, 
but I witnessed an entire ncigh-
borttood in Ncwburgh, Ind.. just 
ca-st of Evansvillc, that had been 

wiped out. 
A feiv people were in ihcir 

from yards on Ihe oulskins of Ihc 
subdivision, but the center nf the 
property was like a ghost town. 

You could look righl in some of 
the homes and see the drywall and 
2 by 4's. A while uliiily van sal at 
the end of one street wilh ils 
windshield curled outward. 

Some houses had Ihe brick 
ripped from Iheir cxieriors. and 
numbers had been spray painted 
on roofs as a way of idcniifying 
them — probably for Federal 
Emergency Management Agency 
purposes or lo show that Ihcy had 
liccn inspected. 

It looked like ihe neighborhood 
had been bombed, and I wondered 
where all of these people were 
staying and whal they were doing 
with their lives. 

One of my high school ffiends 
lives Ics.s than a half mile from 

Ihis neighborhoixl off of Lincoln 
Avenue. 

"I cried when I drove down 
Lincoln." she said, recalling lhat 
someone hiid phoned her ihe next 
morning asking aboul her oldest 
.son. who lives in an apartment 
aboul a mile from her 

"He was fine." she said. "Slept 
Ihrough the whole thing. He did­
n't even know iibout it until he 
read an e-mail from a friend ask­
ing him i f he was OK." 

A local racetrack, Ellis Park, in 
Henderson, Ky., suffered major 
damage, according to another 
friend, whose husband had driven 
from their home on die north side 
a couple of times to sec the dam­
age. 

The tornado struck the south-
ca.st side of the community, so my 
father's retirement home wasn't 
afTcctcd. 

After witnessing the total 

deslniclion of a few arcvis. ii m:ide 
mc Ihink Kick to when 1 was a girl 
and my mom used lo make us go 
inlo die furnace rixim down a fiighl 
of steps in our garage when ihcrc 
was a lomado warning oh TV. 

My older sister. Sally, and I 
would get bored aflcr aboul 10 
minulcs down there and start ask­
ing if we could please go back up 
and waleh TV. I remember not 
really taking the tornado watches 
and warnings that seriously, 
tiecausc. after all. nolhing had 
ever happened, right? 

One of the reasons there were 
death.s in Evansville, Ind.. due to 
the tornado was the timing of the 
storm. It struck in the wee hours 
of the morning, around I a.m.. 
when most people were asleep. 

Seeing the destruction made me 
realize tornado warnings are seri­
ous business and not to be taken 
lightly or ignored. 

The cily of Novi is on the move 
when it comes lo disaster pre­
paredness. 

Recenlly, cily staff from the 
police and fire depiirtmcnts, as 
well as Neighborhood Services, 
have begun a feasibility study on 
a volunteer citizens response leam 
in which local residents would be 
called upon to help fellow com­
munity members after a local 
emergency. 

"We look at it as an opportunity 
lo train the volunteers in the 
Neighborhood Service groups. 
Homeowners Association groups 
and those who work in our com­
fort stations during blackouts and 
other emergencies that the city 
may be required io mitigate," said 
Police Chief David Molloy 

Molloy said ihis week that city 
staff met recently with leadership 
from the Michigan Citizens Corps 
that manages the CERT program. 

a branch of the Department of 
Homeland Security, to discuss the 
possibility of forming such a vol­
unteer group in Novi. 

Although the group is just in 
the study phase at this point, a 
few residents have already 
expressed interest in enrolling in a 
Community Emergency Response 
Team training class. Tlie claiis 
teaches such life-saving measures 
as cardiopulmonary resuscitation, 
basic first aid and emergency 
management training. 

Lcxik for more information 
about the upcoming training class 
after the first of the year after the 
results of the feasibility study and 
city council approval on funding.

Born in I90.i, Miller, of Novi, 
will celebrate her 100th birthday 
tomorrow and more than 50 fami­
ly members will be wilh her to 
celebrate. 

"I don't feel like I'm 100," 
Miller said. "1 act like it, but I 
don't feel like it." 

As ihe oldest of nine sibling.s. 
Miller moved to Detroit in 1926 
from Baraga in the Upper 
Peninsula to look for work. 

