HAVEN funding cut:
Victims still need support

If you think domestic violence, sexual assault and
child abuse are non-cxistent inan affuent community
like Novi, think again.

This city was third only 10 Pontiac ind Royal Qak in
the number of clients served Tast year by HAVEN -
Help Against Yiolent Encounters Nuw, i non-profit
organization (hat provides assistance ( these viclims
in Ouklund County.

Last month, Novi City Couneil voted to give
HAVEN a Community Development Block Grant of
£9,500 — down from the previous year's $16,000.

“We always usk for lunds equivalent 1o how many
peaple used our serviees.” said Meredith Newaman,
development associale for
HAVEN.

The block grants arc a
“huge chunk™ of the orga-
nization’s funding, accorl-
ing to Newman. Money
also comes from a farge
hase of longtime individ-
ual supporters, companies
and corpurations, other
governmentat funding and
two lurge, annual fund-
ravisers,

Although Newman said
Novi'y cut is an “onpleas-
ant surprise,” she said
there will be no effect on
the servives HAVEN pro-
vides. “We don'l turn
clients away. We'll have to cut back possibly on pro-
gramming and cinch our budget belt”

The grants are so important to HAVEN that two full
days are spent training stall members who will make
the appeals to communities for funds,

In the 2004-05 fiscal year, 153 people in Novi were
served by HAVEN. Royal Oak served 217 and
Pontiac, which is where the organization is based,
served 1,042,

Here's how HAVEN serves victims through treat-
menl and prevention services, according 1o the City of
Novi Web sile:

"The Novi Police Department works with
HAVEN (o insure that victims are aware of the pro-
grams and services available, Police officers inves-
tigating abuse cascs provide HAVEN pamphlets to
victims and explain the services available, Officers
can have police dispatchers contact HAVEN whern
they are with a victim of domestic or physical
abuse if requested and a HAVEN representative
responds Lo the location to speak with the victim”

The programs HAVEN offers include a 24-hour
crisis and support line; counseling: inlervention in
hattering; residential shelter: supervised parenting
time; advocacy; START (Safe Therapeutic Assault
Response Team); and community education and
prevention.

With the year ending, you may be looking for a
worthy non-profit organization to make a tax-
deductible donation to. We feel HAVEN provides a
necessary service in Novi, and would be a great

Today's manufacwuring requircs
workers with & minimum two-
year degree from a community
college, and most guess that
tie high productivity, flexible
manufacturing of the near
future will requite a four-year
college degree. Today, it is
high skills that are needed to
lead to high produyctivity, and
high preductivity makes high
wages economically possible.

* Competilion. [r the eld
days. auto companics compeied
ta bring their own unique
design and eagineering features
to their products. Bul going it
alone today is just too expen-

sive.

So you see Ford and General
Mators collsborating on devel-
oping i new six-speed autentit-
ic transmission, and
DaimterChrysler, GM and
BMW working together on
hybrid technology for use on
farger vehicles.

Cole calls this development
“roopetition,” and W's fikely to
hecome (he norm in the rela-
tively near future.

As a sign of what the future
of the aulo industry might look
like. Cole points to the joint
venlure heiween
DaimlerChrysler (Germany),
Mitsubishi Matars Corp.
(Japan) and Hyundai Motor
Co. (Korea)

Localed in union-friendly
dundec in Monroe County, the
Global Engine Manzlacturing
Alliance employs a couple of
hundred UAW members who
earn standard union wages and
henefits.

But nearly everything else is
different.

The minimum requirement
for a production employee is a
two-year community college
degree; many workers have
four-year degrees, There are
few work rules; workers are
crass-irained and work in
(gas, so there is essentially
only one job classification.

Outsidle suppliers, some
union and s0me nonunion, pro~
vide some 45 different business
services 1o the plant, including
building and equipment main-
Lenance.

Cole thinks plants like
Dundee represent a hopeful
future for the aute industry.

ers realize there is much more
to be gained from collaboration
thax from conflict.

In 2 slightly perverse
sense, it's the UAW lcadership
that is the greatesl beneficiary
of Delphi’s restructuring,
because it made it crystal eleaf
that it can ne longer be busi-
ness as usval,

There's zn old line that aptly
catches today’s requirement for
collaboration, “Belter te be in
the train than on the tracks.”
