"She doesn't deserve it," said 
District Courl Judge Brian 
MacKenzic coldly, denying bond 
for accused child killer Nikole 
Michelle Frederick at her Oct. 1 
preliminary hearing at the 52-1 
Disiricl Court. 

Frederick is now being held in 
the Oakhind County Jail awaiting 
;irraingnienl before Circuil Court 
Judge Colleen O'Brien. She could 
go on trail as soon as early March, 
with the trial expected to lasi one 
to (wo weeks. 

Novi Police detectives and 
Oakland County Medical 
Examiner Ljubisa J. Driigovic had 
just finished more dian tliree hours 
of testimony detailing what 
amounted lo a night of torture and 
(error for Ann Marie Shawley in 
her fa(hcr's Ochcr Street home. 

Dressed in die same black knit 
shirt and and white pants she wore 
ai her Sept. 3 arraingment, the 23-
year-old woinan sat quieUy through 
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Defendant NII<ole Frederick 
reacts as she hears graph­
ic testimony of the death 
of A n n Marie Shawley dur­
ing a preliminary hearing 
in Judge Brian 
MacKenzle's 52-1 District 
Court last Wednesday 
afternoon.

charges. 

Although he presented no wit­
nesses, defense attorney Michael 
McCarthy argued diat there was no 
evidence of premeditation, no evi­
dence Uiat Frederick had thought 
things oul in advance. He added 
that the fact that Frederick and the 
child's father, John Shawley, had 
taken her to the hospital shovved 
there was no intent to kill the child. 

Dr. Dragovic testilled the 2-ypar-
old child died as a result of her 
brain swelling, forcing the brain 
stem down through the opening in 
the base of the skull. The swelling, 
he told the court, was the result of 
at least four blunt-force traumas to 
the head. 

Novi Police Detective Vic Lauria 
told the court diat Shawley told 
investigators tliat he had found his 
daughter cold and unresponsive on 
a healing vent in his living room at 
8:30 a.m. Sept. 1. Lauria noted dial, 
according to emergency room 
records at Providence Hospital, 
Shawley and Frederick didn't 
arrive there until 9:37 a.m. The 
detective said it normally takes less 
than 10 minutes to drive from Old 
Dutch Trailer Park on Napier Road 
to the emergency room at Grand 
River Avenue and Beck roads. 

Dr. Dragovic 

Troy, where she later died, and 
called Novi Police. Detective 
Lauria said Frederick returned to 
her Ocher Street residence to 
change her shirt before going to 
Troy 

Dr. Dragovic told die court die 
child had second degree bum pat­
terns 10 her buttocks and diighs that 
were consistent widi being held on 
a heating vent for an extended peri­
od of time. He also noted there was 
a bum on her chin dial appeared to 
be caused by die healed metal end 
of a disposable lighter. The doctor 
also testified diat die child had cig­
arette bums on her right forearm, 
front of die body, head and bottom 
of her right foot. 

According to Dr. Dragovic t\vo 
patches of hair had been ripped 
from die girl's scalp behind each 

car. He added there was evidence 
of tearing around her lips. 

Lauria lold the court that 
Frederick told him she'd first been 
awakened by Ann Marie crying 
and complaining her tummy hurt at 
12:30 a.m. Lauria said Frederick 
gave investigators several conflict-; 
ing accounts of what happened. 

In binding Frederick over for' 
trial on felony murder charges 
MacKenzie noted Ann Marie Ayas; 
"left on a couch at least 10 hours,; 
every minute

MacKenzie observed, "The last 
hours of diis child's life must have 
been torment."

• lVIembers worried about possible effects on neighbors, IVI&IVIFest

Novi's City Council didn't 
totally close Ihe door on Lee 
Alan's plans to recreate die eariy 
'60s on the site of the old Walled 
Like Casino Monday night, but 
they came pretty dam close. 

Council members told the one­
time W X Y Z - A M deejay-tumed-
advertising-executive to bring 
city staff a detail plan and staff 45 
days to respond to the plan. 

Robert McCann, vice president 
and general manager of Bright 
House Networks, and several res­
idents from the south side of 
Walled Lake wanted die council 
to say no for different reasons. 

Noting diat Novi's population 
has grown from "6,000 in 1960 to 
47.000-plus now." Lori Harris 
told council members she is wor­
ried about the effect a four-day 
concert on the site of the old 
Walled Lake Casino would have 
on her neighborhood. Harris, 
who lives on Wainwright Street, 
presented council members widi 
a petition signed by more dian 50 
lake area residents asking council 

members to turn the project 
down. 

Harris husband, Jeff, said not 
many of his neighbors remember 
die old Walled Lake amusement 
park, adding "there are no longer 
fields and open lots out here." He 
said he and his neighbors are 
afraid what traffic generated by a 
concert on die city-owned prop­
erty would do to their neighbor­
hoods. 

McCann, who sits on the city's 
17-year-old Music and Motor 
Fest. asked council members to 
"deny die request completely." 
He reminded council members 
diat the privately-funded Music 
and Motor Fest has pumped hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars 
back into die city over the past 17 
years. 

He warned that having an 
event with a similar name close 
to die time Music and Motor Fest 
is held would be confusing to 
local event sponsors. McCann 
said that while "I believe Mr. 
Alan's concept has merit," he 
couldn't see the city backing it at 
die expense of the older event. 
. Another lake area resident, 

Some residents around the o ld Walled Lake Casino 
site oppose bringing the music back after 40 years. 

Mark Adams, suggested that 
Alan's proposal for a four-day 
festival on the shores of Walled 
Lake was "worthy of council 
consideration." Adams, a former 

member of the Historical 
Commission, said diat the Lake 
Property Study Committee had

program's goal was to raise 
awareness on ihe importance of 
"working" smoke alarms for a 
family's protection. To dale, 100 
percent of alarms tested have 
functioned properly and families 
are enjoying a free dinner as a 
result. 

We are currently working on 
slrengihcning our smoke alarm 
requiremenls in renlal proper­
ties. The home is where we feel 
safest, but it is also the place 
where most fire deaths occur. 

Speaking of prevenlion, all are 
inviicd lo attend our annual 
Walled Lake Fire/Police Open 
House on Sunday, Oct. 12 from 
noon to 4 p.m. Il will be a fun 
day for the entire family wilh 
many educational activities. 

The events of 9/11/01 rein­
forced the need to focus on pre­
vention and mitigation efforts to 
proiccl the community from any 
large-scale event that may arise.

A Wixom man pleaded guilty as 
charged Monday for irying io bum 
down die Cozy Inn in Green Oak 
Township, east of Brighton, in 
August. 

Yevgeniy Gurskiy, 20, took 
responsibility for a felony count of 
arson before 44di Circuit Court 
Judge Stanley LaUieille in Howell. 

Steven Dodge, Gurskiy's attomey, 
said his client was intoxicated at die 
dme of die incident and doesn't 
remember what happened. 

"I diink if it wasn't for die use of 
alcohol it wouldn't have happened," 
Dodge said. 

Gurskiy is applying to be sen­
tenced under die Holmes Youdi 
Trainee Act, which could mean a 
light sentence and a chance for die 
charge to be suppressed from his 
record if he stays out of trouble. 

He could receive a sentence of up 
to 10 years in prison. If Gurskiy does 
not like the sentence, he could widi-
draw his guilty plea and go to uial. 

Police said Gurskiy tried to bum 
down die Cozy Inn on Grand River 
Avenue on Aug. 4 as retaliation for 
damage done to his car. 

At 1 a.m. that night, a man 
sleeping in a van behind die build­
ing woke up when a Ford Focus 
pulled up. The man in die van told 
police he saw someone spraying 
lighter fluid on die back of die bar 

•and set it on fire. 
The man came running out of 

his van to stop it, prompdng die 
suspect and anodier man in die 
Focus to flee. Police said they 
found Gurskiy hiding in a wooded 
area by using a thermal-imagining 
camera. They added diat he was 
intoxicated.

