The sudden, unlimely dcalii of 
Novi Chief of Police Doug 
Shaeffer nl age 60 shocked and 
saddened die community in die 
summer of 2005. 

Shaeifer had planned a woridng 
lunch on Aug. 15 (o discuss Ihefor-
feitun: funds that the city had 
recently acquired through the 
seizure of almost S5 million in 
diug-rclated moiiey in March 2004. 

But, the person he was sup­
posed to have iunch wiUi can­
celed at die last minute, so. 
Shaeffer went home to cat 

His wife, Loretla. found him 
when she returned from work 
late that Monday afternoon. 
Siiaeffer, who had a heart condi­
tion and had beaten throat cancer 
a few yeiirs ago, had sulTcred a 
heart attack. 

iH)llowing his death, people 
talked about his ptofcssionolism; 
his intelligence and his positive atti-
ludc. 

FonnerPohce Chief Lee 
BeGolc, who served as die first 
head ofthe depanment from 1934 
unnl Shaeifer came lo Novi in 
1991, helped select Shaeffer for the

"We drought he had a natural 
ability to handle himself. We llirew 
a lot of tough questions at him," 
BcGole said. "Not everyone can be 
successful widi the officers, die 
public and die city council. He was 
atile to get along widi all three." 

Shaeffer served the Oklahoma 
City Police Department tor 23 
yeari before moving to Novi. He 
worked on'lhat police force from. 
Nov. I,l969,lhroughjuly2l, 
1991. He was an officer from 1969-
1974, a detecdve from May2l, 
1974, and was promoted to ser­
geant on April 14,1978. 

He rose to die nuik of lieutenant . 
on April 9,1982, and lemaincd 
widi Cenual Records until he was 
transferred to die Special Services 
Division as an assistant training 
dircctoronMay 1,1985. 

Shaeffer was mmsfened to the 
Investigations Buicau on April 15, 
1988, and dien to Planning and 
RescarchonAug.31, l983He 
stayed dicre until he was promoted 
to captain in July 1989 and retired 
from die Oklahoma City force two 
yeare later. Shaeffer received 10 
commendadons during his career in 
Oklahoma City 

As die department turned die 
comer on die 21st cennity. Chief of 
Police David Molloy said his pred­
ecessor introduced die force into a 
more technological era.

Ga., then interviewed Ihc seven 
members of city council and 
city department heads last 
month to sec what they are 
looking for in a replacement. 

Next. Slavin's staff wi l l 
develop a profile for Ihc ideal 
candidate for the city manager 
position, with city of Novi 
staff's and council members' 
approval. 

Finally, afler reviewing 
responses from advertisements 
and candidates that Slavin's 
staff finds, ihc top five 
prospective city managers wil l 
be reviewed by city council. 

Mayor David I jndry said 
council members will then 
decide how many of the five can­
didates tJley wish to interview. 

Landry said (he entire 
process u.<̂ ûally takes about 90 
day.s, and that council hopes lo 
have retiring city manager 
Rick Melwig's replacement 
hired shortly after Melwig's 
departure in early February.

I One popular way lo enjoy the 
winter months Is strapping on skis 

i or grabbing the snowboard and 
' hitting the slopes. 

Often times, Alpine Valley is 
the place to go vviUi its easy 
access and convenient location off 
M-59 in White Lake Township. 

; Yet along with the fun of skiing 
and snowboarding, there's always 
the threat of getting hurt. Sure, 
following the rales of the hill, 
staying sliaip and not attempting 
maneuvers tieyond one's abilities 
play a huge role in leaving the 
slopes without injuty. Yet as safe 
as skiing and siiowboanling are, 
accidents happen. Bones break, 
ligaments strain, joints are 
sprained. Sometimes, things get 
really serious, requiring extensive 
medical care. 

Fortunately, emergency help is 
icady at Alpine Valley. With a vol­
unteer ski patrol 104 members 
strong, visitors who suffer 
mishaps can gel assistance right 
away. And when more extensive 
help is needed, the, patiol can 
make sure lhat happens, too. 

