Educalion, ranging frons very early child.
hood theough high school and on tirough
community college nnd four-year and grad-
uate universities, was reganded as sulfering
from yeurs of ulerinvestment by the state,

Lately, the lack of investment as tarned
into something even worse — actual budget
cuts, whicl threaten to cripple our fulure.

Many participants expressed fisiration
that many busic issues lying wl the heart of
Michtgan's economic erisis have not been
addressed by our state's leaders. They
betieved many Michigan citizens were
yeaming for 2 way 10 express their concems
and get sumcthing practical done Without
political posturing or ideologicat diatribe.

As nco-sponsor of she conference, 1
ended the day by saying that “a successful
conference is just the first step in a journey
of strectural reform that could last many
miles,” while pledying that our new think-
and-do tnk, The Center for Michigan, was
commilted to investing in the process for
the fong haul.

To proteet your business and
cmployees, consider she Tollowing
[0 reasons 1o establish a dug-free
workplace policy.
