"He 
changed teachers' tires, he would 
brush the snow off their ears; just 
whatever he could do to help out, 
he would do." .

Novi Cily Council members 
look anotlier step forward in get­
ting a mid-decade census off die 
ground Monday night. 

After adopting a resolution to 
proceed with the census on 
March 6, members adopted 
another resolution Monday 
appointing Cily Clerk Maryanne 
Cornelius as the chief enumera-
ton 

. Her rale of pay as chief enu­
merator will be $14 an hour, and 
enumerators will be paid $12 an 
hour. Days and hours for llie 
census to be conducted were 
also determined. 

Members will also need to set 
the days of the week and hours 
when tlie census will be con­
ducted. 

Afier conlacung odier ciUes, it 
was suggested llial enumerators 
be in the community seven days a 
week dunng the hours of 2-8 p.m. 
because of the importance of 
obtaining a minimum of 10 per­
cent increase in the population. 

The starting day for the cen­
sus is currently planned for May 
8, and it will conunuc through 
late July or early August. 

A mass media effort will 
begin pnor lo the start of the 
census to inform residents of the 
process and benefits of conduc­

ing a mid-decade census. 
Estimated to cost the city 

$85,000, a dedicated phone line 
and e-mail account will be set up, 
in the city clerks office for ques­
tions or comments about the 
census. 

Al l census information iscon-
fidemiai and will be kept in ihe 
city clerks' office. 

The census will yield an esti­
mated five additional liquor 
licenses, according to current 
population forecasts. 

A review of records al die 
Michigan Liquor Control 
Commission shows that Novi 
cun-entiy has a population of 
47,386. 

This means the quota for on-
premises liquor licenses is 32, 
and the quota for off-premise 
licenses is 15 

A mid-decade census indi­
cates an increase in population 
of 5,000, with a total population 
0(52,386. 

This would result in a quota • 
for on-premises licenses of 35, 
an increase of three, and a quota 
for ofT-premises licenses al 18, 
an increase of two, according to 
Suzanne Pierpoml, supervisor, 
on and of premises units. 

i f the mid-decade census shows 
a 10 percent increase in popula­
tion since die last federal census 
Novi will be enUdcd to addiuonal 
funds provided under die slate 
shared revenue sharing program.

Commerce Executives lists the 
average salary of a CEO in the

at $52,398; a high salary of 
$75,000; and a low of 525,000.

Another major change in the 
proposed byltiws would give the 
president a more active voice on 
the board, including the right lo 
vote as an cx-officio member on 
all committees. 

"The presidents of other local 
chambers have a vole," Hayes 
said. "I think it's important to 
allow ihcm to b.ive an opinion. 1 
think this is crucial. Any president 
should be an active member in the 
direction of the organiz.ation." 

In a phone survey of eight area 

chambers of chmmerce, only one 
(Milford) allows the chief execu­
tive officer to have a vote. The 
chambers questioned included 
Brighton, Howell, South Lyon, 
Milford, Northville, Fcnton, 
Farminglon Hills and West 
Bloomfield. 

"Tlic president already has an 
active voice," said J.R. Atiych, 
who was chairaian of the bylaws 
commiltcc that created the 
Chamber's original bylaws. At 
thai lime, Atiych was treasurer of 
the organization. He is a former 
board chair and was a 20-ycar 
member of the Chamber. 

Atiych docs not think the presi­
dent should have a vole on 
Chamber concerns.

Change Is no big i leal for 
Novi 

John Lawrence, Novi High 
School principal, and his staff 
rcccnily did a study after dis­
cussions started at the state 
level on the .Subject last fall. 
1 hey pulled transcripts from the 
class of 2005 and looked at how 
iiiaiiy students took more than 
two credits of science. 

"Wc loiind an overwhelming 
number of students who are 
already living up to the stan­
dards the state has now set 
lortl i . ' said Lawrence. Wc re 
not too far off the mark m that 
regard. 

One change Lawrence said he 
would like to see is how high 
school seniors opt lo schedule 
tlieir classes, l i e d like them to 
sign up for a more rigorous cur­
riculum Instead of taking it 
easy, which has been the noini 
lor ijuite a while. 

"In sonic cases we find this 
phenomenon about wanting to 
make the senior year a fun and 
easy year, said Lawrence. 
" I l i i i t IS something 1 definitely 
want to impiove. and I think 
this icgislatitm will definitely 
help us do that. 

Another question Lawrence 
would like answered is. how can 
tlic school provide more rigor 
wilhin elective couiscs to meet 
llic demands of what the icforoi 
is actually calling fol? 

