The proposed budget for fiscal 
year 2006-2007 was passed by the 
required five votes Monday with 
council members having lo make 
some compromises. 

After the April 30 budget ses-
sioa, members suggested aboul 
$95,000 above and beyond target­
ed expenditures. 

They were able to make cuts in 
several areas, however, to balance 
the budget, including a 14 pereent 
ralay day reserve account for 
future emergencies. 

Council voled lo hold ofi'on the 
following expenditures in order to 
balance the budget: 

• Postponing an architectural 
aaalysis and master plan for Fire 
Stations #1,«2 and #3 at a cost of 
$25,000;

• Saving $10,000 by not pur­
chasing a Parks, Recreation and 
Forestry Department utility vehi­
cle for die proposed Singh Trail at 
10 Mile ahd Wixom loads.. 

• CuttinE.$22,000fjom fundinĝ

• peihbving $1,000 Irom the

"The state may have a bard 
time weathering the serious 
downturti in the auto indusuy. We 

. may be in for some pretty lough 
limes here, and we need lo have a 
government which is able lo 
respond lo that." 

Ferguson said he's no lover of 
Ihe Single Business Tlut. "1 do 
Uiink it needs to be refonncd or 
replaced in some way, and the 
governor says die same thing." 

Al least he didn't have to walk 
back to Lansing: family members 
picked him up in Detfoh and 
drove him home.

• Seniors 
sign-up for 
prescription 
drug plans

Caroline Braley was relieved 
once all tlic paperwork was filled 
out for her new Medicare Part D 
drug prescription plan. 

The 79-ycar-old Novi resident 
said she knew she could save 
money by signing up, but didn't 
know liow. 

"This js all very confusing," 
Braley said. "I probably went to 
five meetings and still didn't 
understand it. Bul once 1 sat down 
and had someone explain the plan 
lhal worked for me, 1 was relieved 
it was property done and I'm sav­
ing money." 

Braley was among several sen­
iors signing up for Medicare Part 
D at the Novi Senior Center on 

May 2. 
As part of llie push for seniors 

lo meet the May 15 eiirollmcni 
deadline, the center was chosen as 
a stop on the Medicare RX Bus 
Tour. 

Partnered with the Area Agency 
on Aging 1-B, the tour gave sen­
iors who hadn't signed up for a 
dmg prescription plan the abiiily 
10 meet oiie-on-one with a coun­
cilor. 

"1 mainly wanted lo know 
ahoul Ihe policy 1 was in," Braley 
said. 'They explained cverylhing 
to me and made sure all Ihe incd-
icalions I was taking were cov­
ered." 

Braley said before signing up, 
she'd paid more lhan $200 in pre­
scription refills. Now, she will p.iy 
between $2 and $5 for each. 

The Novi Senior Center was the 
second stop in southeast-
Michigan for Ihc Medicare lour. 

"For the notice we had, only 
aboul two weeks, the turnout was 
fairiy good," said Louannc Bakk, 
director of Access and .Benefits 
Assistance for lhe Area Agency 
on Aging i-B. "About 53 percent 

of people in six counlics have nol 
enrolled. Il's imporiant for people 
to find a plan before the May 15 
deadline or they will bc penal­
ized." 

Signing up 
Medicare Part D offers about 

78 plans to choose from and 
Bakk said il's bard for people lo 
sign-up without Inlcrnct access. 

"All plans are different," she 
said. "We're here to help look al 
their own individual needs and 
whicli plan best suits them." 

Bakk said waiting until the 
last day is not wise. 

"Signing up can bc very time 
consuming," she said. "There is 
a lot of infornialion lo go 
through and things to consider," 

The next enrollment, period 
. for Medicare Part D is bclwccn 

Nov. 15 and Dec. 31. 
"1 give the Novi Senior 

Center a lot of credit for bring­

The man had alcohol and a 
knife, was combalivc with the 
ofliccrs and was ancstcd. 

