Tax repeal scheme would
hurt future of this state

As this column is being written, a radical, far-reaching scheme that
would utterly change the nature of our state is bemg mounted by power-
ful, secretive interest groups. ‘

The plan is brilliantly conceived, astonishingly audacious and so far
breathtaking in its smooth execution. The goal is to make Michigan into a
low-tdx, low-service state modeléd along the lines of Mississippi. And the

plotters are well on their way to suceess.

Up 1o now, Lhe plan has been hid-
den 1 plaln slght — unexplained,
unesamined and folsted ugon a large-
Iy unknowing Michigan citfzenry. Its
aminzing suceess so far has been has-
tened by Lhe fallure by these who
sheuld kaow beller (o spenk out.
