Despite the fact that two non-
cniployecs involved wilh school 
organi?.iiions may have "inappro­

priately" campaigned for candi­
dates in the last school board clec-

. lion, a two-month long investiga­
tion by the Novi Community 
School District has uncovered no 
wrongdoing by school employees, 
and no violations of the Michigan 
Campaign Finance Act. 

That's according to assistant 
superintendent for human 
resources Bob Schram, who con­
ducted the investigation, inter­
viewing 22 people, 1'hc investiga­
tion was launched upon request of 
Ihc board of education al Ihc May 
4 board meeting. 

Former truslce George 
Konlandt, who was unseated'in 
the May election in question by 
challenger Katie Raeon, a.siced for 

the investigation, citing possible 
inappropriate distribution of elec­
tion materials within schools. 

The Novi News sought further 
commem from Kotilandt at the 
time, but he refused to elaborate 
on the allegations, which were 
described only generally, noting 
lhat he prcfcrtcd to let the admin­
istration pursue the investigation. 

lV*o Incidents 
Schram found two "inappropri­

ate incidents," over the course of 
his investigation, but no violations 
of the campaign Usance act and 
no wrongdoing by school 
cniplovccs. 

In the first incident, the then-

Bob Sctiram 
recorded in the meeting's min­
utes, Schram said. Since the pres­
ident was a parent and not a 
school member, encouraging peo­
ple to vole for Kortlandt did not 
break any rales, Schram said, but 
it w-is inappropriate. 

In the second incident, the pres­
ident of the Deerficld Community 

Council encouraged people 
attending n M.irch 7 pizza party at 
the school to get out and vote, and 
then told them to "vote for Katie," 
referring to challenger Katie 
Raeon, who un.scated Kortlandt in 
the last board election. The presi­
dent of the DCC is also ntit a 
school employee, Schram said. 

"She didn't break any rules,': 
Schram .said. "II yas just probably 
inappropriate." 

Allegations not proved 

The investigation found no sup­
port for a number of allegations, 
Schram said; including;

according to rcprtscntatives from 
Municipal Web Services-, Nathan 
ilaitwick, Novi pioduction spe­
cialist; and Rob î lty, director of 
infomialion technology for the city 
ofNovi. 

Cost for the first year would be 
about $7,400, including the one­
time purchase of about $5,400 
wonh of equipmem, to be able to 
produce die video stn:aming. 

After the equipment is pur­
chased, die annual cost to video 
sueam two council mcclings a 
month would be about $2,000, 
Walsh said. 

This is Ihe cost for 50 viewers. 
Since it's a demand service, the fee 
would go up wiUi additional users. 

"The morc viewers who log on, 
die greater Uie cost." Walsh said. 
Meetings would be available for 
on-Une viewing die next day. 

Hartwick said the service would 
be useful to someone who wants to 
watch a meeting who Uvcs outside 
the city, Ihosc nmning a salellile 
dish and oihers who don't havi; 
access to cable Channel 13.

• That a member of the facilities 
sub-commitlcc for lhc School 
Utilization and Rcdistricting 
Comminec, who is also a staffer al 
Dccrlicid Elementary School, had 
been pressured by other Dccrlicid 
staffers lo delay Ihe work of Ihc 
committee till after the school 
boanl election. 

Dccrlicid, formerly a magncl 
school, became a neighborhood 
school earlier this year in a contro­
versial decision by the board of 
education. Redisiricting has also 
been a hot-button issue, although 
die stalfer was only involved on the 
facililics sub-commitlcc, which, 
compared school buildings whliin 
the district. 

The "nimor" was "total false­
hood." Schram said, noting that co­
workers of die staffers did not pres­

sure Uic person to delay tlie com­
mittee's work, which he said would 
not even have hccn feasible. 

• That Deerricid Elementary 
principal Richard Njus campaigned 
for Raeon al lhc March 7 pizza 
pany, attended by 600-700 people. 
There was no evidence he did, 
Schram said. 

