That's secording to Denise
Shutle, am emergency medical
physkcian  with'  Providence
Hospital in Novi und Southficld,
who said the most common
effect of a bee sfing is a local
reicdon with pain and sweliing
at the site of the sting.

However, she said bee stings
couse an anaphylactic ceaction in
some peaple, making It difficult

for thea 10 brewthe. Theic blood

pressure may drop and they may
tum red and pxperience wheez-
fng, she said.

“There's qulic a fow trw aller-
gic reuctions My happen,”
Shuttie sald.

Those exporienzing an allergic
reaction o a sting should call
911, Shuttie sail. EMS workers
will hegln sreatment in che field,
she said
