Adequate Ycariy Progress n:sult.s 
were convoluted and black and 
white. 

"AYP is yes or no; all or 
none." he said. "My life docs not 
have very many all or none 
things in it." 

Bauer said in general, he didn't 
think there is a such thing as a 
"best school" because different 
kids need different types of 
schools and different kinds of 
programming. 

"But in all of them, we Mat 
liids to do well on Ihc MEAP and 
other tests," Bauer said.

"Thieves will typically go 
Ihrough an unlocked door or force 
their entry by kicking the door 

in," he said. 
"We see more thefts from 

motor vehicles more than we do 
any type of home invasion." 

Molloy said during the last 
three weeks, there have been scv-
cnil incidents where items were 
taken out of unlocked vehicles. 

Molloy said three juveniles 
were arrested on larceny from 
auto charges and police are con­
tinuing to investigate the inci­
dents. . 

Nonhvilie Township residents 
living on Spyglass Drive and 
Riviera Drive in the Nonhvilie 
Hills subdivision also reported

The SOS measure would limil slale spending lo the sum of inflation 
plus populaiion ^rowlh -~ giving mir elecied lawmakers very lillle 
ability lo deal wilh major crises. Supporters claim they've handed in 
more itian the .117,757 .signatures needed lo put the proposal on the 
ballot. Some early polls show SOS ahead, allhough a coalition of civic 
groups is fighting the proposal, saying ihe language is impossible lo 
undersland. They also point lo ihc mess lhal a .similar measure crealcd 
in Colorado before ii was repealed. 

Hul though Ihis pniniises disa.sier. il still may be on Ihe ballol. 
The K-lf) proposal would anionialically connnii to .school districts, 

comiininiiy colleges and universities al least enough slate funding lo 
cover irillallonarj' cosl increases. The Senate Fiscal Agency says the 
uica-sure. if il passes, would rc((uire the slale lo spend an addiiiona! 
mi million Ihe first year. 

This proposal is also ahead in the polls. If both were lo pass, how­
ever. Ihe SOS proposal woldd ininip the iilher, since unlike the K-16 

proposal, il is a Constitutional 
Aincndmeni, noi a simple law.

The SBT, 
which produces around SI.9 billion in slalc revenue, is set to expire on 
Dec. 31, 2()07. As of now, the current lawmakers arc supposed to 
solve lhal problem in a "lanle-duck" .session alter the Nov. 7 cleciion. 

More realislie observers figure il will lake ihe legislature months 
and months to liaiiinlcr Out a new slalc business (ax. 

And on top of ihai — veteran la.\ experts say il lakes a long lime to 
develop the necessary systems lo eotlcci the new revenue. 

Josepli J. Tomezyk, [director of John Hernard LLC, a tax advLsory 
firm in Royal Oak says, "it certainly will lake al least a year, pnibably 
closer lo 18 months to put together all the .systems required to make 
the lax work." 1 le knows .something about this; he is a former slafi'er 
at the .stale treasury department. Tomezyk .says the siaic has to under­
sland the language of whatever bill the legislature passes and the gov­
ernor signs. Who's taxed? How is the tax lo Iw computed? Whal about 
c.siiinaied payments? Pre-payinenis? 

Then there is the mailer of forms and systems. How lo process and 
account for the reuim.s? Whal about delinquent taxpayers and follow-
up. nol to mention audits? 

• The bottom line is that the slale is already facing a billion-dollar 
"siniciural" budget deficit, which means lhal the funding sy.stems now 
in place automatically turn up that much of a shortfall, every year. 

If Ibe legislaiurc follows its tnidiiional work pace — which is very, 
very slow — ii won't get around to pa.ssing a replacement busincss'lax 
until late 2007. If il then takes 18 months for the Depanment of 
Treasury to .sort out the tax-collection .systems, the stale could be fac­
ing a sky-high deficit of nearly S3 billion or so (the SI billion currcnl 
deficit plus nearly S2 billion in business lax shortfall) for the fiscal . 
year that starts in October, 2007. 

