When a first marriage ends in 
divorce a second marriage will 
end in divorce more 
quickly.

An 
enduring mamage is not predict- > 
ed just because there are ups or 
downs.llfc liasboth Ud tfie'abil-̂  
ity of peoi)le to address these.; -
changes and go with the How, m 

tcmis of flexibility, and commit­
ment to each other provide a sta­
ble basis. Some arc unable, 
unwilling or do not understand, 
what this means. 

Looking forwaixl to when the 
children leave the house as an 
easier time to make decisions is 
just one way to put off attending 
to imilortanl factors which may 
lead to di\'orcc. Tlic only reason 
to stay together is bcĉ iusc the 
couple remains committed to 
each other and is willing to work 
on their relationship to keep it 
strong and vital. 

Some advice which comes 
from John Goltman at the 
Gottman Institute about ways to 
maintain a strong marriage • 
include: seek help c;u-ly. 

- According to his studies six years 
of problems which don't go away 
mean 6 years of uiihappincss 
which can easily, ilicn, lead to a 
brejlkup. Avoid verbalizing every 
critical comment you might 
ni;tkc; edit yourself. Discuss 
problems in a gentle and respect­
ful fashion; not with contempt or 
undue criticism. According to 
Goltman research shows that each 
party must be able to be influ­
enced by the other. Don't hold on 
to your own ideas rigidly. Make 
sure to know iiow to repair a dis­
agreement and leam how to leave 
it. Be sure to include a focus on 
the bright side of your relation­
ship. There is usually one; it may, 
sometimes, be hard to find, it 
might be as simple as we are 
alive and we have each other. 

At the Samaritan Center we 
find many couples coming lo dis­
cuss relationship problems which 
are so dinicult that it is diOicult 
and sometimes impossible, to dis­
entangle them. Give yourself per­
mission to do what you need to 
do lo make the relationship you 
are in the best that it can be for 
you.
