It s time for a l.irgfr Novi 
library, oflicials say. and they're 
ready 10 put it up for a vole. 

The Library Board ol Tnistees 
. wants to get a bond proposal to 
raise money for expansion on the 
November 2007 election ballot, 
The board is looking lo formally 
make the request at a council 
meeting soon, although it hasn'i 
selected a date. 

Oflicials say timing is cnlical 
for Ihc library s c«pansion hopes. 
A proposal failed, in 1999. and 
earlier this year the libraiy board 
dĉ -idcd not to iiy lo put the initia-
live on the ballot again this 
November, citing Ihc ma.ssivc 
public relauons required to dmm 
up support among voters. 

To be iiblc lo use an enisling 
u|)cnining election where people 
.ire focusing on local issues makes 
sense, said Brenda Lussier. Novi 
library direclor. 

Tlie library s lentalive plan is 
for a $16 million bond, which 
would break oul lo a ..142 millagc 
rale, or S29.9.i a year for a Novi 
resident's whose home is worth 
$175,000. 

A preliminary design from 
Planle k Moras Corporate Real 
Estate Advisor, would add two 
new wings lo Ihe exisiing sinic-
lure and lack on ncarty 40.000 
square feel. The wings would b« 
constnicled lo allow for future 
expansion, likely by adding a sec­
ond (loor.

Redistricting Novi's elementary 
schools could affect every taxpay­
er in the city 

in May. Novi residents may 
decide on a bond lo pay for build­
ing upgrades and the construction 
of a new pre-school. 

Resident Marcy Salemi said she 
hopes the district is careful about 
asking taxpayers for more money 

"We don't want to be another 
Northville." she said. "We don't 
want a millage so big it goes down 
in names." 

Jim Rosier, superintendent for 
linance. said Monday that the 
adminislration has not developed 
a dollar amount for the bond yet. 
because the school board hasn't 
approved the redistricting plan 
yet. 

"We have to get a feel for what 
the hoard wants." Rosier said. 
"Bond issues are not .something 
we create in a vacuum. The next 
nine months will be packed full of 
processes." 

Rosier said the school board 
will discu.ss redistricting and a 
possible bond at a workshop 
scheduled at 7:30 p.m. Thursday, 
Sept. 21. 

The school board is expected to 
vote on the proposal during the

Inc. Macy's was founded in 
New York ill 1858. 

While it's loo early lo lell 
how Macy's will fare in Twelve 
Oaks, Ihc store was bustling 
Monday afternoon, and many 
shoppers were roaming ihe mall 
wilh Macy's bags fealuring the 
chain's signature red stars.

The rug store is remaining in Novi. 

City Manager Clay Pearson 
said Novi tries to be fair lo all of 
its merchants, as its retail market 
is competitive. 

"People have lots of invest­
ments, and we try to ireat every­
body equally," he said.

Much of 
nurture marketing mvolves b.isic 
common .sense: freal olhers Ihc 
way you would like lo be treated lo 
keep in touch with prospects (new 
and c.xistmg customer.) and devel­
op and cullivaie relationships to 
generate new business. Hero are 
just a few highly valuable but sim­
ple tips you can use lo begin devel­
oping your nurture m;irkcting game 
plan: 

Know your AitCs (ami lis)! 
Before jumping headfirst into nur-
lua- markeling activities, dissect 
your prospect ba.se into A, B, C and 
D aceount.s. Typically, Ihe A and B 
accounts arc where most of your 
revenue will come from in the near 
Icmi, per vour sales plan ,ind ideal 
client profile. The C and D 
accounts are those that hold poten­
tial to become rcvcnuc-gencmting 
accounts, diough not necessarily in 
the nrar tcmi. The As and Bs typi­
cally receive pcrsonali/cd commu­
nication when possible. The Cs and 
Ds lend lo receive more of what the 
industry calls "drip" markeling, 
which means aclivilies ,arc moic 
general lalher lhan higlily personal­
ized by account and contact type. 

Become the iruslcd advisor. 
Nurture niiirkeling helps lo eslab-
lish you as a tmsled advisor in die 
minds of your prospects—and 
therefore puts you at Ihe top of Iheir 
list when they are scarehing for or 
trying to m,-ikc a decision regarding 
your type of olfcring. Ask yourself 
what you need to provide so thin 
they will sec you as a misled advi­
sor Remember, your product/.serv-
ice infomialion is important, but it 
isn't everything. Indusuy reports, 
ease studies (industry ca.se studies 
as well as your own), articles, 
Webinar invites, etc.. can also be 
powerful tools. 11ie.se tools evenlu-
ally build your nurture marketing 
tool kit. 
• Execution Is key. Once you, 

have developed your nurture mar-
keUng tool kit (which should grow 
continuously lo keep informauon 
frc.sh and new), start lo assign 
activitics/matenals lo specilic 
prospect lyiies (die A, B, C, and D 
accounts). Record specilic dales in 
your calendar when, materials 
should be sent out lo each prospect. 
You may not know what maienals 
you will send two months, from 
now. for example, but you should al 
lca.st nolo that you will be .sending 
someUiing on X dale. And. don i 
foiget about tlic in-person visits 
and outings; they are great tools lo 
add to your nurlun; activities. You 
may also have multiple contacts 
per target account which value dif­
ferent iiifonnation sent m different 
ways-and possibly at different 
umes. Tlie infomialion sent lo ihc 
A and B accounts should be per­
sonalized. Sales should lead this 
clfort (i.e. sending an article, high­
lighting the iihponanl concepts, 
adding a handwnllen note, mailing 
in hard copy fomiat). Be sure lo 
explain why .you arc sending Ihe 
infomialion. olherwisc prospects 
may nol understand how the infor­
mation pertains lo their business 
objectives and functional needs. 
The C and D accounts may receive 
the s.inie informalion but in more 
of a cunnedyongomg campaign 
type approach through mediums 

. such as monthly e-zmes or direct 
mailers. Tliese aclivilies tend to 
offer Ihe same, infomialion lo the 
same people at ihc same lime, and . 

' Ihe marketing departnicnlvlcnds lo , 
oversee dicsc efforts. 

rrnek jour iictivifics. Its 
important to know what you are. 
sending, when and why. .Using 
technology (i.e. customer relation­
ship management and/or .Sales 
force automation) lo track all your, 
nurture activities helps.give you 
and'oUicrs visibility .into what is 
working.. when and wiUi. whom., 
This .allows you lo.continually 
improve your approach for betler 
results.
