County agency helps 

TtliJcn .said OLSHA is a com­
munity action agency with about 

70 service programs for low-
income residents in Oakland and 
Livingston counties. Thclr cus­
tomers include seniors on a fixed 
income or (hose receiving disabil­
ity u.ssistancc income. 

The agency olTers a wcalhenza-
tion assistance program, which is 
a Department of Energy program 
established in J 972, .scrvmg about 
300 families annually. 

For those income-eligible, the 
free, granI-.supportcd program can 
help them save energy lit home. 

According to program guide­
lines, eligible clients may not cam 
more than $ 14,700 a year in gross 
pay; an eligible couple may not 
earn more than $19,800 a yeiu-; 
and a family of four can't earn 
more than $30,000 a year.' 

"Those figures arc based on the 
federal poverty guidelines," TIldcn 
said. 

Others who are eligible arc 
those on state disability, those who 
receive Social Security 
Supptemcnlal Income or those 
who receive aid from the state for 
their children. 

Residents must apply for the 
program, and, if eligible, receive a 
free energy education program 
that's about two hours long. 

The program is olTcrcd at the 
Novi Senior Center on 
Meadowbrook Road north of Ten

Goveroinent involvement with the allocation of 
lecrentional funds is an issue diat people will 
decide on Nov. 7. 

Proposal 1 would amend the state Consiiluiion lo 
protect Department of Natural Resource funds. If 
adopted, it would require that money held in con­
servation and recreation funds only \K vised for liicir 
intended purposes. 

The ballot also slates that il will establish the cur­
rent Game and Fish ["rolcclion Fund and llic 
Nongame and Fish and Wildlife Fugd within the 
Constitution. 

TIk initiative arose from concern that govemmcni 
would divert funds from specific recreation funds to 
manage a balanced budget. 

An analysis written by the non-panisan, not-for-
profit Citizens Research Council of Michigan 
(CRC) recalls one incident when $78 million of the 
Waterways Fund was used lo support the stale's 

general fund. 
Revenue currently collected Uirough recreational 

aciiviiles such as snowmobiling, hunting, fishing or 
camping is uliimately available for govemmem use. 
The proposal looljs to combine individual DNR 
accounts into one large fund, the Michigan 
Conservation and Recreation Legacy Fund. 

Highland Conservancy President Mick Bell said 
he would lilce assurances that money spent on recre­
ation programs will be used for its original intent. 

According to the CRC analysis, government ben-
cHls from the fiexibility that allows them to use tax 
dollars where they are needed most But he further 
contends that if funds are not used for dieir intend­
ed puiposcs. a hunter, for example would pay more 
in tax dollars toward the general fund th.an a non-
hunter. 

"Do wc really need a constitutional amendment 
to allocate user fees to their intended purposes? 
Maybe in today's political cliniaic wc do. Tlial's 
sad," Bell said.

Afier being denied admittance 
to die University of Michigon in 
1995, Gratz and another student 
who was denied admittance in 

- 1997 filed n class action lawsuit 
against the school, asking .for, 
among other things, an injunction 
prohibiting U-M from using race 
as a determinant in its admittance 
policy. 

The case eventually worked its 
wjiy up to the Supreme. Court, 
which decided in a separate case 
(also related to U-M) that racial 
consideration in a school's 
admissions policy did not violate 
the equal protection clau.se of the 
Constitution. 

U.M's admission system, the 
Court decided in Gratz's lawsuit, 
took il too fan Ultimately, the 
verdict came down in favor of 
Gratz. 

Now, Proposar2, tiie Micliigan 
Civil Rights Initiative, with Gratz 
as executive director, is asking 
voters to do what the Court did 
not: "ban anirniative .tetion pro­
grams that give prefcrcniial treat­

ment to groups or individuals 
based on their race, gender, color, 
ethnicity or national origin for 
public employment, educadon or 
contuicdng purposes," by way of 
a consUlutional amendment 

According to die M C R l web 
site. Proposal 2 will not change 
the Supreme Court's declsioii 
because "The court only ruled 
that consideration of race in the 
university admission process was 
not barKd by the equal protection 
clause of the U. S. Constitution, 
not that it was required." 

"The people of the state of 
Michigan are cntided to set a 
higher stiindard for their own uni-
versilies, if they choose," it staled. 

Calls 10 the MCRl were not 
relumed. 

