U's enjoyable, 
it's an escape, and it's something 
we look forward to." 

Rowens said sleep disorder 
physicians are busy because Ihcy 
sec many patients who snorc loo 
much or have sleep apnea. 

The disorder, causing a person 
to stop breathing for short periods 
of time while sleeping, affects 
aboul 5 percent of the population. 

Chronic insomnia, defined as 
having difficulty sleeping for 
more than a month, is another 
common sleep disorder, affecting 
10-15 percent of the population, 
he said. 

Sleep ref lects l i fe 
situatlofis 

Acute, short-term insomnia is a 
normal reaction to a lol of events, 
such as grieving, stress or hor­
monal changes in women. Thai, in 
and of itself, is not a reason lo 
seek therapy. 

Rowens said il usually resolves 
itself. But when it doesn't, indi­
viduals should contact dieir fami­
ly doctor or n sleep specialist.

People with sleep apnea .stop 
breathing for 10-30 seconds while 
sleeping, which may occur up lo 
400 times a night. Consequences 
can be life-thrcalening. 

The condition made Speaniian, 
28, of Southfield, tired all the tune.

A third-year student at Wayne 
Stale University Medical School, he 
was having uouble slaying awake

This allows air to pass 
dirough die diroat, reducing .snoring 
and prcvcniing sleep apnea. 

Apnea result of Other 
problem 

He noicd dial his sleep apnea was 
a Ksull of weight gain following a 
diagnosis three years ago of protein 
C.and S deficiency, which causes 
Ihe blood to clot more than it 
should. . 

He had a pulmonaryfcmbcjiisni (a 
bibisatclot in the lungs) and'was^ in 
diritiTcnsiTOCare unit'for iiliout a 
week. . • 

After dial, he had to restrict his 
aclivides. "1 couldn't work out, and 
ended up putdng on a lol of extra 
weight," he said. 

That's when die snoring started 
"11 was embarrassing, because I 

would snore really loudly," he said. 

Speaniian said die turning point 
was when he decided to tape record 
his sleep one niglit. 

Spearman was diagnosed widi 
sleep apnea in June and has been 
using the CPAP device ever since.,

They 
wi l l be naturally attracted to 
anyone who can replace the 
transactional claims of old-
line special interests with a 
Iransfonnalional vision of 
how people can work together 
to improve both their society 
and their lives. 

For years, our political sys­
tem has been dominated by 
ideologues of both the right 
and the left. This has left the 
disconnected moderates fras-

. tniled and out in the cold. 
Now, there is talk about the 

rise of the "radical center," 
made up ot.volers moderate in 
attitude bul passionate in their 
hopes, and who have been 
radicalized by their dislike of 
the present political system. 

A s this year's campaign 
went on, increasingly I heard 
people saying "It's time for a 
change." They're right — and 
by change, Uiey need a whole 
lot more than the usual switch 
from TVeedledum to 
TWeedledee. We are talking 
aboul a realignment in which 
the polifics of the fuiure 
replace those of the past. And 
I wouldn't be surprised if this .
