On Feb, 1, 1824, one Arthur
Power left his home in
Fammingten, a tiny community
in north contral Now York, A
devout Quaker and a widower,
he wis headed for the recently
opeiied Michigan Temitory,
then way out on
the: frontier.

Gk, A few miles later, he
torned west into deep woods
and stopped near what is now
the intersection of Eleven
Mile and Power roads.
Immediately, he and bis party
starled culting trees and clear-
ing the land (o start a setile-
ment.

In thowe curly days, it was
sometimes called Powerville
and &t other times
Quakertown. Eventually, the
communily ok its present
name frem his old hometown
of Fannington.

That story has special
meaning for me ... becavse
Arthur Power was imy great
great-great- great-great-grand-
father. The stories of his jour-
ney 1o Michigan and the
founding of Farmington are
fromthe diary kepl by his
son, Arthur Power.

And in an example of the
odd serendipity lite some-
times holds, early on in my

As a fiiend who
provided me with these num-
bers wrete, “Give us a break!”

188 hard to imagine we real-
ly need 553 separate school
districts, for example, sach
with tts own administrative
overhead and separate busi-
ness offices.

Dristricts can save lots of
money without getiing any-
where near the dreaded word,
“consolidation,” which might
