Tlie future of Beck Road i.s becoming clear­
er. 

In the short term, city officials want to fix 
the pavement and improve intersections from 
Eighi Mile Road to Grand River Avenue, pos­
sibly starting in the next year. 

Those plans could be expanded within 15-
25 years to include widening the road to a 
four-lane boulev.ird or live lanes. 

The total project could cost $14.2 million, if 
all of the improvements arc made, according 
to a Novi News analysis of a report by engi­
neering firm Fishbeck, Thompson, Carr & 

Huber. 
Short-term plans could cost $2.54 million, 

and long-term fixes are estimated at $ i 1.6 mil­
lion. 

City Manager Clay Pearson said iiie 
improvements are a solid investment, and 
noted they would likely consist of a scries of 
projects, rather than a single, expensive under­
taking. He said fixing the road is a priority. 

"It's definitely something that's high on our 
list," Pearson said. 

Officials plan to work with regional and fed­
eral authoiities to angle for funding. A study 
that outlines the improvements was approved 
by City Council Monday. 

"There's no sense in waiting on these 
things," Pearson .said. "I think it'll benefit all 
of us if we can make some of these short-tenn 
improvements." 

Fixing Beck Road was ii flashpoint last fall 
as residents expressed concerns about increas­

ing traffic in neighborhoods near the road. 
City officials ultimately decided on a stag­
gered approach that soothed residents, while 
planning for Novi's future growth. 

City officials also plan to coordinate con­
struction with neighboring communities that 
rely on Beck, such as Northville and Plymouth 
Township. Tlie road is one of the most-trav­
eled connectors between interstate 96 and M -
14. 

"People use it as a ihoroughliire," Novi 
Mayor David Landry said. "I don't think there 
is a long-term alternative lo widening it." 

Council members were receptive to using 
boulevards, which if set up properly, can 
increase safety and add an aesthetically pleas­
ing clement to neighborhoods.

The library board is expected to ask City 
Council on Jan. 22 to place a $16 million 
bond on the November ballot for a sizable 
addition and renovations. 

Members of the city council must 
approve the Inillage proposal before a cam­
paign gets under way 

City of Novi Library Board President 
Bob Cutler said if approved by voters the 
bond would request an addition to increase 
the library to 60,000 square feet along with 
the infrastructure for another 30,000 square 
feet if needed in the future. 

Other library requests expected io be 
unveiled at the January city council ineet-
ing include more computer terminals, big­
ger meeting rooms, a larger children's area 
and more shelving. 

Cutler said members of the Board will 
make their formal presentation to council 
members along with presentations from 
financial and architectural representatives 

and library bond consultant Bev Papai, for­
mer director of the Farmington Community 
Library. • 

Library officials said the formal city 
presentation wraps up several years of 
research including organized community 
task forces, expert consultations and archi­
tectural designs. 

Cutler said he believes now is ihe lime to 
come forward and let the public decide. 

"All the people I know have asked me 
'When are you going to expand the 
library?'-" he said. 

Library officials said they are simply out 
of space. 

As proposed, the owner of a $220,000 
home would pay about $30 annually. 

The 30-year-old, 23,000-square-fool 
librafy cunently has 55 employees and is 
located on 10 Mi le Road near the city's 

governmental and police headquarters. 
voters rejected a $20 million bond 

request for an 80,000 square foot facility in 
the 2001 general election.

Since the anicle on A B W A 
appeared, she has already 
received responses. 

"A few people asked more 
about A B W A , and a few actually 

joined the organization," Burns 
.said. At least one Deloitte 
employee has joined. 

Burns said [3eloitte & Touche is 
recognized as a leader in advanc­
ing women and as an employer of 
choice. 

Twelve years ago, the firm 
launched the Initiative for the 
Retention and Advancement of 
Women. And in 2006, the compa­
ny was named by Working 
Mother magazine as one of the 
100 Best Companies for Working 
Mothers for the 13th consecutive 
year. 

Burns works as a manager in 
the audit services department at 
Deloitte & Touche's Detroit prac­
tice and has been there for seven 
years.

"It's a great way to make con­
nections and feel like you're part 
of something. The organization 
has a strong core of women," 
Burns .said. 

