Kennecatt claims it will take
safety precautions. Opponents,
however, note that no sulfide
mine in history has ever been
operaled without discharpes of
this “acid pollution.” Worse,
the mine is focated smack dab
unifer the headwaters of the
Salmpn Trout River,

trout steeam that supports the
last remaining spawning popu-
lation on the south shore of
Lake Superior of the Coaster
Broek Trout, n colerful relative
of the Brook Trout that can
reach 25 inches in iength,
Fishermen and scholars alike
fear once the Fagle Prospect
mine starts up, the Coasters are
toast.

Three years ago, Michigan
had oo law — none! — regu-
lating “ronferrous metallic
mineral mining,” or sulfide
mining, A group of stakehold-
ors (I was onc) worked out o
consensus statute and set ol
regulations, which (he state
adopted.
