M Library officials
prepare $16 million
millage for
November ballot

; Novi is inching closer to a
‘new library.

City Council members signed
off on a plan Monday to allow
library efficials to tetain advi-
sors and prepare a $16 miilion
bhond proposal for the November
ballot.

The proposa! would fund an
expansion that wonld more than
donble the size of the 31-year-
old library to 60,000 square
feet.

Il approved by volers, can-
struction could begin in early
2008, Officials haven't deter-

-mined if the library would move

to a femporary sile during con-
struction.

Evenleally, the libraty could
be cxpanded to 90,000 square
feet to accommoedate [utvre
populallcln growth, officials
said

‘The hhrary has exceeded it's
capavity,” library trustee Larry
Czekaj said. “We are in desper-

About 800 people use the
library every day, officials said.

“We'd Jike Lo see it be 4 social
magnet,” Czekaj said.

The bond breaks down 1o 2
miliage between 299 and 342
over its 20-year life. The owner
of 2 $400,000 house would pay
about $68 annually.

A $20 million bond proposal
was defeated hy volers in 2001
thal would have ¢xpanded the
Iibrary'to 80,000 square feet.

The curcrent facility sits on
prime jocation oy 10 Mile Road,
belween Novi High School and

the Civic Center. When it }

opened in 1976, Novi had 9,668
residents. The city has 54,288 as
of Jan. 1, the Southeast
Michigan Council of
Governments estimated.

That is usually called “invest-
ing in human capital.” To many
i Michigan, it starts with u spe-
cific goal: Doubling the per-
centage of people in our work-
force who have college degrees.

Michigan companics, now
smuggling with foreign com-
petitors and their cheap labor,
need high-skilled, productive
wotkers o compete. Workers
benefit, too; the average differ-
ence in annual eamings for a
full-time warker with 2 bache-
lor's degree ahd ore with 3 high
school diploma is a consider-
able $14,000.

That means investing in
“human capital” makes sense
—and nobody is doing it ina
more exciting way than
Kalamazoo.

No surprise: Michigan
roads in bad shape

This will come as no surprise (o Michigan drivers, bul the siate does-
't lare well adionally when it cornes to the conditions of its freeways
and major roads, according o a study released Monday.

While the national averyge of urbm inlerslates in good condition was
36 percent, only 41 percent of Michigan's urban interstates got & good
tating in the study by the East Lansing-based consulting licm Anderson
Ecanomic Group.

The group's report said the disparity is worse for Michigan's rural
interstates; the state’s number in good condition was 42 percent, com-
pated with 72 percent nationwide. The report said reasons for the dis-
parilics include Michigan allowing heavier truck weights than suc-
rounding stales.

Siate House Republican Leader Craig DeRoche (R-Novi) commis-
sloned the report as part of a series of studies he said he initiated 1o help
the state improve its economic situation.
