Poised for Growth

B Landry touts
city’s economic
might during
annual speech

Novi's emerging status as the
capital of suburban growth
Mayor  David
Landry's second State of the
City address last Thursday at the
Rock Financial Showplace.

Landry focused on the city's
burgeoning economic might, but
was passionate about basic serv-
ices he said are crucial 1o every-
day life. The coming years, he
said, are watershed moments for
Novi 1o position itself among the
area’s morc vibrant communi-
ties.

"The world passes through
Novi — this cpportunity must
be hamessed,” the 52-year-old
mayor said.

Landry noted the city's
accomplishments in the past
year in making his case that
under his watch Novi has been
insulated from the economic
pressures that have weighed
down much of the rest of
Michigan.

He ticked off recent develop-
ments, incfuding new headquar-
ters for 1TC Heldings Corp. and
Ryder System Inc., as well as re-
development al the city's trow-
bled Fountain Walk shopping

opporttrity” he told
loncheon -augieace of city lead-
ers, businesses and residents.

Landry also louted the cily's
finzecial stremgth, noting its
state equalized value is $3.8 bil-
lion — better than 60 of 83
counties in Michigan. The city’s
bond ratings also remaip invest-
mem grade.

“While other cilies shrink,
therc is major developmenl in
Novi,” Landry said.

Landry said the city spent

last year and said future can-
struction plans such as rebuild-
ing the crumbling Beck Road
are in the works.

Public safety was also bol-
stered last year, Landry said, by
the addition of a new [re chief,
Frank A. Smith, and the training
of 42 new  Community
Emergency Response Team vol-
untecers. The new program is a
pet project of public salety offi-
cials and trains citizens fow o
respond in the event of a disaster
1o supplement police and fire
CrCws.

Water aind scwers also got §7
million in eity cash for projects
inn 2006, Landry noted.

Busic scrvices were the key
element of the address for lung-
lime resident Kathy Muich.

“That's really the botom
line,” said Mulch, who also was
pleased Landry voiced his sup-
port for a new libr_xsry.
