Buoyed by the success of being able o brag hig
counly will soon have free wireless intemet service

“As we attemipt 1o build the Oakland County econ-
omy, we are mindful we are not doing so i a vacu-
um,” Patlerson said in his 13tk state of (he county
speech (he did not give a sos the first year). 1 think
it’s both critically imporiant and prudent fo under-
stand the global challenges facing as overthe next 50
years and 10 begin to position our children to ade-
quately respond fo those challenges.”

He tmentioned the National Geographic Society
which recently repurtcd that U.S. students are “dan-
gerously uminformed” about international matters,
particolarly Asia, home to 60 percent of the werld's
population.

“They know little about China's customs, lan-
guage, culrere, religion, pohncs o1 economics, and
we have to begin (o change thal,” Patterson said.

Patterson credited Tom Walkins, former state of
Michigan school supcnmendem who has been o
champion for creating economic and educational
bndges between the stare and China, for the lan-
guage ans jdea and is working wilh Watkins on it.

Patterson also has held meelings with Vickie
Muarkgvitch, Superintendent of Oakland Schools,
and a commitiee of superintendents from Oakfand
Coutty's 28 school districts about the idea.

Several but not all Asian cul-
tures celebrate the holiday, which
marks the firsi day of the lunar
year and is often known as the
Chinese New Year.

This year's turning ushers in the
Year of the Boar (or pig).

Anyene born in the coming
lunar year, according 1o Chinese
astrology, will have the sign’s
traits ~ including honesty, loyalty
and amiability.

The Chinese, Taiwancse,
Koreans and Vietnamese — along
with the Tibetans and Mongolians
~ observe Lunar New Year

“There are time-honored foods to
be eaten, decorations 1o be hung,
ancient rites 1o be ohserved.

It is a time for communitics
around the world to reunite with
family and invoke long-held
superstitions in hopes of gaining
prosperity, luck and longevity,

“The New Year is like
Christmas,” explains the Rev,
Ngoc He, who pastors 1h¢
Viethamese  cangregation  at
Immanuel Baptist Chotch in
Nashviile, Tenn. “]('s a big holi-
day for the naon.” (In Vietnam,
the holiday is known as Tef.

Lunar new year grew out of
agricultural beginnings.
ks arrival heralded [hc end of

winter and the coming of spring.

The day is often regarded as a
communal hirthduy. as well.

SAthe New Year, gveryone’s a
veur older 1a says.

Fumilics have much to da
before the hig day amives.

People begin making their way
back ta the fimily home.

Unfinished business and debts
getsetlled.

Around their doors. the Chinese
and Tuiwanese hang red serolls —
the color of life and vility -~
seruwled with hopeful nessages.

They serupulously clean house,
along with the burinl plots of their
deceased.

Cleaning is taboo in the first
few days of the new year, for fear
of sweeping away good luck.

Taiwanese and Chinese farnilies
prepare. sweets for the Kitchen
God, hoping he'll have swect
things to say aboul them - or that
his mouth will be tee ull to speak
- when he reponts to the Jade
Emperor in heaven.

I's cusiomary 1o pay your
respects to your apcestors.

Many fanmlies have an altar in
their homes for such a purpose.

They set bowls of foed on 1he
altars as offerings and  light
incense and burn geremonial
moncy &S a wiy 10 communicate
with and appease Ihe dead.

They ask the spirits Lo bless and
watch over the family in the com-

ing year.

Afterward, all the food is taken
down and added to the dinner
table!

During dinner, conversation is
kepl cheedful and  positive.
Nothing negative can be uttered.

Each culture has special dishes
they cat at this time of year.

For the Chinese and Taiwanese,

that includes fish, since the word

“fish” in Chinese, “yu" also
sounds like the werd for “plenty.”

Dumplings resemble Chinese
ingots of money, so they're con-
sidered lucky to eat. Shark’s fin
soup is thought to bring good
health,

The Wietnamese eat banh
chung. a square block of sticky
tice with pork and bean paste
inside.

The rice cake is wrapped in
banana leaves and tied with twine.
The Jeaves stain the outer layer of
rice grees, representing the Earth,

In Korca, families sit down to
¢a1 a special noodle dish with veg-
etables and meat, and fried mung
bean patties known as bindeeduk.

Everyone also dines on dug-
gook, a tradilional rice cake soup
believed to add a year to a per-

son's life.

Korean families often spend
New Year's flying kiles, spinning
tops and playing a iraditional
hoard game using four dowels.

