The districts rake in significant

fund Novi’s rapid growth by pro-
viding revenue needed for infra-
structnre expansion and repair

“The OST areas are really seen
as the city’s long-term bread and
butter for providing job opportu-
nities," City Manoger Clay

What it is

The secler s comprised of
development  istands.  which
spread out along the city's north-
castern border, and then cut
through its middle, roughly mir-
roring the shape of the Hawaiian
archipelago. Most the districts are
sondwiched belween Haggerty
Read and M-5, extending from 14
Mile down to the [nterstale 696
interchange. About 1,098 acres of
land ate zbned for OST.

The seven-year-old districts

Ii's not always easy o spat 4
cheater, According to the ABC
NEWS poll. most cheaters are not
canght. Stwlents see other stu-
dents cheating all the time bt
never report it Some briog in the
answers lyped up on asmall piece
of paper in sivze 8 font. They
attach it (o their water battdes, ¢al-
ctlators. basehait caps or sleeve
covers, students and teachers said.
And when students have 1o work
o papers or chsays at bomwe, the
[niernet can be a very tempting
short cut. But the tniernet can also
assist  edugilors i finding
cheaters.

“What [ tell the students is, if
they can find it onling, | can find it
online”  said Cheryl Gibbs,
Hillside Middle School cighth
grade  English teacher. “The
[nternet has miade it casier in some
ways lo find oul the cheaters, [t
goes buth wiys.” she suid.

Cheating hasa't changed much

in the 20-plus yeirs she's been o
teacher.
"1 don't think its changed a
whele lot. They use t cepy out of
books. s casier, becouse now
they can gel the saurces vasier”

Technology has made it easier
for cheating students 10 cover
their tracks but it has also made il
harder for them 1o cheat.
Tumitin.com is the name of an
anti-plagiacism oiline resource
that altows teachers and institu-
tions to submit students papers
on-line and scan them for any
unlaowful use.  The resource
comes at & price of both lime and
finances, Ford said.
