Today, ihe Novi Public Library 
sits ai a crossroads. 

Longtime Dircclor Brenda 
Lussicr relired Wedriesday, and a 
Si6 million bond to fund ihe 
library's expansion is looming 
slighily more tiian eight months 
away. 

During this lime. Library Board 
members must hire a new director 

_ and develop a gameplan to con-
\J vince voters to approve the bond, 
, 0 wtiich already has failed once 

wilh voters six years ago. 
The board is aiming io have the 

new director in place by July, but 
getting Ihe right person ivon'l be 
an ca.sy iasl<. A crop of area 
library directors is reaching retire-
menl age, meaning compeiiiion 
for aluaciive candidates will be 
intense, said Library Board 
President Robert Cutler. 

"We're going to be competing," 
he said. 

The final decision about whom 
to hire rests with board members. 
They want to begin studying 
resumes this month. In the mean­
time, Mary Ellen Mulcrone, assis­
tant director, will be the acting 
library director. 

The search 

The board has signed on a con­
sulting firm to sort through candi­
dates and hopes io attract a field 
of 30-40. From this, they plan to 
naITOw it to about three candi­
dates, Cutler said. 

The finalists will likely be 
interviewed in public at a Library 
Board meeting. The best ones will 
be solid day-io-day managers, but 
also able io navigate ihe often 
choppy political undercurrents 
that go along with ihe position.

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"Somebody who can get orienl-
ed with the community," Cuiler 
said. 

All of this is set against the 
backdrop of an election that will 
determine the future of the library. 
The bond would bring the 31-
year-old facility to 60,000 square 
feet and lay the ground work for a 
future expansion to 90,000 square 
feet. 

Essentially, it will be a new 
library, which could be a strong 

selling point for a director candi­
date that is highly-sought after. 
Cutler said. 

Conversely, the new director 
will also be asked to step in and 
help lead a high-profile campaign 
that has failed before in Novi. In 
2001, a $20 million bond propos­
al to fund a library expansion was 
defeated at the polls. 

In November, voters will be 
faced with a miliage between .299 
and .342 over its 20-year life. This 

would cost the owner of a 
$400,000 house about $68 per 
year. 

If voters greenlight the plan, 
construction would begin in early 
2008. Current library services 
could be moved to a temporary 
site. Cutler said.

On his training runs, he 
trots alongside a cop from 
Pakistan, who has seen the 
effects of terrorism show up 
firsthand in his local blotter. 

It's safe to say life at the FBI 
National Academy is a bit differ­
ent for Molloy than his daily rou­
tine in Novi. 

He's almost through ihe 10-
week program in Quanlico, Va., 
that combines rigorous academic 
courses with physical training. 
It's designed for high-ranking 
police executives from the 
Uiiiled Slates and aroundj the 

—world io.pick up new skiiis, net­
work and in general, get a fresh 
perspective otf KOW to lead iheir 
local forces. 

Molloy is one of 280 high-
ranking police executive.? who 
endure ihe boot-camp slyle pro­
gram al Ihc academy, which is on 
a Marine Corp. base nestled 
amid 385 acres of woodlands. 

Speaking by phone during a 

mid-morning break last week, 
Molloy said the experience has 
been a culture shock at times, but 
he's absorbing plenty of strate­
gies and ideas to bring back to 
Novi. 

"The same problems we have, 
and the same issues that we have 
in Novi, are the same problems 
that they have everywhere else," 
he said. 

Grueling days 

Molloy's day begins at 5 a.m. 
or earlier with a mile-long swim. 
He breakfasts and then prepares 

for his 
jammed 
class sched­
ule that kicks 
off at 8 
o'clock. 

Nights are 
spent in ihe 
librarj' pour­
ing over 

Chief Molloy ^search and 
writing 

papers for his graduate-level 
courses on modern law enforce­
ment.

"It's a very quick, vigorous 
schedule," Molloy said. 

Mixed in with the academics 
are about two hours of physical 
training, including a lengthy run 
that can stretch up lo five miles.

"It is a way lo give back to the 
city," said Barbara Grcenberg, a 
Beautification Commission 
member since 1996. 

Novi has at least 14 boards 
and commissions, which oversee 
a variety of projects. Some of the 
boards, such as planning and 
zoning, are often controversial 
and draw the ire of developers. 
Others, such as the Election 
Commission, fly under the com­
munity's collective radar.

Like other board members, 
Culler is also drawing on his per­
sonal experiences to guide his 
volunteer efforts. The former 
resident of New York worked at 
Columbia University's medical 
library, and in general, likes to 
be involved. 

