Accused killer Daniel Pittao 
was bound over for trial after 
two days of emotionally 
charged testimony l<ist week 
that illustrated the grisly murder 
of his estranged wife, Tamara, 
and the years of abuse prosecu­
tors said she suffered at his 
hands. 

Proceedings could begin in 
three to four months in Oakland 
County Circuit Court. During 
the hearing, prosecutors laid out 
a morc-than-20-ycar pattern of 
abusive behavior by Pittao 
against his fir.st wife, son and 
Tamara. They argued the violent 
acts - which frequently 

involved punching lo the hea^ 
— were consistent with the 
manner of her death. 

Tamara was found murdered 
on Thanksgiving Day 1997 in 
her Novi apartment. She had 
sustained several blows to the 
head, her throat was slil and she 
was suffocated, said Dr. Kanu 
Virani, an Oakland County med­
ical examiner who performed 
Ihc auiop.sy. The Piilaos were 
about to divorce at the time of 
her death and were living sepa­
rately. 

Pillao, of Highland Towji.ship, 
was charged wilh open murder in 
January. He pleaded nol guilty 
and is being held without bond in 
the Oakland County Jail. Clad in 
a green suit, he sal emotionless 
during the hearing, occasionally 
scribbling notes and whispering 
with his lawyers.

Stacy Abraham never wants lo 
ihinJc about what she could have 
done to protect her son and daugh­
ter. 

She never wants to ask the ques-
don. 'Why didn't we do some­
thing?'after the fact. 

Abraham has iwo children at 
Novi High School. 

"The security issue is really 
important to me" she said. "Of 
course violence is not going to go 
away, of coiIrse kids have to be pro­

tected." 
The Novi Community School 

District wants to take more preven­
tive efforts in ensuring the safety of 
its 6,320 students. The remaining 
funds of Ihe school bond issue will 
spend $1,39 million to improve 
building security systetIis. 

Bond funds will add exterior 
cameras to all district buildings, 
incorporate technology for keyless 
staff entry and connect ail exterior 
doors io a network that will enable 
diem to automatically lock and 
unlock from a central location. 

"It's really something that is 
probably a little out iniront, bul 
there are many districts lhat are 
looking al it righl now," said Gail 
Credit, director of finance for Novi 

Community Schools. 
Over hdf of Uie bond security 

funds will go toward equipping die 
district's two largest campuses: 
Novi Middle School with 1,0-40 stu­
dents, and Novi High School with 
1,929. 

Preventative measures 
"It's just like keeping a fire 

extinguisher in your house," said 
Milan Obrenovich, Novi Mitldle 
School principal. 

"You hope you never need it, 
hope you never have lo use it, it's 
a preventive thing," he .said. 

"If something did happen in 
your building, if you had one inci­
dent happen in the school, you'd 
better believe me, all of the sud­
den you'd have all kinds of these 
security things going into place. 
But why w,iit until then?" 

Themiddle school has no cam­
eras but uses hall monitors to 
check the doors in the building, 
Obrenovich said. Doors are 
locked and checked manually 

'There's no way to know if 
they're unlocked during the day," 
he said. "We'll find them open 
where people have gone out and 
didn't check lo make sure it was 
closed. 

"Bul with this system it would 
lock Ihc front door, lock every­
thing automatically and you 
know it's locked. If it's not 
locked, you would probably have 
.something in place telling you." 

For having that sense of securi­
ty, Obrenovich said the district 
wouldn't be paying an exorbitant 
price. 

"I think if you look at the num­
ber of kids involved, staff and

Till" Oai<limd Counly Federal 
Aid Coiniiiillec rccenlly 
approved nearly .S.'52 million in 
road projeel funding hcginning 
in 2009. including a nuijor Novi 
projcci. 

The Road toniinission for 
Oakland Counly public infor-
malioii officer. Craig Hryson, 
said Ihe project will start in Ihe 
21)11 fiscal year on 12 Mile 

Road in the areas of Beck and 
Dixon and Novi and Wixom 
roads. 

"We're going to widen that 
road from Iwo lanes to five 
lanes, including constructing a 
bridge over the CSX railroad 
tracks," he said. 