After spending several years 
working in a variety of fields. 
Miller worked as a clerk for the 
U.S. Army in Detroit for 16 years. 

She married her husband, Leo, 
in 19.34 and had two children. 

Miiryann and Robert. 
"There arc so many differences 

in the world today than when I 
was a kid," Miller said, "The kids 
today wouldn't know what to do if 
they lived back when I was grow­
ing up." 

Miller said life in the early 
1900s was very different. 

"We didn't have a refrigerator 
or an electric stove," she said. "I 
didn't even have my first drink of 
Coke until 1 lived here in Detroit. 

"Those were horse and buggy 
days. I hated having to drive a car 
when I got io Deiroit. It was so 
much easier lo just jump onto a 
horse." 

Decades pass 

Today, Miller is the only one in 
her family from Baraga still alive, 

"I outlived all my brothers and 
sisters," Miller said. "1 am happy 
though spending my days with 
my daughter and her family." 

As the first of four generations of 
women in her family all living in 

Novi, Miller lives with her daugh­
ter, Maryann Mitchell, 69, and said 
it's nice to have family nearby 

"It's nice io know they are all so 
close," she said, "I don't know 
what I would do without them." 

Mitchell said her mother's goal 
was to outlive her father, Robert, 
who lived to be 89 years old. 

"I love having my mother 
around," Mitchell said. "It's really 
exciting having her turn 100. 

"I don't believe I know anyone 
who has lived that long and I am 
thankful and lucky that my own 
girls were able to know their 
grandmother." 

Miller said her greatest accom­
plishment in life was raising a 
family. 

"I had other dreams that didn't 
come true," she said, "Bui 1 defi­
nitely lived a long life and am 
very thankful."

Ciaverilla's hockey career 
began at the age of seven. 
Before playing for the Wildcats 
varsity team, he won three state 
and two nalional championships 
in three years as a nieinber of 
ihe Farmington Hills f-ire travel 
leam. After joining the Novi 
team in the tenth grade, he led 
the team in points during his 
junior year. This season, 
through eight games, he has 
eight goals and six assisis. 

In his fi rsi year as a co-cap­
tain, Ciaverilia feels Ihat the 
precedents and tradiiions of past 
captains have mosl influenced 
his leadership abilities. 

"Usually, the captains

before the game," he said. "Wc 
just try to gel the team pumped 
up and ready. During practice, 
we just try and keep Ihem 
focused. 

"I just try 10 set a good exam­
ple, a prime example, coming to 
the rink and working hard every 
day and trying to lead the team." 

Although he considers hock­
ey his main sport, Ciaverilia is a 
member of the Novi varsity golf 
and baseball teams and enjoys 
playing roller hockey in Ihe off­
season. He hopes lo study busi­
ness at Central Michigan or 
Oakland University bul is 
unsure i f he will pursue a colle­
giate hockey career. 

As Ihc leam begins Ihe second 
half of the .season, Ciaverilia 
hopes to cvcnlually finish 
strong in the KVC, win region-
als, and advance to the stale 
IQurnamenl - a goal Ihat he has 
never achieved as a member of 
Ihc varsity leam. 

"We're really progressing Ihis 
year," he said. "Our (3-5) record 
doesn't reflect how our team is 

doing. We've been playing good 
hockey, wc jusl haven't been 
capitalizing on our opportuni­
ties. We're inconsistent, and 
we're trying lo work lhal oul. 
trying to come to the rink with 
110 pcrcenl effort every day 
instead of every other game." 

To have a satisfying senior 
season, Ciaverilia knows that 
his leam wil l have to achieve a 
consistent, ma.ximum team 
effort. 

"It was a heartbreaker, seeing 
Ihe seniors all upset afler losing 
(last season] in the regional 
game, seeing how they wouldn't 
be able lo play Novi hockey 
anymore and how much it meant 
lo Ihem," he said. 

"It reflects on me and shows 
how much this year's going to 
mean lo me, how much il has to 
mean to me. I just have lo work 
as hard as 1 can so lhal 1 have no 
regrcis at the end of the season."