S u s p e c t e d a u t o t h i e f c a u g h t

The 57-year-old Novi man 
told Novi Police he was only in 
die Casde Wine Shop for four or 
five minutes, but lhat was long 
enough for a pair of self-con­
fessed heroin addicts to jump in 
his 2002 Dodge Stratus and 
drive off into die twilight Sept. 
29. 

At press time David Kirt 
Lawrence, 19, of Wixom was 
being held in Ihe Oakland 
Counly jail on aulo dieft charges 
pending a pre-preliminary exam 
conference scheduled for today 
at die 52-1 District Court. 

According to reports, the 
theft was made diat much easier 
by die fact die car's owner left it 
widi die keys in il and mnning 
outside die Beck Road business 
just after 7 p.m. According to 
Detective Sgt. David MoUoy, 
it's an all-too-common occur­
rence in the city. He said people 
should never leave Uieir keys in 
their vehicle no matter how 
short a dme diey plan to be 
away from it. 

Fortunately for die Dodge 
owner, Officer Jeffeiy Brown 
and his dog, "yukon, were on 
patrol and spotted die car get­
ting on to eastbound 1-96 about 
five minutes after being reported 

stolen. 
Officer Brown followed die 

car first east on 1-96 and dien on 
1-696 before stopping it near 
Orchard Lake , Road in 
Farmington Hills, where a 
South Oakland Narcotics 
Consortium surveillance team 
happened to be working. 

After ordering Lawrence and 
a 23-year-old Milford man from 
the car at gunpoint, Officer 
Brown reported finding a 
syringe on die floor of die caI-. 
He said when he asked die man 
whose needle it was, diey bodi 
said diey were heroin addicts on 
their way to Detroit to buy 
dmgs. 

According to Officer Brown, 
as Lawrence stepped from 
behind die driver's wheel, he 
called out diat his companion 
was "not involved in diis." 

The Milford man was eventu­
ally released without being 
charged. 

Lawrence, who has no prior 
adult criminal history, could be 
sentenced up to five years.>in 
prison if convicted on die aulo 
dieft charge.

A 59-year-old Novi man 
accused of shooting at Ids neigh­
bors in Novi Meadows on ihc 
city's far wesl side Scpl. 21, hcl'orc 
turning the gun on himself, is 
being held in the prison vvard of a 
Pontiac hospital in lieu of a .'$2 mil­
lion bond. 

Judge Robert Bondy traveled 
Oct. 3 lo Ponliac General liospil:il, 
where the Oakland Coiiiily 
Sheriff's Office maiiiiaiiis a |iiisoii-
ers facility, lo arraign Mclvin 
Clarence Buckm.islcr 

Buckmasier now faces 13 felony 
charges including three counts of 
assault wilh inlcnl lo commil mur­
der; Ilircc coiinls of assault willi ;i 
dangerous weajion; four cnunls of 
possession a fire arm during die 
commission of felony; arson of 
dwelling; arsons, preparation lo 
bum a building Sl,m lo $20,000; 
and felony weapon discharge in or 
at a building. 

According lo Novi Police 
Detective Sgl. David Molloy, con­
viction of assault wilh imcnl lo 
cominil murder is punishable hy 
up lo life in pri.son, while arson 
conviciion carries a maximum sen­
tence of 20 years. 

The arson charges stem from a 
small fire found in Buckmaster's 
mobile home following the shool-
ings. 

Molloy said Buckmasier was 
taken to Pontiac General by ambu­
lance early Oct. 3. after having 
been airlifted from Novi to die 
University of Michigan Medical 
Ccnlcr.ScpI. 21. 

Novi police say Buckmasier 
went on a shooting spree that left 
two neighbors, including a 12-
yciir-old hoy, wounded and then 
shot himself wilh a World War II 
vintage rille. Both victims, investi­
gators said, were struck by flying 
debris rallier lhan bullets. 

Police say the 12-year-old was 
wounded first as he and his 14-
ycar-old brollier cnlcrcd their 
mobile home iicross Ihe slrcet from 
Buckmaster's Carolina Avenue 
home. They s;iy John Durrani was 
shot al next as he stepped from his 
home two doors down to see what 
the noise was. Durrani and the boy 
were Ireated and released at 
Providence Hospital. 

The shootings lei't residents of 
the mobile home park in a panic. 
According to Police Chief Doug 
Shaeffer, the scene was so chaotic 
when police first arrived, they 
weren't sure if Buckmasier was a 

victim or a su,spect. . ', 
Witness later told investigatoi? 

they saw Buckmasier shoot him­
self in die lower left chest widi die 
rifle. The bullet tore through 
Buckmaster's upper right bacK, 
leaving several investigators doubl­
ing he'd live to be charged. 

As late as Sept. 26 Buckmasier 
was reportedly suffering from a 
lung infection as a result of hij; 
wounds, but to investigators' sur­
prise, he was silting up talking witii 
his doctors in Ann Arbor early last 
week. 

Despite having 11 contacts widi 
Novi Police since 1998, Del. 
Molloy said it appears Buckmasier 
had only one criminal conviction 
on his record, a misdemeanor for 
malicious destruction stemming 
from an April incident in which he 
was when charged widi slashing a 
neighbor's tires. However, Molloy 
said investigators are slill looking 
into a 1988 incident in which 
Buckmasier was apparently 
charged with three counts of 
assault and one of arson following 
an incident in Redford.

Nagy noted lhat Pinckney has 
responded lo the housing needs 
of older residents lo the area by 
incorporating a group of

"They have taken a creative 
solution to something that's 
already happening," she said. 

Nagy believes Ihe cily needs 
to look not only at infrastructure 
needs for sciuthwesi Novi bul 
also traffic studies, the fiscal 
analysis and other high-density 
residential areas to see if their 
densily can be lowered.

Still, Novi Police Chief Doug 
Shaelfer said, "wc feel it is very 
important to remind our piuients 
and children of certain safety 
precaudons diey should take to 
ensure dieir personal safety." 

Oct. 1 an 11-year-old 
Fannington Hills boy said a man 
in a full-size gray van followed 
him on his way home from 
school about 3:05 p.ni. Two days 
later a 10-year-old girl told 
audioriUes a man stepped from 
die bushes near 12 Mile and 
Middlebelt as she walked home 
from school at 2:25 p.m. and fol­
lowed her until she ran to a hou.se 
for help. 

Sept. 18 a 13-year-old giri told 
Farmington Hills police a man in 
a fade-brown Lincoln-style ciu-
drove up to her while she was 
riding her bicycle near 11 Mile 
and Middlebelt and ordered her 
to get in die car. 

Chief Shaelfer said Novi resi­
dents should call die police at 
248-348-7100 anytime they wit­
ness or experience suspicious 
activity 

He offered local parents sever­
al tips lo improve dieir childrens' 
safety. 

•Be sure children know how to 
call 911 and how to usse die 
phone 

•Teach children never to 
accept rides or gifts from some­
one diey don't know 

•Teach children to go to a store 
clerk, security guiu-d or police 
oflicer for help if lost or .separat­
ed from parcnLs. 

•Show children safe places 
diey can go in your neighbor­
hood in an emergency, like a 
tnistcd neighbor's house. 

•Encourage children to walk 
and play widi friends, not alone. 
Tell diem to avoid places diat 
could be dangerous such as 
vacant buildings, new consmic-
tion, wooded or secluded areas. 

•Teach children io be alert to 
what is going on around diem. 

•Tell children to avoid 
strangers who may hang around, 
playgrounds, public places, etc. 
Tell a husted adult such as a 
teacher or parent, if a suspicious 
person is noticed. 

•A child should check in widi 
a parent or trusted neighbor as 
soon as they arrive home from 
school. Parents should know 
when a cliild is slaying late at 
school. 

Chief Shaeffer said while his 
department isn't working any 
current ciises similar to diose in 
Farmington Hills, "rather dian 
pretend diese guys couldn't drive 
across die street, we want to 
warn our parents." He added, 
"die key to catching bad guys is 
early intervention."