Prepared for the worst 

Greg Kocnig won't soon forget 
die worst injury he's encountered 
so far during his 10 years as a ski 
paholler at Alpine Valley. He was 
on duty about two years ago when 
a 15-year-old boy came off a 
jump and had a honiblc landing 
— hitting the ground head first 
with no helmet, then sliding about 
100 yards. Right away, Koenig 
and two other patrollcrs were 
called to the scene. What he 

encountered was extremely dis­
turbing, he said. 

"The kid seemed completely 
out of his mind, yelling and 
screaming," Kocnig s.nd. likening 
it to how he imagines a crazed 
drag user would act. "It was unbe­
lievable. He kept saying every­
thing hurt, but he was unable to 
answer any questions. It was so 

, surreal, and super scary." 
But as frightening and critical 

the situation was, Kocnig and the 
other patrollens called on their 
emergency training to help the 
injured teen, immediately, they 
contacted paramedics and admin­
istered first aid on the liill. The teen 
was then transported down the hill 
on a toboggan-typc .stretcher as an 
ambulance .-irrivcd to whisk him 
off to a hospital for rare. 

"We didn't Uiink llie kid was 
going lo make it," he said. 

The ski patrol later learned the 
teen suffered a fractured skull and 
was put into a medically-induced 
coma to help him heal. He made a. 
full recovery, rcUiming to Alpine 
Valley several weeks later to 
thank the ski patrol, Koenig said. 

"The doctors said lie would 
have died back on the hill i f he 
hadn't gotten the help fromus," 
Kocnig said. "And when he and 
his father came back and met 
evciybody, the kid remembered 
nothing (about tlic accident), but 
it was cool to sec him. l ie was 
perfect, walking around with no 
side effects or anything. We did 
everything right: we got to him 
fast and then got him the profes-. 
sional help he needed." 

Doing tlieir best 

Fortunately, most of the injuries 

that the Alpine Valley ski patrol 
encounters aren't that severe. 
Instead, when someone docs get 
hurt on tbc slopes there, it's much 
more likely an ami or leg — and 
often Umes the problem Is rela­
tively minor. Skiers that get. 
injured tend to hurt lower limbs, 
he noted, while snowboardcrs 
more commonly have wnst or 
ami injuries. ; 

"I've seen a couple of knee dis­
placements, but everything else is 
usually strains, humps and bruis­
es," said Kocnig. "And i have 
heard of some serious ones, but as 
for very, very serious, none has 
happened while I was on duty." 

Fellow ski palroller Greg 
DiCcnso, who has been with ' 
Alpine Valley for 35 years, agreed 
that of the 200 to 300 injuries the 
volunteer crew handles each year, 
most arc fractures .or suspected 
fractures. And an ambulance is 
needed only about 5 percent of 
the time, he said. 

"Of course, we treat for the 
worst. We treat a possible break 
like a break, splinter it, monitor 
vitals," he said. "We follow the 
standaid procedures that if there 
is a suspected (spinal) injury, wc 
use ;a: backboard, then call an 
ambulance. And i f there is a coti-
sciousness problem or bleeding, 
we call Uic paramedics." 
.: When asked if he ever gets rat-
;tled when treating an injury, _ 
DiCenso replied with an emphatic ' 

"We have so much training, 
we're ready for it," he .said, " l just 
do the job. Later, maybe, when I 
think about it there might be some 
stress over it, but when you have 
to, you just get into the mode. You 
don't let blood or whatever bother

Titjating kids can be particular­

ly hcan-wrenching, he admits. 
"But you just, do you best. 
Sometimes you know (hey may 
have to vlsit the emergency room, 
but you just do your best to calm 
Ihenl down." 

Training pays off 

So when one's lnjured self is 
put in the hands of a skl patroller, 
just how trained are those hands? 

Close to those of an emergency 
medical techniciant according to 
Marilyn Gihn, patrol director. 
Training spans two years and 
entails an intensive outdoor emer­
gency program that covers all 
aspects of emergency care, 
including CPR and use of auto­
matic detlbnllators, assessing and 
calming a patient, and using back­
boards to stabilize spines — often 
Milgdd 'ih"'modk"mcdibiir iitIia-
tions. The program is held every