Nancv Davis, assistant super­
intendent of instructional seiv-

said Novi is in a good 
position to deal with the new 
requirements. 

"One major positive factor for 
us is the block schedule at the 
high school which allows stu­
dents to take 34 credits, when 
most high schools that are on a 
traditional six period day have a 
total of only 24 credits avail­
able," she said. "With 18 of 
those now required due to the 
new state law. this does put a 
severe pinch on other courses, 
especially the elective areas. At 
Novi High School, our sludcnls 
will still have ample credits 
available to pursue these olher 

Hesse said Novi alrc-idy has 
high standards and graduation 
requirements which arc con­
stantly being upgraded when 
available. But. she said some of 
the content that s been taught in 
courses in the past will now 
change. 

"Our teachers have to do 
some work lo get that up lo par, 
said Hesse. "Hut that s very 
comparable to what our kinder­
garten through eighth grade 
teachers have done in the recent 
past as well wilh No Child Left 
Behind. They had to upgrade 
their standards too. Now it s the 
high school s turn. 

Helping Michigan's 
eoonomy 

Hesse said the change is a 
connection between state and 

federal expectations for stu­
dents, but in Michigan's partic­
ular case. It's about the econo­
my too. 

"Wc cant just sit back and 
ignore the fad our jobs are 
going elsewhere, she said. 
"Often the rationale is, there arc 
higher standards in olher states 
for high schoolers, Thais not 
true anymore as of March 30. 

Lawrence agreed, saying 
given the economic enscs the 
state of Michigan is undergoing, 
anything the educational system 
can do to attract businesses lo 
the state is worth lookjng into. 
He said by having students be 
better prepared for the work­
force. Michigan will dcnnitciy 
benclit all Ihe way around. 

"I don't see any negatives in 
it." he said, "is it going to 
impact Novi High School great­
ly'.' No. because many of our 
students arc already taking the 
required curriculum in the new 
reform. 11 isn't going to dramat­
ically change our curriculum. 

Hesse is welcoming Ihe 
change with open arms. 

"it's exciting because it helps 
us help our students feel they 
can be successful as soon as 
they graduate, which is good,' 
she said.

llarvey said everything Ihe 
team has done in the last six years 
created a history which enabled 
Novi to win It. 

"The Chairman's Award was 
very special lo ine," said junior 
Christopher Jodoin. "1 was direct­
ly involved m presenting the 

award to the judges and that was 
leally something i was proud of." 

Jodoin said the main goal of the 
team is to win the Chairman's 
Award at the national level. 

"It is the highest award lo get," 
.said Jodoin. "Last year wc won 
the world championship. That is 
great, but we can still do better 
than thai." 

Junior Briiany Riley personally 
ranked winning the Chairman's 
Award over last year's world 
championship because of her per­
sonal involvement. 

'To win the Chairman's is Ihe 
most amazing feeling because it's 
validation of all your hard work 
for six weeks and your life basi­
cally" she said. "It's amazing to 
get that feeling of accomplishing 
something big. I spent lime writ­

ing it and jiresenting it, so it was 
closer to me lhan the aclual robot, 
since 1 don't actually work on the 
robot at all." 

llarvey couldn't slop raving 
about the team's successes. 

"livery year I'm more and more 
amazed," she said. "1 think every 
year i'm getting heller at it and 
the kids are gelling belter at. Their 
ability to problem solve has been 
honed, and it's wonderful that 
they're applying what they 
learned to their daily lives now. 
That's the whole reason behind, 
it."

agreed that their experiences dur­
ing the 1940s-50s were different 
than that of war today 

"I joined because 1 had no 
choice," Dniding said. 

"Some may go into the service 
lo further Iheir education," Collett 
said. "And dien there are dedicat­
ed people who know the dangers 
and are doing it for their county." 

Sumner said the only thing peo­
ple can do is hope goveramenl 
oflieials are doing the right thing. 

"We must support our, troops, 
whether we feel they should be 
there or not," Sumner said. "War 
is scaiy. But what is the alterna­
tive?"

Now some good news, for a change: The 
Michigan Legislature and Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm have actually cooperated in tak­
ing a signilicant step toward promoting a 
better educated workforce and a briglucr 
economic future for us all. 

Last week, the legislature adopted much 
tougher high school graduation standards, 
and the governor promptly signed them 
into law. This all came with relatively little 
of the watering-down and endless delaying 
tactics that were feared and widely expect­
ed. 