A shun time lalcr. Ihe olTicers 
saw that he received medical 
ircalnient for a cul on his arm, 
which was wrapped wilh a good 
deal of gauM. When Ihey 
checked on him in Ihc Novi jail, 
Ihcy noticed that he had taken Ihe 
gauze off his arm, fashioned it 
inlo a noose and was trying lo 

hang himself. . 
They removed the gauze and 

sought psychiatric treatraent for 
the man. 

On Jan. 25, 2006, Ofc. Tim 
Fcncll was patrolling Ihc area 
near 12 Mile and Beck roads 
when he noticed a car parked near 
the Novi Oaks Golf and Sports 
Center. 

When he checked the suspi­
cious vehicle, he saw a man 
slumped over in the front scat 
with a suicide note on his lap, 
The man was transported to an 
area hospital aflcr police found 
two empty hollies of pills on the 
scat. 

The man had consumed about 
90 pills. If it were nol for ihe 
efforts of Ofc. Fcrrell, acconiing 
to Ihe Huron Valley emergency 
stalT, Ihe man would not be alive 
today. 

On March 20,2006, Ofc. Craig

Ofc. Chismar became suspi­
cious when he saw a license plate 
that did not match Ihe vehicle.

• City officials 
wal-n residents 
to check tiieir

Novi Acting Fire Chief Jeffery 
Johnson wants people to live in 
their homes fire-free, 

And he wants to moke sure res­
idents have safe fire alarms 
installed. 

The U.S. Consumer Product 
Safely Commission recently 
issued a recall notice on First 
Alert hattcry-powered smoke 
alarms and comhination 
smoke/carbon monoxide detec­
tors for rapidly draining battery 
power. 

"It's good for residents to know 
so they change the alarm out 
immediately and purchase a new 
smoke detector," Johnson said. 

One potential hazard: If batter­
ies in the alanit are not replaced 
before bauery power terminates, 
the alarm will not detect smoke in 
the event of a possible fire and the 
presence of carbon monoxide. 

According lo Fire officials, 
approximately 145,890 First Alert 
alaniis were produced and 52,400 
were sold to consumers across the 
U.S: 

The First Alert alarms' were 
manufactured by Mexico-based 
BRK Brands, inc. and sold in 
stores naUonwide from June 2005 
through March 2006 for about

test their alarms monthly and fol­
low thc directions to make sure 
it's sounding," Johnson said. "Wc 
always recommend they change 
the hatteries once a year also, usu­
ally around daylight savings 
times." 

Residents should look at the 
hack of their detectors for the 
model number SC0500. 

He said there have been no 
reports of injuries, incidents or 
alarms failing to detect smoke or 
carbon monoxide. 

According to First Alert ofii-
cials, if your alarm has been 
recalled, contact thc company 
immediately to receive a replaee-
mem: 

"Residents absolutely need to 
have something in their home to 
provide protection," he said. "If a 
family can't afi'ord a new alarm, 
the Novi Fire Department will 
provide them with one'and install 
It."

Don'l assume Ihal you'll be 
able 10 change Ihc agrccmcnl 
without extra cosl and hassle-
And unlike rcsidcniial tenants 
who benefit from generous state 
protections, the rights of com­
mercial tenants arc almost 
entirely defined by the specific 
. terms of Ihe lease. This means 
that the lease you sign today 
could affect your business' bot­
tom line for years to come. 

Don't assume 
that you'll be able 
to change the 
agreement without 
extra cost and 
hassle. 

Consider these three points 
before you sign your next lease: 

1. Negollatc your lease 
agreement. Any standard lease 
that a landlord offers you is 
more of a landlord wish list than 
a reflection of what a typical 
lease looks like. It is merely the 
opening offer in a negotiation 
process.

• Competition, is the landlord 
prohibited from leasing space to 
a competitor?

• Security deposit. When is 
the deposit relumed, and who 
gets the interest? . 

• Signage. Is it permuted? If 
so, how big ond who will pay? , 

• Amencans with Disabilities 
Act. Is the budding in compit- . 
ance, and who pays if its not?

• Tenant improvements. What., 
jmprovemenis arc to be done 
and when?