DeerfleldFaiiillyFiin Night 
A number of other allegations 

centered around the Decrfield 
Family Fun Night, held »l the 
School April 28. Tlie atmosphere at 
the cveni was political, Schram 
said, wilh many parents wearing 
political slickers., but there was no 
evidence school employees, 
including Njus, had done any cam­
paigning for Racon.. 

One parent at the event com­
plained to Njus tlial someone was 
p.issing out stickers for Racon, and 
Sehram said Njus investigated, but 
couldn't lind llB described acdvily. 

There was also a complaint that 
campaign materials were being 
distributed at Ihe volunteer regis­

tration lable al Uic event thai night, 
Schram said. The tabic was open 
6-7.-30 p.m. for volunlcers to sign 
up and around 8 p.m., someone 
saw campaign lilemlure on the 
table, which wasn't being manned 
at the lime. 

However, Schr:im said the litera­
ture belonged to a pctson attending 
the pany, who iind set it down 
momentarily while they gave il to 
someone else. While it was 
momentarily on the table, it was 
not there to be distributed lo the 
public, Schram said. 

Campaign Finance Act 
Tlie board also asked that the 

Michigan Caiiipiiign Finance Act 
be looked into for possible viola­
tions, but none were found, 
Schram said. 

Tlie section of Uie act in ques­
tion reads: "A public body or indi­
vidual acting for a public body 
shall nol use or authorize the use of 
funds, personnel, office space, 
computer h.irdware or software, 
properly, stationery, postage, vchi-

public resourees to make a conlri-

Fiiture lessons 
As a result of the invcsligalion, 

superintendent Peter Dion said dial 
he would take personal responsi­
bility to clarify what is permissible 
in lemis of campaigning at school 
functions. 

"People don't know," he said at 
the June 11 board meeting. "Wc 
know because we're in Uic busi­
ness." 

"What wc concluded was, wc 
need to do a better job of educating 
non-staff people on what is appro­
priate at school functions," Schram 
said.

Cindy Stewart said Uic city of 
Troy has video streamed ils council 
meetings for about two years, and 
the service has been well-received. 

Stewart, community affairs 
director for Troy, used to work for 
Uiĉ  city of Novi as its first-ever 
public infonnalion director, slari-
ing in October 1988. 

Troy has die ability lo air ils city 
council mcclings live on ils city 
Web she. . 

Their meetings arc not archived 
for the public, however, but Uicy 
are available on .videotape at the 

Troy Public Library. 
Tliey are making the mcedngs 

available on video through lhc 
city's intranet used by city employ­
ees. 

'There's a lot of lime the 
employees have to go back and 
check soniclhitig," Stewart said. 

She said die city has not made 
the video-streamed meetings avail­
able on ils cily Web site because 
Iherc have not been any requests 
for such a service, plus it takes up a 
lot of room on die computer scrven 

Department heads for lhc cily of 
Troy are required lo attend tlic 
council meetings. 

"Before we had video slrcaining. 

we had a conference room where 
they could all watch the mcedngs 
on TV without having to sit in the 
council chambers," Stewart said. 
"Once we went live on the Internet, 
Uiey could sit in their ollicc while 
they watched the meeting. A lot of 
people like to gel work done while 
they're watching die mecdng. This 
has been a real help for our cily 
staff." 

She said several times cily coun­
cil members and Troy residents 
have been out of the slate and been 
able to watch council mcedngs on 
their computer. . 

Residents can also walch dieir 
favorite TV program while watch­

ing the city council meetings on 
dieir computer while at home. 

"Il's jusl one more way that 
we're taking .idvanlage of technol-' 
ogy in this fast-paced worid," she 
said. "It's been a time saver for 
staff, residents and council mcmr 
bcrs. 1 think it's great that Novi 
may follow suit" 

Stewart mcnUoned that die video 
sueaming cost die city only about 
SlOO.sincc most of the equipment 
was already available.