Michigan's Conslituiion forbids any deficits at all, .so some time 
next year the legislature might find Itself having (o cut stale spending 
by around one-third! You may be certain neither candidate for gover­
nor nor any of the folks ninning for i!ie legislature arc going to talk 
much about litis problem. But we could be facing a financial train 
wn:ck. thanks to the obsession wilh culling taxes above anything else, 
especially sound government policy. 

When asked about this problem. Sen. Nancy Cassis, R-Novi, a 
member of the legislative eolnmilicc that Will propose a replacement 
business tax, said "I hear it (the problem) loud and clear." She added, 
"il will take an extraordinary level of discipline" for the legislature to 
implement tax refonn before the SBT runs out. 

Don't hold your breath. 
Tliat's why a day-long town hall niccting on Nov. 13 (the Monday 

after ihc election) on business taxation policy might be interesting. 
Co-.sponsorcd by The Center for Michigan, my newly formed non­
profit "think-and-do lank," and Michigan Slate University, the gathcrr 
ing will aim to cast light on the whole Uix question. 

A panel of budget and tax cxpcns will review the consequences of 
the various tax plans under con.sideralion — who wins, who lo.ses, and 
what Ihc Impact is on the budget and ihc slate. (Full disclosure: I'm 
the guy who founded The Center for Michigan; 1 serve as Its 
Prcsideni.) , ' .

Minimum wage change needed 

ASAP 
If your high school son or daughter struggled lo find a summer 

job. don't be surprised if he or she finds il nearly Impossible to ^ 
locate part-time work during the school year. The job markel for 
young people - never what you'd call robust - Is about to go 
bust, as many employers, like us, look at eliminating jobs for 
youth "under 18 when the new minimum wage hike begins Oct. 1. 
That is, unless our lawmakers and Governor Cranholm pass a 
reduced minimum wage for employees under age 18. 

The increased minimum wage legislation was passed to assure 
a higher living standard for working families. But it applies to 
everyone In the workforce, including the young person that bags 
your groceries, the kid that shags your golf cart and the young 
ticket-taker at the movie theatre. The high schooler who lakes , 
your order at the drive through and the student who helps out at 
the local nursery school will all now be mandated lo receive not 

, less lhan S6.95 an hour (and even more over the next couple of, 
years). 

The retail, hospilalily, tourism and movie theatre industries 
haVe long been major employers of high school-age students, 
providing youth with an opportunity to earn their own spending 
money for high school aiid cash for college. Kids in their first 
jobs learn skills for their future working careers-everything . . 
from the importance of arriving on time lo the necessity of . 
dressing appropriately and treating customers with respect. 

Employing youth isn't easy. Employers have lo follow stricter 

labor laws lhal regulate how many hours a young person can 
work, how late ihey can work and the types of jobs they can do. 
In addition, employers face higher training costs and higher 
turnover, as kids start and slop work due IO changing after-
school activities. 

Thai's why many employers, like us. will have l i l l lc choice but 
to scale-back ihe number of high school students employed and 
reduce the number of hours worked. As an employer of many 
young persons, we'll instead look al ways to automate jobs, or 
give the job duties lo employees who are older, have more flexi­
bility in the hours Ihcy can work, and require less training. 

This consequence of the minimum wage hike was unforeseen. 
Tor most parents, the implication won't be understood until their 
son or daughter loses his/her job, and the parents arc now 
shelling out 100 percent of the eo.st for school supplies, football 
tickets, gas for the car and those pricey jeans. 

Senator Cameron Brown recently introduced legislation, 
Senate Bi l l 1364, thai would enable employers to pay workers 
under age 18 a wage that's less than $6.95 an hour. If we're 
going to preserve jobs for high school students, we need law­
makers to act pn the plan before Oct. 1. Without some relief, the 
minimum" wage hike is going to turn into a wage cut for every 
family with high schoolers who can no longer find work.