Rebecca' Malotke-Meslin, 
director of the Get Qui the Vote 
office, which is run by the 
Oakland County National 
Organization for Women, sees 
problems wiih Proposal 2. 

"Statistics show that white 
women have been helped more 
th.in any other group from affir­
mative aclion," she .said. 

Malotke-Meslin uses heart dis­
ease research as an example. 
Before women entered the field, 
most heart di.seasc rcscirch was 
conducted on white men, the 

same demographic as the 
researchers, she said. Througii 
affimiaUve nedon for better edu­
cadon and better jobs, women 
were able to research heart dis­
ease in women. It was discovered 
that for women, heart ottack 
symptoms can be completely dif­
ferent than in men. 

"Women are still benefiting 
(from offirraotive action)," 
Malodic-Meslin said. 

She also pointed out that affir­
mative action can benefit anyone, 
including men. Affirmative 
aclion helps people find opportu­
nity in places they otherwise 
might be shut out; Malotke-
Meslin offers men in the nursing 
field as an example.

A game bird or a song bird? It 
will be up to Michigan volets lo 
decide on Nov. 7. 

If approved, Proposal 3 will 
make Michigan the 41st slate to 
establish a,hunting season for 
mourning doves. 

Gabe Kish of the Gun Bam in 
Highland said he supports a sea­
son that is already legal in 
Michigan's surrounding states. 

In 1905 legislation banned 
dove hunting in Michigan. The 
law was reversed in 20O4 to 
establish a three-year trial period 
in six of Michigan's coundes, he 
said. Enough people signed a 
petition, suspending the season 
uald diis year's election. . 

"It's only an issue becausoioEl 
the type.of people that have 
moved into the neighborhood. 
All those non-hunters," said 
Kish. "It's not the same place as 
il was 20 years ago." 

According to Kisli, doves are 
the most populated bird around. 
They aro a good size piece of 
meat, and they taste good, he 
said. The only argument heard 
from non-hunters is that "they 
are cute little birds," Kish said. 

Michigan Humane Sociciy 
members disagree. They, as oth­
ers who arc opposed to dove 
hunting said that as the stale's 
bird of peace, doves deserve pro-
lecdon. They say that doves are 
not overpopuialcd, not an agri­
cultural threat and not a viable 
food source. 

Barb Poland said it is evil the 
way people are leaching children 
it is okay to hunt doves. 

" i feel that it's target practice 
on a living creature," she said. 

Poland is not opposed to hunt­
ing in general. She points out that 
Ihere are many odier birds diat arc 
larger and a more feasible food 
source to hunt..She added that 
doves arc not a nuisance to socie­
ty. 

i f enacted. Proposal 3 would 
requii:e_ a mourning dove hunter 
to havVa sniiirt game license and 
purchase a $2 stamp. 

Autumn Fog of the National 
Rifle Association said she 
believes a dove hunting season 
would add to the economical 
engine of ihe society. 

Doves are said to be an easier 
target than most other animals, 
"it's a great way for new hunters 
to try hunting," Fog said.

Last year, the U.S. Supreme Court decided 
in a split 5-4 decision that government agen­
cies could force homeowners and businesses 
lo sell their privalcly-owncd property for the 
purpose of economic development. 

The court ruling, known as the Kelo 
Dccfsion was a case involving the city of New 
London, Conn., which condemned private 
prpperty to be used as part of a redevelop­
ment plan. The court saw the plan as a public 
benefit, therefore, a good reason to exercise 
eminent domnin. 

Michigan voters will decide how they feel 
on the issue on Nov. 7. Proposal 4 would 
amend the Michigan Constitution, restricting 
government's power lo use eminent domain 
in purposes solely lo promote economic 
growUl.fH ' - ' H M ' K J ; ? ? ' nifiA y'-H' 

According lo William Nowling, director of 
media rclalion.'; at Sterling Corp., a case in 
Lansing is still percolating where the slate 
has declared an entire area as blighted. Many 
residents and businesses are concerned about 
their welfare including a 3-year-old 

McDonalds and a flower shop that has oper­
ated in the community for 50 years. 
Michigan's current law allows eminent 
domain to be used for blight removal. 

If approved, the amendment will require 
the governrlieni lo decide when to use emi­
nent domain on a casc-to-case basis using 
strict juslificaiion. Their aiithorily lo declare 
an entire area as blighted will be limited and 
determined individually. And only then, if the 
power of eminent domain is jusilified the gov­
ernment will be required to pay 125 percent 
of the fair market value to the owner, 
Nowling said. 