She said being a member is 
more than just making local coii-
neclions in the business wodd. 

"There are opportunities to 
meet other A B W A members 
while traveling to national con­
ventions and le.irning seminars," 
Burns said. The conventions are 
usually two-three days and at sev­
eral locations across the country. 

"The conventions are jam-
packed with programs, such as 
how to start your own business, 
improve your public speaking 
skills or even maintain a healthy 
lifestyle," Bums said.

Wet AlVID Treatments 

The liealmenl of .-\.\ll) has 
changed rapidly over ihe past 
few years, and new poienlial 
trealiuents conlinue to be lestcd 
and developed, l-'or wet AMI) , 
the most affective Ireatnieiil is a 
new drug called Lucenlis 
(wwvw.lucenlis.eoni), which 

slops vision loss and may even 
restore it. The downside howev­
er is il costs more than S 1,000 
per shot but Medicare typically 
fo iers 80 perceni. Avaslin, a 
iiuieh cheaper drug (about S!)(l 
per shot) currently approved for 
cidoredal cancer, is being used 
hy many doctors iind may work 
just as well as Lucenlis. The 
niediealion is injected inlo the 
eye. often once a liionlh over ihe 
course of many months. Olher 
trealinenl opiions include the 
drug Maeugen. laser surgery 
and pholodyiiamie therapy. 

Dry AMD T rea tmen ts 

While there's currently no 
cure for dry A M D (several Ireat-
inenls are etirrenlly being tested 
ill clinical trials), there are some 
things you can do lo slow down 
and possibly prevent its pro­
gression, including: 

• baiting healthy: .Studies sug­
gest that eating aiitio.xidant-ricli 
foods such as fresh Iruils. dark 
green leafy vegetables and al 
least one serving of fish a week 
may delay or reduce the severi-
ly. 

• Taking vitamins: Ihe 
AKIiD.S study dime by the 
N;ilional l ive Inslituic found 
lhal laking a eonibiiialion of 
viuunin supplements each (hiy 
iiiav slow down the progression 
of AMI) . The ARiiD.S formula 
includes 2.'̂ .l)()l) inlernalioiial 
unils l l l j ) beta caKitenc (only 
reconimeiided for iioiisniokers). 
.sill) milligrams (nig) vitamin ('. 
-100 II.' vitamin H. SO nig zinc 
ami two mg copper. A number 
of drug stores. siipernKirkets 
and health food stores sell this 
coiiihiniition in pill form. (idler 
studies suggest lhal .-\MI) UKiy 
be slowed by taking lutein and 
oiiiega-.l laity acid supplements.

There's also a variety of 
lifestyle changes Ibal can help 
prevent or delay wet and dry 
AMI) , espeeially if you're high 
risk, iiicliidiiig: 

• Not smoking. Avoid seeond-
li.ind smoke too.

• ('ontrolling your blood pres­
sure: it's nol Just a goiul idea for 
your heart, it's good for your 
eyes, too.

Forward" for the Chinese 
lo penetrate the developed 
markets on a global stage. 

Compared lo the " B i g 
i s h " — the establ ished 

lu lomakers — Che ry 
Automot ive is a guppy. 
Based in Wuhu , C h i n a , it 

as formed in 1997 and is 
owned by the government 

f A n h u i P rov ince . The 
B i g F i s h " of Chrys ler was 

founded in 1925 as a pr i ­
vate company in Detroi t . T o m W a t k i n s 
Today, Daimler -Chrys ler is 
one of the world's leading 
automot ive companies and employs 
more than 100,000 people around the 
wor ld . 

Guppies grow up. Chery Automot ive 
has the capacity to produce 350,000 
vehic les a year (up f rom a modest 
189,158 vehicles in 2005) and expects 
that number to increase to 600,000 by 
2008. It has exported more than 25,000 
cars this year to 30 most ly-developing 
nations and is look ing to expand its 
g lobal reach. 