The sticks are thrown in the air,
and the way they fall determines
how players can meve on a board.
The first one around the board

ins.

In China and Taiwan, the lunar
new year {estival lasts 15 days,
although typically people return to
work after four or five days.

Throughout that time business-
es oflen <all upon lion and dragon
dance teams w perform.

The mythical ereatures arc con-
sidered auspicious.

They often dance to the explo-
sive whirl and pop of firecrackers,
sinee the loud noises are thought
to scare away evil spirits.

Apathy, Bleak Economy
Tearing Michigan Apart

Gov. Jenniler Granholm
suntmed up our situation per-
fectly in Ihe first few lines of
her State of the State speech:

“Tenight we are at a turp-
ing point — a decisive
moment in Michigan's jour-
ney. The decisions we make
in the years
shead will
shape
Michigan’s
future for
decades o
come.”

-Nobody can
quarrel with
that.

Though the
g(wernur Wils
largely upbent
in her Feb. 6
speech, the facts
on the ground
are nothing
short of scary.

The clearest
and best outline
of the real situa-
tion is sketched
clearly in the authoritative
report of her Emergency
Financial Advisory Panel —
a group that included two
BOVErNOrS, tWo university
presidents and some of the
staie”s best feaders.

They prodvced a report
that was inexplicably and
scandalously downplayed by
the major news media. Some
of the findings:

» Fiscal crisis: The school
{unding shortfall that must
be reselved this month
comes 1o $377 million, $224
per pupil.

By September. the state
must plug a $500 million
deficit in the General Fund.
The state faces a potential
shorfall of another 52.6 bil-

., Jien for the 2007-2008 fiscal,

year, assuming the legisla~
ture does not find a way 10
replace lax revenue from the
now repealed Single
Busincss Tax, All that adds
up to $3.5 billien ir state
services and programs prom-
ised, but withoul meney o
pay for them.

* Economy: Michigan has
experienced six straight
years of job losses, the
Tongest since the Great
Depression. We've lost
246,000 nanufscturing jobs
since 2000, That’s one out of
every four jobs that exisled
as recently as when Bill
Clinton was President.

The state’s per capita
income is now five percent
below the notional average,
the lowest point since 1933
And in (he Taiesi index of
LConomic momeniym,
Michigan is dead last umong
all the siates.

= Stale revenues: General

Fund revenue is today lower

in absolute dollars than in
1996 und down 5.8 percenl
since the start of e eco-
nemic downturn in 2000,

During that same period,
Michigan ran up cumulative
budgel shortfalls of nearly
S10 billion,

Since deficits are illegal, it
avoided them by using up
reserves, including $1.4 bil-
liorin mmy day funds, tap-

y ping one-time
resources, $5.4
billion, and
culting more
than $3 billion
in spending.

* Tax culy:
Since the pas-
sage of
Proposal A in
1994,
Michigan has
enacted 181
cuts that have
reduced cur-
rent slate rev-
enue by $3.2

$3.4 billion, According the
U.S, Census Bureau,
Michigan ranked 25th in the
nation in stzte and local tax
revenue in 2004 as a share of
personal income.

Cutting this much would
climinate fonding for all our
universities and community
collzges and all mental
health services. Thal, or it
would tuke 32,000 from per-
pupil aid to public schools.

I've argued in the past that
the state needs first 1o {ace
the music and make serious,
structural cuts in the way ou
governmenl works and
spends. We could cut the
costs of our prisons by $500
million to get in step with
our neighboring states.

We could encourage, or
even require consolidation of
siome of the myriad of expan-
sive local government units.
We could posh, or even
require school districts to
consolidate business office
functions,

We could cut back on top-
heavy health care and pen-
sion programs for public
employees. We could repeal
Public Act 312 which
requires expensive binding
arbitration in labor disputes
for police and fire.

Then and only then does
the state have legitimacy for
changing cur Lax system,
whether by extending the
sales tux 10 services or mak-

ing the income tax miore
graduated so the rich pay
more.

We have w do both if we
want to get te the core of our
financial problems. We need
lo recognize that we are fac-
ing a fundamental choice
about what kind of state
Michigan is going 10 be.

Because if we don’t act
soon, we're going Lo plunge
over the tipping poinl when
most mobile, hopeful, edu-
edled eilizens are simply
going 1o give up and move
clsewhere,

Trouble is. not many peo-
ple understand or care ubow!