"It's just one of my things," he 
said.

Talk it Over 

Before you go out and buy your 
father a furry friend, you need (o 
talk with him about it lo be sure it's 
what he wanLs and is equipped lo 
handle. Do nol surprise him with a 
pel. Pet ownership is a big respon­
sibility and uldmately needs to be 
his decision. Here are some oiher 
points 10 think about. 

Commilmcnl: Docs your dad 
have the health, energy and/or 
desire to lake care of a liet? Cats 
and especially dogs can be a lot of 
work requiring food, water, exer­
cise, care and companionship every 
day.

Costs: The cost of owning of a 
pet is often overlooked, but it 
shouldn't be.

The annual 
average costs of what he can expect 
lo pay for a small dog (including 
food, veterinary care, toys and 
license) is $420. Make that $620 
for a medium dog and $780 for a 
large pooch. And the annual cost 
for a cat (including food, veterinary 
care, toys, treats and kitty litter) is' 
around $550 per year. 

Backup care: If your dad trav­
els, who will take care of his pet 
when he's gone? Animal boarding 
costs around $15 per day. And 
what happens to the animal if your 
dad gels sick or needs to move to 
an assisted living facility or nursing 

home? 
Choosing a pet: This is a very 

impottani decision and one that 
needs to involve your dad. Do 
some homework on different 
breeds and mixes to help him 
choose a pet with a personality that 
matches his lifestyle and living 
arrangements. For seniors, adopt­
ing a previously owned or older pet 
is a smart option because they're 
usually calmer, ah«ady house-bro­
ken and not nearly as rambunctious 
as a puppy or a kitten would be. 

Adopting: A great place to 
adopt a pet is at your local animal 
shelter or purebred rescue group 
which typically offers a nice vari­
ety at a low price. These pels are 
also likely to already be vaccinated 
and spayed or neutered. Many 
shelters may offer discounted or 
free adoption to senior citizens. Be 
sure to ask. To locate a shelter or 
rescue in your area look in your 
local yellow pages or visit 
www.pets911.com. 

Health Benefits 

You're right about pels being 
good for our health. Studies have 
shown that pet owners make fewer 
doctor visits, have shorter hospital 
stays and take less medication than 
people who don't own pets. Pets 
can boost our spirits, encourage 
exercise and socialization and can 
even help prevent and relieve 
numerous medical conditions like 
cardiovascular disease, high blood 
pressure, arthritis, cancer, 
Alzheimers disease and depression. 

Sawy Hp: Retired or rejected 
service dogs also make great pets fcH-
seniors because they've been 
through basic obedience training and 
are usually already housebroken.

When Î ichard Njus opened 
Deerfield as its principal in 
August 2000, tfie scliool was the 
only one of its kind in the Novi 
Public School District. 

Not only was it a magnet 
school, but it was designed in a 
nontraditional elemcntaiy school 
format. 

It offered "open" classrooms 
called "houses" where students 
were not grouped together by 
their age but inleriicted in a multi-
age learning environment. 

Third and fourth graders shared 
the same classroom and were 
taught social .studies and science 
in a rotating cycle. It was ihe first 
elemenlary school in the district 
to teach Spanish classes. 

Deerfield was unique in its 
design, unique in lis classroom 
structure and unique in how it 
went about teaching its children. 

And Deerfield will remain 
unique, Njus said. Even at Ihe end 
of this school year when it will lose 
its magnet status and become a

"Our staff is dcicrniined io seven years," Njus said. door of this school is going to be 

loved and nurtured and we are 
going to encourage that child lo 
reach his or her potential as a 
whole person." 

Third and fourth graders 

Last month made a year since 
the Novi Board of Education 
voted to make Deerfield a neigh­
borhood school and a.s such it is 
participaiing in the redistricting 
schedule along with all of Novi's 
elementary schools. 

Both parents and teachers 
expressed a concern r-cgarding 
Deerlleld's unique curriculum, 
especially for ihe third and fourth 
grade classes. 

Since the classes arc in group 
settings, some wondered if their 
third and fourth graders will have 
the necessary curriculum lo 
advance in a traditionally taught 
classroom format. 

"We want to make the transi­
tion for our kids and foi' the staff 
in other buildings as seamless as 
po.ssible," Njus said. 

"My third and fourth grade 
teachers, looked at thecuiriculum 
and divided the kids back into 
grade level for their content. 