Bryson said the SI.3 million 
dollars allocated for the project 
is for the design phase only, and 
additional money will need to 
bc generated for construction in 
subsequent years. 

"It's a prclty major project," 
he said. 

Other projects are .slated for 
communities including 
Farmington Hills, Southfield, 
Royal Oak and Troy 

The Oakland County Federal 
Aid Committee allocates feder­

al road funding to projects with­
in Oakland County. Each year, 
committee members identify the 
projects that will receive the 
available federal road funds 
three years in the future. 

This year marks the first year 
the committee .selected projects 
for both three and four years 
into the future, 2010 and 2011, 
and also added funding for 
additional projects in 2009, all 
totaling $12 million. 

"Nearl/ $52 million seems 
like a lot of money," said Brent 
Blair, RCOC managing director, 
"However, when you consider 
how much it costs these days to 
widen roads, and how great the 
needs arc in Oakland County, 
this is really just a drop in Ihe 
bucket. 

'lOver the next 10 years, we 
anticipate more than $2 billion 
worth of road needs on RCOC 
roads and city and village 
streets." 

Bryson said the amount of 
funding the county receives is 
determined primarily by Ihe 
amount of money the federal 
government designates each 

year 
He said the money is divided 

using a formula between the 
states and then between regions 
and counties within each state. 

The Oakland County Federal 
Aid Committee reviews projects 
thai arc submitted by the road 
commission and cities and vil­
lages in the counly. 

Bryson said the projects arc 
ranked using a "worst first" 
point system, giving the most 
points 10 projects doing Ihe 
most to improve motorist safety 
and reduce traffic congestion.

Ten Mile/Beck roads 
Intersection 

City officials said this inter­
section will be improved by the 
addition of dedicated right turn 
lanes to northbound, south­
bound and easlbound legs of 
the intersection of Ten Mile and 
Beck Road, the extension of an 
existing westbound right turn 
lane, extension of an existing 
easlbound left turn lane and 
signal upgrades to include right 
turn arrows for all legs. This is 
slated to be a fiscal year 2007-
08 project.

Oiher projects are on the radar, 

he said, but await city couiicilap-
proval and inclusion in Ihe 
upcoming fiscal year budget for 
the new year beginning July 1. 

So for now, the big seven Novi 
construction projects for 2007 
are: 

1. Taft Road Rceonsiruclion. 
Beginning in June and sched­

uled through Seplcnibcr, 
$750,000 worth of road work will 
take place to improve Tall Road, 
city officials said. According lo 
city documents, work will take 
place on Taft Road south of Nine 
Mile Road to the city's southern 
limits. City officials said work 
Includes rehabilitating the road 
and will be paid for through the 
City of Novi Major Street Fund. 

2. Sidewalks. 
City officials said work to Novi 

sidewalks is scheduled lor June 
through August. Paid for through 
the city's Municipal Street Fund, 
$280,000 worth of work will take 
place on the west side of 
Meadowbrook Road between 
Eight and 10 Mile roads; to gaps 
on the north side of 10 Mile Road 
between Jameslownc and Beck 
Road; and to gaps on the north 
side of Nine Mile Road between 
Beck and Taft roads. 

3. Greenwood Oaks Sanitary 
Sewer. 

City officials said this month 
ihrough May, $247,000 worth of 
work will lake place at Ihe 
Greenwood Oaks Sanitaiy Sewer, 
north of 10 Mile Road along the 
west side of Beck Road. The 
repairs are being paid for through 
the City's Water and Sewer Fund. 

4. Lannys Sanitary Pump 
Station and Sewer. 

Nearly $2 million in improve­
ments will be made to the Lannys 
Sanitary Pump Station and Sewer, 
on the west side of Beck Road, 
near Providence Hospital to east

Avenue. City officials said the 
work will lake place April through 
November and is being paid for 
Ihrough the City's Water and 
Sewer Fund. 

5. Walled Lake Sewer 
Diversion. 

Cily officials said in April 

Ihrough May, $167,000 worth of 
sewer work will take place at 
West Park Drive and West Road. 
The money will come from ihc 
City's Water and Sewer Fund. 

6. Stretimbiink Stabilization. 
City officials said in M.ay 

through June, $55,000 worth of 
stabilization work will lake place 

upstream and downstream of 
Meadowbrook Lake. The funding 
conies from the City's Water and 
Sewer Fund. 