• Funds for 
improvements 

, to be raised, 
used locally

Anyone who drives in Oakland 
County knows the roads arc con­
gested and need work. 

In fact, the 2003 Quality oi' Life 
Study conducted by the Southeast 
Michigan Council of 
Governments revealed thai 8.̂  
percent of the respondents were 
not satisfied with the condition of 
the roadways. 

Oakland County has Ihe most 
heavily traveled and congesied 
freeways and local roads in the 
state. It is approaching gridlock 
faster than any other area in 
Michigan. And, the 10-year cost 
of local road capacity needs for 
the county only is about $1.7 bil­
lion, according to the Road 
Commission for Oakland County. 

The question; Where do we 
find Ihe money to alleviate these 
problems? 

Members of the Oakland 
County Businesses for Better 
Roads, an organization formed a 
few yeiirs ago to look at the prob­
lem, believes tlicy have the solu­
tion. 

Since there aren't enough state 
and federal funds to update our 
roads, they want to create a "Self-
Help Congestion Fund" for coun­
ty roads comprised of money 
raised locally and used locally. 
The 10-year program would gen­
erate funds for road widening 
projects. 

Brent Bair, managing director 

of Ihe Road Commission for 
Oakland County, headquartered in 
Beverly Hills, and James Page, a 
piincipal at HarlcyEllis architec--
lural finn in Southfield, presented 
details on the Congestion 
Reduction Plan 2003 at a Novi 
Chamber of Commerce luncheon 
last month. 

Projections of population and 
job growth indicate that road con­
gestion in the county is only 
going to get worse. Road conges­
tion wastes drivers' valuable time 
in traffic, saps leisure and family 
time, hinders employers' ability to 
hire and retain workers and cre­
ates stress. 

It also places lives at risk by 
increasing the likelihood of acci­
dents, shatters neighboriiood tran­
quility by increasing noise and 
creating cut-through traffic and 
increases air pollution witli the 
increased exhaust from idling 
vehicles. 

The proposed sell-help fund 
would pay for widening projects 
on county and city or village 
streets. Money would be distrib­
uted via the objeetive system used 
by the Oakland County Federal 
Aid Task Force. 

This task force is made up of 
representatives from cities, vil­
lages and townships in the county 
as well as meinbers of the Road 
Commission and the Michigan 
Department of Transportation. 
Task force members would select 
projects for funding based on a 
review of their potential to 
improve safety and reduce con­
gestion. 

The proposal includes five 
actions: 

• a four-cent local gas and 
diesel tax increase that would 
generate $28 million; 

• a 1/2 mill countywide proper-

• a 1/2 percent local sales tax 

that would bring $80 million; 
• a 20 percent increase in the 

vehicle registration fee that would 
pull in $9.6 million; ;md 

• a $25 flat-rate driver's license 
fee that would total $14 million. 

"Actions proposed by inembers 
of the Businesses for Better 
Roads would amount to an annual 
total of $154.6 million for road 
widening projects," according to 
Bain 

"To increase funding, we need 
ihe support of ihe business com­
munity," Page said. 

Additional proposals would 
include development impact fees 
and special assessment districts. 
Implementing any of these 
actions will require a significant 
and sustained effort over many 
years. Every action but the prop­
erty lax would require that legisla­
tion be passed approving the 
funding. And, the local sales tax 
would require statewide approval 

by voters. 
Bair and Page eiieouraged Novi 

businesses at the luncheon to get 
involved in the Businesses I'or 
Better Roads and passed out 
endorsement forms following 
their presentation.

The "12 Mile Gap" has 
been closed, but orange bar­
rels will continue to decorate 
the road between 
Meadowbrook and Novi 
roads i'or awhile as Rqad 
Commission for Oakland 
County construction crews 
complete Ihe iimshing touch­
es on the $6.5 million proj­
ect. 

Commission spokesman 
Craig Bryson .said Ihat while 
all four lanes for traffic were 
opened Sept. 29, Six S 
Construction still has traffic 
signals at the boulevard turn­
arounds and sidewalks to 
eomplete. 

"We're still not finished, 
but it' belter than what il 
was," said Bryson, adding 
that the last of the orange 
barrels arc expected to be 
gone by the end of the 
month. 

That will end iwo years of 
construction on 12 mile west 
of Meadowbrook Road. Last 
siiinincr 12 Mile west of Ihe 
intersection wilh Novi Road 
was paved tiirough a special 
tax assessment program paid 
by P L C Development, own­
ers of Fountainwalk Mall. 

Taubman Company, own­
ers of the adjacent Twelve 
Oaks Mall, paid the cily's 
share of the cost of widening 
12 Mile between Novi and 
Meadowbrook, which includ­
ed moving utilities last sum­
mer. The commission paid 
another 10 percent, but 80 
percent of the project was 
paid for with Michigan 
Transportation Economic 
Dcvclopnicnt (TEDF) funds. 

"This is a significant 
improvement for traffic flow 
in this rapidly developing 
area," explained RCOC 
Managing Director Brent 
Bair. "It will certainly make 
it more convenient I'or 
motorists to travel through 
ihc area or access the many 
shopping opportunities avail­
able there." 

Although the orange bar­
rels arc going,, the "no left 
turn" signs on 12 Mile at 
Novi Road will remain. Left 
turns ill the intersection have 
been replaced with boulevard 
turnarounds, often refered to 
as "Michigan lefts." -

We're all products of our 
upbringing, and Gus Shukeireh is 
no different. 

The Northville resident who 
grew up in New York missed the 
hero sandwiches he used to eat at 
his fadier's delis. 

The solution? Open your own 
place. 

Shukeireh- and his partner, 
cousin Mike Shukeireh, intro­
duced the New York Deli Cafe 
July 15 at Fountain Walk shop­
ping center on Twelve Mile Road 
west of Novi Road. 

The new eatery is located on 
the center's promenade across 
from the Bamboo Club 
Restaurant. 

The decor represents a street 
theme, with New York Cily street 
signs and a facade of an apartment 
building inside. A "Beware of 
Dog" sign sits in one of the win­
dows. Fencing wilh traffic signs 
top one of the room dividers. 
Yellow "no parking" markings are 
painted on die concrde floor. An 
image of die Statue of Liberty is 
painted on one of the walls. 

"1 was going for a feeling like 
the cafe on Friends, one of my 
favorite TV shows," Shukeireh 
said. 

Quile the entrepreneur, the 27-
year-old who dropped out of 
Thomas Cooley Law School in 
Lansing wilh a year to go, already 
owns more lhan 20' other busi­
nesses, including 16 Mrs. Fields 
Cookies shops and four Pretzel 
Times snack bars. 

So, why did he pick Fountain 
Walk for his latest venture? 

"I really feel like this is going 
to be the marquis shopping area 
for the weslern Detroit area," 
Shukeireh said. 

"There's a place like this in 
Columbus, Ohio, called Easton, 
and it's really doing well," he 
added. He believes once a few 
more tenants come on board at 
Fountain Walk that the center will 
begin lo take off. 

The new cafe serves 19 differ­
ent varieties of hero sandwiches 
— die New York name for subma­
rine sandwiches —- and is the only 
deli in the area lhat offers Boar's 
Head meals, which contain no 
preservatives such as nitrates. 

Rueben's are one of die house 

specialties, and, according to 
Shukeireh, Michigan sells more 
corned beef than any odier state in 
the U.S. 

Bread dough is flown in from 
New York and is baked fresh 
daily. 

Salads include the Fattoush 
wilh lettuce, parsley, tomatoes, 
toasted pita chips and 
Mediterranean dressing and the 
New York Deli Cafe Salad with 
mixed greens, walnuts, bleu 
cheese, mandarin oranges and a 
special dressing. 

All types of gounnet coffees, 
including espresso, cappuccino 
and latte's are served, plus fruit 
smoodiies and desserts, such as 
tiramisu. New York cheesecake, 
cakes, tortes and rice pudding. 

The cafe will deliver on orders 
lhat total $25 or more and offers a 
full catering service lhal includes 
meat and cheese trays, hero plat­
ters and salad trays. 