Lots of people deserve 
plenty of credit for this one: 
State Supcrimcndent of 
Instruction Mike Flanagan, 
who designed and pushed 
the new curriculum. Gov. 
Granholm deserves praise 
for convening the Cherry 
Commission two years ago, 
which called for improving 
higher education in the stale 
— and raising standards for 
the public school standards 
to be raised. 

Republican-led lawmakers 
gel applause for realizing 
how important it is that new PhJI PoWCr 
high school graduates have 
the education they'll need, to compete in 
the modern worid, 

Umil now. we have only required our 
graduates to have one semester of civics. 
But starting with Ihe high school graduat­
ing class of 2011, students will need to 
complete at least three and a half years of 
math, four years of English, three years of 
science and social studies and two years of 

foreign language to graduate. 
The new high school diploma actually 

now will be a document demonstrating 
educational attainment. There is also talk 
that the legislature may flnally take the 
sensible next step and raise the age when 
students are allowed to legally drop out of 
school from 16 to 18. 

But raising the standards themselves is a 
terrific accomplishment. It even gives us a 
sliver of hope that our long-grid locked 
political system may just be capable of 
doing something meaningful in the face of 
our present economic crisis. 

Yet amid all the backslapping, here's a 
note of caution. 

Talk to mor.t high school graduates about 
what remains in their heads from the 
required civics course. You'll find the 
answer is basically ... nothing. Separation 
of powers? "What's to separate?" 

The Dill of Rights? "I know my rights. I 
gotta pay a bill for them?" Judicial review? 
"Sounds like the review .session I look to 
pass civics." I exaggerate, of course, hut 
not much. ; 

And you get tlie idea. 
The sorry fact — well 

known to any civics teacher 
and to many anguished par­
ents, not to mention niany 
employers — is that in 
order to get little Johnny 
through the required civics 
class and on lo his high 
school diploma. Ihc content, 
over the years has been 
watered down to the point 
where Ben Franklin would 
blush. 

How did that happen? 
Easy. 

When Ihtlc Johnny failed 
civics the first time, his par­
ents went tearing in lo the 

principal's office whining about how lough 
the course w,as and aboul how unfair it was 
to require their little darling to learn the 
material. When'little Johnny failed the sec­
ond time, his parents screamed off to the 
local school board meeting and raised holy 
hell. 

How could Ihcy impose such a difficult 
course on their little darling, who needed 
desperately to graduate so he could get on 
lo a relatively mindless career in automo­
bile manufacturing? 

And if little Johnny was a minority, 
charges of racism were thrown in for good 
measure. What docs the education system 
do when confronted by hordes of angry 
parents? Cave in, of course. The required 
civics course was gradually watered down 
so much even little Johnny could be 
assured of passing. 

That's the downside of local control of 
our schools, folks. 

So beware! Now wc have not only 

civics, but math, English, science, even 
foreign languages. AJI of which arc prime 
targets for legions of little Johnny's and 
little Sally's parents. If you think civics 
was watered down, just wail till you see 
the pressure on teachers, principals and 
school boards when the curriculum is actu­
ally tough. 

Bul when i talked with Mike Flanagan, 
he seemed reasonably confident that this 
time, Ihe curriculum won't be watered 
down. 

"First of all," he explained, "every 
required course will have a detailed set of 
course expectations up front. We'll have 
thai ready by August, and every .school — 
and every parent who wants lo find out — 
wil l have a clear and detailed road map of 
whal's expecled from (he required cours-

"Second," Flanagan continued, "qllch 
required course will have a required cnd-
of-coursc exam. If the kid doesn't pass ihe 
exam, he or she will have lo lake the 
course again or some acceptable variation. 
I f the kid fails AIgebra..for example, lie'II 
have 10 master ihc same material, but per­
haps in a vocational education setting," ' 

So what's_the education .system going to 
do with parents who come in yclling-thcir 
heads off about how unfair you're being to 
little Johnny? "Simple," Flanagan says, 
"cite Ihe law." 

The law, that is, which "requires us to 
teach to the content standards and demon-
stralc success by way of passing the exam." 

I admire Flanagan's cool toughness. Bul 
all I can say is that I sure hope the school 
.system is as determined and lough in 
standing up to the intense pressure that is 
sure to come. 

Pressure, lhat is, to water the new stan­
dards down. This, after a rare nioinent of 
lucidity in which the political class real­
ized that without stern standards, Michigan 
may never be able to compete. 

For in a sense, what has just been done