When former Novi resident 
Elizabciii Christen.scn set out lo co-
author a novel based on tlic TV 
scries "Slargate Atlantis," she had 
only to draw on her own experience 
for background. 

No, Christensen is not a deep 
space traveler bumping up against 
extra-lerrcstrinls on a regular basis. 

However, she 
docs work as 
an engineer for 
the US Air 
Force, and 
since tlic show 
is about mem­
bers of the Air 
Force tiaN-cling 
in space, her 

E. Christensen knowledge 
caine in handy 

from time to time. 
"Writing is in my off-lime," she 

sjiid. "It is not something you see 
often, an engineer who cares about 
grammar," 

Christensen co-aulhored 
"Slargatc Atlantis: The Chosen" 
wilh Australian writer Sonny 
Wiiitelaw. Tlie two have collaborat­
ed oil another book for tlic series, 
which Christcn.sen will come out In 
August. 

TTle book is roughly 200 pages 
und is set in the' universe of the TV 
show, wltich runs on tlic Sci Fi chan­
nel, Christensen said. She had to 
work within the constraints of die 
show, making sun; not to contradict 
past episodes or get into specific 
details lhat could potentially conflict 
with future shows. 

"It's kind of a delicate balance," 
she .said. "You have to be Ciueful, 
and they don't give us a lot of 
advance warning on what's coming 
up. It's a liiiic limiting, but it's enter­
taining." 

However, having established plot 
outlines and characters to work with 
was also a "springboard," 
Christensen said. She was able to 
lefcrence incidents in past episodes 
of the show, which she said is appre­
ciated by dedicated fans of the TV 
show. 

The book is available online at 
www.amazon.com, and sales have 
been good so far, Christensen said. 
It should also be available soon in 
Bamcs and Nobles bookstores, she 
said. 

One challenge for Christensen 
was tlie fact that Whliclaw is ba.sed 
in Australia, meaning the two had to 
share Ihcir writing and swap feed­
back via e-mail and occasional 
plionc calls, of\en made right when 
Whitclaw was waking up and 
Christensen was ready for bed. she 
said. 

However, the two complemented 
each otller, Christensen said. She is 
strong on cllamcter development, 
while Wiiitelaw is good with pIoLs 
and action. 

The series has a .strong interna­
tional following, Christensen said, 
and Ihe book was published in die 
UK. She ended up providing cxpcfl-
isc on American slang and speech, 
she said, since most of the people 
ins-olved in the book's deyelopmcnt 
were fixlm other countries. 

It took a year or two for Ihe book 
to l)c pubhshcd after development 
began. Christensen said, but noted 
thai her second collaboration with 
Whiielaw moved along much 

quickly. Writing on that book began 
in Fcbruao', alid it will be published 
in August, 

Christensen became involved 
with lhe projecl through "pure, 
dumb luck," she said. She was con­
tacted by Wiiitelaw aficf posting a 
commentary online about the space 
shuttle Columbia. Whiielaw had 
already written one novel for the 
scries. 

In the future, Christensen is con­
sidering puRuing some of her own 
writing projects, outside the realm 
of TV series based books, she said, 

"i think 1 would tike to pursue it 
and see where it goes," she said. 
"I'm not under any illusions about 
liow difllcult it is. I'm not giving up 
my day job." 

In tlie meantime, she Is preparing 
for an August conference for 
Slargatc fans in Chicago. She will 
be giving a pn̂ sentation at the con­
ference about the book, and said she 
might read an excerpt. 

Christensen said she is a fan of 
the "Sliirgale Atlaiids" TV .series 
liccausc of tiie Air Force Uc-in, and 
because it is more humorous, irrev­
erent and sarcastic tlian many olhcr 
science fiction shows. 