According to Grand Haven City Manager 
Pal McCinnis, using eminent domain is 
sometimes necessary. Under a recent SlOO 
million development plan the city exerted 
eminent domain when one of 20 owners of 
contaminated property refused to sell. The 

•'ggnsUTlction rplan r promised' 600' jobs to a • 
town of 11,000 people. 

"It's not as harsh as it's made oul to be. 
We're very sensitive to people's needs," 
McCinnis said. The ciiy paid immensely for 
the property and also took responsibility for 
its relocating expenses. 

Creating a large number of jobs in a small 
town is a public benefit and a compelling rea­
son to use eminent domain, McCinnis said. 

Nowling referred lo the Poletown case of 
1981, where the ciiy condemned five square 
miles of land to build a new General Motors 
plant, which would extend across the borders 
of Detroit and Hamtrnmck. It was built in a 
path where about 1,500 homes, businesses, 
churches and a hospital once stood. Families 
and company owners were forced to sell dicir 
property in the government's robust elTorl lo 
keep the automotive industry in Detroit. 

Many limes, eminent domain actions occur 
and go unnoticed to the public, according to 
Nowliilg. 

"Tile threat is so daunting to homeowners 
that ihey usually jusl sell," Nowling said. Tlie 
likelihood lo prevail against government 
aclion is small and many choose not lo dis­
pute the administration, he added. , ,

P r o p 5 : S c h o o l f u n d i n g c o n f u s i o n

Whether you're a veteran voter 
or a rookie, the voling booth can 
be an intimidating place — espe­
cially when you arc facing com­
plicated ballot issues. 

Craig Thiel, a research associ­
ate with Citizens Research 
Council of Michigan, a non-par­
tisan public policy research 
organization, recently provided 
an unbiased analysis of one of 
Ihc issues facing voters — 
Proposal Five on the statewide 
ballot. 

Proposal Five would set school 
funding levels slightly higher 
than they are now — and 
increase them annually by the 
inflation rate. The idea is to pre­
vent the legislature from decreas­
ing school funds, as they have 
several times in recent years. If 
the state has less money lhan 
counted on, it would have to cut 
spending lo something else, not' 
schools. 

Come election day. voters 
must decide whether it should be 
passed into law. 

If passed, the law would: 

• Increase current funding to 
public schools, inlermediale 
school dislricls. community col­
leges, and higher education by 

approximately $565 million. It 
would require the slate lo provide 
annual funding increases equal to 
the rate of inflation. 

According to Tliiel, if this pro­
posal passes, and inflalion goes 
up by 3 percent, for example, 
colleges and universities would 
gel an increase by 3 percent — 
although not necessarily in equal 
amounts. Public schools under 
this proposal would get per pupil 
increases based on inflalion. 
Depending on the district.' 

••schools currenlly receive an aver­
age of $7,500 per student 
enrolled. 

• Require the slate to'fund any 
deficiencies from the General 
Fund. 

"Wc currenlly fund K through 
12 schools oul of pot of money 
called Ihe school aid fund in 
which most of ihc revenue source 
is the sales lax," Thiel said. "If 
the cost exceeds this revenue, die 
state's general fund will have to 
make up the difference." 

ThicI mentioned that all com­
munity colleges and ihe majority 
of higher education schools 
already usually use the general 
fund. 

• Provide "base funding for 
school districts with declining 
enrollment oil a three-year stu­
dent enrollment average. 

Right now, according to Thiel, 
Ihe way the stale determines the 

numbers of pupils enrolled is by 
looking at student enrollment for 
the current and previous year. 
This proposal would allow dis­
tricts to look al Ihrec-year aver­
ages; which would lessen the 
effect of a declining enrollment. 

• Reduce and cap retirement 
fund contributions paid by public 
schools, community colleges and 
slate universities, and shift Ihe 
remaining portion lo the Sale. 

Schools, colleges and universi­
ties are currenlly responsible for 
100 percent of ihc contributions 
to fund pension and health care 
benefits for retirees and their 
benefactors. This proposal would 
put a cap on the contribution. 
The cap would be 80 percent of 
total contribiltion, and the stale 
would pick up Ihe other 20 per­
cent. 