The rise of the Chinese auto industry 
has paral leled the double-digit econom­
ic growth of the nation since Deng 
X i a o p i n g , Ch ina ' s leader dur ing the 
1980s, opened the country to the wor ld . 
W h e n 1 first traveled to Ch ina in 1989, 
the dominant means o f transportation 
for the 113 b i l l ion people was the " y o u 
can have any color, as long as it is 
b l a c k " F l y i n g P igeon b ike . Today, 
C h i n a is the world's th ird largest auto 
market. Th is is an amaz ing accompl ish-
men l when you consider private owner­

ship of cars was not even perirli lted until 

Ihc 1990s. 

Now, the R e s t of the S to ry 
What if the real slory is not that 

Chrys ler is buying a new subcorapacl 
they say they cannot make profi tably in 
the U . S . . but the beginning of a Chinese 
Auto Company process to acquire a 

major U .S . auto manufac­
turer? What i f the imposs i ­
ble isn ' t? 

The home company of 
D a i m l e r - C h r y s l e r is cer­
ta in ly nervous about 
Chrys le r ' s rapidly p lung­
ing losses o f b i l l ions of 
do l la rs in the No r t h 
Amer i can market over the 
past year and the excess 
inventory bui ld ing up on 
dealer 's lots and sp i l l ing 
over into parking lots at 
the metro airport. There is 
fear and specu la t ion in 
G e r m a n y that Ch rys l e r ' s 
problems cou ld s ink the 

Da im le r -Ch rys l e r mothership. B o d o 
W b b e L Da imler -Chrys le r ' s C F O , exac­
erbated speculat ion when he told Wa l l 
Street analysts in 2006. "I am not ru l ing 
anything out" in response to questions 
about unloading' C h r y s l e r Chrys ler is 
d isproport ionate ly dependent on the 
North Amer i can market where it sel ls 
90 percent of its cars and it is dragging 
down Da imler -Chrys le r ' s value. 

Cou ld C h r y s l e r B e Chery P i c k e d ? 
The Chinese have been on a global 

buying spree and w i l l continue to seek 
opportunities to invest the tr i l l ion do l ­
lars it has accumulated in trade imba l ­
ances. Ch ina ' s economy is growing at a 
rate in excess of three times the U . S . 
economy and the cash is burning a hole 
in their pocket wh i l e they look for a 
place to invest. 

Wou ld such a move set of f the same 
bipartisan maelstrom as Ch ina ' s state-
owned C h i n a Nat iona l O i l Company 

Corporat ion's ( C N O O C ) bid to buy to 
buy an Amer i can O i l Company, U N O ­
C A L Corporat ion, did in 2005? 

Clear iy , with the Democrats taking 
over the reigns o f Congress and the 
growing apprehension of China 's eco­
nomic surge, it would raise the nation's 
col lect ive eyebrows. 

However, such a purchase could: 
• Provide C h i n a wi th a wor id-wide 

recognizable brand, something they do 
not have i n any major sector today; 

• Create an instant Ch inese presence 
in the Un i ted States; 

• Create a distr ibut ion system through 
the Chrys ler Dealerships which wou ld 
help struggl ing dealers, many that may 
go,under wi thout new product to distr ib­
ute; 

• Prov ide the Ch inese with much 
needed research, development and tech­
nology; 

• Provide the management expertise 
so the Chinese can navigate the cost ly 
and tough process of meeting safety and 
emissions standards in ihe U .S . ; 

• Provide a way for Da imler -Chrys le r 
to dump Chrys le r at a good return to its 
shareholders; and 

• Perhaps preserve much needed high 
paying auto jobs for more than 100,000 
American workers. 

Certainly, the top brass at Daimler-
Chrys ler in both A u b u r n H i l l s , 
Mich igan and Stuttgart, Germany w i l l 
vehement ly deny any such talk. 
However, they d ismissed speculation 
that they were p lanning to import a 
Chinese car to the U .S . market, a "spec­
u lat ion" that appears to be a reali ty 
today. 

In the "Wor id is f la t " g lobal compet i ­
tive auto market, is the unthinkable not 
possible? G u l p !

Back in 1975, along wilh 
some otlier Michigan folks, I 
was invited to visit Jerry Ford 
at the Wllile House. Tliose 
were the days when some of us 
in the media were still getting 
used to calling the regular guy 
we'd known as Jerry "President 
Ford." Even "Gerald Ford" 
seemed a bit formal and 
strange. 