"When kids go into other build­
ings, for example, a child trans­
fers from here lo Orchard Hills, 
they've had their third grade con­
tent so they can go right into 

fourth giade." 
In addition, Njus said his teach­

ers met with third and fourth 
grader teachers from Ihc different 
.schools, going over curriculum so 
ihat they will feel comfortable 
receiving children from Deerfield. 

He is also arranging tours for 
parents who arc transferring to 
Deerfield next ye:ir. 

"I want parents to have a real 
understanding of the building and 
the philosophy," he said. , 

A love for kids 

Njus admits he was not for 
Deerfield becoming a neighbor­
hood school, but with the choice 
oul of his hands, he will continue 
to strive for the best educational 
experience for his students. 

"I love what I do," he 'said. 
"The passion of my heart is kids. 
That's why I'm an elementary 
principal and I've been an ele­
mentary principal since 1979. 1 
always want the best for kids." 

"I said lo the Board, we will 
follow through with their expecta­
tions and any new child that we 
have coming through lhat door is 
going to be loved, that's what's 
going to happen."

If it lakes a village to raise a 
child, then ilipust titoa c o i ™ 
nity wide effort to bdiid'siiccess-
ful families. 

That is what Novi Youth 
Assistance has done for 50 years. 
In partnership with the Novi 
Community School District, the 
City of Novi and ihe Oakland 
Couniy Probate Court, the Novi 
Youth Assistance has existed to 
support and build success in Novi 
families. 

"Most people don't realize 
we've been around that long," 
said Claudia Waller, NYA case­
worker. "When a child walks in 
here, we assess whatever is need­
ed, and we make sure we are pro­
viding that either internally or 
providing it by oul(sourcing)," 
she said. 

The organization offers several 
program options to families and 
youth depending on the need. 

"It could be anything from our 
scholarship programs, tutoring, 
camp programs to family counsel­
ing to referral work - finding 
organizations they need to link 
with," Walter said. 

"We want to support families in 
success and however we need to 
do that, we will do it." 

Guilt by association 

There is an aspect to the organ­
ization that receives negative 
attention, Walter said. 

"We do service that one part of 
the population that is teenagers 
getting into trouble wilh the 
police department. But this is 
probably only 20 percent of our 
case load," she said. 

'The other 80 percent are pre­
vention cases that come from the 
schools and from parents where 
they are looking for a variety of 
support." 

Novi Youth receives more than 
400 referrals a year. 

"We are a very busy office," she 
said. 

The youth assistance program 
is a nonprofit organization admin­
istered by the county yet decen­
tralized throughout the 26 school 
districts within Oakland county. 

The programming and assis­
tance to help families comes 
entirely from donations, grants 
and the Bowl-A-Thon fundraiser 
the NYA has held every year for 
the past 25 years. Walter said the 
best way lo support the program is 
to participate in the Bowl-A-
Thon. 

"Everything we raise goes 
directly to programming and goes 
back to the community," she said. 

"There are no administrative 
costs here because the county 
pays for our salaries and the 

schools and the city give us both 
operating moneys and inkind sup­
port." 

"It's a big year for us," said 
Walter. "Il's our 25lh annual 
Bowl-A-Thon, and it'll be our 
.'50th year. 

"What's amazing is to think lhat • 
when this was put in place back in 
the 1950s, prevention wasn't a big 
catch phrase back then."

We have new labels that attempt 
to explain it — adultescents, 
emerging adulthood, prolonged 
adolescense or Ihose going 
through a quarter-life crisis.

Empty Nest to Boomerang," 
Doehler is available to tailc to any 
local group about this recent phe-
nonemoii in our society. 

In fact, statistics show that 18 
million young adults in the U.S. 
between 18 and 34 live with their 
parents. 

"This is an increase of 44 per­

cent since 1970," Doehier said. 
The reasons for older children 

moving back home are varied — 
from economics to health prob-
lems.to relationship issues. 

Doehler noted that poorly pay­
ing, dead-end jobs often lead lo 
children moving back home. 

"An unstable job market, early 
terminations, plant closings and 
businesses going under have creat­
ed this," Doehler said. "The days 
of working for one company for 
your entire life arc gone." 

Tiie Bureau of Labor Statistics 
showed in 2000 that the average 
person holds 9.2 jobs between 18 
and 34, Also, from 2000-2003, the 
jobless rate for 20-24-year-olds 
increased from 6.7 percent to iO.9 
percent, exceeding the national 
average. 

"These young people are going 
to have to work longer to fund 
their health insurance and retire-
mcni and to pay for the largest 
number of seniors in history," 
Doehler said. 