7. Country Place and 
Stonehengc Sanitary Pump 
Stations. 

City officials said improve­
ments to pump stations serving 

the Country Place and 
Stonehcnge developments will 
take place this month through 
May. According to city docu­
ments, the cost is $576,000 and 
will be paid for through ihe City's 
Water and Sewer Fund. 

Hayes said other conslruclion 
projects arc up for approval dur­

ing the budget process for ihe 
city's 2007-08 fiscal year. 

He assures the upcoming 
approval will include Beck Road 
work. 

"Council still has to approve 
the Beck Road project," Hayes 
said. "We've developed a list of 
short-term improvements for 
existing cro.ss sections of Beck 
Road, and we'll be making rec­
ommendations as part of ihe 
budgei process." 

Beck Road repaying, rehabilila-
don and intersection improvements 
have been previously discussed by 
City Council and officials. 

Hayes said the worst areas of 
Beck Road include the intersec­
tions at 10 and 11 Mile roads and 
near Eight Mile Road. 

At a recent Homeowners 
Association Leaders Breakfast 
hosted by the city, an informal 
survey was conducted asking 
attendees lo identify one area in 
the city posing the greatest traffic 
concern. 

According to Novi City 
Manger Clay Pearson, the Ten 
Mile and Beck roads intersection 
received the most responses, com­
ing in at 29 percent. 

If approved, Beck Road work 
will begin in July, city officials 
said. 

City officials said also sched­
uled, but awaiung Council 
approval, is the Neighborhood 
Street Reconstruction project. 

Hayes said ihe list of streets 
scheduled for repair, should be 
released later this year. 

Work will take place in July 
and August, he said, and will be 
paid for through the City's Local 
Slrect Fund. 

City ofilcials said the amount 
of construction work scheduled 
for 2007 is in line with prior 
years, expected to come in with a 
final tally of $8 million. 

City official said next year's 
road construction calendar is fil­
ing up wilh multiple state and 
county projects. 

And looking further into the 
future, Hayes sees the 2008-09 
construction season as another 
busy year.

What do you get when you 
cross talented Novi High Sciiool 
students with a dedicated corpo­
rate sponsor lilce Intier 
Automotive Scaling, which also 
brings with il dedicated profes­
sional mentors, and mix it with 
committed industrial tech high 
school coaches? 

You get Novi High School's 
award winning FIRST Robotics 
Team 503, Frog Force. 

Since 2001 the Novi High 
School team has participated in 
FIRST Robotics competitions 
and taken away many lop hon­
ors and awards. 

Bul this year Ihe team made 
history by becoming the first 
team to win bolh a first-place 
ranking in the Great Lakes 
Regional competition and the 
event's prestigious Chairman's 
Award al the same time. 

"The Chairman's Award is 
FIRST Robotics most presti­
gious award," said Janki Patel, a 
senior and Team 503 .secretary. 
"To win it is even higher than 
when you place first at a region­
al." 

"It gave a boost of energy to 
our team because the Great 
Lakes Regional is known to be 
the most difficult regional in the 
nation. So it kinda of gives extra 
support to say, 'yes we went 
there and we won it'," she said. 

Frog power 

The win also marks the first 
time Ihe Frog Force has won at 

ihe Great Lakes Regional com­
petition in Ypsilanti. 

Now the team is preparing for 
anolher regional completion 
this weekend in Cleveland. 
Afterward, it will travel to the 
world competition in Atlanta, 
April 11-13. 

"It's basically the same com­
petition all over again," said 
Larry Scavo, Team 503 coach 
and high school industrial tech 
teacher. 

"You have to compete in two 
regional meets, and this will be 
our second meet. Since wc won 
(at the regional) we will auto­
matically go to Atlanta, bul you 
still have to compete in two 
regionals." 

Practical application 

The benefit to the siudenis 
participating in ihe competi­
tions is outstanding said Scavo 
and co-coach and industrial lech 
teacher Rocky Roberts. 

Working wilh industry pro­
fessionals to design, create and 
program a robot gives their stu­
dents hands-on practical engi­
neering experience as well as 
team work and problem-solving 
skills. 