Shukeireh was bom on Long 
Island and moved wilh his family 
to Livonia at age 13. 

"Since leaving New York, l 
keep going back because I love 
die city, and l love die food." he 
said. The graphic designer who 

created die cafe's menu and archi­
tect are even from New York. 

He noted dial his wife, Andrea, 
is also from Long Island, and, in 
fact lived right next door to him. 

"We just got married a year 
ago, and she missed the New York 
deli food, loo. 

His father owned more lhan a 
dozen delis in the New York area 
after coming to the U.S. from 
Palestine in 1972. But he decided 
lo go wesl when the neighbor­
hood got too rough. "There were 
loo many killings," Shukeireh 
said. 

"1 love this area. That's why 1 
chose Fountain Walk as my land­
mark store," Shukeireh said. 

The New York Deli Cafe will 
also be the first slop at the 
Fountain Walk Halloween Party 
set from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. Oct. 25. 
The Emagine Theater will also 
show a free family movie at 10 
a.m. and I p.m. that day. 

Shukeirah even has plans to 
take his New York Deli Cafe con­
cept nationwide in the future.

Parkview Elementary is not 
starting Iroiii square one when it 
comes to the Novi Coniiiiunity 
Seliool District's "Refraining for 
die Future" theiiic. In fact, the 
school is i'ar I'rom square one. 
Jennifer Miclios, who is serving 

her first year as principal, believes 
that there were many good things 
already happening belore llie 
theme was introduced. She just 
descriiies the introduction as 
"looking at it from a dilferenl per­
spective and seeing iiow the stall 
can continuously improve." 

Rci'raming, according to Novi 
Schools Superintendenl Einiiiell 
Lippe, involves: 

• realigning curriculum to fit 
with what is assessed on the 
MEAP test; 

• making sure eadi and every 
child in every scliool understands 
the material being tauglit; and 

• iTiaking sure that tlie children 
are learning in a conilbrlable 
environment. 

According to Miclios, teaching 
/ learning is an an rather tlian a 
science and liie siaiT at Parkview 
is creating a new landscape. She 
said that the refraining that's 
going on is I'or Ihe students. 
Teachers come with ;i lot of heart, 
passion and dedication to do 
whatever they can to lielp children 
be the best that they can be and 
establis a culture of respect and 
responsibility for learning is para­
mount. It is up to llie staff lo facil­
itate the curiosity and energy of

Michos believes that the' road 
map one must tbilow lo achieve 
this success is the state of 
Michigan Curriculum Framework 
coupled with the district's stan­
dards and benchmarks. 

"Curriculum, instruction and 
assessment guide us as educators 
lo continuous iiuprovcment Ibr 
our students," she said. "Teaclicrs 
arc con.slantly planning, teaching, 
assessing and applying Iheir new 

knowledge lo tlieir nexl lesson." 
She went on to say that teachers 

are continuously meeting during 
planning lime lo design their 
quality work for students. They 
meet in fourth grade, third grade, 
second grade, first grade, kinder­
garten and are working towards 
having conversations between 
kindergarten and first grade teach­
ers, first and second grade teach­
ers, second and third grade teach­
ers, third and fourth grade teach­
ers and tlien also, dislrictwide.

The botloiii line, according lo 
Michos, is lliat Ihc Parkview staff 
leaches tlie whole student body, 
which soiiiclimes isn'l demon­
strated through one lest such as 
tlie MEAP Though she believes 
that slie can show strong evidence 
of student mental growth from 
many different "snapshots" of 
assessment, .she .still feels that il is 
an unrealistic task to test the 
whole stale of Michigan once and 
be graded on just one snapshot. 

"They are taking a snapshot in 
roiirlh grade and we get those 
report cards out in the fall, but we 
also don't get the MEAP scores," 

.she said. "The MEAP is to help 
you improve instruclioii and to 
help us get better, bul it's a situa­
tion wliere it's the timing of the 
MEAP Jt's an unbelievable task 
to be able to test the whole stale of 
Michigan and get that whole data 
aligned. 1 think thai they arc try­
ing 10 streamline that process 
using technology and witli that 
comes many glitches. Thai has 
been fnislrating and Ihc fact that 
we are being graded on ihat, 1 
think it's unfair lo grade anybody 
on one snapsliot." 

Michos explained that the 
Education Yes mandate is trying 
to get schools to show evidence of 
working al an acliievenienl level 
that is acceptable. 

"Tlial is for all students," she 
said. "Is it perfect'? No. I don't 
disagree with what we're trying to 
do because 1 believe all children 
can learn, but maybe not al the 
same rale and maybe not at Ihe 
same lime." 

She explained that students are 
placed in schools based on age, 
not how far along lliey are iica-
deniically If they are of age they 
can enter into kindergiiricn, but 
within a certain age there could be 
a span of one to iwo years where 
a child will develop menially and 
develop mental appropriateness 
for Ihat age. So, even though a 
child is five years old, Ilicir brain 
may not be connecting at the 
point that anolher 5-ycar-old 
might he connecting al. 

"Tlicre may be other factors 
that affect where a child is men­
tally as well," Michos said. "You 
may have different prior knowl­
edge. Maybe you have gone on 
trips with your family or maylie 
you have two older brdthers that 
have read a lot lo you and you 
;ibsorbed a lol. Maybe you are Ihe 
first child in that family and your 
parents have worked a lot with

Il is cncour:igiiig lo Michos 
and her staff to he ahle lo show 
siroiig evidence lhal all sUulcnls 
icpicsejilcd in various popula-
lions are achieving al ihcir max-
iiiuini level. Michos also 
believes the Novi staff as a 
whole already docs an outsland-
iiig joh al meeting ihc unique 
and varying needs which will 
only challenge them lo reflecl 
deeper into the teaching and 
learning process in order lo 
dcniDiislralc success delnied hy 
llic liiaiidiile. 

"A new word lhat we have all 
kind of learned lately is 'triangu-
laliiij;' Ihc as.sessuienl.s," Michos 
stud. "We're nol jusl using the 
.VHtAI' as an asscssnienl. hul wc 
have lols of other snapshots of 
llie children throughout iheir 
journey in education lo make 
suic lhal ihcy are moving from 
point .-\ 10 point H. All Ihc chil­
dren arc moving in their own 
way." 

The district is beginning to 
look al all of those snapshots and 
dealing a coiiinioii asscssiiicni 
hir all foiirlh graders and third 
graders, l-vcryhody knows thai 
lhal students learn in a variety of 
ways and Ihey conic lo schools 
wilh different gifts or talents and 
that's why Michos hopes lhal 
siiidciils will show evidence of 
liieir knowledge and learning 
llirough an array of options lhal 
are aulhcnlic such as work sam­
ples, speeches, projecls, piesen-
lalions, models and ulilizing ihe 
icclinology in quizzes and tests. 

The Parkview slaff is also try­

ing to keep a balance on being 
grounded with what they know is 
hcst for students and to also keep 
in mind of the mandates that are 
being asked of them. 

"It is through teamwork that 
ihis staff has stayed grounded 

no child left behind and educa­
tion yes, arc really trying to hold 
us accountable and to make sure 
that all students arc moving for­
ward," Michos explained.

Information age brings new 
type of students to schools 

Michos believes thai in educa­
tion, Iherc is always room for 
inipiovcmenl. She al.so believes 
that children arc changing nowa­
days. 

"We arc now part of an infor­
mation age where kids are 
exposed lo media and iiil'orma-
lion heyond jusl their own liltle 
community." she said, "l-or a 
third grader or a fourth grader 
who's being exposed lo lhal 
infonnalion, lhal poses a differ-
enl lype of a child lhal's coining 
lo us. Il's exciting in a way, bul 
we have lo leach ihcm how lo 
simplify and analyze whal good 
infonnalion is versus had infor-
inalion. There is jusl so much al 
iheir fingerlips and we have lo 
get Ihem lo be able lo ihink cril-
ically and lo be able to think al a 
higher level." 