Her talent for writing comes from 
her father, who majored in jour­
nalism while in college and cur­
rently works in advertising, 
Christensen said. She was bom 
and raised in Novi, and received 
an aero-cngineering degree from 
the University of Michigan. She 
now works in Ohio for tilc Air 
Force.

Barring Lobbyist Arrangements 
with Sponsors of Terrorism 
(BLAST) Act, rcstricu lobbyists 
from being employed by govem-
nlenls designated by the U. S. Slate 
Deparlment as sponsors of terror­
ism. According to the Justice 
Depiirtmcnl, North Korea and Libya 
currenily employ lobbying firms in 
i]ic United Slalts. 

"As wc Americans prosecute the 
world War on Terror, for American 
lobbyists to promote die interests of 
terrorist stales is indefensible, 
immoral, and insane," McColler

In lhal news report this morn­

ing, the sludy staled lhal an eBay 
user with a ton of posiiive feed­
back, someone wilh a "good rep­
utation" on eBay will get eight 
percent (on average) more money 
in bids than someone wilh no 
established positive feedback. 
Now, eight percent may not seem 
like much, but that's an average. 
That means that some users get 
lots more than someone else sell­
ing ilic EXACT SAME PROD­
UCT, Why? Again (forlhe third' 
time this article alone), il's SIM­
PLE. People will pay more to 
buy something from someone 
reputable. 

Reputation is important. It 
affects everything. Guys and girls 
wilh bad reputations are talked 
about behind their backs. They 
are laughed at. and snickered at. 

Bad reputation's arc usually 
deserved, but not always. 
Sometimes accusations are levied 
against others without evidence. 
And it can without a doubt 
destroy lives.

"I'm praying justice gets 
served," the still grieving father 
said. 

Jessica Fear's mother, Denisc 
Rose Rapp, qiiielly wiped tears 
from her eyes as she listened lo

"Having to hear die events lhal 
have taken place has been very 
hard for mc," the Novi woman 
said. "I'm going to leave ut up to 
David Morse and Don Welch to 
get the job done. I just pray that 
when lliis is all over there will be 
ju.siice for Jc.s.siea." 

Hrighion Di.siricl Court Judge 
Theresa Brennan sent the case lo 
Circuit Court afler a two-part pre­
liminary hearing that began July 6 
and concluded Friday, 

On Friday, there was brief testi­
mony centering around the allega­
tion Westervelt stole keys thai 
operated llie gas station'.s cash 
regi.sier from Jessica Fear as she 

lay dying. Those keys were found 
by a Fowlervillc Dcparlmenl of 
Public Works' employee as he 
swept village streets three days 
afler the murder. 

Wcstervcll's niece, Carey 
Clark, testified earlier that her 
uncle confessed lo her and her 
fiance lhal he had been "seeing" 
Fear and that he .stabbed her when 
Fear threatened to tell 
Westcrvclt's girlfriend. 

Stephen Fear denies that his 
daughter was dating Wcstcirelt. 

"She lold him to go home; iic 
was dnnik," Clark, of Lansing, 
said. 

Westervelt lold her of the slab­
bing in winter 20fM. bul Clark 
said she was afraid lo come for­
ward al llie time. 

Fear had been slabbed 16 limes 
in llle back and chest. Three of the 
wounds pierced her heart. 

Detective Donald Welch of the 
Livingston Counly Sheriff's 
Depariinent also testified thai 
Wesier\'c!i confes.sed to hinl. 

Welch said Wesierveh told him 

in January that he was "disorient­
ed" after .slabbing the 21-year-old 
woman, who mouthed "why" as 
she lay on the floor ofthc gas sta­
tion looking at her assailant.

Rebuttal to Phil Power 

There ary morc than 14,000 reasons why 
Phil Power is wrong about "out-of-state 
extremists" backing Michigan's Slop 
Overspending plan ("Stealth Campaign 
Would Ruin Slate." July 13). They're the 
real, live Michigan members of the National 
Taxpayers Union (NTU). who.sc research 
arm. lhc NTU Foundation, Power slurred. 