"Unlike the inflationary 
increases, this is a cost that is 
going to have to be bom," Thiel 
said. "Under this proposal, it 
shifts a portion'to the stale, and 
frees up resources that the 
schools would have lo use to 
either provide salaries or pul into 
the classroom." 

• Reduce funding gap between 
school districts receiving basic 
per-pupil foundation allowance 
and those receiving maximum 
foundation allowance. 

According to Thiel, the pro­
posed law would require the gap 

between the basic per pupil foun­
dation allowance and the maxi­
mum state-guaranteed per pupil 
foundation allowance to be 
reduced from $1,300 to $1,000 
by fiscal year 2012. 

Although thiel and his associ­
ates arc committed to providing 
factual, independent and unbi­
ased analysis of issues concern­
ing state and local government, 
voters have their own opinions. 

Milford resident Carol Nagy 
plans on voling for the proposal. 
"I believe schools do need the 
money, especially here and in 
Huron Valley. We need lo be able 
to provide the same education as 
kids in West Bloomfield and 
Birmingham," Nagy said-

Mark Mikolaiczik of Salem 
Township disagrees with the pro­
posal, but plans lo vole for it 
because he and his wife have 
Ihree young children. 

"I find the whole proposal 
fnistraling because we as taxpay­
ers were sold a bill of goods 
when the 6-percent sales tax was 
enacted," Mikolaiczik said. "As a 
father of three, however, I plan lo 
vote for the proposal because it's 
the right thing to do for my kids." 

Salem Township resident Basil 
Barrett is undecided at this point, 
however, he says "I haven't heard 
good things about i l . "

Many times older adults (30+) 
report that they work out more 
and cat better than they used to, 
but have still put on a few pounds 
or find it more dinicult'io keep 
weight from increasing. TTic reali­
ty IS that if you truly are working 
out more and eating healthier'or 
le.ss (focusing more on what you 
cat), then you are simply moving 

• less during the entire day than 
your used lo when things were 
'easier", (remember how many 
steps you used to take as a kid?). 
Il has nothing to do with your 
workout or food selection. If, in 
fact, you have increased your 
workout volume and yoil eat less, 
then that difTerence in calorics is 
making tip for your overall day's 
reduction in movement compared 
to previous years. Moral o f the 
story, is ihalyou don't have lo 
work out harder or eat less as long 
as you maintain your non-exercisc 

, dally activities (or increase ihcm 
when weight begins to creep up).

Nesded in the small villagc.of Dixboro, 
jusl outside bustling Ann Arbor, ihc 
Dixboro General Store liiis long been a 
landmark to neighboring towns. 

Tiic store was built around 1840, seven 
years befon; ilie binh of Thomas Edison, 
and nearly 20 years before the beginning of 
the Civil War.

.surviving in (he early yeans by (rading will) 
locals and travelers. Plymouth Road was 
once Ihe main route connecting Detroit and 
Ann Arbor, hiking a learn of honses wilh a 
load of goods a minimum of three ilays. 

Tlie upstairs usually housed the mer­
chant's family, who often entertained 
neighbors on the front porch with their gui­
tars and fiddles. 

Tiie east side of the current .store, which 
now houses Ihe store's Bear Room, player 
piano and kitchen, was actually a separate 
house until il was connected lo the general 
store in 1995. 

Around 1915 and continuing for many 
years, Ihe upstairs of the store was used as 
a Saturday night dance hall. Customers 
now walk on ihc same hardwood dance 
door installed inlhe 19205. 

In lhal same decade, the store owner 
added a gas pump and sold gasoline for 
diose fashionable Model Ts that replaced-
the horse and buggy. Later, a small hot dog 
stand was even set out from to grab Ihc 
allention of the many cars traveling 
Plymouth Road to University of Michigan 
football games. 

In 1964. tlic store changed from general 
merchandise lo antiques and remained an 
iinlique store until the 1980s. Tlieslorehad 

been vacant for several years when Allan 
and Clicryl Goode purchased the properly 
in 1990, renovated the store and reopened 
its doors in 1991. 

"Whcri wc first reopened the .store in this 
tiny village we didn't know if people 
would come," Allan said. "But as soon as 
we opened our doors wc knew it was a suc­
cess. 

"People visit the store for an aftcmoon in 
the country, even thougit we're only a few 
miles from bu.sy Plymouth and Ann Arbor.