I had known 
Ford — slightly 
— when I had 
run die 
Washington 
office of another 
Michigan con­
gressman in the 
mid-1960s. A n d 
by Ihe time the 
'70s rolled 
around, I was the 
publisher of a 
bunch of newspa­
pers. 

Why wa.s I 
invited? I always 
figured Jerald 
terHorst, the 
Detfoit News 
polidcal writer 
who was for a 
brief time Ford's press secre­
tary, put me on the guesl list. 
And I likely stayed on because, 
well, it's always prudent lo be 
nice to newspaper publishers 
from your home slate. 

As we talked back and forth, 
I reflected dial Ford as 
President was exactly as I had 
known him as a member of • 
Congress. Sol id. Direct. 
Straightforward. He was much 
brighter than the comedians 
made him out lo be. He had 
perfected the masterful art of 
fiddling with his pipe lo give 
him lime lo reflect on a ques­
tion. I've met a fair number of 
Presidents over the yeiu-s, but 
Ford's down-home demeanor in 
the While House was the least 
pompous of diem all. 

Ford's reputation as a 
President has steadily grown 
since the days when he sent his 
ratings plunging and made a lot 
of folks very angry, when he 
granted a full pardon to former 
President Nixon, one month 
into his administration. 

But what was castigated as a 
cynical political deal back then 
has come lo be regarded in the 
fullness of time as a vital step 
in ending the long national 
nightmare of Watergate. 

Make no mistake about it -— 
Ford was a staunch conserva­
tive Republican partisan. But he 
was a man who saw opponents 
as adversaries, not enemies.

Irast lo today, cenainly 
President Ford never confused 
compromise with surrender, or 
iiiaderalion wilh weakness. 
And while he had adversaries, 
he was convinced that he never 
had an eileiliy." 

That quality, one of sane 
moderation — and the pro­
found lack of diis essenlial 
quality in today's polidcal envi­

ronment — is, 1 
am convinced, 
what lay behind 
the extraordi-
ntuy outpouring 
of respect and 
affection that 
accompanied 
liis death and 
funeral last 
week in Grand 
Rapids. 

The ability lo 
disagree 
respectfully is a 
quality that was 
once Ihe core of 
our political .sys­
tem. And it's a 
quality diat has 
been very sadly 
largely lost in 

the scorched-earth partisanship 
of today. 

Few know this better than 
former congressman and slale 
senator, Joe Sehwarz, a moder­
ate Republican from Battle 
Creek. 'The outpouring of 
affection for Jerry Ford comes 
from the fact that the lllree-
qiiarters of Americans who do 
nol identify themselves as hard 
left or hartl right are weary of 
the hyper-partisanship that has 
been the order of die day in 
Washington and in Michigan. 

"Jerry Ford could take an 
idea and dispassionately evalu­
ate it -— whedler it came from 
a Republican, Democratic or 
Independent — lo see whether 
it worked. He didn't care about 
the ideology. He only cared 
about whether it worked," 
Schwanc told me. 

Last summer, Sehwarz, a 
man wilh impressive military, 
professional and mtelleclual , 
credentials was defeated in the 
Republican primary by a hard 
rigiit former preacher. That, he 
noted is a graphic example of 
die sea change that has hap­
pened in Michigan politics 
since 1980. 

"Both Jeny Ford and Bi l l 
Mi l l iken (governor 1969-1983) 
two of our most effective politi­
cal leaders over the past half 
century, would be toast today if 
diey tried to run in a 
Republican primary election," 
he noted. 

Today's Republicans hold 
everyone lo a set o f rigid litmus 

Rapids, put it this way: "In con- tests, he noted. What if some­

one concludes that they are in 
favor of any of diese things: 

Affimiative action in univer­
sity admissions. Embryonic 
stem cell research. Tolerance 
for gay couples.? What if a 
Republican is skeptical that 
abortion is always wrong? 

Then, the former congress­
man. Navy officer and C I A 
agent said, forget it. 'The 
Republican Party has conclud­
ed that each of these issues is 
an absolute disqualification in 
mnning for office, not trigger 
points for reasonable discus­
sion." 