Rising housing costs have also 
brought more children back 
home. The National Association 
of Realtors' statistics reveal that 
from 1973-2004 tiie cost of a 
home rose 500 percent, with Ihe 
typical starting household income 

rising only 300 percent. 
College loan debt has also 

increased to an average loan debt 
of $i 8,000 and an average of 
$3,000 in credit card debt for stu­
dent graduates. 

A Harvard Law Study showed 
that 615,000 people under age 35 
filed for bankruptcy in 2000. 

Divorce, education to blame 

Divorce, extending education, 
delaying mairiage and self-explo­
ration an; other rea.sons adult cliii-
dren find themselves back in Ihe 
nest. 

So. what can pimints and children 
do to overcome some of tlie obsta­
cles they face now living together 
again but as adults? 

Doehler said .setting ground rules 
and keeping lines of communication 
open are essential to keeping peace 
in the house. 

"Privacy becomes an issue as 
well a.s who cim watch TV where 
and at what time," she said. Having 
to share space and resources often 
results in conflict. 

One woman even resorted to 
placing a note on her food that said, 
"I spit in thi.'i," to keep other people 
in the household from eating her 
dishes. 

Emouons can range from feelings 
of shame and guilt on both sides lo 
feelings of failure and "Wliai aie the 
neighbors going to Uiink?" 

'Talk if you can before the move 
happens," Doehler suggests. "Tliink 
about evcrytliing you need to nego­
tiate." 

Schedule regular meetings to a.sk, 
"How arc we doing and what needs 
lo shift?" she said. \ 

To avoid confiicl, "Youjiced to 
team to bite your tongue untii it 
bieeds and dien keep biting," she 
said. 

Parents should develop a positive 
attitude about what tliey'rc doing for 
Iheir children. ( 

"Be grittcful you can help your 
children," Doehler said. 

But, on tiie otlicr hand, adult chil­
dren living at iiome should con­
tribute financially in some way 
when they can. 

"If tiicy don't. Mom and Dad arc 
going to st;irt to feel rescntftii." 

And seek counseling before 
issues become problems. 

"A third party can help you nego­
tiate."

At 44, Jeff Penerowicz, of 
Northville Township, now has a 
good job and a bright future. 

But several years ago, he was 
faced with a real mid-life crisis — 
having to move back in with his 
parents. 

Penerowicz said the situation 
arose after a messy divorce, when 
he was living in San Francisco 
and resigned from his job. 

"1 resigned partly because the 
joh.,wasn'.t.,a .good fit .and .partly: 
because of the divorce proceed­

ings," he said. 
His two boys, Dylan, now 10, 

and Zack, now 8, were in Chicago 
with their mother. 

"It was so difficult to see my 
sons with them being so far 
away." 

Plus, part of the divorce agree­
ment stated if he lived more than 
300 miles from Chicago for a year 
or more, his ex-wife could move 
the children out of state. 

"Moving to the Deu-oit area was 
less than 300 miles, plus I needed 
a support network," he said. 

He moved in with his parents in 
the fall of 2001, about two weeks 
before the terrorist attacks of 
Sept. H. 

"The economy went south after 
that," he said. He laid low for a 
while, then found a job as a prod-

lUCti development specialist-for a 
local health insurance company in

The move back to his parents' 

home was mainly for economic 
reasons, due to legal costs from 
the divorce. 

"Usually the male has to suiTcr 
a lot of the financial burden fol­
lowing a divorce, so this is a rea­
son that a lot of men have to move 
back home," Penerowicz said. 

He didn't want to share a home 
with another man because he was­
n't sure how that would appear in 
the eyes of the court. 

In Ihe joint custody agrccmcnl, 
he drove lo see his sons in 
Chicago every other weekend and 
sometimes brought them back 
here. 

He found he wasn't alone 

Penerowicz said he thought he 
was the only man in such a situa­
tion until he ran into one of his 
parents' neighbors several years 
ago. 

"1 thought at Ihe lime that this 
was just happening to me, but then 

1 met a man living in the same 
condo complex who has five kids 
and was living with his parents." 

He said he had to deal with 
some humiliation over moving 
back home in his late 30s and just 
llie overall iidjuslmeiu of living 
with his parents as an adult. 

"1 really wasn't there very 
much, bul there was slill a sligm.i 
against doing that. However, my 
parents were very sympathetic and 
supportive, and my kids developed 
a strong relalionship wilh llieir 
grandparents, which wouldn't 
have liappened if 1 had lived in 
another slate," Penerowicz said. 

He also developed a stronger 
relationsiiip with his parents after 
moving back home. 