"The kids who are highly 
mechanical lhat are engineering 
bound have always taken a lot 
of the academic courses and 
still do, but have never had a 
place lo put all lhat knowledge 
to use," said Scavo. 

"This is a high level purpose 
driven club that gives direct 
application right to industry." 

Roberts agrees. 
"Our FIRST programs are 

comparable to senior projects at 
the university level," he said. "I 
would argue that with anyone." 

Even students not planning on 
pursuing an engineering career 
said ihey will apply what they 
learn in robotics to whatever

be possible without the sponsor­
ship support and mentor support 
from Intier Automotive Seating. 

"The biggest thing i.s our kids 
do the work hand in hand with 
the mentors at Inleir to build the 
robot," said Scavo. 

"It may bc lhat a lol of the 
knowledge base conies from the 
expertise of Ihe mentor, but the 

kids are there learning thai and 
putting it to use, diagnosing the 
problems and fixing the prob­
lems." 1 

Even more important is the 
corporate sponsorship Intier 
provides, without it the high 
school could not afford lo com­
pete. 

"It costs $5,000-6,000 lo reg­
ister for one three-day competi­
tion," Scavo said. 

Most schools compete in 
three to four competitions a 
year, and the robot kits the 
teams purchase cost about the 
same amount of money as one 
conference. Intier covers all 
travel cost and conference fees. 

"Intier has been ridiculously 
good to us," said Siddiqui. 
"They have made cut backs in 
their staff, bul they still have 
kepi us. Without them we would 
be nowhere. We wouldn'l have a 
place to work or any money to 
do this stuff."

Michigan citizens value education. Yei, 62 per-
cenl of Michigan's voters rejected Ihe November 
ballot Proposal i to "guarantee" funding increa.ses 
lo our local public .schools. The voters understood 
lhal ihe money was for the aduhs and not Ihe chil­
dren, so more money wouldn't automatically 
translate into higher quaiily and achievement. 

Now comes the hard part of making Ihe neces­
sary changes in our schools. 

ilikc the auto industry, our system of public 
educalion must change or perish. The configura­
tion of our public system of education is not sus­
tainable educationally or fiscally. And it will not 
prepare our children tocoinpclc in a rapidly 
changing world without significant and funda-
nicnial change. 

With technology and globalization, our children 
are nol simply competing againsi the .students in 
the school district or shile next door; they are 
competing againsi the 3 billion new capitalists in 
Russia, China, India and other developing nations 
that are clamoring to lake our jobs and our middle 
class way of life. 

A time for boldness 

Bold clTorts need lo be undertaken to redirect 
limited resources to the core mission of teaching 
and learning. Michigan citizens will not increase 
funding lo schools until die goveiIior and legisla­
ture, along widi local school boards and superin­
tendents, demonstrate dial dicy have made the 
tough decisions to: 

• Address runaway health and pension costs. 
• Close unnecessafy school buildings. 
• Consolidate die tiny school districts across the 

Slate. 

• Reduce administrative overhead. 
• And direct more of the nearly S13 billion cur-

renlly spent in our public schools into the class­
room. 

As an example, the highly regarded public 
accounting firm Plante & Moran did a study nearly 
a decade ago lhal showed how Wayne County could 
save nearly SIO million annyally by consolidating 
special education bus rouies without hurting .stu­
dents. The recommendations' were never implc-
menled because it would affect adults and lhcir 
jobs.

$10 million wasted 

That is $10 million lhal could and should have 
gone to prepare our children for the 2ist-century 
knowledge economy but was burned up on the 
roads. There arc similar examples across our slate. 

There arc no incentives or natural consutuency at 
the local level for taking on the tough assignment to 
rein in costs, consolidate school districts, fonn joint 
operadng agreements and other ways to save money 
and be more effective with public school aid. 

Clearly, our children will benefit from strategical­
ly targeted investments. However, the problems 
confronting our schools cannot and will not be 
addressed by simply pouring more money into die 
existing system. 

When I was stale superintendent of public 
instniction, I compiled a 2004 report on Michigan's 
structural school funding issues and warned: "A 
simple solution would be to join the chorus and 
simply ask for more tax revenue to fund our 
schools, llowever. simply funding the current sys­
tem will not yield die results our children need and 
deserve." 