In Olher words, the studenl.i 
lhal are coming to schools arc 
different intellectually then they 
have been in the past given all 
ihe technology that's out iherc. 

"I think wc are always trying 

teachers who have masters 
degrees or beyond, wc have the 
resources in many ways lo sup­
port u.s and move Ihe sludenis in 
their learning. We have technolo­
gy and we have beautiful 
schools. We are fortunate to be 
able to respond to ihc mandales 
lhal arc coining at us in Ihc best 
way possible." 

Michos feels that all the "snap 
shots" or assessments lhal are 
put into place throughout a 
child's school years are opporlu-
nilics to reflecl on these students 
who may not he performing al 
their maximum level, which is 
what No Child l.eft Behind is all 
about. 

"There is brain research thai 
iclls us lhat kids learn in differ­
ent ways," Michos said. ".Some 
are auditory learners, some arc 
hands on learners and some arc 
more visual. Kids come lo us 
with a variety of learning styles 
and personality trails. You look 
al these assessmcnis through 
many different lenses and you 
ask yourself whal is il ahoul this 
chilli that's not allowing him or 
lier to move forward? 

Michos explained lhat iherc 
sometimes can be many dilferenl 
outside issues lhal arc going on 
which teachers don't have any 
control over. 

"Wc want lo keep in mind that 
it's a whole child, nol jusl a child 
with a simple solution, but Iherc 
arc m;iiiy \;iriables to a child and 
once they can diagnose whal it is 
lhat is happening wilh that par-
licular child, then wc can find 
what works," she said. "This is 
forcing us to individualize our 
instruction and now we have to 
slow down and reflect on whal's 
making this child not move as 
fast as sonic of the other chil­
dren. I think we have a tremen­
dous amount of resources in 
place and because of that I don't 
think il's going to be a dranialic 
challenge."

How come so many just now? 

Simple. And very clever. 
There's nobociy heading the 

EPA. Former administrator 
Christine Todd Whitman 
resigned a couple of months 
ago. The Bush Administi-ation's 
nominee, Utah 
Gov. Michael 
Leavilt, has yet to 
be confirmed by 
the Senate, So if 
tiiere's nobody in 
charge at the 
EPA, there's 
nobody to blame 
for all the bad 
things announced 
in recent months, 
right? Instead, 
merely "adminis­
trative regula­
tions" is the pre­
ferred public 
explanation for 
tiiis littie game. 
And when Gov. Leavilt gets 
asked about them during his 
confimiaiion hearings, he can 
truthfully say that they all hap­
pened before he took office. 

Nifty, eh? The latest example 
came to light last month when 
the EPA ruled that ocean-going 
ships do not need permits lo dis­
charge ballast water in American 
seaways, including the Great 

' Lakes. According to the EPA. 
tiiere are just loo many ships 
docking al U.S. ports lo make 
permitting practical. Moreover, 
die EPA has transferred jurisdic­
tion over discharge of ballast 
water to the U.S. Coast Guard 
— a federal agency not particu­
larly well known for its inien.sc 
interest in protecting the envi­
ronment. 

The Coast Guard "requires" 
ships to discharge ballast water 
before entering U.S. waters, but 
compliance is nol "mandatory." 
How come? Probably because 
tiie Coast Guard is one of those 
federal agencies that have over 
the years been captured by the 
constituency they are suppo.sed 
to regulate, and making sure bal­

last water is discharged before 
ships enter the Great Lakes is 
costly, and offensive lo the ship-

.i'ipini&iOto-eSt^,, ,lnJ.-..iM.i;iillh;.>-i 
Thousands of ships come into 

the Great Lakes each year to 
deliver and collect cargo. Most 
of them arrive with water in 
their biillast tanks that they took 
on in foreign ports. That water 
often contains living creatures 
that originated abroad in places 
like the Baltic Sea. But once In a 
Great Lakes port, ships often 
dump ballast water lo increase 

buoyancy In the 
process foreign 
organisms — 
hitchhikers, in 
effect — are dis­
charged into our 
lakes, where 
without natural 
enemies they can 
grow and flour­
ish. The fancy 
term for such 
things is "non-
indigenous 
species," i.e. rel­
atively harmless 
critters that live 
quietly in their 
natural habitats, 

but turn into environmental ter­
rors once here. 

Two cases in point: The zebra 
mussel, which first invaded Lake 
St. Clair in a load of ballast 
water dumped in 1988. The 
mussels have clogged water 
valves, covered rocks and pipes 
and generally made nuisances of 
them.selves. They have also cost 
the Slate of Michigan an esti­
mated $1 billion over the past 
decade. 

The quaggii mussel is less 
known bul maybe worse. Its 
excrement increases phosphorus 
levels lhal provoke damaging 
algae blooms. The quagga mus­
sel may well be to blame for the 
dead zone now growing in Lake 
Erie where almost noUiing lives. 

So this is not a trivial issue. 
The Great Lakes represent one 
of the largest bodies of relatively 
unconlaniinated fresh water on 
the planet, but the best estimate 
is that under present conditions a 
new species invades tiie lakes 
every eight months.

So I was delighted when U.S. 
Rep. Candice Miller, R-Harrison 
Township, introduced legislation 
to reduce the amount of ballast 
water dumped in the Great 
Lakes. Her Great Lakes Water 
Protection Act of 2003 would 
prohibit any ship from entering 
the Great Lakes if more than 5 
percent of the capacity of its 
tank contains ballast water. 
Enforcement of the Act would 
be up to the U.S. Coast Guard, 
according to Rep. Miller 

"It's been voluntary up to now, 
but under my bill it wduld be 
mandatory. The master of every 
boat entering the first lock of the 
St. Lawrence Seaway would 
have lo certify that at least 95 
percent of its ballast water has 
been dumped at .sea," she said. 

Sen. Cari Levin, D-Mich., has 
introduced legislation along sim­
ilar line.s. 

I tried to reach G. Tracy 
Mehan, III, Assistant 
Administrator for the Office of 
Water in tiie EPA lo ask what he 
thinks aboul his agency's recent 
ruling. Mehan was Director of 
the Office of the Great Lakes in 
the Engler Administration and, 
by all accounts, an able,and sen­
sible guy. I figured he might 
have soiTiething interesting to 
say about whether the rule 
changes promulgated on his 
watch really made sense. 

But the PR gatekeeper in 
Mehan's office refused lo let me 
speak with him and instead tfied 
to steer me toward the Coast 
Guard. Maybe there was some­
thing Mehan's gatekeeper want­
ed to hide. Perhaps she might 
have wanted lo keep Mehan 
away from any embarrassing 
questions I might have asked. 

Given what's been going on 
recently at the EPA, I'm nol at 
all surprised.

According to ABC.coni, child­
hood obesity has tripled since 1980. 

Does that surprise imyone? 
Most of our children no longer 

walk lo school, die budget has all 
but eliminated gym class, and tech­
nology has made it very appealing 
for children to sit iii front of hun­
dreds of enieiiaining screens. None 
of these ohiladcs are apt lo go away 
anytime soon. 

So as pareiiis, what can we do to 
help our children stay lit? 

One Novi business owner and 
mother of three asked, and 
answered, tliisdileinrna. Eight yc;irs 
ago, Gina Blazo decided lo take a 
risk and open her own "paiiJiil and 
child friendly" gymn;istics center. 

"I opened All Star Gymnastics to 
give children a fun, safe place to 
exercise and play," she said. 

The name was chosen to boost 
tlie self-esteem of all the children 
who joined her gym. 

"All children are stars at All Star 
Gymnastics" was her motto. Blazo 
made her gym a litde dilfereiIt than 
some of her competitors by remain­
ing a privately-owned home away 
from home. All of her office 

employees are piUTcnls of students or 
fomier students. 