Neither NTU nor NTUF have chipped in 
money for the Michigan signature drive, and 
it may interest him to know that honlc-
grown Michigan tax-fighter Richard Headlcc 
.served on NTU's Board of Directors for 
many years before he died. 

Power points lo Colorado's lax limit to 
warn that Michigan will suffer the same fate 
if voters enact the Stop OverSpcnding initia­
tive. Yet, falc has been most kind to the 
Rocky Mountain slate. With the major lenets 
of the Colorado mca.surc still in place, lhc 
stale has the highest pcr-capila income west 
of the Mi.'isissippi. and it boasts a 4.5 percent 
unemployment rale, compared lo Michigan's 
6 ]x.'rccni rale. In addition. Colorado ranked 
near or above the middle for high school 
graduation rales, average teacher salaries, 
and the National Education Association's 19-
poinl evaluation of school spending (con­
trary 10 Power's misinformation, Colorado's 
lax limit docs indeed apply lo localities). 

But Power's biggest whopper is that the 
so-called Defend Michigan Coalition, which 
opposes limits on government, ".seems to 
include just about every organization you 
ever heard of." Considering thai the coali­
tion's membership consists largely of labor 
unions, goveniinenl associations, and benefi­
ciaries of slate funds, the author's definition 
of "every" would appear strange lo lhc over­
burdened taxpayers who foot the bills for 
many of these groups' wish lists.

Tlie 7lh is usually a slrong 
Republican district-- though it 
has been known to vote for the 
occasional Dcmocral, like Bill 
Clinion. 

Tlic cuncnl congrc.ssman is a 
former Baltic Creek mayor and 
16-ycar slate senator, who won 
this seat in 2004 aficr a five-man 

GOP primary in which he sur­
vived with 28 percent lo 18 per­
cent for Walbcrg, who finished 
Ihird in that race. 

But Walbcrg is pinning his 
hopes on the fact lhat Schwar/, 
was the only "moderale" in lhat 
race; the "conservative" vole was 
split among his four opponents. 
Walbcrg, who hopes he'll pick up 
most of those who voled for nei­
ther man last time, says Schwarz 
is "out of touch" wilh the voters 
of his di.strict. 

Thanks to a hard right-wing 
Icgislniivc voting record, 
Walbcrg. 55, is backed by one of 
the slate's most powerful lobbies, 
Michigan Right To Life. He's 
also received buckets ofout-of-

• slate money from the Washington 
D.C.-bascd, free-market Club for 
Growth. 

But the 68-year-old Schwarz 
has an impressive array of solid 
Republican credentials of his 
own. He's been endorsed by 
President George W. Bush and 
Vice President Dick Cheney, in 
addition lo Michigan Republican 
Party, the Michigan Chamber of 
Commerce and Gene DcRossctl 
(one of the men he defeated two 
years ago.) 

He's personally and politically 
close 10 U.S. Sen. John McCain, 
R-Ariz., who has repeatedly cam­
paigned for him, Tlic National 
Rific Association will be sending 
out a dislricl mailing giving 
Schwarz.an "A" rating, and for­
mer Speaker of the Hou.se Newl 
Gingrich appeared at a Schwar/. 
fund raiser in Jackson last week. 

This is not the record of a "lib­
eral," though ihat's how Schwarz 
is being mischaraclcrized by his 
opponent. In fact, in today's poli-
lics, "conservative ccnirisl" 
would be far closer lo the mark. 
The congressman thinks our 
health care system needs lo be 
reformed, but he's not in favor of 
socialized medicine. 

He's opposed to gay marriage, 
but he doesn't think amending 
Ihe Conslilulion is the besl way 
lo rc.solvc social issues. He 
believes thai abortion should be 
"safe, legal and rare." 