And he added, "It's going to 
hurt Ihe party if i l has tuiy hope 
of breaking oul of die hard-
right trap it's in." 

I agree. I..asl November's 
elections clearly represented 
something more than discontent 
with an unpopular Republican 
Pn-sidenl and a failing war. The 
turnout among moderates and 
Independents was enonrious, a 
rejection of the kind of harsh 
partisanship that has infested 
our politics and, maybe, a 
yeanling for something more 
sensible, for common ground. 

A n d I think die ground may 
be shifting. 

Over the past couple of 
weeks, I've talked with a fair 
number of political leaders in 
Lansing. The change in climate 
is remarkable. Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm is diiriking hard 
aboul working with the legisla­
ture lo resolve die state's cur­
rent budget crisis, recognizing 
she can't do it alone. New 
Speaker of the House Andy 
Di l lon, D-Redford, wants to 
discuss policy, not how to 
screw the opposition. And new 
Senate Majority Leader M i k e 
Bishop, R-Rochester, is excited 
aboul trying lo find ways for 
"legislators who want to do die 
right thing actually to do it." 

Hopefully, the healing quality 
President Ford represented dur­
ing his life can inspire and 
nourish our politics after his 
death. 

His memory — and we here 
today — deserve no less.

Shoulder injuries are among 
the most common for die gym 
novice. The rotator cuff is a 
series of four small muscles 
surrounding the shoulder that 
strengthens at a' much slower 
pace than the large muscles of 
the shoulder. Typically, within 
three to four weeks the large 
muscles are getting stronger 
and at this point can start to 
overpower the rotator cuff, usu­
ally causing a tendonitis. Every 
year, we always see a handful 
of people who lift too heavy, 
too soon and the shoulder can't 
handle the weight. Because the 
shoulder relies so heavily on its 
muscles for stability, when they 
give way, it often results in sig­
nificant ligament damage to the 
shoulder, usually during a 
shoulder or chest press exer­
cise. While important with all 
joints, it's especially vital to 
warm up and leam how to prop­
erly tune the fine muscles of the 
shoulder when beginning an 
exercise program. 

In our practice, it's not the 
New Year until you've seen four 
or five new back injuries by 10 
A M . Similar to tlie shoulder, 
the back muscles often 
strengthen more slowly than 
other muscles in the body, leav­
ing it vulnerable to strains. 
Two simple points can help 
avoid this common problem: l ) 
Stretch, stretch, stretch. While 
important for all muscle, it's 
particularly valuable in back 
injury prevention. 2) Slrengihen 
the abs. These musclf s comple­
ment the spinal muscles as ihe 
other 'trunk stabilizing' mus­
cles and, unlike ihe back, are 
less prone to injury and respond 
quickly to strengthening exer­
cises. 

Running injuries are also 
uncannily common in January 
and February. These range from 
an ankle sprain due to a fall off 
a Ueadmill to the more typical 
knee, ankle and foot tendonitis. 
Treadmills and stairclimbers 
are die usual suspects when it 
comes to these nagging 
injuries. These are usually a 
result of increasing one's train­
ing too fast rather than a grad­
ual progression in intensity and 
length of workout. As a general 
rule of thumb, a month is an 
appropriate length of time for 
building to a distance or time 
goal in cardiovascular training. 
Additionally, while the stair-
climbers and treadmills are 
excellent from a cardiovascular 
standpoint, cycling and ellipti- -
cal machines are easier in the 
knee. 

The most practical piece of 
advice is this: Take advantage 
of the personal training offered 
by most gyms. This perk is 
especially common as part of a 
beginner's New Year's resolu­
tion package. Most personal 
trainers I've encountered are 
very knowledgeable when it 
comes to starting people prop­
erly on an exercise routine. 
They tend to have a good feel 
for who needs to take it slow 
and who can ramp up their 
activities a little more quickly 
In spite of all the pitfalls and 
potential injuries,, the benefits 
of exercise and getting in shape 
far outweigh the small chance 
of injuries which, with the 
proper instmction, can often be 
reduced to almost nothing.