His parents did set some house 
rules for Ihe boys, such as trying 
not to break things and having 
respect for their home. 

Scheduling was often difficult, 
too, because although his father 
was retired, his mother was still 
working and was very busy. 

So, him moving back home 
affected their lives, too. 

"One of their challenges was 
learning to raise young boys at an 
older age," he said. 

Penerowicz has some advice for 
adults faced with having to "return 
to the nest." 

"You have to be fiexible and 
understand that there are other 
people in this situation," he said. 
"And you have to realize that 
some Iliings are out of your con­
trol. Il's olien a last resort."

leaches physics? 
Should a teacher who really 

can'l gel Algebra 11 across lo his 
sludenis be paid llie same as one 
whose kids consislenlly lead the 
stale in llicir scores on advanced 
placement malh exams? 

And wilh the stale negotiating 
wages and fringes, one result 
could be one big iieallli care plan 
that would be compelilivcly bid 
10 maximize efficiency and mini­
mize cost to the taxpayers. 

You could even begin lo get a 
handle on extremely expensive 
educator rclircmeni costs by 
making sure all new school 
employees move from tradilional 
defined benefit plans (pensions) 
lo defined conlribulion plans 
(like Ihc 401k plans now .so 
prcvalenl in the private sector.) 
Schools now spend an average of 
$1,200 per pupil on heallh insur­
ance and pensions, according to 
Ihc Citizens Research Council. 

The respected, non-pailisan 
CRC also predicts that as il now 
sl.mds. one oul of every Ihrce 
dollars going lo schools will be 
ealen up in health care and pen­
sions in little more than a decade. 

There would be other financial 
benefits lo having the state doing 
the negotialing. Local school dis­
tricts would no longer have to 
pay high-priced labor lawyers 
and tie up assistant supcrintcnd-
cms time in conducting all ihose 
negotiations. (Remember, there 
are 549 school districts in 
Michigan; that's a lot of lawyers 
and contract negotiators!) Thai 
alone should produce substantial 
savings, money that could go 
right back into the classroom. 

And while they're at il, state 

bargainers could put pressure on 
both unions and local school dis­
tricts to consolidalc all iion-
inslrudional funelions inlo the 
Inlermcdialc School Districts, 
where bcller technology and 
economics of sciilc could s;ivc 
millions. 

This is nol a small mailer 
Philip Cusick, a professor of edu­
cation al Michigan Slate 
University, told the Detroit News 
that 2.'i years ago some 70 per-
cenl of employees in education 
were teachers. 

Now, only 49 per cent — less 
than half-— of them arc. 

Does central bargaining go on 
elsewhere in state govcrnmcnl? Il 
ccrlainly does — here and else­
where. The slalc of Ihiwaii con­
vened its teachers inlo slate 
employees, while Michigan Sliile 
Police work under uniform 
siaiewidc conlracls. 

Incidenlally, ni;iny stale admin­
istrative employees are represent­
ed by the United Aulo Workers 
union. Thai means this idea isn't 
union hiisling. The slale would 
still have to negotiate wilh the 
various unions thai represent 
teachers, bus drivers, custodians, 
etc. 

Naturally, Iheic arc a couple 
obvious drawliacks lo this mod­
est proposal. First: If you have 
one great big ncgolialion wilh all 
school employees, you will 
always have Ihc possibilily of 
one greal big siaiewidc teacher 
strike every few years, anli-slrikc 
laws or lU). 

The second flaw runs deeper, 
and has lo do with our deeply 
embedded idea, dating back lo 
pioneer days, of local control of 

schools. Thai's why we have .'i49 
local school dislricls — count 
'cm! — each supposedly a bas­
tion of what local folks want 
I'rom schools. 

Bui in practice, it's been lough 
to get :ill 549 locally eleclcd 
school boards to tackle the kind 
of reforms the entire system 
needs. 

Sonic of ilieni are loo sniiill, 
100 poor, or bolh to be able to 
realislically offer the kind of 
.sophisticated 2lsl century educa­
tion Michigan sludenis have to 
have. 

So if we're really serious about 
reforming the cmploynicnl and 
managemeni side of our school 
sysicm, we need lo begin think­
ing outside Ihc box. Considering 
making all school employees 
slale workers is an example. 
Possibly Iherc is a better answer 
— but this is jusi the kind of 
transformational question wc 
need 10 start asking. 

We need lo challenge assump­
tions, nol just about our schools 
but aboiil the structure and opera­
tions of our entire public .sector. 

And we need to make some 
fixes, soon.