Consensus for reform grows 
Others arc reaching the same conclusion. The 

execuliie directors of the Michigan Association of 
School Adminislralors and the Michigan 
Association of School Boards, in a Nov. \i, 2006, 
joint Idler lo The Deiroit News, appear to agree 
lhal fundamental change is needed when they 
wrote: "Proposal 5 - rejected by 62 percent of 
Michigan \'olcrs - should serve as a wake-up call 
for all of us in educafion." 

The respected Citizens Research Council of 
Michigan concluded lhal change is required in a 
report that stated: "increased pension and health 
benefit cost for working school employees leaves 
little room for increased spending directed lo teach­
ing and learning." 

Last year's Senate majority leader, a Republican, 
and the Senate minority leader, a Democrat (who Is 
now Gov. Jennifer Granholm's budget director), 
with jnbre than 40 years of legislative experience 
between them, concurred that die state needs to 
consolidate school districts and direct more dollars 
to the classroom. 

Given the runaway healih care and pension costs. 

unless changes arc made, we should change ihe 
name of the Department of Educalion to the 
Department of "Health Care and Pensions" lo more 
accurately reflect where the bulk of any future 
money wiii be spent. 

We have witnessed whal has happened when the 
auto industry ignored new realities and waited too 
long io address the siniciural problems confronting 
them. Michigan's citizens have historically demon­
strated dieir wiiiingncss to invest in our children. 
They will do .so in the future when fundamental 
changes in Michigan's public education system 
assure them that the investment will pay off for our 
children and our collective future.

Easter egg coloring is one ol' 
the well-known traditions associ­
ated wilh tlic holiday. Coloring 
egg.s can be fun I'or children and 
adults alike. 

Easter is a spring holiday, and 
spring is synonynious wilh fcnili-
ly and new liî e. Eggs are thus 
linked to the Icstivities because ol' 
Iheir connection lo I'erlility. 

Whal's more, according (o 
Hislory.coin, German sclllcrs in 
America are said to have hiought 
over llie tradition of :i bunny 
named "Osehter Haws" who 
would visit houses on Easter eve. 
leaving colored eggs for ciiildren. 

Ea.stcrcggs were liaimcd dilTcr-
enl colors to represent the sunlighl 
of spring. Christians l;ilcr used 
eggs to symbolize Ihe rebirth of 
Christ. 

For those wlio will be incorpo­
rating Ihe magic of colored eggs 
in their festivities this year, there 
are several ways to adorn tlie eggs 
Ihat go above and beyond the tra­
ditional coloring kits. 

Here are a I'cw ideas to consid­
er 

• The well-known Paas coloring 

kit still remains a classic favorite, 
replete with dipping spoons and 
colored packets. M:iny companies 
have put their own spins on Ihe 
coloring kit to include a brighter 
array of colors and even slicktrs 
and other embellishments. 

• There arc shrink-wrap kits 
Ihat feature plastic rings that 
.shrink iiilo place when the eggs 
are boiled. The rings are imprint­
ed wilh an Easier design. 

• You can make your own egg 
dye with the following recipe: 
Combine VI to 1 lalilespoon of 
food coloring with 2 teaspoons 
while viiiegiir in a cup that can 
accommodate an egg. Add waler 
to aboui the half-way point.' Dip 
in the eggs wilh a spoon to color. 

• Tie-dye eggs can be created 
hy wrapping rubber bands around 
eggs before dipping them into Ihe 
dye. Remove the rubber bands 
after the dye has dried and see Ihc 
designs that have resulted. 

• A similar lechnique can be 
jichicvcd by using wax crayons 
and dye. Color designs onto the 
egg with Ihe crayons, such :is 
dots, lines or sqiiiggles. When tlie 

eggs arc dipped in Ihe dye, the 
crayon will repel the dye and 
leave Ihc designs in phice. Those 
who don't want lo use dye with 
very young children can simply 
color in Ihc eggs with the crayons. 

• 'Egg'sira Special designs ciin 
be made by using craft supplies lo 
adorn the eggs. Make cute egg 
people or animals lo display. How 
about an Easter bunny complete 
with eollon ball tail? Scour the 
craft store for slick-on jiggle eyes, 
fuzzy noses and more. 