All Star Gymnitslics is llic only 
gym in diis area that allows parents 
in tlie gym during classes. Blazo 
i'ecis that il is iinporlant for piutiits 
to see what their children arc doing 
and for the cliild; it is reassuniiico 
tliat their parent cares and is a pail of 
their world. She prides hcreclf on 
knowing almost every child's name 
in Ihe gym. It's iniportanl lo her to 
make sure iliat cveiy child wheiher a 
leam gymnast or a "ju.st for fun" 
gymnast feels comfortable and wel­
come al All Siar. 

"Our programs arc designed to 
make kids happy and tit, not push 
tliem into .somclhing that they lu-e 
nol Comfortable doing," Blazo said. 
"We have children of all diflereiit 
ages and gymnastics ability. Therc is 
a place for every child in this gym." 

One of Bliizo's own children 
wanted to dance compciitively and 
only do a lecrcational gymnastics 
class once a week, which was fine 
widi Blazo as long as she did sonie­
lhing lo keep fit. 

"Cliildren need to develop posi­
tive alliludes about regular exercise 
when they are young," said Blazo. 
"One hour a week of gym class in 
school isn't enough." 

Keeping lit is an imixirtant life­
long choice and a learned 
behavior It is easier for children to 
learn good exercise and eating 
hahits now iliaii lo tiy and break a 
poor diet and no exerci.se habit as aii 
adult or adolescent. Influential child 
p.sychologisls and educators, like 
Piaget and Monlcssori agree that a 
planned devclopmenlal program in 
movement should be a part of every 
child's education. 

All Slar Gyinnnslics Head Coach 
Mel Eades is a fomier personal 
trainer and power tumbler who hits 
coached gymnastics for many 
years. Eades insists that his coaches 
must love to work widi all kinds of 
children. 

"Because many of our children 
are very young when diey begin 
organized sports, it is vital tliat their 
first perception of a coach is a good 
and happy experience," Eades said. 
"If a child isn't having fun doing 
what tliey're doing, it could taint 
dieir perception of sports and exer­
cise in general for the rest of dicir 
lives."

I "I'm used to die fact that I mow 
my roof," he .said. 

His roof brings together a 
'hou.se that fuses si.x domes hold-
jing at Icist one room e.ich. The 
mostly concrete home near 

'Knoxvillc, Tcnn., was built for its 
original owners in 1982 to be 

"pa.s.sive" solar widi die domes 
'and die grass-covered roof help­
ing provide insulation and effi­
ciency, and Manneschmidt and his 
wife Ljiida Billman moved in 3-
j 1/2 years ago. 
, Pa.«ivc solar homes arc twilt in 
such a way to make efficient use 
of the sunlight, with 
^Mannisschmidt's home allowing 
ihe siiii to shine into the house 

during the w inter months while an 
overhang provides sh.ade on the 
porch during die summer. 

Widi the position of die sun and 
die values of insulation taken into 
account, die house is a model of 
an elficient home. 

"it's super-insulated." said 
Manneschmidt, an elcclncal engi­
neer. "The walls .are extremely 
strong because die concrete is so 
thick. It faces soudi .so you get die 
winter sun but not the summer 
sun. It conies right into the kitchen 
on winter mornings, so dial's kind 
of nice." 

Becau.se die house is actually a 
scries of domes widi an archway 
u.sed for .support where each dome 
connects, die inner walls don't 
support die ceiling, leaving die 
homeowner with "freedom of 
design," Manneschmidt said. 

This freedom allowed the 
builders to create very sharp 
angles with the walls and leave 
several lofts between a wall and

die ceiling, eidier for storage or a 
fun place for children to crawl 
around and play 

All the rooms aIe on one level, 
and die solid concicte makes the 
house veiy strong and resistant to 

damage from Hoods and torna­
does, Manneschmidt said. 

"A well-placed passive solar 
home will pay for itself very 
quickly," said Gil Hough, pro­
grams director for the Southern 

Alliance for Clean Energy "It's 
amazing we don't do it more 
often." 

If die Mannesehmidt-Billman 
house were "active" solar, it 
would have solar panels and actu­
ally convert die sun's heat into 
energy and electricity. Their house 
— while incredibly energy-effi­
cient — doesn't create elecuicity. 

While a conversion to active 
solar is somediing Manneschmidt 
would consider, he said it has to 
be made more cost-efficient for 
die couple to consider it. 

"If you were building some­
diing for 30 or 40 years, it's at die 
break-even point," Manneschmidt 
said. "I'd desire to do it, but you'd 
need a lot of tax breaks." 

He said it would cost him about 
$30,000 to make the house com­
pletely solar, he could ppssibly 
line the souUi side of the roof with 
solar panels dial would hang over 
the firmt along with oflier addi­
tions.

Bartels recently has added anodier medium 
lo her artistic repertoire: mosaic.

B lame it on Bloomingdaie's. Kiuyn Bosnak did 
— along with Barneys , Bergdorf Goodman 
and die scores of odier New York City shops 
where she amassed a whopping $20,000 in 
credit-c.vd debl. 

It's eiisy to blow th.at kind of money.if you're 
. bent on becoming one of ManhiitUin's chic young 

things, as Bosnidi was. 
Bosnid< splurged, panicked, dien relied on die kind­

ness of strangers to see her dirough. She tells her tale in 
"Save Karyn: One Shopaholic's Journey to Debt and 
Biick" (Perenniid, $13.95). 

Debl-free today Bo.snak' piiid off the bulk of her 
financial burden by putting up a Web site ouUining her 
plight and asking visitors to send a dollar to help bail her 
out. They did. She raked in $14,000 from die sile and 
handled die balance hereelf 

Debt can be enteruiining when it's someone else's, 
but Bosnidi's sliopiiholic story of materialism mn amok 
hints at larger societal issues. Running up huge debts 
can stem from nothing more dian greed or inresponsi-
bility, as in Bosnak's case, but for some debtors spend­
ing is linked to psychological or emodonal disorders for 
which diey're increitsingly turning to counseling and 
.self-help groups. 

"It was all very, very impulsive," Bosnak said in an 
interview. "I got e-mail from people all over People 
were appalled at my audiicity." 

And a good many saw shades of diemselves in her 
story, something diat might have been expected, says 
Rebekah O'Connell, supervisor of consumer credit 
coun.seling ;il Triangle Family Services in Raleigh, N.C. 

"We're a nation of debtors," O'Connell says. 
Miuiy of O'Connell's clients are newly unemployed, 

deeply in debt find totally unprepared fora tinanciid jolt. 
O'Connell .sometimes has miuble persuading her 

sUapped clients to surrender cell phones or scale back 
tlie ciible television service. "It's a eombinadon of 
deniid and being overextended, living over and beyond 
their meiins," she says. 

While a taste for luxuiy or suitus may be die problem 
for some debtors, for odiers spending is a symptom of a 
larger illness. 

Philip, a 35-year-old Raleigh-area man who asked to' 
use only his first name, found himself widi $20,000 of 
unsecured debt two years ago. A member of the local

AlcihilicsiAhonymous program, Philip says he was 
never good at handling money 

"Which was not a significant problem unul 
people started giving me credit," he says. 

He got his first credit card in college and die 
debt began spiraling. Restaurants, travel, gifts, 
clodiing: He spent widi abandon. 

Debtors Anonymous helps members iden-
dfy the emodonal needs and diggers diat set 
off dieir spending. / 

For Philip, the desire to be perceived as well-off and / 
î cnerous; die lure of instant gratification; and the 
love of "new .stull" are all triggers. 

Aldiough he .sdll owes $7,500, Philip credits 
D.A. widi saving his life. He regrets diat too 
many people view compulsive debl accumulation as a 
character flaw and not an illness. 

Dina Sieroslawski , facilitator for die Obsessive 
Compulsive Raleigh Area Mutual Self Help Group , 
calls die condifion "compulsive shopping." 

Mental-healdi experts say diose who suffer from 
obsessive-compulsive disorder can exhibit dieir condi­
tions dirough a wide range of obsessive dioughts and 
compulsive action.s, including shopping. 

For Bosniik, not a D.A. member, solvency has come 
by changing her .spending habits."I don't buy full price. 
1 uy to slay away from department stores," she says. "I 
would rather be debt-free dian have die most fabulous 
wardrobe."