Needless lo say, Walbcrg is to 
his right on all counts. 

To lny mind, the most signifi­
cant thing is not where the candi­
dates slant! on some right-Icfl 
continuum, or who is endorsing 
whom. Rather, it's the stature of 
the candidates as people and 

what Iheir candidacy signifies for 
the future of their party. 

I've known Joe Schwarz fi>r 20 
years or so. I've watched him in 

• action in the slalc senate, when: 
he was the single most knowl­
edgeable lawmaker in cither 
party on higher education issues. 

I've heard him talk about his 
careers as a Navy officer, as a 
CIA agent in Laos and Indonesia 
and as a medical doctor who still 
carries on his practice in Baltic 
Creek, I've listened as he 
embused about saving jobs in his 
dislricl, including hundreds at the 
Air Nallonal Guard base near 
Fort Custer. 

He's a big guy — six-two I'd 
guess — balding, smart, with a 
great sense of humor. He toler­
ates fools badly and has a quick 
temper. But he's an able, experi­
enced legislator who knows how 
to get things done. He was 
ranked "Rookie of the Year" 
when he broke into the Michigan 
legislature in 1988 and rose all 
the way to "fourth most effec­
tive" in the Detroit News' rank­
ings four years lalcr. And he's 
already carved out an impressive 
reputation in Washington, includ­
ing being ranked among Ihe top 

10 mî st powerful freshmen in 
Congress. 

Walbcrg, by conirasi, has a 
record that could be charitably be 
described as... modest. In a 1988 
Detroit News survey of legisla­
tors, staffers and lobbyists, 
Walberg ranked 141sl out of 147 
lawmakers. In the 1992 survey, 
he rose to 119lh. His poor leg­
islative ranking, perhaps, signi­
fies how difficult it is for an 
intensely ideological legislator — 
in his ca.se, hard right — to sum­
mon up enough support in any 
kind of dcmocralic body to get 
things done. 

And that, in turn, gets lo lhc 
future of the GOP in Michigan. 
While true moderale Republicans 
like former Gov, William 
Milliken are rare today, there is 
evidence that a GOP doinlnalcd 
by right-wing ideologues may 
lose touch with many middle-of-
the-road voters." . 

Most surveys show Michigan 
about evenly divided between 
Republicans and Democrats, but 
with at least as many voten> call- . 
ing thclnsclvcs independents and 
happily splitting their tickets, 
Michigan gave Gov. John Englcr 
62 percent of its votes in 1998, 

and four years later gave the same 
support to as. Sen. Carl Levin, 

But if Walberg wins ihe GOP 
primary, he risks being so far to 
the right lhat he would be vulner­
able lo a Democrat who might 
appeal to moderale Republicans 
and independents. And if a 
Walberg victory in the primary is 
taken by Republican activists as 
a sign the party should lack far­
ther lo the right, the risk is lhat ' 
the GOP will be in for a long, 
hard slog lo get back to the mid- • 
die where most voters live. 

Anil it is important to remem­
ber lhat apart from ideology, Joe 
Schwarz has the background, 

. integrity and experience that arc 
so seldom seen and arc so greatly . 
needed in Washington these days. 

It's rare to see both politics 
and personality so aligned, but in ' 
Joe Schwara voters have a , 
chance to re-elect a truly dislin- :

If you 
can't gel a list of a competitor's cus-
lomcnv, send sur\'cys asking poien-
u'al cusiomcl̂  what businesses they 
support in your industry, and what 
they like best about them. 

MonHor the media 
Are yotif coitlpctitors running 

spcciai promotions or getting a lot 
of local media attention? By keep­
ing an eye oul for .sales and special 
marketing blitzes, you can see how 
your business stacks up or may be 
slacking. 

Talk to sales reps 

If you sell products, you may 
have another good source of infor­
mation: the vendors who sell you 
merchandise for your store.