• You can use regular acrylic 
paint to brush or sponge on 
designs. i-"or safety's sake, don't 
eat any eggs thai use a dye other 
titan a natural food coloring. 

• Food and beverages can be 
used 10 create natural dyes. Boil 
eggs wilh beets, spinach, tea, 
blueberries and more lo create Ihe 
colors desired. 

• Use your imagination and rely 
on just about anything lo make 
eggs dazzling. Glitter, markers, 
paints. Slickers and so much more 
can help you lo create one-of-a-
kind eggs.

B r i n g i n g w o r d s t o l i f e w i t l i o u t l e t t e r s

Sliirley Handley has spent tnore 
than two decades bringing words 
lo life for the visually impaired. 

Since her first introductions to 
the Braille language in 1981, the 
81-year-old Fox Run resident has 
since transcribed more than 
15,500 pages. 

"One page of printed words 
works out to two or two-and-a-
half pages of Braille," Handley 
said. "Learning Braille is one of 
the hardest things I've done, but 
also the most rewarding." 

Handley's Braille adventure 
began after taking a class through 
the Nardon Park Braille 
Transcribers in Farmington Hills. 

After almost two years of 
course work, 19 chapters and a 
35-page proofreading exam 
Handley became a certified 
Braille transcriber in 1983. 

From textbooks to literary nov­
els, Handley said she hopes to 
have helped many children and 
adults with the pages she's filled. 

Bacl( to basics 

The system of Braille was cre­
ated in 1821 by Louis Braille to 
assist the visually-impaired read 
and write. 

According" to the National 
Braille Institute, the system was 
based on a method of communi­
cation first developed in response 
to Napoleon's demand for a code 
that soldiers could use to commu­
nicate silently. 

Today, there are more lhan 15 
miilion blind and visually-
impaired people in the United 
Stales, according to Research to 
Prevent Blindness, and Handley is 
one of ndllions volunteering to 
help them communicate. 

"There were many times I 
warned to give up because it was 
really difficult," she said. "My 
husband (Ed) was my support and 
cheerleader, and he kept me going 
when I said 1 couldn't do it." 

Handley said learning lo read 
and transcribe Braille was like

learning a new language. 
"1 can't close my eyes and run 

my fingers over the Braille," she 
said. "1 can sight read Braille, but 
I can't feel the words wilh my fin­
gers." 

From the beginning 

When Handley first began tran­
scribing, she used an old fashion 
cast-iron Perkins Braille Writer. 

"Braille is made up of two 
rows of three dots, called cells," 
Handley said. "All of Braille is 
made up of combinaiiqns of those 

six dots or two cells side by side." 
She said her Braille writer is a 

simple machine with just six 
keys, allowing her to create hun­
dreds of different combinations 
of words, numbers and other 
codes to give Ihe visually-
impaired an idea of what they are 
reading. 

"We transcribe with computers 
now," she said. "There are several 
different Braille programs, but 
we still only use six keys." 

Handley said she uses e-mail to 
send her transcribed items to the 
Kansas lnstnictional Resource 

Center. 
"Before, the Perkins machine 

would emboss the pages for me. 
But if you made a mistake, you 
would have to redo ihe entire 
page," she said. "Because of e-
mail, I can now Braille and send 
pages as attachments. 

"They emboss it and send it 
back to me. Then,I send it to a 
blind proofreader and then on to 
Kansas." 

For the enjoyment 

Handley said though she does­

n't transcribe textbooks any 
longer, she enjoys transcribing 
novels and will continue as long 
as she can. 

"I'm glad lhal all the tiiiie I've 
spent learning Braille has been 
worlhwhile," she said. "I feel I 
have contributed to the well-being 
of the blind and visually-impaired 
Braille readers, especially the stu­
dents. 

"And I'm proud to hopefully 
have helped some of the children 
in their studies." 

Handley said no one in her fam­
ily is blind, and it was her own 

curiosity that brought her into her 
learning voyage. 

"Wc think sight is so precious," 
she said. "But I'm in awe of the 
blind readers who function so 
well in society 

'They have learned to function 
without their eyes. Eyes are so 
vital, and those without the use 
of theirs have learned lo func­
tion. 

"It's amazing, and I'm glad I 
was able to help."