Elliot Ledenniin knew die man in his 
office well. He was ceruiin his team could 
capture every fearsome facet of 
Frankenstein, Count Dracula, die Creature 
from die Black Lagoon and odier movie 
monsters in Universal Studios' scaIy sta­
ble. 

But on that day in 1999, Lederman, die 
vice president of licensing and merchan­
dising for Universal's Consumer Pixiducts 
Group, had to convince his skeptical col­
leagues diat Greg Anzalone and his artist 
partners at Sideshow Collectibles also 
were serious business people. 

Although die little company had a solid 
reputation for creating popular toys and 
intricately detailed animationic puppets for 
film productions. Sideshow was just enter­
ing the field of high-priced collectibles. 

The company wanted licenses to pro­
duce and market hand-sculptured repUcas 
of die classic monsters, arguably 

. Universal's best- known and most-prized 
icons. 

Producing die monsters was Sideshow's 
first foray into die niche niarlcet of top-end 
replicas of film and T V characters. The 
line is Ihe second-most lucrative of the 
moIe.ffiffln 350 products the company pro­
duces, IiInner-up to an airay of figures and 
props fiiom the hugely successful "Lord of 
die Rings" film trilogy. 
. Sold at nearly 900 retailers woridwide 
from $40 to more than $400, the hand­
made and painted pieces run the gamut 
from popular culture to histop-. They 
depict characters from shows like "The 

Muppets," 'The Simpsons" and "Star 
Trek" to figures from die Civil War and die 
American West. 

To coincide widi die opening of Arnold 
Schwarzenegger's 'Terminator 3; Rise of 
die Machines," Sideshow marketed four 
products in limited numbers, among them 
a signed offset lidiograph portrait of 
Schwarzenegger in full costume and 
makeup and a full-sized and precisely 
detailed 3-D replica of die head and neck 
of "TX," Schwarzenegger's female neme­
sis in die film. 

"The majority of our collectors are 
between the ages of 20 and 50, diey're typ­
ically male, typically film fans or aficiona­
dos," said Anzalone, 42. "We're selling to a 
demographic diat doesn't want to decorate 
dieir houses the way dieir parents decorat­
ed dieir houses.... They're adults who real­
ly want to continue to have an emotional 
connection with fihn or TV characters tiiat 
move diem." 

The company's tiest sellers include char­
acters from "Buffy die Vampire Slayer" 
and most incarnations of James Bond, 
which have racked up sales of more dian 
10,000 units. 

Sideshow markets its figures as quality 
works of art _ with a frequent touch of 
whimsy Many of Uie company's 28 
employees are artists, painters and sculp-
toIs who consider dieir figures portraits. 
They insist on detailed accuracy, even pur­
chasing Civil War military urafonns to 
make measurements diat ensure the cofrect 
scale. 

Though its figures are created in 
Sideshow's WesUake Village, Calif., I 
offices, Uiey are hand-produced in China 

by workers chosen for Uieir ability to faiUi-
fully copy die smallest detail, said Tom 
Gilliland, creative director and painter of 
most of die prototypes. Posable figures are 
made of plastic, while odiers are produced 
in polystone, a mixture of resin and stone 
diat resembles porcelain. Most are 6 to 12 
inches tall, but a few rise to 18 inches. 

Sideshow's products include character 
figures from an array of movies dating 
back to die early talkies and TV shows like 
"Hogan's Heroes," "Get Smart," "The 
Twilight Zone" and 'The X Files." Its line 
of replica props mosdy features miniature 
weapons and gadgets, including swords 
and headgear fi^m Uie "Lord of the Riiigs" 
movie trilogy and a ttick briefcase fwm die 
James Bond film "From Russia Widi 
Love," with a collapsible rifle and a com­
partment full of gold coins. 

The company hit die jackpot wiUi "l-onl 
of die Rings," marketing 120 products so 
far. ln September, Sideshow released 12 
figures tied to die December release of 
"Return of die King," Uie Uiird fitai in die 
trilogy. 

Over die next year, company officials 
plan to increase Sideshow's line of TV and 
movie props and limited-edition liUio-
graphs, dubbed "firamed collectibles." Also 
under consideration is a line of dolls Uiat 
would sell torn $100 to $1,000, which 
might lure more female customers. 
Replicas of sports and music stars also are 
on Uie company's radar.

Buriy, tattooed, eaninged and 200-plus pounds, 
Joshawa Pike, 23, is just what you Uiink a repo guy 
should look like. 

But he quit He couldn't handle it. 
It wasn't die bloody woman who reared up in liis 

tow tmck headlights screaming. Nor die gang 
members who materialized around die track short­
ly after telling him lo clear out. Getting hit by a 
truck on die job and feeling his vertebrae smash 
didn't make him want to quit, eidier. 

No, Uiat was all part of Uie action. 
It was Uie cIying old lady, one of many, Uiat 

made Pike quit Uie repo business. "I couldn't han­
dle mining people's days," he said. 

Brandon Black, on die oUier hand, doesn't mind 
it at all. Pike now works in die office for Black, 24, 
a rising star in Salt Lake City's repo scene, part 
owner of one of Utah's 90 repossession businesses, 
American Lenders, which claims up to 300 repos a 
month. 

Black is die nicest kid who ever wanted to jack 
you up. Not so much you, but your car. He's your 
basic clean-cut, blond, ail-American car Uiief 

Tlie license plate on his big unmarked F-250 tow 
track says "L00KN4U.'" 

And if you're behind on payments, he probably 
is. 

Bliick "Uirew his first hooks" on a repo car at 8 
years old widi his fadier, Chris, and at 24 is a vet­
eran in a business where taking your lumps means 
exacdy diat He can pop a "go-jack" under a car, 
spin it 180 degiees, dirow Uie hooks on and be 
gone like a NASCAR driver from a pit stop. 

He also has survived being smacked around 
about 30 times in his young career so far, proving 
he has Uie right stuff. 

A repo man must be able to take a beating and 
stay cool enough to not sdike back. He can make 
an old woman cry, dodge bullets, refiise bribes, 
steal cars, wipe someone's spit off his face and be 
home before dawn. 

Black and his fadier Chris take cars legally 
More or less. Repo men are not interested in>jvalk-
ing in die fiDnt door. 

"Our ultimate goal is to steal a car," said Wayne 
Harrier, 35, a nine-year repo veteran for Black's 
business. "We don't want sob stories and ciying 
kids, we want to come out clean and steal a car." 

Not to say diey avoid conflict Chris Black once 
backed his tow Uuck up to a car in a drive-Uirough 
window, hooking it up and dragging it off on Uie 
spot 

Some repo businesses are staffed wiUi up to 12 
night stalkers living somewhere between Uie right 
and wrong, between loan enforcer and midnight 
trespasser. 

Gel even a monUi behind, and Brandon may 
have your number, hunting down your piano, hot 
tub, tractor, computer or motor home. If Uie prop­
erty is inside, he'll show up wiUi a court order and 
a sheriff's deputy. 

The biggest danger comes when people mistake 
Brandon for a common car diief 

One man punched Brandon in Uie head and 
Uirew him up against a brick wall, Uien gave him 
Uie car keys when he realized he was not a Uiief. 

Unlike Uiieves, repo men don't ran when Uiey 
get "caught," which happens 50 to 60 percent of 
Uie time. They have to stand dieir ground to get Uie 
car and sweet-talk circles around angty people. 

Repo men almost never press charges, as a point 
of pride. Most don't cany weapons (too much lia­
bility)', preferring to talk their way out of trouble or 
to flee as a last resort 

Brandon only hates his job when he shows up to 
repo a car... and a fiiend of his walks out of Uie 
house.

"Once one of Uiese so-called checks is cashed, it 
will be veiy difiicult to reverse the new services 
you may have lInintendonally ordered," said I^ul 
Richard, executive director of Uie Institute of 
Consumer Financial Education in San Diego. "Ilie 
consumer's best defense against this type of mar­
keting tactic is to read the fine print, and don't 
expect free money for nottiing."

He clipped eraser-si/e microphones 
discreelly on his shoulders, hid his Sony 
digilal audio lapc recorder in his pocket 
and ran :i cord belwcen Ihcm. 

A lew hours later, he was Ihe proud 
owner ol "The Rools: Live al die Ril/. 
Thealer." 

"Oh my God. il was lerrific." Lykos 
said, "They slarled oul on lire." 

Though il wasn'l his best tape, the 
recording allows him lo relive the concerl 
while driving his car or hanging oul in his 
Durham, N.C., aparlnienl. 

Lykos and other concert recording 
enthusiasts are reaping the benellls of 
new technology dial's making il easier 
than ever lo lapc conccrls. Known among 
themselves as "lapers." ihey now have a 
wcallh of Web silcs and online forums lo 
find informaiion :ind advice on how lo gel 
a perlecl uipe. 

The ccpiipment is niorc advanced, 
affordable and smaller — wilh some 
mini-microphones almost invisible — 
giving lapers more opiions lo record 
bands dial do not allow taping . And the 
Internet has changed the way music is 
swapped. .Mthough fans still copy tapes 
or CDs, swapping is also being done via 

. direct downloads. 
As a result, the hobby is flourishing. 

Although llie exact nuiubers of tapers, 
especially "stealth" tapers, are hard to pin 
down, Web sites report an increase in new 
members. 

"To me, it seems like a logarithmic pro­

gression." .said Jim ();idc. co-owner of 
(̂ adc Urolhers Audio, a store and Web 
site based in Georgia lhal sells taping 
ciiuipmcnl. 

The sloic's Web sile (www.oadc.com) 
has :i tapers' forum which receives a mil­
lion hils a month. Il has been gniwing 25 
percent annually since il began in 1999. 

Today's i:ipcrs trace ihcir rools lo the 
founding fathers of taping, people like 
Oiidc. who trailed bands like the Grateful 
Dead, lugging cassette recorders and

written lists of their tape collcclions. 
The Dead, along wilh bands like Little 

f-eat and the Allman Brothers, were 
among the lirst groups to allow fans to 
tape their concerts. The Dead even creat­
ed a "tapers section." Their only request: 
Share the music freely. And mosl enlhusi-
asls make it a point not lo profit from their 
hobby, trading rather than selling shows. 

Now tapers have also evolved with the 
times. 

Despite dropping prices and rising 
quality, taping is still an expensive 
endeavor. Digital audio tape (DAT) 
recorders, have been Ihe industry standard 
for years, and start al more lhan $6(X). A 
pair of foam bidls lhal combat wind inter­
ference can cosl S50. Microphones and 
even cables can add up lo thousands of 
dollars — nol lo mention Ihe money spent 

on concert lickels. 
Lykos said he could easily drop $1,500 

on more dream cquipnienl. "Al the same 
lime." he said, "will I tape somelhing 
S1.500 better?" 

Bul minidisc recorders, which also 
record digitally, can be had for about 
S150. making il easier for novices lo get 
slarted. More ambilious tapers bring lap­
tops to shows, recording siraighl onto 
Iheir hard drives. 

For ihose who musl do iheir raping 
sccrelly. il's Ihe ever-shrinking equipment 
— microphones lhal can be worn wilhin 
eyeglasses straps, around the neck or on 
ciirrings — lhat has the mosl appeal. 

Musicians' altitudes on taping varies 
from hand lo band, with "jam bands" 
such as Phish usually giving the green 
light. 

Many bands just starting out welcome 
Uipers. They use the tapes lo archive their 
lours and their progress. They're also a 
free way to create buzz and a fan base. 

Restrictions often hinge on Inlernel 
trading. Mosl bands that allow trading 
forbid fans from making a profit from the 
recordings. And if the recording isn't 
sold, many fans don'l feel like they are 
doing any harm. 

Lykos boughl The Rods' concerl lickel 
and owns a live album from the band. 
He's not inleresled in turning a profit 
from his open or stealth recordings. 
However, he'll tr>ide for free if he has the 
time. 

One Web sile. Bands That Allow 
Taping (btat.wagnerone.com), lists 
bands' policies. Kurt Kemp .started the list 
in 1995 wilh nine bands; now the site lists 
the fonnal and informal taping policies of 
988 bands. 

Kemp said lhal etiquette is important if 
fans want a band lo change their policy in 
favor of taping. "It's not your right to 
tape, it's a privilege," he said. "It depends 
on Ihe good will of the band and Iheir 
sound man."

Malting tlie perfect recording in 
any situation taites technical itnowl-
edge, tapers say. The craft deals 
witli microphone angle, wind,

"Jus! lilte real estate, the most 
important thing is location," says 
Jamie Lyifos, a Durham, N.C., taper.

The dieory in the world of hacking is this: 
No one can test die .security of a computer 
system better than former attackers them­
selves. 

Bui some .security experts say dial notion 
is non.scnse. 

"Breaking in is really easy; it's preventing 
it diat's hard," .said Ira Winkler, Hewlett-
Packard's chief security strategist, who 
insists diat die best security te.sters he's ever 
worked widi have die squeakiest of clean 
records. 

Yet there are plenty of examples of con­
victed hackers who went from crime to 
lucrative security jobs. A snident who used 
anodier hacker's template to launch die 
"Anna Koumikova" vinis landed.a job offer 
from the mayor of Sneek. his Dutch home­
town. 

Mark Abene, who calls himself "Phiber 

Optik," went to work as a .security consultant 
while still on probation after spending a year 
in jail for breaking into phone systems. And 
Kevin Mitnick, die worid's most notorious 
criminal hacker, started his own security 
consulting business after his no-Intemet pro­
bation ended in Januaiy. 

Winkler faced off with Mitnick and 
lawyer Jennifer Granick. known for defend­
ing accused hackers, at a panel discussion 
titled "Foxes in die Henhouse," at a recent 
computer security trade show in San 
Francisco. 

They were joined in di.scussing die pros 
and cons of hiring reformed criminal hack­
ers as security experts by Christopher 
Painter, deputy chief of the Justice 
Department's computer crime section. 
Painter was die prosecutor who put Mitnick 
behind bars for nearly five years. He's also 
battled Granick in die courtroom. 

iNot surprisingly, die debate was heated. 

Painter said hiring convicted hackers' sets 
a lousy example for youngsters. 

"Kids growing up need to understand diat 
breaking into a computer is really not differ­
ent from breaking into someone's house. If 
die consequence is that it leads to a career as 
a consultant, that's not a good role model," 
Painter said. 

But Granick, who directs the litigation 
clinic at Stanford University's Center for 
Internet and Society, argued dial denying 
rehabilitated hacken, jobs is no deterrent. 

"People who are going to commit crimes 
aren't thinking, 'This is going to (get me) 
my career,' " she said. "In reality, people 
don't diink diey're going to get caught." 

Mitnick maintains that because he served 
five years liehind bars and is now reformed, 
there's no reason he shouldn't use his com­
puter skills for die good guys. 

"Look at (convicted junk bond trader) 
Michael Milken," he said. "Look at Steve 

Wozniak and Steve Jobs. They weren't con­
victed of selling 'blue boxes' on Berkeley's 
campus, but il's well-known diat diey did, 
and no one would doubt die value diey 
brought to the industry." 
• Wozniak has admitted in interviews diat 
he and his Apple co-founder made and sold 
die devices, which generated a tone diat 
would fool a pay phone into dispensing free 
calls. Wozniak wrote the forward to 
Mitnick's book, "The Art of Deception." 

Whedier or not diey say diey're reformed, 
criminal hackers just aren't worfli die risk, 
said Winkler, who previously worked for die 
National Security Agency He recalled how 
apparendy reformed hacker Abene, while 
testing security for a client in 1997, launched 
a program dial harvested passwords fmm 
Web servers all over die world. 

"It was supposedly an accident," Winkler 
said. "How do you explain diat level of risk 
toyourshareholdersT'
